interests, a1d soon have the pleasure of
handling neariy as much money as a
Quartermaster. -~ Pairiotism invokes the
farmers to raise a plenteous harvest ; for
the soldiers in the ficld, who are fight-
ing for the liberty snd independence of
our country, must be supplied with a
sufficiency of food, and for this supply
they are wholly dcpendent upon the
farmers.

Huimanity appeais to the farmer to
speed the plough and increase his crops ;
for widows and orph.ins, whose husbands
and fathers have sacriticed their lives
upon the altarof their country’s defence,
must have meat and hread, and unless
the farmer raises the necessary supplies,
gaunt famine will cross the thresholds of
many houses, and intlict suffering incon-
ceivable upon innocen:t women and chil
dren.

There is no reason why there should
be even scarcity, much less want, in this
country of genial climate and productive
soil. If theres shall be not only a suffi-
ciency, but an abundance, in this coun-
try, it will be the fanlt of the farmers
who own the land, but fail to use the
means to make it fruitful.

A great responsibility now rests upon
the farmers, and we hope and believe
that they will acquit themselvesas they
should.

The Vindicator’s Dedge,

Week before -last, the = Vindicator
charged that we had not committed our-
self for or against reconstruction, and
that we were waiting to see which way
the “breeze of public opinion” would
blow. In our issue of- last -week, we
stated that we had never concarred in
opinion upon that subject with either
of the only two parties which had ever
maintained the policy of reconstruction,
to wit : The secession party before, and
the abolition-party since tKe war. The
Vindicator meets this stubborn fact by
saying that we, “in the early part of
1861,” (before the war) declared *‘that
the secessionists did not desire to recon-
struct the Union as they pretended.”
Whether they were sincere or not in
the "advocacy of their policy of recon-
struction does not affect the fact stated
by us, that they “maintained that the
Sonth should secede that the Union
might be reconstructed.” Whether they
were the victims of a grossdelusion, or
were endeavoring to impose upon
others, we know not; but we do know
that they urged secession with the pro-
We
never believed in the policy of recon-
struction, and cautioned the public
against the plausible, but fallacions, ar-
guments of 118 advocates. The Vindi
cator has dodged the issue it made, to-
wit: that we had never expressed our
views upon the subject of reconstruc
tion. The Viadicator charged that we
had not; we proved that we had, and
then the Vindicalor meets the proof by
saying that we did not believe the ad
vocaies of prospective reconstruction to
be sincere. If sincere, they were the
dupes of a gross delasion; if not sin-
cere, they were dishonest. The Vindi-
cator may chioose upon which horn of
the delemma it will hang them.

It the Vindicator would be less reck-
less in its assertions, and more logical
in its arguments, it would do itself more
credit. If the young man who now oc-
cupies the Editorial tripod in that oflice
were not too self-sufficient to learn from
those of “more expcrience,” we might
still entertain the “fond hope” of ma-
king something of him; butif he per-
sists in his expressed determination
“not to take any lessons from us,” we
will be compelled to allow him to grope
his way in ignorance.

From the following extract from a
letter, written by a lady in Princeton,
Arkansas, under date of February 7th,
to her sister in this place, it will be seen
that the enemy in that State are great-
ly demoralized, and that they are deser-
ting in considerable numbers-

“I hear that they are splitting up at
the North, and thousands of their men
are deserting (he army, and swear that
they will not fight against. the. South
any longer. They have deserted their
gunboats here on the Arkansas river,
and come up to Pine Bluff and give
themselves up to be paroled and sent
home, and you know the war cannot
last much longer at that, and it is true,
tor I have seen the men that saw the
Yankees give themselves up. A man
staid here last night, who told me he saw
a hundred give themselves up to his brig
ade at one time. He said that they had
been sent ashore to chop wood for the
gunboats, and they ran off. 80,000 have
refused to go to Vicksburg to fight any
more call it a slaughter pen. 5,000 de-
serted their gunboats on the Mjssissippi
river at Milliken’s Bend last week. 1
think we shall have peace this Spring.”

Martial which tried Capt. A. C. Web-
ster, (holding a commission under the
Pierpont Government,) on the charge
of a breach of his paiole of honor, has
found him guilty, and sentenced him to
be hanged by the neck untii he is dead.
The sentence having been approved, it
was further ordered that the prisoner be
executed at Camp Lee, on Friday, the
3d day of April, between the hours ot 8
A. M., and 3 P. M. Webster has been
incarcerated in the military prison in
Richmond for some time past, and has
made a number of desperate efforts to
escape.

