THE FIGHT AT CHARLESTON.

Ever since Major Anderson was com-
pel*._ to haul down tbe "Stars and
Stripes" that the Confederates might un-
furl to the breeze from the battlements
of Fort Sumter the "Stars and Bars," it
has been known that the enemy burneu
with an intense desire to "take, bold and
possess" that fort, as well as to capture
and destroy the city of Charleston, "the
nest ot Secession," as the enemy are
wont to call it. For two years they have
been preparing, with all the skill of in
genuity and all the malice ot theirhearts,
such an armament as they fondly fan-
cied would be sure to enable them to
re-take Fort Sumter, to ctfptnre Charles
ton, and lay it in rains?destroy its line
buildings, and sow* its streets with salt
and brimstone. For two years we have
been anticipating the attack, and have
not been idle in preparing to meet itwith heroic courage. On Tuesday last,

Battery Bee, Forts Wagner and Beau-
regard, and the battery at Cummins'
Point, also opened, firing by battery.?
The fleet fired with great rapidity ; our
forts and batteries replied with spirit
and singular accuracy. The Ironsides
took position to the left of Fort Sumter,
directing all Iter guns at that fort, and
throwing shells exclusively.

It was manifest that the ironsides was
appointed to test the strength ofthe fort.
wL se reduction was the inauguration
ofthe terrific contest now going on.?
Fort Sumter acknowledged the compli-
n_t : of the preference by pouring the
contents of her biggest guns into the
sides of that pride ot the Yankee navy,
and she was not treated with contempt
by the other forts and batteries.

About forty-five minutes after the en
gagementbegan, sream was seen issuing,
in dense volumes, from the Ironsides
and she withdrewfrom the action, taking
position to the South ofFort Sumter, but
remaining a silent spectator of the ex-
citing scene. It is believed she was se-
riously damaged.

The firing trom ourforts becamemore
and more accurate as the engagement
proceeded. The shot and shell fell
thickly in the hostile fleet, and the
smoke-stacks of every one of them were
struck several times. Fort Sumter now
appeared to be the chief aim of all the
enemy's iron-clads.

The Keokuk, a double-turreted iron-
clad, and considered by the Yankees
the most formidable of their terrible
monsters, received a large share of at-
tention from our gallant gunners. Sheoccupied the post of honor, and in ac-
cordance with the custoi 1 of war it was
made the post of danger. She paid dear-ly for her reputation, having been hit
several times. At about five o'clock she
followed the example of the Ironsides,
and withdrew, evidently seriously crip-
pled.

The other monitors continued the
fight until forty live minutes past fiveo'clock, when they steamed away, and
came to anchor off Morris' Island.

During the battle a drummer boy,
named Ahrens, was killed at Foit Sum-
ter and five men wounded, two severely
in the head, Ap others slightly. One
man came to his death lrom the falling
of the flag-staff of Fort Moultrie. Two
houses on Sullivan's Island, on theback
beach, were struck, one of which was
demolished. A shot passed through
Fort Sumter's Mag.

Col. Rhett was in command of Fort
Sumter, Col. Butler of Fort Moultrie,
Cap?pin Sitgraves ot Fort Beauregard,
Lieutenant Colonel Simkins of Lattery
Bee, Major linger of Battery Wagner,
and Lieutenant Lesesne, with a detach-
ment from Fort Sumter, of the Battery
on Cummins' Point.

Fort Sumter was hit thirty-four times,
but received no damage.

We learn that six men belonging to
Capt. Matthews' artillery company, sta-
tioned at Battery Wagner, were .wound-
ed. Two of these have since died. Two
were very v.ounded, and it is
tno one would die before morning.

preeioMs blood poured out of the veins
of their more deserving counirymen.'?

ing for ihe interposition of every good
r.ian mid body of men." And thus to
another: "It is most devoutly to be
wished that some happy expedient could
be hit upon torestore to our paper emis-
sions, and punish the infamous practice
of forestalling and engrossing such arti-
cles as are essentially necessary to the
very existence of the army, and which,
by this means, come to it through the
hands of these people at fifty per cent,
advance, to the great injury and depre-
ciation of our money, by accumulating
the quantum necessary for ordinary pur-
poses to an amazing sum, which must
end in a total stagnation of all purchases
unless some rer_ed;y can be soon and ef-
fectually applied."

To provide fbr the discharge from active mil-
itary service of persons who have furnished sub-
stitutes.

Authorizing tho banks of the Commonwealth,
during the existing war, to convert Confederate
Treasury notes in their possession into other ob-
ligations of the Confederate Slates.

To extend ;he time within which to institute
proceedings for misdemeanors iv counties, cities
and towns in possession of, or threatened by the
enemy.

To provide representation for the counties
where the court houses are in the possession or
power of the public enemy.

Incorporating the Confederate Express Com-
pany.

To repeal the act passed October Ist, 1862,
legalizing the manufacture of alcohol.

To authorize the use of the jails of the State
by the Confederate States.
