Queen Victoria rises at hali-past six o’clock in
the summer, acd balf-past seven in the winter.
After the toilet and morning service in the chap-
el of the palace, she breakfasts. Coffee, bread,
butter, eggs and cold meat, constitute the unsual
repast. One or two ladies in waiting and ap
equery have ihe privilege of partaking the morn-
ing meal with the roval family. Breakfast over,
the Queen sallies forth to walk on the slopes at
Windsor, or in the garden of the palace, ana
generally visits, when at Windsor, the farmer or
aviary, locking at her horses and examining the
aquarium.

Re-entering her dwelling, she goes into the
nursery or the room which the princes and prin-
cesses are going thro.gh their studies; then
glancing at the <Times’” and «Moruning Post,”
she enters her library and receives the master of
the hiousebold.

A drawing room at St. James’ Palace, is a
grand affair. It is then that the aristocracy
makes its greatest display. The exquisite beau-
ty of the youthful ladies who are to be present-
ed is exhibited to the greatest advantage, the
warmth of the weather (it iy May) admitting of
the dresses being worn very low ; the dowagers
blaze with the family diamonds; the major part
of the noblemen and gentlemen rejoice in milita-
ry or naval attire ; the embassadors and minis-
tars are grand in their gold laced coats, swords
anc hags; the guards are in their newess nni-
form ; the carriages are of every hue, the pan-
nels emblazoned with rich coats of arms, and the
bammer cloth composed of embroidered velvet
or costly woolen fabries; the coachmen and ser-
vauts are all velveteen, plush, silk stockings,
powdered wigs, and vast bouquets; and the
prond horses, caparisoned with silver harness,
snort am_l paw the ground, challenging a part of
the admiration bestowed by the thousands who
crowd the streets near the palace npon the vehi-
cles and their handsom e occupants.
An introduetion to toe British court—in other
words, a presentation to the Queen, which does
not always carry the presented beyond the pre-
cincts of the court -is effected after thix wise :—
A perscu desirous of being presented, seeks the
favor of some nobleman or lady who has already
cnioyed the privilege. He or she writes on two
cards the name eof the person to be presented and
that of the introducer. One of these cards is re-
tained by the lord chamberlain, the other is laid
before the Queen, that if either of the individu-
als named be objectionable, her Majesty may ex
press her disiuciivation to receive :he party. A
gentleman must be presented at a <«<jevee’® be- «
fore he can be acmitted to a ¢‘drawing roem.”’—
The levee is held by the higbest prinece in the
rea'm. If, after presentation, it should be dis-
covered that there is a flaw in the character of
the individual who has been introduced at court,
a notice appears in the London «Gazette,”” sign-
ed by the lord chamberlain, to this affect :
“1he presentation of » on such aday, at
her Majesty’s drawing room, held at St. James’
Palace, was a mistake ; aud such presentation is
not to be consider=d as having taken place.”’
Such advertisements are of rare oceurrence.
Only two have appeared in twenty years.
On the drawing room day, the Queen, sur-
rounded by the other members of the royal fam-
ily, and the great officers of state, takes up her
place under a dais, or throne canopy, and the
company passes before her. The ladies courtesy
to the earth, the gentlemen fall on one knee and
kiss the Queen’s band - all parties backing out
through a door opposite to that by which they
entered. That same *<backing out” is a trouble-
some process, especially to the fair sex, whose
trains are iong, and, therefore, very embarras-

These persons ar- |
rive to dine one day, remain all the next day,
enjoying toe individual attenlivus of one or the
otner of the members of the househol?, and re-
turn home on the third day. These three days
are called toe days of «rest,” ¢:reception’ and
‘‘qeparture.” :

At eleven o’clock the dispatch boxes of the
principal Secretaries of State arrive or are
brought by the ministers themseives. There
one irom the Foreign Minister, one from the
War Mirister, one from the Lords of the Admi-
ralty, and one from the Home Secretary, with a
supplement bex from the Premier, who is either
First Lord to the Treasury or Chancellor of the
Exchequer.

The box of the Foreign Secretary receives pri-

mary attention. It contains a precis, carefully |
written and signed by the Secrctary or one ol
the under secretaries, of all the corrvespondernce
that has recently taken place with foreign pow- |
ers, together with drafts of the replies which it|
is proposed to send. Ifany knotty - question is |
at issue the Queen will probably desire to sec;
the original dispatches, it her wish in this re-|
spect has not been anticipated. It isa fiction to |
say that a constitutional sovereign ¢<can do no
wrong.’’ In her alone is vested the power to
declare war and make peace, though the respon-
sibility is borne by the Premier. Hence it be
comes her duty to watch the progress of every
discussion, and to stop, ere it be oo late; the a-
doption of any policy which may compromise the
peace of the naion. 3

The Foreign Secretary’s box being closed, that
ot the War Minister recsives aitention, This
box in time of peace conraias a report of all that
has been done 1n respect to new military inven-
tions, gnd alterations in the ciothing and equip-
ments of the troops ; recommendations of certam
general officers forimportant military commancs
staff situations,or colonial goveraments; and a list
of all tirs promotions and appointigents it is pro-
posed to make. These latter are inscribed on
iarge sheets of paper, and it there is nothingob
jectionable 1n any of the candidates for prefer-
ment, the Queen attaches her sign mannd: to
each sheet. The lords of tire admiralty make a
commugpicatior corresponding with that of the
War Secretary.

