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THE CAPTURE OF WINCHESTER, &c*

At the time of going to press last
Week we had no other reliable intelli-
gence concerning the operations ot our
force, down the Valley than that con-
tained in tiie despatch of Gen'l Ewel!,
which merely stated that onr troops,
under the immediate command ofGen'l
Early, Had captured the town of Win-
chester, and a considerable number of
pieces of artillery, &_., without saying
anything about the character of the
fight or rite number ofprisoners taken.
As usual, in the absence of official in-
formation, there has been such a con-
trariety of reports that it has been im-
possible to learn satisfactorily what was
the disposition of our forces, the charac-
ter of the conflict, and tlie exact results
accomplished. It seems, however, that
on Friday morning, Gen. Ewell, much
to the surprise of the enemy, reached
Front Royai, Warren county, eighteen
miles from Winchester, and at once
pushed on to the latter place, encounter-
ed a force of the enemy when within
some ten miles ofthe town, with which
skirmishing immediately commenced,
the enemy retiring and the skirmishing
continuing, our forces being in pursuit.

It was at the time of this skirmishing
thatLieut. Charles Norveil, a gallant
officer, and son ofLorenz- > Norvell, Esq.,
of Lynchburg, belonging to the 14th
Regiment, V a. cavalry, commanded by
Col. James Cochran, of this county, was
geriously wounded. He was in com-
mand oi* Capt. Pack's company, who
was absent, and in conjunction with one
other company ot his regiment, the
whole numbering about 80 men, were
pursuing a body of the retreating ene-
my, when they were led into an ambus-
cade of a battery of artillery masked.

| and forty of them killed or wounded, a-
' mong them Lieut. Norvell.

On the morning of Saturday our ar-
my renewed the advance, the enemy

I contesting the ground with some stub-
L fcornness, but they were compelled to
f dontinue tiieir retreat. About noon oi

that day our forces reached theconfines
ofthe town, when a flag of truce was
sent in, demanding a surrender of the
place. The officer commanding replied
that he would abide the issue of battle,
and if attacked would burn the town ;

to which (ion. Ewell answered, if any
house was burned other than those tired
by the bombardment, the black flag
would be hoisted and no quarter given.
The assault upon the enemy's entrench
ments was then commenced, and con-
tinued until dark. At an early hour on
Sunday morning the attack was renew-
ed and continued throughout the da} r ,

the cannonading most of thetimebeing
very severe. On Monday morning,
jariy, the garrison capitulated, and our
trmy took possession of the town, as

well as the works from which the ene-
my had been dislodged.

As to the immediate material traits
of this capture the accounts vary, but as
near as we are able tolearnatthis time,
they are as follows :

Prisoner--,from threef o four thousand;
horses, SOO ; wagons,trom 100 to 200;
stores, from $1,500,000 to $2,000,000.?
In accomplishing this, we lost, it is re-
ported, not more than two hundred in
killed and wounded. The only "draw
back" to this brilliant achievement is
the fact that the brute, Milroy. succeed-
ed iv making his escape. There are
many surmises as to the manner in
which he effected his escape, but tlie
material fact is that he succeeded. We
think it veiy probable that he eluded
the vigilance of our pickets by dressing
himself in the garb of a citizen.

What is the main object of the impor-
tant expedition upon which our troops
have entered, is only known to General
Lee and his Lieut. Generals. They did
not remain, any time at Whchester, the
capture of which was but an episode in
the grand expedition, but hurried on to
Mason's and Dixon's Line, and the fol-
lowing despatch from the greatest Cap-
tain ot the age shows how soon they
made an eagle's swoop upon the town of
Martinsburg, on the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad :

General :?On the afternoon of the
14th, Gen. Rhodes took possession of
Martinsburg, capturing several pieces
of artillery, more than two bundled
prisoners, a supply of f.ramunition and
grain.

"A SOLDIER"--HIS ABSURD CHARGES.

An anonymous writer, to whom we
have never referred in the remotest
manner, in the last "Vindicator" offers
an insult to every soldier in our heroic
armies by adopting the honered title
"A Soldier," as the signature to an arti-
cle which contains charges against us so
evenly compounded of malice and ab-
surdity that it is difficult to tell whether
they excite more indignation than ridi-
cule. The palpable absurdity contained
in these charges shows that the igno-
rance of the author is only equaled by
the malicewhich prompted them. The
man who can assert that another, who
was within the lines ofthe enemy, where
all know the conscription act is of non
effect, was "forcedback by the conscrip-
tion act" into the Confederate lines,
where alone that act could operate or
affect him in the slightest degree, ex-
hibits a degree ofstolid ignorance which
is truly astounding.

