STBAG'.LERS AND DESEKTI'.IIs

We would invite tbe attention ot tho
public generally, and of stragglers and
deserters from the army particularly, to
the appeal of PresidentDavis to all who
are absent from their posts of duty, to

return immediately,and avail them.eh os
ofthe pardon granted to all who will re-
turn to their commands by the 20th of
this month. All who return by tbat
time will be pardoned, and those who
refuse to do so will be punished as de-
serters. All who are in confinement
will be released and returned to their
respective commands. Those who were
confined in Castle Thnnder in Rich-
mond, 1080 in number, have been re-
leased, and sent rejoicing to join their
commands in the,field. To stragglers
and deserters, the time between this and
the 20th instant, is a period of jubilee,
in which tiieir bonds are broken and the
stigma of disgrace erased from their
characters, if they return promptly, as
they should, to their commands. To
those who fail to avail themselves of the
privilege thus granted, but little, if any,
mercy will be shown. If there be any
stragglers or deserters in this section of
the State, we would appeal to them, as
they value their characters, love their
country, and dread ignominious pun-
ishment, to return at once to their posts
of duty. There are soldiers improperly
absent from their commands, perhaps
quite a number, who do not see or read
the newspapers at their homes, and it
left to that source of information alone,
will not be informed of the President-
address ; or, if they are, will hear of it
too late to respond rally to the appeal,
by returning to their respective com-
mands in time to avail themselves ofthe
pardon which it proffers.

We would, therefore, in the language i
of a correspondent of the "Sentinel,"
suggest "that the old and influential cit-
izens of the country, who take the news- j
papers, or who become otherwise in- j
formed as to the character and terms of
this address, proceed without delay to
make itknown in theirrespective neigh-
borhoods throughout the Confederacy.
Let them, as a sacred duty, give the in-
formation to every soldier and officer
improperly absent from the army whom
they may s_e ; and, if necessary, make
it their special business to seek such
soldiers at their homes, to read to them
the address, urge on them its impor-
tance, and to furnish those who may
need it (ifany) with the meansof trans-
portation to rejoin their commands. It
thi3 be done at once, in every neigh-
borhood, not only will these soldiers get
this information with certainty and in
proper 'ime, but the influence and
weight of character of ihe old men of
the whole community, will be brought
to bear practically in aid of the Presi-
dent's address

Ihe law
is now construed that after the death of
the traitor, the estate reverts to his heirs,
which renders the intended working of
the act practically void."

that of straggling. Let them be in-
formed that no matter howplausible the
tale of the straggler, it is always false ;
and designed to deceive the unwary.?
No good soldier is ever separated from
his command, unless from sickness, or
on furlough, or under orders. When
from the first cause, provision is made
ior the transportation of such as are un-
able to walk; and if any are lound a-
way from the army, and not in charge
of the persons designated to take care
of the sick, be assured that such absen-
tees are stragglers. In the second case,
no man everstraggles wheD going home
on furlough ; and, besides, no man gets
a furlough now; so that any soldierwho
pretends to have a furlough (unless a
sick furlough) is probably a deserter,
certainly a straggler. In the third case,
(absence under orders) the orders will
show why the soldier is absent; and
when thus absent he is nearly always
accompanied by a commissioned or non-
commissioned«IS«ei!."

FBOM JAMES RIVEB.
On the --noble James," with our tor-

pedoes in the stream and our cannon
upon tho shore, we have frightened the
Yankees out of a years grown. The
Yankee flotilla that came up James Ri-
ver, were met at Deep Bottom by a de-
tachment sent down under Col. P. R.
Page, and one of th3 gunboats was bad-
ly crippled, and many of the crew, it
was supposed, werekilled and wounded.
After they got past Deep Bottom, the
artillery and infantry moved rapidly
down to Turkey Island and fired on the
boats as long as they werein range, and
were struck repeafedly. One of the
gunboats was so badly damaged that
she had to be towed fiom Deep Bottom.

When the torpedo, containing five
hundred pounds of powder, exploded,
throwing a considerable column of wa-
ter to the height of sixty feet, and dam-
aging their boat to a considerable de-
gree, the Yankees onboard thought that
they had received a very unexpected
summons to go down, down, to their fi-
nal home.

THE MEXICAN EMPIBE,

TENNESSEE.
Raid on Pikeville and Sparta.

