THE YANKEEFS EXPECTED.

To whom much is given, of them will

hose who have made money since the
war commenced, should contribute lib-

erally and generously to the support of

he needy. This is the first duty of the
property-holder. The second is, to be
willing to take the lead in_meeting the
invaders of our country. If the enemy
waged war against our liberties only,
then all would be equally interested in
defeating them, for liberty is as valuable
to the poor man as to the wealthy, and

COMPARISON OF LOSSES.

The battles in the war of 1812, and in
the war with Mexico, were mere skir-
mishes compared with many of the bat-
tles in this gigantic war, as will be seen
by the following statement of the losses
suffered in the battles of those wars:

The battle of the Thames, U. Canada,
fonght October 5th, 1818, between the
North Western army of United States,
Major General W. H. Harrison, 2,500
strong, chiefly Kentucky volunteers, and
Major Gen. Proctor, commanding Brit-
ish forces, 800 regulars and 1,200 In-
dians under Tecumseh ; our loss 7 killed
and 22 wounded—>5 mortally ; their loss
killed, 12 regulars, 22 wounded, and 25
officers and 576 men our prisoners; and
of the Indians, 33 killed, including Te-
cumseh, and spoils 5,000 small arms
and 6 pieces of cannou.

Plattsburg, 1,500 regulars and about
3,000 volunteers and militia,commanded
by Brigadier General McComb, Sept.
11th, 1814, who repulsed a British divi-
sion of 1,400 men of all arms, under
Gov. Sir George Prescott; our loss 36
killed 63 wounded ; their loss 1,500 in
killed, wounded and missing.

Battle of New Orleans, 8th January,
1815. Our forces under Geun. Jackson,
4,698 on the East side of the Mississippi
and 1,000 ¢n the West side. The Brit-
ish forces numbered 8,400, under Lieut.
Gen. Packenham. Our loss 6 killed
and 7 wounded in the main battle, and
8 willed and 32 wounded on the West
bank ; their loss was 291 killed, the Lt.
Geueral included, and 1,262 wounded,
and 17 oflicers and 483 privates prison-
ers.

The first and last of the above battles
have been supposed to have made their
Commander’s Presidents. Now, the
command of neitier exceeded a good
brigude in our army, and the results in
casualties but little beyond a smart skir-
mish of our outposts.

The entire loss in killed and wounded,
in all our battles in Mexico, amounted
to 4,807, as stated in the late official re-
cords of the United States.

ORGANIZE FOR HOME DEFENCE.

“Forewarned is to be fore.armed,”
and we have been warned frequently of
late of the probability that the Yankees
will attempt a raid upon this place, and
we should heed the warning, and pre-
pare to give them a warm and cordial
reception whenever they may see prop-
er to call upon us at home.

The con-
test lasted about three hours, when the
fleet, having been struck very often,
stood out of range, with flags at half-
mast.

The battery of Parrott guns is distant
from Sumter two miles and five-eighths.
The missiles used are one and two hun-
dred pound balls, eight inches in dia-
meter and two feet long, with a flat head
of chilled iron. Shells of the same di-
mensions were also used.

About four -o'clock, the iron clads
formed in line of battle to renew the at-
tack on Sumter, but the fort opened at
long range from the east face, and they
retired without attacking.

The Ironsides and two Monitors kept
ap a fire on Wagner, at intervals, and
the Yankee sappers have begun to make
approaches on that battery from the
breast work.

On Friday, the fire of the enemy was
even heavier than before. A new bat-
tery ot Parrot guns was opened upon
Sumter. The east face was rendered a
pile of rvins and the north face consi-
derabledamaged. On this day the flag-
staff was shot away twice, making six
times during the attack. :
The sappers are making regular ap-
proaches on Battery Waﬁner.

The officer killed on Monday was a
Captain of one of the Monitors.

