THE YANKEE RAID—HOW DEFEATED
--THEIR RETREAT AND LOUSS.

The raiding party under the command
of Gen. Ave,nlﬁ), which has recently run
its race in the counties West of this,
starfed froma Hardy county, in whiéh
they captured a number of horses, and
passed successively through Pendleton,
ar;(fizﬁ,j;i' hland, then iito Pocahontas,
Bath, Alleghany and Greenbrier, in|
which latter coonty, near the White
Sulphur Springs, it was met; defeated
and driven back by the gallant forces
under the command of General Samuel
Jones. On Wednesday, the 19th of Au-
gust, the advance guard of this body,
some 300 to 400 in number, dashed iu-
to Franklin, the countv séat of Pendle-
ton, about 5 o’clock, dressed in Confed-
srate wniform and captured a number
of citizens, lorses, &c.  They shot down
the milch cotws as beeves, in preparation
for 8 larger force that came in at.night.
Egrlg';;n Thursday, they advanced up
the Soutk Braneh of the Potomac to-
“wards Montcrey, capturing alarge num-
of horses on the way and entered the
latter town at 4 o'clock, capturing the
County Court, and about 100 horses, as
we stated i our issue of two weeks ago.
They destroyed in Pendleton and High-
land counties all the mschinery and ap-
paratus used by us in the manufacture
of Nitre. .On Friday morning, the 21st
ult., at daylight they left Monterey and
pushed on to Pocahontas with the view
of surprising and captrring the small
force under the command of Col. Wi.
L. Jackson. In this, however, they
were doomcd to disappoiutment.  The
forces under General Jackson were too
weak in nmiabers to resist successfully
the advance of the encmy, but, being
strong in sj.irit, offered a gallant resist-
ance, and fought the enemy for three
successive days. Though they were,
like the Irish Corporal, “advancing back-
swards” all the time before the superior
force of the enemy, with their Parthian
shots, they made a number of the enemy
“bite the dust.” Gen.Jackson succeed-
ed in saving his command, and lost But
few of his mien. 1t is thought that he
inflicted greater damage upon the enemy
than he suffered himself. Giving np
the pursuit of Jackson’s forces at the
Warm Springs Mountain in Bath coun-
ty, the euemay pushed on to Greenbrier
with the vicw of capturing the town of
Lewisburg. . On the 26th ult., they were
met by the forces under the command
of General Samuel Jones, abont 2 miles
East of the White Sulphur Spring and
11 miles East of Lewisburz. The en-
gagement lasted from 8 o’clock in the
morning tiil 7 o’clock in the evening,
both parties occupying the same posi-
tions they did in the morning. The
en%ag_ement was renewed the next dayv,
and continued for two hours, when the
enemy found that it was imgossible to
go any farther in that direction, and
very prudently concluded to take the
back track. - As our forces were expect-
ing the enemny to come upon another
road, they were at the headwaters of
Anthony’s Creek, when they learned
through a private citizen tha! the enemy
had crossed the mountain and were ad 4
. vancing on the Warm Spring road’ to-
wards the White Sulphur, and had time
merely to resch that road where it is in-
tersected by the Anthony’s Creek road,
a short time befcre the encmy arnved.
Both parties arrived at the scene of the
battle-field on the same morning. Col.
Patton, with a few scouts went several
miles towards the Alleghany Mountain
on a reconnoisance, and whilst at a house
partaking of some bread and honey,
which the lady of the humble tenement
bad given to him, the lady rushed in
and exclaimed that the Yankees were’
-eoming. Col. Patton jumped upon his
horse and rede back to our camp accom-
panied by our scouts, and closely pur
sued by the enemy. He left his sword,
but the good woman who had dispensed
_ to him her humble hospitality, had suf-
ficient presence of mind to conceal it
under. her raspherry bushes, and the
gallant Colonel recovered hissword, and
was saved the mortification of having i
to fall into the hands of the enemy.—
Though Gen. Jones was present, when
the battle was fonght, he assigned the
command to Col. Patton. Our men had
merely time to prepare a simple barii-
eade across the valley made of fence
rails, wheu the enemy came upon them.
The enemy fought desperately, charging
with cavalry, time and %igain, up to the
barricade, and some dead Yankees and
horses were found lying together within
a few feet of' it. They were anxious to
break our lines, because we held the
- Anthony’s creek road, by which they
wished to retreat into Pocahontas. They
feared that, if compelled to retreat upon
the Warm Spring road, they would be
captured. In fact, Gen. Averill remark-
ed, where he took dinner on the day of
his retreat, that they would be sare to
be eaptured either on the Alleghany or
Back Creek Mountain.
In this fight, we had 20 killed on tlie
field, and 3 or 4 have since died of their
wounds ; 130 wounded, and about 10

