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CHARLESTON,

The news received {rom Charleston,
since the issue of last week, has been al-
ternately Lad and good—in butcher’s
phrase, “with a streak of lean, and a
streak of fat.” On the 6th, the bom-
bardment was kept up all day without
intermission, and about 150 of our men
were killed and wounded at batteries
Wagner and Gregg. Itis supposed that
the %oss of the enemy was very great.

The enemy having advanced their
sappers up to the very moatof Wagner,
and it beirg impossible to hold the is-
land longer, Gen. Beanregard ordered
the evacuation, which was executed be-
tween 8 P. M. and 1 A. M., with sue-
cess. We spiked the guns of Wagner
and Gregg, and withdrew noiselessly in
forty barges. =Only one barge, contain-
ing twelve men, was eaptured.

On the 7th, ‘Admiral Dahlgreen de-
manded the surrender of fort Sumter,
when Gen. Beauregard replied that he
could have it when he should take and
hold it, and that before that time such
demands were puerile and unbecoming.
At 6 o’clock P. M. the iron-clads and
monitors approached Fort Sumter clo-
ser than usual and opened a hot fire a

ainst it. Our batteries on Sullivan’s

land, including Fort Moultrie, replied
heavily.

After our forces evacuated battery
Wagner, the enemy garrisoned it witﬁ
a negio regiment—the 54th Massachu-
setts—and the detested flag of that State
now waves over that battery. On the
8th about noon the enemy fired the vil-
Tage of Moultrieville, on Sullivan’s Is-
land, in several places with incendiary
shell.

On the night of the 8th, the enemy,
about midmight, approached in about
thirty barges with the view of capturing
Fort Sumter by ‘assanlt. Our . forces
were not {aken g surprise, as the ene-
my expected, ang at the proper time,
Fort Moultrie and Battery Bee opened
upon them, simultaneously with the in-
fantry in Fort Sumter.

The Yankees succeeded in landing
portion ot the force at the ruin, but after
filtéen minute’s contest, in which the
Chaileston Battalion fought chiefly with
brick bats and hand grenades, were driv-
en back, and retreated in disorder.

The following is Gen. Beauregard’s
official despatch :

CHARLESTON, Sept. 9, 1863.
7o Gen. S. Cooper :—During last night
thiriy of the enemy’s launches attacked
Fort Sumter. Preparations had been
made for such an event. At a concert-
ed signal all the batteries bearing on
Sumter, as-isted* by ome gunboat ram
properly located, were thrown out. The
garrison behaved with¥ gallantry and
coolness, Maj. Elliott commanding the
post. The enemy was completely re-
pulsed, leaving one hundred and fifteen
prisoners, thirteen officers included, from
4 boatsjand 3 colors. Nobody hurt on our
side. G. T. Beaurecarp,
Gen. Com’d’g.

The enemy brought with them the
flag which waved over Sumter when
Gen’l Beauregard caused Maj. Anderson
to haul it down. They hoped toreplace
it upon the Fort,amid the extravagant re-
joicings of the whole Yankee nation ;

ut alas! for them,

““The best laid schemes o’ mice and men
Gang aft aglee,”

and the flag was captured by our men,
and will never rejoice the Yankees by
waving over Fort Sumter. That- cher-
ished “object has been defeated—that
dear hope lias been crushed in the bud,
and deep is the mortification, and great
is the disappointment of the whole Yan-
kee nation. They will not relish codfish
for several inonths.

On the 11th one of our sheils from
Jaines Island exploded the enemy’s mag-
azine at Battery Gregg, causing great
confusion there.

INCONSISTENCY.

A gentleman came into our office and
complained that $4.00 was too high a
price for a year’s subscription to a news-
paper. Before going ont he offered. to
sell us some gold coin for Confederate
money. . We told him that we never
made such cxchanges. We asked him,
however, how much he had to sell, and
what he asked for it? He said, he had
$20. and required $300. in Confederate
money for if. It will be observed that,
upon his own estimate of the value of
the currency we receive in exchange for
subscription, the {>rice of the paper is,
on the basis of gold, only twenty-six and
two-third cents--seven and one-half
iimes less than it was before the war,
when the price on the same basis was
$2.00. By his own estimate, the pres-
ent price is only twenty six and two
third cents instead of $2.00 as before
the war. Yet before the war the price
was cheap, at $2.00, but is now dear at
twenty-six and two-third cents! By his
estimaite of the value of our currency,
the present price should be $30, instead
of $4.00.

«0 consistency, what a jewel thou art !>’

This gentleman is not alone in his in-
consistency—all those who are asking
five and ten prices for wood and agri-
cultural products, and complain at the
price of newspapers, are in the same
category. They seem to act upon the
principle that Confederate money is of
very little value when they are to re-
ceive it, but of precious value when they
pay it ont.

