The Postmaster can do this by return-
ing to the office of publication, a copy
of the paper containing tho name of tlie
Post ujfice and the name of the subscri-
ber upon it.

THE POWER OF ENDURANCE.
It is a notable fact that many of the

men who were the most zealous advo-
cates of secession are now the least to
be relied upon and have been almost,?
some of them quite,?brought to the
point of grounding arms and making
terms with the enemy. This may re-
sult in great part from the fact that they
did not first count the cost of secession,
and were not prepared for the conse-
quences which,?it is not arrogating too
much to say,?more sagacious men tore-
saw. Those who wanted secession, for
its own sake, believed that that great
result would be accomplished by pure-
ly peaceful means; and, once accom-
plished,the Southern Confederacy would
soon attain a rank that would place it
amongst the foremost nations of the
earth. We do not include in this class
those who, from considerations wholly
selfish, labored to effect the secession,
rather than by compromise and conci-
liation to perpetuate the Union. They
may have had the sagacity to compre-
hend in part, the nature of the issue
they were attempting to force upon the
country, but labored nevertheless to de-
ceive the people. And they did deceive
them. If ihe truth can ever be ascer-
tained, we believe that it will appear
that both sections were deceived ; the
North not anticipating the obstinancy
with which the South has fought to
make good the act ofsecession ; nor the
South expecting such an example of
tenacity ofpurpose as the North has
evinced in its war for the Union. "We
say, therefore, that if both sections had
foreseen the terrible struggle that has
ensued, tlie Union would have been
preserved by compromise, or a peacea-
ble separation been eifeeted.

The fact that this war has been
changed in its character, and objects
avowed now which evenLincoln's Con-'
gress, directly after thebattle of Ma-
nassas, positively disavowed, does not
effect the question in the slightest de-
gree. Tlie progress of the war has serv-
ed to develop the i'act that many of the
men in the South who were least in-
clined to dissolve the Union, have now
the most decided repugnance to its re
storation; whilst many in tho North

. who were originally hostile to the war.
and would have condemned the Aboli-
tion policy of the Administration, now
support both. Such are some of the
lessons of the war.? Lynch. Virginian.

The Examiner says it has information
which leads to the supposition that the
enemy is preparing for a general attack
on the lines ofthe Rapidan. It isknown
that, in the past few days, he has been
massing his forces in Culpeper; his po-
sitions have been reconnoitered there,
and his gradual encroachments on the
railroad and river indicates veryplainly
the determination to fight.

Large forces ofthe enemyalready oc-
cupy the railroad between Mitchell's
station and Rapidan station. There may
also be observedfrom our position three
lines of eucampment in the neighbor-
hood of Pony Mountain and Sheperds-
burg.

JLIRAGG'S VICTORY OVER ROSECRANS.
In our la.tissue we stated that a bat-

tle was imminent between the iorces ot
Bragg and Rosencrans. At that timea
battle had been fought and won, but the
news had not reached here. The battle
was fought on the Ghickamauga River,
in the ISonhern part of Georgia near the
Tennessee 1 inc. The battle commenced
on Saturday, the 19th, and continued
till the evening ofthe next day, and re-
sulted in a great victory to our arms.?
The loss is heavy upon both sides, tho'
the loss of the enemy is much greater
than ours. Our loss is supposed to be
from five to ten thousand, and the loss
the enemy, including killed, wounded
and prisoners, is supposed to be twenty-
five thousand.

TUE FIGHT IN MADISON ON TUESDAY.
The reports brought down by passen-

gers from Gordonsville,on yesterday, at
which place several ofour woundedhad
arrived, with accounts of the cavalry
fight in Madison county, on Tuesday,
we sum up as follows: On Monday
night, four thousand cavalry, under Kil-
patrick and Buford, advanced upon and
occupied Madison Court-House, driving
in our pickets. On Tuesday morning,
they advanced upon the main body ol
our cavalry in that immediate section,
and which was less than two thousand
strong. The two forces encountered at
Jackson's shop, a few miles from the
Court House, where a fight was begun
and kept up nearly all day, our .orces
falling back, and reaching at night,
when the battle had closed, Liberty
Mills, on the Rapidan, about eight miles
from Gor.donsvile. One portion cf the
enemy's force were reported yesterday
to have gone off to our left, to the vil-
lage of Ruckersville, with a view, it was
supposed, of getting entirely around out
lines and striking the Central Railroad
at or near Charlottesville. Tlie moun
tainons nature of the country by this
route would make the undertaking a
difficult and dangerous one. During
the engagementof Tuesday, we captur
ed seventy-three of the enemy's dis-
mounted men, who were as
sharp-shooters. The loss inflicted upon
the enemy, is supposed to be severe.?
Our loss is reported to be about one
hundied and twenty-five, in killed,
wounded and missing.

