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ARMY NEWS.
On Sunday, tho 3rd inst., oar caval-

ry under tho command of Gen. Fitz.
Lee captured a tiam of Yankee wagons
some 9 or 10 miles from Aloorefield, in
Hardy County, including the teams of
mules, drivers and guard. A portion
of the wagons were destroyed. On lift*
night of the same day, they captured
50 Yankees who had taken lefuge in a
Church. This was a complete surorise
and the capture was effected without
lossof'ife. About 80 of the prisoners
a* rived here on Thursday evening last
on their vay to Richmond. The fol-
lowing is Gen. Robt. E. Lee's official
despatch in reference to these captures:

Gen. Win. E. Jones captured, on Sun-

captured three pieces of artillery and
all their wagons, horses and mules. His

Week before last, in Tennessee, Col,
Crow, of Morgan's division,attacked the
eremy near Dandridge, and captured a
battery with the exception of one gun,
which was afterwards recaptured, but
the enemy were driven back to their
entrenchments at Mossy creek. Maj :»r
Ball, of the 6th Georgia, was filled in
an engagement on the 26th. Gen. Mai-
tin's entire cavalry attacked a superior
lorce of the enemy at Tilbot's Station,
and after a stubborn resistance, drove
them back four miles.

EXEMPTIONS ASD DETAILS.
The Richmond "Enquirer" says that

instead of depicting the industry of tne
country to strengthen theaiiny, the wi-
ser and only true policy as the adoption
of measures which, by preventing de-
sertions, shall maintain the strength of
the army at its highest point, according
to its muster rolls. Why put moremen
in the army when its organization and
discipline is so defective that those al-
ready i-l the army are permitted to de
S3rt in such numbers as to dangerously
diminish its strength ? Already, ia
many parts of the country, the lawless
violence of deserters had made poper-
tv insecure, and put life in jeopardy.--
the House Committee on Military Af-
fairs may succeed in increasing the
names upon the muster rolls, and the
expenses of the war, and that without
materially improving the strength of
the army ; but it will be at the expense
oftho Quartermaster, Commissary and
Ordnance Departments, injuriously af-
fecting the present productions of the
country, andprohibiting the creation of
those articles which are consumed, but
not produced, in the Confederacy.

Exemptions should depend not upon
ihe favor of officials and the process of
details; but upon tli3 necessities of the
country, and should be extendedby law,
not as"favors to individuals, but as wise
concessions to the industry of the country
A good and sous d principle is worth a
thousand favors of detail; it is liable to
no corruptions, and cannot be bought
or bribed. The exempt is then a citi-
zen, but when detailed, he is the sub-
servient creature of a bureau- Indus
try car not be supported by details; it
is wrong in principle and will be found
impracticable. The present exemp-
tion lawrecognizes the necessity of sup-
porting and sustaining industry ? it ex-
empts, because certain trades are abso-
lutely necessary. Iti is uron the only
proper and wise principle.

COERSION OF STATES.
Upon tlic subjectof coersion of States,

John Hamilton, in the Convention «1
New York in 1788, said : "The coersion
of States is one of the maddest pro-
jects that was ever devised, A failure
of compliance will never be confined to
a single State. This being the case, can
vvc suppose it wise to hazard acivil war \
It would be a nation at war with itself.
Can a reasonable man be well disposed
towards a government that makes war
and carnage ihe only means oi suppos-
ing itself?a Government that can exist
only by the sword? Every such war
must involve, the innocent with the guil-
ty. This single consideration should not
be inefficient to dispose every peacea-
ble citizen against such a Government."
|gf Send socks, flannels and such

other comforts as you can get to the sol
diers. Winter, old and bleak, is upon
us, and those of us who remain at home
can do much better without these things
than our veterans who are exposed to
all the hardshij s of the camp in the
field.

