And the sceret is this: The
contract calls for “proof”  whiskey, and
it the whiskey is not  “proot™ it is con-
demned and thrown bacﬁi upon the dis-
tiller’s hands— that is to say, right on
the Richmond whiskey market, precise-
ly where he wants it to be. The gov-
ernment pays from two to three dotlars
per gallon for “proof,” by the contract ;
the market pays from twenty-five to
eighty, whether proof or not.” And the
honest distiller pegs away at his con-
tract occasionally furnishing a barrel of
proof whiskey to keep up appearances,
but for every one such, forty beiow proof.
This vast frand-—forit is nothing clse
~-merits a prompt exposition, and the
uames of all parties who have thus prac-
tised it upon the government and the
public should be held up to the scorn
of the pcople. Itis nothing less than
stealing the bread from the mouths of
the people and the army, and it is the
duty of the government to see that it is
at once stopped. To give men the au-
thority to impress grain who abuse itin
a manner so palpably mean and dishon-
est, is only equivalent to the folly of
which the consumers of the liquor are
guilty—of “putting an enemy into their
mouths to steal away they brains.”