The Latest News.

We invite attention to the official despatch, in
the telegraphic news, ot Gen. Bragg in refer.
ence to the recent gallant exploit of Gen. For-
rest at Brentwood, Tennessee.

A despatch to the s¢Rebel,”” dated Columbia,
the 26th inst., says that Gen. Forrest captured
800 prisoners, with their arms, ammunition, &c.,

sary stores, burnt the Railroad Bridge, tore up
ths track, and captured twenty-seven loaded
Wagons.

The Yarkee account of the fight represents
their loss at 15 killed, wounded and missing,
and that ours was much more. They are im-
proving in lying.

A despatch from McMinnville, Tenn., dated
March 27th, says that Gen. Morgan had a se-
vere fight with the Federals near Milton, on the
20th, which lasted 5 hours. The Federals were
repulsed and driven 8 miles. Our loss was 15
killed and 75 wounded. Federal loss about
twice that namber. They advanced in order to
raw our forces from Lib2riy, but they were
compelled to fall back to Murfreesboro.

The Jackson Appeal says the intelligence that
the enemy has appeared again in front of Fort
Pemberton is confirmed. Or: Monday afternoon,
the 23d inst., firing took place, but the result is
unknown.

A special to the Appeal from Vicksburg, 25th, says?
At 5 o clock this morning four boats were seen advan
eing towards the upper batteries. A vigorous fire was
o.encd upon them, driving back two, when the other
two passed uunder a raking fire, almost every shot ta-
king effect. One received a shot in her steam chest,
compelling her crew to desert her, and in fifteen min-
utes she filled and sunk. Part of her crew escaped to
the opposite shore. The boat that escaped is supposed
to be the Lenton, badly disabled. One shot penetra-
téd her steam drum, disabling her so badly that the
Albatross came up to tow her cut of danger from our
gunboats.

MosiLe, March 25.—A letter in the Advertiser and
Register, dated Viessburg, 23d, says:

On Saturday morning, Col. Ferguson, commanding
the batteries at the junction of Deep Creek with Sun-
flower river, thirty miles above its junction with the
Yazoo, repuls-dthe enemy, destroyed it is said, three
gunboats, and driving the balance buck. Col Fergu-
son had sufficient strength to hold the enemy in checs
and recomasended that reinforcements be sent in the
rear of the enemy to cut oif their retreat. This move
ment on the part of the enemy was 1o flank our bat
tteries at Payne's Bluff, on the Yazoo.

Fort Pembertun.

A good deal of misapyrehension exists in refer
ence to the location of this post. It is so often
spoken of as a barrier in the progress cof the en-
my to the rear of Vicksburg, that it is consider-
ed by many to be quite near the latter place.—
Oa the contrary it is more than one hundred
niles distant. Fort Pemberton is on the Yazoo
river, a short distance betow the confluence of
the Tallahatchic and Yallobusha. The Yankees
reached it through Yazoo Pass, which leaves theq
Mississippi a few miles below Helena, and Cold-
water river—the lattar emptying into the Yazoo
about, or near, the point where we suppose Furt
Pemberton to be situated.  Should the Yankees
sncceed in passing this Fort we do not under-
stand how they wonld be in the REAR of Vicks-
burg, for they would still be in the Yazoo, which
empties into the Mississippi ABove Vicksburg.—-

They would, however, be abie to destroy ali our
boats in the Yazoo, and cut us off from the large
extent of rich country lying between the Yazoo
and the Mississippi, tfrom which our Vicksburg
army is being mainly subsisted. Fort Pember-
ton is not more than thirty miles from the Mis-
sissi: pi Central Railroad, and ean thus be readi-
ly reinforced from Vicksbung if necessary.

AN ACT TU REGULATE IMPRESS-
MENTS.