The Home Secretary’s pox contains warranis
and prtents for the Queen’s signature, whick
warrants confer judicial or eclesiastical appoiut- |
ments upon the higher members of the bar and
the clergy, or are the signal for the execution of
general criminals, It is a sabject of deep sor-
row to the Queen when the Home Secretary does
not see reason for recommending her to exercise
the royal perogative mercy. consign |
fellow creature tu eternity revoiting to her
christian spirit, and especialiy when the follow
creature is & woman. Indeed. since the last par-
oxism of anguish which the Queen e¢ndured on
this account, it has been eustomary to assiume
that a murderess is a lunatic, and to conling he:
for lite.

The public affairs of the nation are at an end.
the Quecn now receives visitors, who have becn
specially invited, or persons who have been hon-

Her Majesty’s kind-
ness to the sufferings of her"owi sex is prover- |
bial. It is on record that when Mrs. Warner, a|
tragic actres. of excellent character. was ill of a |
disease which ultimately carried her to her|
grave, the Queen sent a carri 1ge every day thuti
she might have the advantage of pure air. On|
her return home the Queen spends an hour in her |
private boudoir or library, and then dresses for|
dinner. |

A dinner at the palace has always been 2 VUY)'i
stately, dreary, tedious affair. The table service
18, of gourse, superb — gold plate, Sevree, porce-
lain, alabaster vases, flowers, brilliant chande-
liers, servants in scarlet coats and‘ powdzred
heads, a military band performing in an ante
room, and many ladies and gentlzmen at table in
full dress costume. A profound silence reigns|
throughout the meal, only broken by the voice |
of the Queen, addressing hersell to one or other
of the guests, who are expected to limit them-
selves to a direct reply. General conversation
is carried on in whispers only. A great variety
of wines are drenk at the royal fable, the Queen
and Prince Albvert coufining themselves chiefly to
German (Rhine) wincs. :

On the night of the third and last drawing
room day, which is generaliy held on the Queen’s
birthday, many of the ladies go to the opera in
the dresses they have worn at the drawing rooi.
The coup d’ail then presented {rom the stage is
superb. The giitter of the diamonds, softened
by the waving ostrich plumes and marabouts ;
the richness of the silks, brought out vividly by
the light of five hundred jefs of gas, and, above
ail, the nealth and loveliness of a thousand
young faces present a picture which, once secun,
is never forgotten.

Such is an outline of the manner in which the
British sovereign passes her days in London or
at Windsor. When the summer arrives her Maj
esty betakes herself to her beautiful marive
abode in the Isle of Wight, and gives herself up
to domestic enjoymeut. Parliament is then
‘‘up ;’’ the memuvers then scatter themselves ail
over.the world and the ministers of State retire
to their country hcuses. In the autumn the
Queen has hitherto gone down to her estate in
Scotland. Contiguous to Balmoral is some fine
deer stalking, a manly sport, in which the late
Prince Consort and the Prince of Wales partie-
ularly delighted. The poor Highlamders, in the
vicinity of Balmoral, like the poor people in the

| Isle of Wight, always look forward witn delight

to her Majesty’s advent, for then they tasie rey-
al benificence administered with no niggard
hand.

FORBEARANCE STILL A VIRTUE,

The cruelly, faithlessness and mendacity of the
Abolition armies ravaging our country have been
so conspicunus that it is but natnral that ar in-
tense spirit of resentment should have seized up-
on cur people. tlence we find many who are ea-
ger to raise the black flag, and show no quarter
to the vandals who are spreading desolation and
woe wherever they penetrete our borders.

He has driven
from their homes thousauds of our people, whos
bousehold altars he pow desecrates, and thous.
ands wore within his lincs are subject to the ex-
ercise of his powers of control. If we raise the
black flag we know enough of the perfidy of the
enemy to be assured that the innocent will atone
for the revenge we wreak upon the guilty heads
of the invader., Innocenceand viitne-—sv lightly
regarded uow, and so insccure within the reach
of the tainted breath of the lustful and malignant
foe—would then be their readiest objects of re-
venge, and to the cry of desolation which now
es up trom our blackened plains wil be added
the shrieks of outraged virtue, and the wild wail
of the heipless and broken hearted,

1f we raise the black flag, we can only wreak
tlie veugeance, of which it Le symbol, upon
such of th2 desperate and heartless arms-bearing
agressors as may fall into our power through the
prowess of our arms, while the ¢enemy may exer-
cise it upon the whote population of the districts
which he occupies. Decrepit age, female purity,
and helpless intancy—would all be subject to his
unbridled powers or outrage and torture. There-
fore in raising the black flag, we not only expose
ourselves to the exercise of the same desperate
and unchristian retaliation, but we subjeet to its
untold horrors thousands of non-combatants,who,
infamously as they are wronged, are compara-
tively secure against the unbridled lust and ra-
pacity of an avowed war of extermination.

Let us temper our thirst for vengeauce with
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| diseretion, which is the better part of diplomacy

ag well as valor; and if we fail to seeure the prac-
tical recognition of a system of eivilized warfare,
we may maintain for our struggling nation a
character for manliness and forpearance Wwhich
will shine in the records of chivalry, and be an
enduring source »f pride and honor to our chii-
dren.