The absurdity of this charge is equal-
ed only by that of another of the same
author, which no other but himself could
be guilty of perpetrating. He main-
tains ! hat it is inconsistent for an indi-
vidual to desire the establishment ol
organized companies to repel raids and
plundering parties of the enemy, who
did not go solitary and alone (for at that
time there was no organization and no
other citizen thought o! going) to meet
and drive back the whole army of the
"enemy marching triumphantly up the
Valley, driving the small band of vet-
erans under Stonewall Jackson before
them, who on account of the paucity
of his numbers was compelled to leave
the main road, retreating to PortRepub-
lic, thus leaving, as it was thought, the
town of Staunton at the mercy of the
invaders."

As "Stonewall Jackson and his vete-
rans," deeming '-discretion the better
part of valor," had gotten out of the way
and left an opportunity for a fair light
between the "enemy marching trium-
phantly up the Valley" and ourself, "A
Soldier" thinks that we were very re-
miss because we did not "pitch in" and
drive the whole army of the enemy de-
feated, discomfited and totally routed,
confused, confounded and disgraced to
their own homes beyond the flowing
waters of the lovely Potomac. We are
much obliged to "him for the compli
ment, but it is so much above our de-
serts that we blush in the apprehension
that it may verge upon flattery, which
is always offensive.

We do not mention this in the way of
complaint, for we know that we cannot
be injured by it, but we mention it as
showing a remarkably nice sense ofpro-
priety and au unusual degree of good
taste.

VICKSBURG, PORT HUDSON, HELENA,
AND MIL-IKE-.'S BEND.

At Vicksburg the bombardment is
still continued and Grant's sappers and
miners are busily at work to* blow up
our works if they can effect it. They
have abandoned the idea of taking the
city by assault. Gen. Grant is now, as
Gen. Scott used to be, wonderfully
afraid of a "fire in the rear," and is now
busily fortifying and cutting down trees
beyond the Big Black river to interrupt
General Jos. E. Johnston's movements.
Urn* garrison at Vicksburg are still hold-
ing out manfully.

At Port Hudson our forces have re-
pulsed, it is reported, twenty seven as-
saults of the enemy. Our loss 300?the
enemy's loss 5,000. Officers report all
safe and in good spirits, with provisions
for three months. Gen. Magruder is
marching to the relief of Port Hudson.
He will probably do for Banks what
Gen. Johnson promises to do for Grant

General Price, with a reported forceof four brigades, has attacked, or is a-
bout to attack, the enemy at Helena,
Arkansas. We have but little doubt
"Old Pap" will "obtain" them.

The attack of our forces upon the en-
emy entrenched at Milliken's Bend,
about 25 miles North of Vicksburg, was.
not successful. The enemy had three
lines of works and were driven out of
two but made a desperate stand at the
third and with the assistance of gun-
boats repelled our forces.

Nothing is known outside of official
circles ofKirby Smith's movements.

Advices from Memphis state that the
wounded in transports are still arriving
from Vicksburg.

THE PROGRESS OF DISCONTENT.
The unanimous nomination of Vallan-

digham by the Democracy ot Ohio, for
the highest office in the gift of the peo-
ple of that State, indicates, says the
Lynchburg Virginian, the progress of
discontent towards the Lincoln Govern-
ment, which is steadily increasing in the
North. It will embolden the opposition
everywhere ; and one miy expect to see
still more out-spoken utterances respect-
ing the despotism enthroned at Wash-
ington. The people of Ohio have dared
to question, and to denounce the validi-
ty ot that act by which one of theirmost
prominent citizens was driven into exile.
What will Lincoln do? Can he accom-
plish what Edmund Burke, quite as good
a statesman as himself, could not ? Can
he "frame an indictment against a whole
people ?" Burke knew not how to do it.
Lincoln may. Yet, we believe Vallan-
digham, who stated it as his conviction
that no more prominent men wouid beexiled. Meanwhile, the opposition willstrengthen by the aliment it feeds upon,
it will increase, but Lincoln must de-
crease. Already we see the beginning
of the end. The progress of discontent
at the North, and the growing clainois
for peace, will, after a while, paraiyzethe ener.-ies ot the Administration.?
Whilst our armies are energetically en-
gaged in conquering a peace, we shall
find co-workers in the Northern men,
who, convinced that war wiil never re-
store the Union, are determined to inau-
gurate peace. They will have peace,
and that secured, if naturalaffinities and
argument cannot effect a re-construction
ofthe Uni.n, as they wish, they will
never consent to try again tho arbitra-
ment ot arms. This we understand to
be the position of Vallandigham ; now
the most prominent, the most popular,
and the ablest statesman of the North.