The Knoxville Register learns that
on Friday the 2_th ultimo, a company
of seventy-five Yankee cavalry visited
Pikeville, but did no damage further
than stealing negroes and horses. Al-
ter leaving Pikeville they went by way
of S] encer, in Van Buren county, to
Sparta, entering the town on the east
side, while the citizens, it seems, had
made preparations to resist them from
an opposite direction. They remained
in Sparta from Saturday night until
Sunday morning. Capt. Woods, Capt.
Bledsoe, Wm. Delavan, and one or two
other citizens, were captured. They
took off some forty negroes, and a num-
ber of horses. Col. Dibbrdl lost three
horses and three negroes. Stokes' cav-
alry is reported to be at Carthage.

A correspondent writing to the "Ap-
peal," from Bragg's army, under date
of Jury 31st, says :

Persons in from the Sequatchie val-
ley, report that Rosencranz's entire ar-
my has fallen back to Shelbyville and
Wartrace. The intermediate country,
they say, is full of Yankee scouts and
bushwhackers, who are robbing, cap-
turing and, in some instances, murder-
ing the inhabitants. On Thursday of
last week, a band of a hundred or more
made a descent upon Pikeville, but did
no mischief, it is said,beyond capturing
such Confederate soldiers as they found
there, stealing all the horses they could
lay hands on, and robbing the stores ol
such goods as they wanted, and what
money they couldfind. Parties in from
Giles county report the Yankeesas hav-
ing fallen back from Pulaski and neigh-
borhood.

Do not Cheat the Soldiers.?The
people of the Confederate States have
always been noted for their hospitality,
but from some cause or other, they are
fast losing their character for liberality
in certain localities, where the specula-
tor and extortioner seem to have poison-
ed the minds of their neighbors the
example of greed after the acquisition
of money.

A soldier fighting the battles of his
country, exposing nis life and health,
and receiving eleven dollars per month,
can ill af-ord to pay two dollars for a
meal; and yet the citizen who remains
at home, cultivating his farm, when his
defender asks him for food, charges him
a price he is unable to pay. Let no
man in future who has food to spare, re-
fuse it to the wear}* and hungry soldier,
but give it, if not without money, at
the leastpossible price,and with acheer-
ful spirit.

From Gen. Johnston's Army.?The
Chattanooga Kebel of the 3d inst., says :

"In a brief conversation yesterday with
a distinguished member ofthe Surgical
Department of General Johnston's ar-
my, we obtained the satisfactory and
truly gratifying intelligence of the
healthful sp:rit and confidence of the
troops. The Mississippi army, when
our informant left it, for this point;, was
encamped at Morton, a short distance
below Meridian. It has been subse
quently reported as moving back again
to Jackson. The force under Johnston
is estimated at upwards of thirty-five
thousand men. The atmosphere in that
section of country isrepresented as close,
and oppressive?but the defiant army
presents the one pleasing feature, offine
discipline, undaunted spirit and unalter-
able patiiotism, with an undying con-
fidence in Joe Johnston."

Grant Reinforcing Meade.?There
is no longer a doubt but that General
Grant, immediately after the surrender
of Vicksburg, 1einforced General Meade
to the extent of 15.000 to 20,000 troops.
The tioops were sent on board trans-
ports at Vicksburg two days after its
fall, and arrived in the Chesapeake a-
bout a fortnight since. Tlie Fifth Uni-
ted States artillery, batteries E and B,
the 16th Pennsylvania, and the 32d
Massachusetts infantry accompanying
the reinforcing column, which was un-
der the command ofGenerals Smith and
Kelley.

As we need soldiers just at this time, allow
me to suggest the propriety of calling into ser-
vice the thousands of able-bodied Commissaries,
Quartermasters, Clerks and public agents, gen-
erally, who are snugly and profitably (to them-
selves) out ofharm's way, and let their places
be filled by maimed soldiers aud men over the
age of 45.

--000 able bodied men now employed in this way,
who are under asmuch obligation to carry a mus-
ket as we are ; and who could be as well spared.

Many ol them are also
distinguished for criticising our military move-
ments, and volunteering suggestions to our mil-
itary authorities, as to what should be done iv
in certain contingencies. They are also famous
for urging aggressive movement., such as inva-
sions, storming ol strong positions, and the like,
well knowing that they will be in the rear while
there is danger, but taking good care to go to
the front when the enemy is routed, and pick up
the nice spoils that we have lought for and won.

Let them be brought out, Mr. Sentinel, let
them be brought out; justice demands it.