A telegram, dated Charleston, the
22nd, (Saturday last) says that, “at 11 o-
clock last night a commuication from the
enemy. in signals, was sént to Beaure-
gard demanding the surrender of Sum-
ter and Morris i]and batteries, with a
notification that the city would be shell-
ed in four hours if not complied with.
Beauregard was on a reconnoissance.
Jordan returned it for signature of
the writer about 2 o’clock.

This morning the enemy began throw-
ing shells into the city from batteries in
marsh between Morris’ and James Is-
land, at a distance of ahout five miles
from the city, 12 eight inch parrot shells
fell into the city, no casualti s.

The transaction is regarded as an out-
rage upon civil warfare—shelling had
good effect in hastening the exodus of
non combatants at dayfi_ght this morn
ing.

The enemy opened fire furiously on
Sumter, the Ironsides are in sight and
opened, Sumter replying.

SUPI'LY OF WHEAT.

Suppose, says the Lynchburg Repub-
licau, that the: army now in Virginia
pnumbers two hundred thousand men, it
will require four hundred and fifty thou-
sand barrels of flour to feed them in one
year, issuing one pound and a quarter
as rations per day to each man.
The census of 1850 put the total white
and colored population of the State down
as 1,421,661. From this number it is
fair to take the inhabitants of that por-
tion of the territory which does not en-
ter into our calculations about the pro-
duct of wheat, those in the army, and
the negro population lost to us: one-
third would not be a large estimate. This
will leave to be fed a population of
947,773 persons, for whicﬁ it will take
in round numbers, two iillions barrels
flour. The sum may be stated thus:

which, if left unground, will give two
hundred and twenty-four thousand bush-
els of wheat for seed.

It will be seen that we have 1:ft out
of account the large product of corn,
peas, beans, sweet and Irish potatoes,
from which is deri¥ed o_ne-thirg of the
food used by the people.

With this exhibit, and the knowledge
that there is no call for a single barrel
of flour to go out of the State, the farm-
ers and those who anticipate an increase
in price will be disappointed. An a-
bundant crop of wheat has been har-
vested in every State to supply the
wants of its population. By what rea-
sons is it urged, then, that the price
must advance, except it be through the
withholding of snpglies by the farmers ?

This should not be done. It is un-
patriotic ; it is unwise.

CONFEDERATE FINANCES.

The whole amount-of Treasury notes
issued since the Government went into
operation is 624,000,000, There have
been one hundred and twenty-four mil-
lions of these notes funded 1 Govern-
ment bonds, and about one million can-
celled. The whole amount of the pub-
lic debt, including the fifteen million
European loan, will not reach $840,-
000,000,

The Government holds a vast amount
of cotton purchased with Treasury notes,
besides cther assets, such as mmunitions
of war, government works, machinery,
clothing and supplies on hand for the
soldiers, ships in service, &c., &e. But
the only available asset is the cotton.—
We do not know what is the number of
bales or its value, but we presume it
must be fifty millions. If the-debt is
larger than was anticipated, it must be
borne in mind that only a small portior.
of it bears interest, viz: the bonds and
the interest bearing notes ; and we are
informed from the report that the entire
interest on the public debt does rot ex-
ceed twenty-three millions of dollars,

It is when
the iron yoke is once imposed, and
chains worse than those of slavery are
passed upon a free people, that the trial
comes and the pure-hearted is tested.

Tie Tax v Kmvo.—It is well known
to all that our Congress, at its last ses-
sion, levied a tax in kind on the products
of the eacth. It is the duty of our plant-
ers to pay this tithe, upon such crops as
has been gathered in, at the very earliest
opportunity. Our armies are now need-
ing the provisions which thesc tithes
will furnish, and ought wot o Le de-|
prived of thew i« moment longer than is|
sufficient to gct them to some depot
where they can he shipped to the order
of the Government. Besides, a prompt
compliance with the provisions of the
law will save the G-vernment much ex-
pense and trouble. We say to all who
have a “tax in kind” to pay, do yow
duty patriotically—at once, with the
least possible delay. Do not wait to be
ealled npon and forced to do 1t.