In their

retreat, they were bushwhacked, and

our pursuing-cavalry found 6 dead in

the road which they could not take |
time tocarry off. | A munoh greater num-
ber must have been wounded by bush-
whackers. The enemy lost 2 pieces of
artilleryin the battle, and two in their
retreat; and succeeded in saving {¥o0.—
We learn that Col. Jackson pursted
them into Randolph county, and thatin
the pursnit he killed some of the enemy,
and eaptured a number of horses. The
enemy captured Maj. McKendree, quar-
termaster, but he made his escape. We
sent a flag ot truce to the enemy propo
sing to exchange a Yankee ‘major  for
him, but as onr major had made his es-
cape, we held on to the Yankee major.
We punished the raiding party pretty
well. But we ought to hare captured
the whole of them—it would have had
sueh a wholesome and good moral effect.
Lient. Carr, of the Kanawha Rifles, was
killed early in the action. The enemy
had 4,000 and we 2,000 <in. the fight.

CHARLESTON.

The enemy have taken, as yet, neith-
er Fort Sumter nor Battery Wagner.—
[heir hopes of capturing the city of
Charleston seem to be on the wane.—
They are not as confident now as the
weré a few weeks since. Fort Sumter
has been strengthened and wiil not sur-
render. We have now a gun mounted
which throws a ball weighing 551, lhs
and will, we hope, send many iron-clads
to *Davy Jones’ locker.” Ifthere be any
truth in the statement of tire Chicago
Times of the 29th ult., the Yankee
Squadron befcre Charleston will soon
have a fire in the rear as well as front.-
That paper sgys that a messenger of the
Yankees, who was lately sent to Europe,
reports that there are six - Contederate
iron-clads to raise the blockade of Char-
leston, and that there are thirteen oth-
ers in a state ¢t completion, all of mod-
ern improvements, and it appears they
are designed tooperate against the Yan-
kee seaboard.

-TROM TENNESSEE.

Military movements of great interest
are now takirg ‘place in Tennessee.—
Knoxville has been “evacuated by our
troops and is now occupied by the ene-
my. The Lynchburg Republican says
that it has “information fram various
sources entitled to credit, that aforce of
the enemy, estimated at fourteen hun-
dred cavalry, with artillcry, are certain-
ly at Morristown, which is a depot on
rthe East Teunessee and Virginia Rail-
road, about thirty miles this side of
Knoxville. They are in possession of 3
trains, one of which they captured in
Knoxviile, the other two were taken en
route from Bristol. The train that leit
the Iatter place on Wednesday, was cap-
tured on its arrival in Knoxville, butthe
conductor made his escape.”

It is thought that before long the cur-
tain will rise and exhibit the enactment
of a bloody drama in that section of the
Confederacy. We hope that our forces
will be able to chastise the enemy as
they deserve, and to redeem the “Swit-
zerland of America” from the oppres-
sion under which it row groans.

FROM THE RAPPAHANNOCK.

As anticipated, the Yankees have
made an attempt to repossess the gun-
boats Reliance and Satellite, * recently
captured by Lieut. Wood and party in
the mouth of the Rappahannock. ~ The
boats were taken up tl‘le river to Yort
Royal, where the work of dismantling
them has been prosecuted with com-
mendable vigor for several days. The
machinery of the Sattellite has begn re
moved to a place of safety. The work-
men were engaged upon the Reliance,
rhen a large force of the Yankecs, with
6 pieces of artillery, appeared on the op-
posite bank of the river and opened fire
upon them. The shelling was kept up
pretty vigorously for some time, and
was replied to f.om the guns which had
been placed in position to repel the at-
tack. Several of the Yankee shot took
effect on the upper works of the Reli-
ance, which wcre considerably dam-
aged, but, fortunately, no one on our
side was hurt. It is believed that the
Yankees did not fare so well, as several
ot their men were seen tofall during the
engagement.

About two o’clock in the afternoon,
the entire force disappeared, and. went
back to Stafford "county.—Rich.