CAVALRY FIGHT IN CULPEPER.

Passengers by yesterday evening’s
train report that there was a cavalry
fight in Culpeper on Sunday evening
last, in which we lost 20 or 30 killed,
about 100 wounded, about 200 prison-
ers, and 4 pieces of artillery. We cap-
tured abont 25 of the enemy. Our for-
ces were overpowered by numbers and
were compelled to retreat. .The enemy
shelled the railroad train when leaving
Culpeper C. H., but did no material
damage. If the enemy don’t “vamose
the ranche,” we may expect to hear a
different story in a few days.

FIGHT IN EAST TENNESSEE.

On Tuesday morning last, a fight oc

curred at Telford’s a station on the East
Tennessee and Virginia Railroad, 33
miles from Bristol and 93 from Knox-
ville. The enemy was driven back six
miles to Limestone. There our forces
came up with them, and after a short
engagement captured several hundred
Yankees and about 100 East Tennessee
tories; who had gotten into a block house
from which t!.ey were delivering a pret-
ty heavy fire on our troops.

Our casualties were slight. The loss
of the enemy is not known, as their dead
and wounded were carried off to the
rear in a train on the railroad.

Two hundred and fifty-five of the
prisoners have been sent to Richmond. ]
In the last raid of Col. Mosby, he met
sixty seven Yankees in the road, with
high fences on either side, protecting
250 fine horses ; his command, only 25,
he divided, 14 charging with him in
front, and the rest circumventing the
Yavks in the rear. He took 12 prison-
ers, and all the horses—the rest of the
Yanks made good their escape.

In this fight, Col. Mosby was wound-
ed twice—in the thigh and in the side.
The balls passed through, and he will
soon be ready for the field.

BEYOND THE MISSISSIPPI.
The Examiner has been informed by

mand of Gen’l Price that the reported
death of Gen’l Holmes is a mistake.—

force at Little Roek, and was busily en-
gaged in throwing np some important
works there.  His establishment in com-
mand there had been the signal of great
enthusiasm. Numhers were flocking to
his standard, and the fires -of the war
were again kindled in Southern Misson-
ri.

We have the most encouraging ac-
counts of the condition of the army in
the Trans-Mississippi, and the con-
current spirit of the people. The erops
were excellent; the yield of grain in
Arkansas and Texas unprecedented ;
and our armies had been furnished with
large supplies of clothing, English blan-
kets, &e., through the Mexican borders.
The enemy had made some raids in
the direction of Harrisonburg and Delhi,
bot in all directions was held in check.

In the Trans-Mississippi the slaves
who had absconded to the enemy. were
retuwining in large numbers. to their
masters. They complained greatly ot
the ravages of disease. We are inform-
ed of a single instance of forty-two out
ofa lot of ninety-odd slaves escaped to
the enemy who voluntarily and glad-
1y returned to their masters after their
experience with the Yaukees. -

PRINTING OFFICES DESTROYED.

At 10 o’clogk on the night of the 9th
inst., a party of Georgia soldiers destroy-
ed the office of the Raleigh “Standard,”
published in Raleigh;, North Carolina,
and at 7 o’clock the next morning, some
citizens, in retaliation destroyed the of-
tice of the “State Journal” published in
the same place. The course of the Ra-
leigh “Standard” has been. very repre-
hensible. . Theeditor of the “Standard,”
Mr. Holden, was absent—being in Pe-
tersburg, Va., at thetime, Thereseems
to be considerable disaffection in the
“Old North State,” due in great part to
the influence of the Raleigh “Standard.”
It is to be hoped that the guilty . will
bave justice meted out to them in prop-
er measure. “Old Rip Van Winkle”
must arouse himself, and awake to the
duties of the present times.

Mumrria Service.—Those who do not
desire to be in the militia service, where
they will be subject to such officers as
the Governor or others may appoint o-
ver them, would do well to join the vol-
unteer-companies now being  organized
under the Confederate law, as we have
before recommended, where they have
the election of their own officers and the
privilege of adopting their own rules
and regulations.

Vance, of North Carolina, has is-
sued a prociamation, called forth by the
lawless and treasonable menaces made
at some of the so-called peace meetings
held in the old North State. Governor
Vance warns the people of the - danger-
ous consequences of a persistence in their
course, beseeches them-to abstain from
any further resistance to the enforce-
ment of the conscription act and the law
for the collection of taxes. He reminds
them of their dutiesas good citizens, and
exhorts them to abandon the miserable
demoustrations they are making, of re-
sistance to laws which must and will be
enforced.