JOB. THE SPECTATOR.
Me. Editok :? Tiie very remarkab c phenom-

enon noticed in your last issue, seems to have
attracted some attention, and the pains taken by
your correspondentto substantiate the credibil-
ity of the witnesses to the fact, fully attests the
infrequency of such phenomena. Light, in very
many of its manifestations, is often guilty of
leading people into mysterious surmisings about
the will of Providence and the interpretations to
be put upon what a_e, in truth, very strange and
uncommon appearances, but, at the same time,
the results ol physical natural laws. Neverthe-
less, Providence works by means* and whether
we regard the cotton bales seen drifting North as
representing the trade in that staple northward
after we gain our independence, and the aerial
army moving in the same direction en deshabille,
as the Yankees retreating from the sunny South
in a -'double quick" bequeathing their unmen-
tionables to the sable contrabands on the way-
side, who show their ivories and hop into the
blue breeches, is oi little importance. Such
thiugs are somewhat like certain passages in
scripture which we can interpret according to our
creed. No doubt, according to Yankee exegesis
the cotton bales would represent the first fruits
of General Banks' labor system, and the army of
images the apotheosis ol the saints ol abolition-
ism constituting the army of invasion. But we
propose simply to state a lew recorded lacts to
show that similar phenomena have, at various
times, been witnessed, and are well attested by
competent and credible witnesses. There are
two laws by which light is governed, or rather
there are two constant manifestation* of light un-
der certain peculiar conditions?the term law as
applied to nature not being a principle of energy
or power, but simply a constant recurrence of
the same phenomena under similar conditions.?
We say, however, in common parlance, that light
obeys two laws, the law of refraction and the law
crt reflection, by either of which it is possible to
depict images iv the air to au observer who may
be placed in a proper position to receive the
light. By the refraction oflight is meant the
bending of a ray of liget from its original recti-
linear direction, when it is made to pass from
one medium into another of different density, as
for Instance, when it passes from air into glass
or water, or vice versa. Many of the ordinary
phenomena of nature are due to the operation of
this law, as the apparent bending ofa stick when
plunged obliquely into water, the elevation ofthe
bottom of a clear stream to that it appears of less
depth than it is in reality, the apparent steepness
ofa hill as we approach it, and the undulatory
surface sometimes given to a level plane when
viewed through a common window-pane. But
the different strata of the atmosphere also con-
stitute media of different density, and a ray of
light passing through it from above toward the
eartn in an oblique direction from any object
will, from the manner in which it is refracted,
cause the object to appear at a greater altitude
above the horizon than its real position. Thus
objects on the earth's surf.cc under peculiar
conditions of the atmosphere in certain localities
by which its refractive power is highly increased,
might apparently be elevated to positions much
above tiieir reai positions in nature. Wo have
said that an image in the air might be produced
under the laws of refraction. The refracting
talescope is constructed with direct reference to
this principle, the observer viewing the image of
the celestial body formed by the rays of light
from the body being made to converge and cross
each other by means of the refracting power of a
double convex lens. It is probable, however,
that any very striking phenomena, as tuat re-
cently witnessed in the monntains, are not gen-
erally produced by the principle of refraction a- :
lone, though, as we have said above, it is not im-
possible unuer certain conditions ol the atmos-
phere, which may he supposed to exist. But re-
curring to the law of reflection, images are pro-
duced, first, by plane mirrors at a distance as far
behind the mirror as the _ bject is in front, and,
secondly, by cone ye mirrors in front ofthe mir-
ror in the air, when the object is at a greater dis-
tance from it than the principal focus. It may '
be thought improoable that a medium so trans- j
parent as the atmosphere, under ordinary cir <
cumstances, woulJ, under any - ircumstances,
constitute a mirror for the reflection of natural 1
objoets. But glass is also very transparent, and
yet we often see the image ofa candle or a fire,
or of a sceno in nature by simply looking at a
window-pane. Wa.er is also tran.s_t.ceht, out all
the beauties of the rainbow are produced by thereflection of light from the inner surface of the
rain-drop. In tact, there is a strong indisposi
tion in light to pass lro*_ a dense into a rare mediuin, being very iu_bii_ to be reflected from theinner surface 01 ihe denser medium. Thus, a ray ?
of light will nut pass out of glass into air if the
angle of incidence exceed about 40 degrees, nor
out of glass into water if it exceed 59 degrees. - ?It is not improbable, therefore, that under pecu- '
liar conditions of the atmosphere at certain times
it may be made to constitute a mirror for the re-
flection of the light proceeding from objects on
the Earth's surface,.and the rays of light thus re-
flected downward from above would undergo a
refraction tending to elevate the image of tbe ob-
ject from which the light emanated. Should the
atmosphere constitute a plain mirror, the images
would be at a greater distance than if its pecu-
liar conformation constituted a concave mirror.
In the latter case, the image would lie between
the observer and the atmospheric region render-
ing it, and would te visible only to observers in
the particular locality, into which tbe reflected
rays, alter crossing each other, diverge. It is
evident that such mirrors from their want of per-
fection and symmetry of form might produce- both
a multiplication i-nd distortion in th© images of
Ajects, aud perhaps, also, if the mirror-condition
ot the atmosphere be supposed to move, motion
ofthe whole scene, lt will be observed that
what is hero written is based on the hypothesis,
that, in the particular phenomenon to which we
allude, the imag. 4 produced had a real objective
counterpart in nature, though the distance toany
body of troop a may have beeu very considerable.
The following remarkable oases of like character
to the phenomenon in question, which are well
authenticated, wil' serve not only to show the ca-
pacity of the aimo. pfcere for renderiug images,
but also the fact of the great distance at which
the objects producing tho images may be from
the obsefi. w-r.Ist. On July 26th, 1797, about 6 P. M._ at
Hastings, on tha south coast of England, a large
portion uf the coast of Franco appeared toa num-
ber of observers uo distinctly; that sailors who
were spectators of the scene pointed out to th**
narrator and witness of tbe phenonVenon a pum-