OUR TRUE POLICY.
As we stated last week, we believe

that our true policy is to prepare for a
long war and not to expend all ot our
resources of men aud means in onecam-
paign. The way to make the war short
is to prepare to"make it long. The Pe-
tersburg "Express" nays that the great
consideration with us now is, how we
can best provide lor the maintenance ot
our army and peoplo through the years
of the war that are yet to come. We
had as well make up our minds to the
certainty that the war will be a- long
one, and brace up our hearts according-
ly. If we will do this and calmly and
energetically adopt theproper measures
for securing success to our military op-
eiations, we will act wisely. We be-
lieve that it the Yankees could be thor-
oughly satisfied that the war would be
a very long one?that we have it in our
power to extend it,if necessary, through
a decade or score of years, they would
be willing to make peace upon our own
terms. From the veryfirst theircry has
been for "a short and sharp" one, and
they have endeavored to make it so.
Let the piospect, then, be opened before
them of an interminable war, except by
their own retirement from it; Jet them
see that we chii keep our present forces
in the field and clothe them out of
our own resources, and they will soon
begin to turn their thoughts to peace.
One way of thus impressing them is
for Cong'ess to shape its legislation
earnestly towards encouragementof pro-
duction amongst us, in all its varieties?
food of everykind, clothing, leather,
iron,and whatever articles our mechan-
ics can by skill and industry turn out in
their shops for agricultural and all oth-
er uses, domestic as well as public.
Hence we see the importance ofkeeping
every man at work who can contribute
by his labor to the be*tor cultivation oi
the soil, to the wants of the army and
to the material welfare of the coun-
try. In short, production, in all its
numerous departments should be the
main business, and to promote it, Con-
gress and the Government should exert
all their efforts.

AS» WAS EXPECTED.
As we stated last week, the "policy

advocated by some of the members of
our Congress lends to encourage the en-
emy. It has alraady had this effect and
the enemy are made to believe that we
are near the point of exhaustion. The
N. Y. "Times" of the Jst inst.,con tains a
long editorial on the recent speech ol
Senator B:own of Miss., in the Coufede-
-ate States Seriate. It also publishes his
remarks. In its editori d,it says,'.n speak
ing of the speech, "it is one of the mest
remarkable attempts on record to em-
body despair in legislation." Of the
proposition to convert the Co.ifederacy
into one grand military camp,it remarks,
"If this be the only way in which the
Confederacy can be saved, then there
is nothing more certain than that its
doom is sealed and its destruction cei-
tain. There is no maxim of govern-
ment better settled than that the force
and capacity for endurance of a coun-
try in war depends not so much on the
number of menit can put into the army
as on the extent to which it can leave
civilians free and undisturbed in the
pursuit of their ordinary avocations."

Butler's Rule in Eastern North
Carolina.?One of Butler's orders, com-
mands "all persons, between the ages of
18 and 45, both white and black," to
report to the General commanding with-
out delay, is placarded on trees. All
persons in Eastern North Carolina who
do not come forward by the 19th of
January and take the oath ofallegiance
and giv3 their paiole are to be seized
and held as prisoners of war and their
property confiscated. Persons can leave
the lines within that time, but they will
be allowed to carry nothing with them
except fifteen pounds < f meat to each
member ol'theii families.

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HONORS TO GEN. JOHN" H. MORGAN.
Brigadier General John 11. Morgan arrived in

Richmond., from DanvilL>, about 11 o'clock
Thursday night, and was received at tho depot
by the Committee of the City Council, consis.
ting of Messrs. Hill, (Chairman,) Saunders,
Crutchfield, Epps, Ciopton, Scott and Glaze-
brook. Notwithstanding the inctemency of the
weather, a large number cf persons remained in
the vicinity oftho depot until the ariival of tbe
trafn, which had been detained several hours by
tho snow upon tho track. Their presence and
cheering afforded to Gen. Morgan a foretaste of
the cordial welcome which awaited him from the
community. The Committee were accompanied
by Judge Moore and Hons. H. W. and K. M.
Bruoc oi Kentucky.

Upon the arrival of the train, Gen. Morgan
and Staff were taken in charge by the Com-
mittee and conducted to carriages provided for
the occasion, whilst similar atteutions were
paid to Mrs Morgan and Miss Alice Ready by
Councilman Scott. The train of carriages then
whirled through the Streets to the Ballard House
where suitable apartments had been securt d for
the distinguished guests*.

Gen. Morgan was conducted to the reception
room, and there renewed or made the acquain-
tance, by introduction, of a number of distin-
guished gentlemen, military and civil, who had
assembled for the purpose of greeting hiifl, and
congratulating him upon his safe return to ''Dix-
ie." Several hours were spent in these friendly
interchanges, the hilarity of which was p;omo-
ted by dispensations from a large bowl of apple
toddy. Gen. Morgan was at length permitted to
retire, and soon alter tbe assemblage dispersed
The following is a list ot his staff, as registered
at tbe Ballard House :

In the forenoon of the next day, Friday, in
accordance with the programme agreed upon,
the " City Battalion," Major Bossieux comman-
ding, marched to the street in front of ton Bal-
lard House to escort Gen. Morgan to the City
Hall. The distinguished guest, accompanied
by Mayor Mayo, was greeted with loud cheer-
ing as he emerged from the Hotel the Battal-.
talion Band playing "La M arseliaise." He was
conducted to an open carr Uge in waiting, and
when seated, with the Mayor by his side, aud
Messrs. Hill and Siunders of the Couucil, occu-
pying the oppos'te seats the vehicle moved off
towards main street amid the renewed chiers of
the crowd. The military escort followed, and
after the soldiers came a long train of carriages
conveying the members of ihe Council, accom-
panied by various distinguished officers of the
army.