The following act has passed both Houses of Con-

‘ess
. BE 1T ENACTED, ETC . That whenever the exigencies
of any Army 1n the field are such as to make ‘mpress
ments of forage, ar.icles oi subsistence or other prop-
erty ubsolutely vecissary,then suc: impressment may
be made by rthe ofiicer « r officers whose duty it is to
turnish such forage, ariie es of subsistence or cther
property forsuch®™rmy. In cases where theownerot
such property aud the 1mpressieg officer canuot a
zree upoun the value thereof, it shalt be the duty of
suck impressing officer, upon an uilidavit in writing
of «he owner of such property or his sgent, that such
properiy was grown, raised or produced by suid own-
er, or is held or has been purchased by him not for
sale or speculation, but for his own use ef consump
t10m, to cause the same 10 be ascertained or determin-
ed by the judgmeaut of two loyal and disinterested cit-
1z¢ns ot the city, county or parish in which such "im-
pressment may be made, one to be selectéd by the
owner, one by the impressing officer, and, in the e-
vent of their disagreewent, these two shall choose an
umpire of iike qualification, whose decision shall be
tinal- The persons-thus selected, after taking 2n oath
10 appraise the property impressed, fairly and im-
partially (which oath as well as 1he affidavit provided
tor in this sect:on, the impressing officer is hereby au-
thorized to administer and certily), shall proceed to
assess just compensation for the property 8o 1mpress-
ed, whether the ubsolute ownership or the temporary
use thereof only is required. J
Skc. 2. That the officer or person, imipressing prop-
erty as aforesaid, shull, at the time of suid taking, pay
10 the owncr, his agent or attorney, the compensa-
tion fixed by said sppraisers; and shali alse give io
the owner, or persou controlling said property, a cer-
tificate over luis oflicial signature, specifying the bat-
wlion, regimesnt, brigude, division or corps, to which
he belongs ; that said property is essential for the use
of the army, could ot be otherwise procured, and was
taken through absolute necessity : setting forth the
time and place when and where taken, the amount ot
¢rmpensation fixed by said appraisers, and the sum,
if any, paid for the same. Said certificate shall be
evidenee for the owner, as well of the taking of said
properiy for the public use, as ihe right of the owner
to the amount of compensation fixed as aforesaid.—
And in case’said officer or person, takiug said proo-
erty, shall have failed to pay the owner, or his ageut.
sad compensation as he: einbefore required, then said
owner shall be entitled to the spcedy payment of the
same by ths proper disbursing officer. which when so
paid, shal! be in full satisfaction of all claim against
the governmeat of the Confederate States.

Skc. 3. Whenever the appraisement, preyided for
in the first section of this act, sha!l, for any reason,
be impracticable at ihe time of said impressment,
then, and in that case, the value of the property im

pressed shall be assessed as soon as posgible by two
ioyal and disinterested citizens of the city, county or
patish, wherein the property was taken, chosen as
follows: Ope by the owner, and one by the commis-
sary, o quariermastor general, or his agent, who, in
case of disagreement, shall choose a third citizen of
like quahfication. as an umpire to decide the matters
in dispute, who sha!l be sworn as aforesaid, who shall
uear the proofs, adduced by the parties, as to the ‘:al

ue of said property, and as<ess a just compeasation
therefor, accordivg to the testimony.

Skc. 4. That whenever the Secretary of War shall
be of opinion that it 1s necessary to take vrivate prop-
erty for publie use, by reason of the impraciicability
of proeuring the same by purchase, so as to accumu

iute necessary supplies for the army. or the good of
the service, in any locality, he may, by general order,
through the proper subordinate officers, authorize
such property to be taken for the public use, the com

pensation due the owner for the same to be determin-
e4 and the valve found as provided for in the first and
second sections of this act.

Sgc 5. That it shail be the duty of the President,
as early as practicable after the paseage of tkis act, to
appoint a commissioner in each Siate where property
sha'l be tuken for the public use, and request tae Go

vernor of sueh of the States in which tne Presiden:
~hall appoint said commissiover, to appoint another
commisstoner 1o act in ¢injunct:on with the commis-
sioner uppointed dv the President. Who shall receive
the compensation of exght dollars per day, and ten
:ents per mi e as mileaze, to be paid be the Corf de

rate Government Said commissioners shall con

-titute & board, whose duty it shall be to fix upon the
are=s to be paid by vhe Government for all property
imjTessed or taken for the’public use, as aforesaid, <o
.8 to atfurd just compensition tothe owners thereof,
sard commissioners shall agrce upon, and publi-h «
chedule of prices every two months, or oftener, it
they ¢hall deem 1t ; roper; and in fhe evert thev shall
a t be able to agree 1n any wmatter confided to them 1o
his act, they shall have powver to »xppont an umpire
o decid- the matter in dispute, whose decision shall
be the decision of the board ; and said umpire shal
receive the same rate of compensation for the time he
shall serve, allowed to said commis:=ioners respective-
ly:  Provides, That said commissioners shall be resi

dents of the State for which thev shall be appointed;
and if the Governor of any Siate shall refuse or neg

lect to appoint said commssioner, within ten days af-
ter a request to do so by the President, the President
shall appoint both cemimissioners by and with thead-
vice and consent of the Senate.