We cannot, therefore, divest ourselves
of a certain degree of interest in what is
now transpiring in Ohio and other Nor-
thern States. The agitations that are
seen there promise the speediest solution
of our national troubles, andare tlie only
signs that foreshadow the end of the war.
Heaven speed them!
GOOD ".EHS FROM THE WEST AND

NORTH.

The news from the West and from the
North is of the most gratifying charac
tor. Port Hudson and Vicksburg still
hold out in gallant style, while grant is
fortifying his rear to keep off Johnson
and Smith. In the North the invasion
of Pennsylvania and Maryland by Lee,
has stirred up the whole Yankee nation,
as the showman stirs up the monkeys,
with a '-long pole." S-ich scenes ot
c mstornation and terror were never be-
fore exhibited. Well may that nation
of Vandals be alarmed, for we hope the
day of fearful retribution for all their
vandalism and crimes is at hand.

THE LATEST NEWS-

There has been a cavalry fight in the
vicinity of Salem, Fauquier county, but
no reliable details have yet been re-
ceived. Our forces were commanded
by Gen. Fitzhugh Lee, and it is under-
stood tnat the enemy wererepulsed.

From Kuoxville we learn that aforce
ofabout 2,000 Yankee cavalry approach-
ed the city, and were met beyond the
suburbs by our troops and repulsed.

There has been some fighting on the
Blackwater, in which the Yankees, who
attempted to break through our lines,
were badly worsted.

The Black Flag.?ln the recent bat-
tle of Port Hudson it is said that the
black flag was laised defiantly to tbe
b;eeze by the Confederates. This was
justifiable under the circumstances. ?
Let it be understood that the black flag
is l. > wave in every battle in which the
negroes are madethe tools of the cow-
ardly Abolitionists, and let there be no
officer in command of a black regiment
or company taken prisoner, unless it be
for the pnrpose of giving him a more
merited death by hanging.

Gov. Lubbock, in his message, states
that Texas has turnished 87,000 troops
for the Confederate army. He recom-
mends a State conscription law, to em-
brace all between the age} of sixteen
and sixty, and this law has been adopt-
ed by the Legislature, and is now in
force. The Governor states that, ac-
cording to" the closest calculation, this
law would add about 27,000 men to the
rebel army.

YANKEE ORDERS.

A general order published in the Mei_'_,ss pa-
pers, issued on the 26th of May, directs that
within the States of Tennessee and Mis-i-sippi,
wherever the Federals have tho rule, tbat all cit-
zens shall be registered in three classes ; First,
avowed enemies; second, neutral foreigner. ;
third, loyal citizens. The first class at. all to
leave their lines by or before the 16th of June,
and their property confiscated?the secoi.u are to
take an oath of neutrality?the third beer certi-
ficates of loyalty. The subjoined extract wilj
show tho spirit of the orders, as they -poly to
\u25a0 regi_t-__d enemies."

VII. Registered enemies, as describe*! in sec-
ion 6 of this order, shall not be permitted to

vote at any election or exercise any other fran-
chise or privilege, or to appear as plain-ill's or
attorneys before any court, or to hold aiiy office
of trust, profit or emolument, or to conduct any
business or profession within said city.

IX. Giving aid or comfort to tbe public tnemy
is punishable with death, and the lenieicy with
which such persons have been treated must
cease. Any person who shall hereafter oL.r in-
sult by word or act to the United State.1 , or who
shall express sympathy with the enemy, or satis-
faction at any imagined or red success of ihe
Confederate arms, will be arrested at race ami
severely punished.

X. AU real eatate of registered enemies will
be liable to seizure by the United -tates, and all
conveyances of tho same, after the day of the
date of this order, are hereby declared lraudu-
lent against the United States an . voii. The
question as to their personal property, will be
determined in each case according to "tho neces-
sities of each.

ARE WE PREPARING?
Here follows an extract from an article cf the

Nashville "Union," a Yanketf paper now pub.
lished in Nashville, under tho name, and with
the types ofthe old and well known Nashville
"Union." Its present editor is, of course, a tool
ofthe traitor Andrew Johnson, and the Federal
General Mitchell. We print it, and solicit atten-
tion to it in all the country districts. They will
know what is coming upon tin m_. and act accor-
dingly, we trust. General Lee cannotbe every-
where. Association for local defence is au abso-
lute necessity, and our farmerj may be assured
that if there be a fair show of resistance made
anywhere, by old men, boys and women, the
Yankee chivalry will run. At any rate, let every
readei ponder and lay to heart the following
warning:

''The Southern harvests are said to be very
flourishing. Now let our cavalry, of which we
will soon have an immense force, destroy these
harvests in all directions to suoh an ext_:ii: as to
make thejn valueless for suppdes for the rebel
army. Trie negroes will be th- very onts to aid
our expeditions in this work. Had the advice
we urged npon our military authorities been a-
dopted last summer, there woud have been no
rebel raids into Middle Tennessee this side of
Shelbyville for provisions, for there would have
been none worth coming for. Let our troops
destroy all stores which they cannot use. To
spare them is to leave them to feed rebel armies.
We must burn out treason with fire, and then
drown its embers in blood."

RAID GUAiiDS.
The revival ofthe barbarous practice of Raids

renders necessary the revival ofthe system adop-
ted to counteract it. Yankee raids will h_ve two
objects ; 1. To cut our lines of communication .

2. To carry oil or destroy our property. As it
is impossible to foresee where a raid may come
iv, it will be impossible to provide a drilled force
to resist it at everypoint. Our object ttust be
two fold. 1. To guard bridges and public .stores ;
2. To remove from the line of a raid fatuilies,
slaves, stock and provisions, cr other property
liable to destruction. For this object, the fol-
lowing plan is proposed :

SIGNALS.

1. The county courts of the border cou_tie*s
subject to predatory invasion should appoint an
officer or committee, whose duty it should be to
examine the quarter liable to r"ids, and adopt a
system of plain signals, adapted lo the character
of the country, preferring '-beacon fires'' or
smokes, wtere the points of view are sufficiently
conspicuous, and providing adequate notice to
'?Raise the Country" upon the curliest informa-
tion of a raid.

BAID GUARDS.
2. The courts should appoint a commander

with a company of 30 men, in each magis'erial
district, whose duty it should oe first to exam-
ine the r*ais and points capable of easy obstruc-tion, and secondly, upon notice of a raid to block
and obstruct the roads in every tna__erpossible.

3. Upon notice of a raid, thus spread through-
out the country, tne citizens should first remove
their families, horses, cattle aud provisions from
the line ofthe raid. The force intended for the
protection of public buildings, stores, bridges,
&c, should at once repair to their posts of de-
fence.

4. The roads throughout the whole country
having been thus obstructed, the citizens should
turn out to embarrass the enemy, and increase
the chances of capture upon their retreat.

This plan is recommended as easy of execu-
tion-taking the people but little from tt*-ir
crops- enabling every one to do something, and,in tne end, tending to defeat and capture or de-
stroy tue enemy. To rely alone on the organi-
zation of Home Guards for resistance, must ox-
pose us to much danger. Mounted men can ea-
sily avoid small companies of infantry, if the
roads are open, but if the roads are obstructed,the delay occasioned will be of great use, and
the Home Guards can then inflict more damage
than in other way. Let the two systems be com-
bined Whig.

A New Orleans correspondent of the New Tot k
Herald, writing under date of the 27th May, in
reference to the number of killed and wounded
at Port Hudson, says :

The public must remain a little longer in ig-
norance of the number and names ofthe killed
and wounded in the fight of the 27th ult. The
authorities have not yet allowed any list to be
published, and have refused every application
made to them for permission to publish them in
the Northern papers. Any list that may appear
will be in direct opposition to orders of the Gen-
eral commanding, and will have been obtained
in a clandestine manner.

"STONEWALL" JACKSON'S NAME AND '
MEMORY.

[From the London Times, May 26.]

The Confederate laurels won on the field of
Chancellorsville must be twinged with the cy-
press. Probably no disaster of the war will have
carried such griefto Southern hearts as the death
ot Gen. Jackson, who has succumbed to the
wounds received in the great battle of the 3d of
May. Even on this side ofthe ocean the gallant
soldier's fate will everywhere be heard of with
pity and sympathy. Not only as a brave man
fighting for his country's independence, but as
one of the most consumate Generals that this
century has produced, -?Stonewall" Jackson will
carry with him to his early grave the regret- of
all who can admire greatness and genius. From
the earliest days of the war he has been conspic-
uous for the most remarkable military qualities.
That mixture of daring aud judgment, which is
the mark of "Heaven born" Generals, distin-
guished him beyond any man of his time. Al-
though the young Confederacy has been illustra-
ted by a number of eminent soldiers, yet the ap-
plause and devotion of his countrymen, confirm-
ed by the judgment of European nations, have
given the first place to Gen. Jackson. The mil-
itary feats he accomplished moved the minds of
people with astonishment which it is only given
to the highest genius to produce. The blows he
struck at the enemy were as terrible and decisive
as those of Bonaparte himself. The march by
which he surprised the army of Pope iast year
would be enougft in itself to give him a high i
place in military history. But perhaps the crown-
ing glory of his life was the groat battle in which
he iell. When the Federal commander, by cross
ing tbe river 12 miles above his camp, and press-
ing on, as he thought, to the rear ofthe Confed-
erates, had placed them between two bodies of
his army, he was so confident of success as to
boast that the enemy was the property of the
Array ofthe Potomac. It was reserved to Jack-
son, by a swift and secret march, to fall upon
his right wing; crush it, and, by an attack un-
surpassed in fierceness and pertinacity, to drive
his very superior forces b ck into a position from
which he could not extricate himseif except by
flight across the river. In the battle of Sunday,
Jackson received two wounds, one in the left
arm, tbe other in the right hand. Amputation
of tne arm was necessary, and the Southern he-
ro sank under the effect of it, supported to the
last by his simple and noble character and strong
religious faith.

Murat the fervid faith of a Cromwell and the un-
broken success ot a Havelock, and wo have a
captain whose waving sword aad fearless voice
the Southern whites would have followed "to
the pit." That he never lived to exchange a di-
vision for an army, a flying corps lor the massed
columns ofthe field of battle, may perhaps have
been good for his fame; but the leader who could
find the weak place in Hooker's line at Chancel
lorsville, and hurl his twenty-five thousanl men ;

Assuredly the most fatal shot of the war to the ,
Confederates, whether fired by friend or foe, was
tnat which struck down the.life of Stonewall \u25a0,
Jackson?a soldier every inch of him, for what- ]
ever cause he contended.

[Ororespondence of the Richmond Sentinel.]
Asmy op West Vibginia, May 26th, 1863.
There are, I believe, abuses connected with

the army that demand exposure. I propose to
enumerate one or two of them, under (I confess)
almost vain hope that the correction may be
applied.

First: Some Quartermasters and Commissaries
are making enormous fortunes; men who, at the
beginning of the war, wero insolvent, now have
their thousands ! How have they made this
money ? They aro only allowed a regular fixed
salary. They can not have made it fairly and
legitimately. A famrmer sells a Quartermasteror Commissary five horses, or 6,000 bushels of
wheat. This Government, employee affects to be
in a great hurry; has not time to fill up a receipt,
but gets the farmer to put his name at the bot-
tom, and fills the receipt at his leisure. He
bought the horses at $200 each, or tbe wheat at
$2.50 per bushel. At his liesure he tills the re-
ceipt with $300 each for the horses, and $3.50
per bushel for the wheat. Who is the swindler,
and who is swindled ?

Again : a Government employee forms a co-
partnership with an outsider; the outsider buys
a horse at $200, sells it to his co parti..r, the
Quartermaster, at $300, and tho $100 profit is
divided between the two plunderers .'

Again : a Government employee buys, with
Government funds, a lot of horses ; tho best oi
them he retains for private speculation?the in-
ferior ones ar*i tunned over to the Government.
Who is swindled, and who is the swindler ?

Agaiu : a man liable to military duty is, by
the influence of a friend, perhaps a relative, de-
tailed as a Government, agent; from the secret
co-partnership existing he realizes quite a for-
tune for ni_iself and ihe kind friend that pro-
cured his detail. He then turns out on his own
hook, buys horses or commissary stores, and sells
to his old co-partner ; gives a fictitious or lying
receipt?and both continue to fatteu on Govern-
ment funds. This man has been detailed -with-
diavvn from the dangers and privations of camp?
and, protected by the detail, goes on swimmingly
amassing a fortue, while honest an I patriotic
men expose their breasts to the leaden hail of
battle.

There can be no doubt that there are tbousan Is
of such cases ail over the Confederacy. Is there
no remedy ? Cannot the covering be stripped
from these wolves in sheep's clothing?these
vampires who are gorging themselves with the
life-blood of the land ?

They will come out of tbis war rick, while the
truly worthy and deserving will be poor in every-
thing but "consciences void ofoffence." These
Government thieves will aim to set themselves
up as the aristocracy oi the land ; but they are
known and marked to be despised by all honor-
able men ! Wounded serpents will hias, writhe
and wriggle. Argus.