A correspondent of the Kichmond Sentinel,

writing from near Huntersville, dated July 24th,
says :

"For some time past the Yankees at Beverly
have been threatening a raid into Pocahontas,
Highland and the adjoining counties, which are
being guarded by Coi. Wm. L. Jackson, with
his Northwestern brigade. They did not come,
but Col. Jackson moved on Beverly on the 29th
ult., and on the 2d inst. he captured all the
pickets around that place, and completely sur-
rounded it. Unfortunately, a cavalry force, e-
qua! in number to Jackson's whole command,
arrived that day to participate in the contem-
plated raid ; or all the troops tbere, consisting
oi the 10th(Yankee) Va., a battery of four guns,
and quite a number of cavalry, would have been
captured. As it was, he was compelled to fall
back, after killing 42, wounding 67, -ace ;rding
to reliable information since received, and cap-
turiug fifty prisoners and some twenty horses,
lour wagons and a quantity of stores, t >rage,
&c. His loss was nine killed and wounded.?
Among the killed was the gallant Lieut. Wm.
Harris. Col. Jackson retired leisurely, fre-
quently offering the Yankees battle, which was
as otten declined.

Mississippi.?Two gentlemen from
Canton, communicate the following in-
stance of Yankee barbarity to theeditor
of the Montgomery "Mail":

Mrs. M. R. Fort was a lady sixty-five
years of age, of the highest respectabil-
ity, and supposed to be worth some for-
ty thousand dollars. She was visiting
the house ofa friend six miles soutb of
Canton, some two weeks ago, when
some Yankee officers, hearing of her
wealth and believing that she bad gone
to the country for the purpose of hiding
money, went, with a gang of negroes,
to the house at 2 o'clock a. :_., took her
out of bed, and whipped her until 6 o'-
clock?four hours -to make her tell
where her money could be iound. She
had no mouey, and of course could not
satisfy the savages. The wretched lady
died under the torture of ihe lash.

Treasury Notes.?Since the Ist Au-
gust, the Treasury notes issued on and
before December Ist, 1802, (generally
known as the "old issue,") have been
refused by a number of persons, who
formerly received them. The only rea-
son for this refusal is the fact .hat the
said notes ceased to be fundable on the
Istinst., and, furthermore, because some
ofthebrokers had stopped buying them;
but holders should remember that they
are as "good" for paying taxes due to
the Confederate Government as any
other money, gold not excepted. There-
fore, let no one be alarmed by the re-
jection of those notes by a few persons,
who ought to know better and act more
wisely.

Reported Resignation of Gen. Price.
?The Montgomery Mail ha 3learned,
with deep regret, that Gen. Sterling
Price has resigned his commission and
retired from the army in Arkansas. It
is said that being placed in* a subordi-
nate position to General Holmes, he was
unable lo execute his plans for the libe-
ration of Arkansas from the presence of
the Yankees. It is also said that de-
spairing to receive from President Da-
vis the position to which ho was entitled
by his military services, he finally de
termined to retire from his command.?
It is to be hoped that the report is un-
true, but the Mail says it comes so well
authenticated, that it is constrained to
believe it.

Yankee Admissions.?A JSTew York
paper admits the loss at Gettysburg of
16 Generals, and according lo some ac-
counts 18, killed, wounded or prisoners,
and that the aggregate losses on both
sides were about equal, say 2.5,000 each.
This is equivalent to an admission of
double our loss. An officer writes, that
of the Ist Minnesota regiment, 87 out of
220 are left; and that of the brigade of
2,100, only 400 rations were drawn af-
ter the battle, and that was more than
were needed.

Archbishop Hughes, of New York,
has justreceived a letter from the Pope
on the pubject of our American difficul-
ties, urging peace, and desiring him to
confer with the Archbishop of New Or-
leans in pursuance of the object. The
New York Tablet, which publishes the
letter in the original Latin, states that
it is the duplicate ofa letter addressed
to the same prelate, under date of Oct.
18, 1862, but which must have been
lost, as it never reached its destination,*!

The Jackson Statue.?-F. Volck, a
native of Bavatia, Germany,but for sev-
eral years a resident of Richmond, and
an artist of great merit, has been au-
thoi ized to proceed to Europe, and su-
perintend the execution of the proposed
statue of "Stonewall" Jackson. After
the death of Jackson, Mr. Volck took a
very faithful bust of the face, and it is
from this the features will bo moulded.
Mr. Volck expects to depart on his mis-
sion immediately.

Natchez Garrisoned by the Enemy.
?It is stated in late Southwesternnews
that Grant has established a garrison of
about 3,000 men at Natchez, Miss. The
enemy seem to have full possession of
that portion of the State.

Troops from Grant's Army.?lt is
stated that no troops have gone up the
Mississippi, save McPherson's corps and
part of Burnside's command. The pur-
pose is undoubtedly to reinforce Meade
in Virginia.