eye, but fnrther inert ased in distinctness by theuse of tho telescope. Places known as the Bay,the Old Head, and Dover Cliffs, even the Frenchashing boats, and portions of the French toastat a distance oi from SO to 90 miles, all appearingas near as if they weie sailing at a sinatl distance
trom tbe coast.

2d. In the Highlands of Scotland in 1774, Mr.Wren and others observed upon an extremeiy
precipitous lull, the figure of a man with a dog
pursuing several horses, all running at a most
rapid rate until they finally disappeared, a'l of
which proved to be a mere scene similar to oth-
ers of the kini. Some time afterward, in the
same locality, as observed by the inhabitants for
miles around, there was seen a troop oi horsemen
advancing in close ranks and at a brisk pace.?
The various evolutions through which the troops
passed, were di_tinctly visible and observ-
ed by all. These appearances were supposed
io be th. images ofa body of rebels drillingthemselves previous to the rebellion ot 1745.

3d. The "Spectre of the Brocken" in theHartzMountains in Germany, which is of frequent oc-currence, representing oftentimes a magnified im-age ofthe observer, aud obeying all o"f his mo-tions, is too wed known to allude to more defi-
nitely.

4th. On Sunday the 17th December, 1826, the
clergy in the vicinity of Poictiers in France were
engaged in the exercises of the Jubilee which
preceded the festival of Christmas. Three thous-and spectators were present. Tney had planted,as part of the ceremony, a large cross 25 feet
high and painted red, in the open air before the
church. About sin tho afternoon, a similar ce-lestial cross sudd.uly appear d in the heavensabout 200 feet above tbe horizon and apparentlyabout 140 feet ia length, of a bright silver colortinged with red.