About twenty miutes past 12 o'clock the Gene;«
al and his escort arrived at the City Hall. He
was welcomed by deafening shouts from the pop-
ulace, to which ho responded by bowing and
waving his chapeau. As promptly as praolica
ble, the occupants of the various carriages a-
lighted, and made their way to the southern
portico of the' City Hall. Thi military were
drawn up in line in the street, facing the porti-
co, and at a given signal the band perfonued a
popular air. At the close of tbe performance
Mayor Mayo addressed the assemblago "as fol-
lows :

Fellow-Citizens : When I gazo upon the
spectacle here presented this forenoon, my mind
is carried back to the dajs of'76. Then we
were engaged in a war with a civilized nation,
aud it pleased Providence to give us a Southern
Marion, whoso valor and prowess carried death
and confusion into the ran cs of the enemy.?
Now we are engaged iv a far deadlier striie?if
a savage crusade against our lives, our law , and
institutions can be called st.eh?with a ration
whose acts are a disgrace to the age in which we
live; and again it has pleased God to raiso up
to us another Marion from the South West, in
the person of Gen. John 11.

and fame, already bright in history, have beenrendered doubly deer to us by the savage cruel-
ty and indignity with which lie has been faro .ted
by our sarage foe. Fellow Citisens, I present
to you Gen. John H. Morgan, of Kentucky.

Almost every family has in its library some
good book which has been read, and reread and
with them has lost its power to entertain, the
loss of such a book would scarcely be felt, but if
sent to the soldiers, would serve to while away
many a weary hour, and even though the books
which would serve to interest us are highly priz-
ed by them, would not the fact that they could
be procured at the conclusion of the war, be an
argument in favor of presenting them to the de-
fenders of the country.

ENLARGEMENT OE THE ARMY.
Tho Charleston Mercury states that it is in-

formed, on good authority, that two hundred
thousand soldiers are absent from the field, ei-
ther as stragglers, catchers of deserters, or as
detailed men. It says there is no need of ap-
prehension in tho army or alarm in CoDgress
with respect to want of troops: Provided, the
officialsof tho Governmentperform their duties
with urgent efficiency towards the unquestiona
blc subject of conscription : Proviled, deserting
is suppressed by discipline in the army and rig-
id execution ofmilitary law: and Provided, the
public opinion of the people at home be exerted
to frown down straggling and dodging and to co-
operate heartily with the effort made to detect
and bring ia the truants.

THE WAR TAX IN VIRGINIA.
The report of the Confederate Commissioner

of Taxes shows that ninety-seven counties and
nino cities of Virginia have been assessed and
returned, leaving fifty-two counties and two cit-
ies (Alexandria aud Wheeling) which have not
been assessod or returned. In the northwestern
counties, for apparent reasons, no attempt has
been made to appoint officers or to procure as-
sessments. In other counties in tho eastern
part ol the State, where tho people are loyal and
patriotic, collectors were appointed and had
given their bonds, but before the assessors had
entered upon their duties the invasion of the
enemy had arrested further progress. The ag-
gregate amounts of assessment returns, as shown
by the chief collector's final report, is $548,-
--11)4,215,91. The tax on this, at one-half per
cent., is $2,740,821,07, and the net tax, after
deducting ten per cent., is $1,466,738,97. The
amount paid by the State, as shown by the
Treasurer's books, is $2,125,000, leaving a bal-
ance of $341,738,97.

The Atlantic Coast.?Speaking ofthe probability or a speeoy movement
against some pointon our Atlantic coast,
tho Wilmington Journal says : "In-
formation from the enemy's lines in N.
Carolina representsthe arrival of heavy
reinforcements. They have an armed
as well as a transport fleet easily dispo-
sable. Lifonr.ation from the North goes
to show that an expedition is in course
of preparation. If any new attack is to
be made at any point on the Atlantic
coast, it would appear that Wilmington
or Savannah would be that point. This
is all we know about the matter. The
enemy evidently contemplates some
movements on Ihe coast.' His plans
have not yet been developed, and of
course until they are, what movements
lie will make must remain a matter ot
conjecture. The times are ccitainly
threatening, and we know not whata
day or an hour may bring fouith. We
trust that when the hour of trial comes,
we may be prepared for the emergen-
cy."