Sec. 6. That ail property impressed or taken for
the pub.ic use, aforesaid, in the hands of any person
other than the persons who have raised, grown, or
produced the same, or persons holding the same for
‘heir own use or contumption. and who shall make
the affidavit bereinbefore required, shall be paid for
asecording to the schedule of prices fixed by the com-
missiovers as aforesaid. But if the officer impreSsing
or takiug for the public use, said property, and the
owner shall differ as (o the quality of the article or
property impressed or taken as aforesaid. thereby
makiny it fall within a higher or lower price named
in the schedule, then the owner or agent and the offi
cer impressing or taving, as aforesaid, may seleci
each, a loyal and disinterested oitizen of the quahfi
catinns, as aforesaid, to determine the qnal'itv_nf said
article or property, who shall, in case of disagree-
ment, appoint an umpire of like qualifications and bis
decision, if approvea by the officer impressing, shall
be finul. tut, if not approv.d, the impressing oflicer
shall send the award to the commissioners of the
State where the property is impressed, with his rea
sons for disapproving the same. and said commission
ers may hear such proofs ac the parties may respec-
tive:y adduce, and their decision shall be final: Pro-
vided, That the owner may receive the price offered
by the impressing officer, without prejudice to his
ciaim to receive the higher compensat on

Sec. 7. That the vroperty necessary for the sup-
port of the owner and Lis family, and to carry on his
ordinary agriculiural and mechanica: business. to be
ascq@eined by the appraisers, to be appointed as pro-
vided'in the first seetion of this act, under oath, shali
not be taken or impressed for the public use; avd
when the impressipg officer and the owuer cannot
agree as to the quantity of property, as aforesaid,
then tke decisions of the said appraisersshall be bind-
ing on the officer and all other persons.

SEc. 8. Where the property bas been impressed
for temporarv use, and 1s lost or destroyed, without
the defuult of the owner, the government of the Con-
federate States shall pay a just compensation therefor,
10 be a3certained by appraisers appointed and quali-
fied as provided in the 3d section of the act. If such
property when returned, has, in the opinion cf the
owner, been jnjured whiist in the public use, the a-
mount of damage tiereby sustained shall be deter-
mined in the manner deseribed in the third section of
this sct, the officer returning the property being au-
thorized to act on behalf of the government ; and upon
such inquiry, the certificrte of the value of the prop
ertv when originaly impressed shall be ceceived as
prima facie evidence of the valae thereof.

SEc, 9. Where slaves arc impressed by the Con-
federate Government to labor on furtifications or oth-
er public works, the impressment shall be made by
said government according to the rules and regula-
tious prescribed in the laws of the State wherein they
ave impressed; and, in the absence of suoh law, in
accordance with such rules and regulations not incon-
sistent with the provisions of this act, as the Secretary
of War shall from time to time prescribe: Provided,
That ng impressment of slaves shall be made when
they can be hired or procured by the consent of the
owner or agent.

Sec. 1v.  That previous to the first day of Decem-
ber next, no slave laboring on a farm or plantation
exclusively d:voted io the production of grain and
provisions shall be tuken for the pubiic use, withou:
the consent of the owner, except 11 case of urgent ne-
cessity.

SEc 11, That any ecommissioned or non ¢ mmis-
sione | officer or private who shall violate ihe provis-
ions of thisact shall be rried before the miutary
court of the corps to which he is artached, on comi-
plaint made by the owner or other person, and ou
conviction, if un officer he shail be cishiered and pus
into the ranks as a privat:, und if w von commission
ed officer or private, he shall sufter such punishment
not inconsistent with military law, us the court may
direct.

1he thunders of Fort
Pemberton, driving back the black gunboats up
into the Coldwater, have been echoed by the
roar of Port Hudson batieries, beating back the
fle=t and army of Banks and Farragut. Vicks-
burg sits silent on her bills and waits, while Mo-
bile, Savar nah and Charleston scem to securely
defty all attack. For. so far, the ring of our
lines is unbroken. When broken we believe it
witl be from within outward. The Confederate
people have borne the brunt and scathe of war
long enough. It is the turn of Illinois, Ohio and
Pennsylvania:
