of January; 1862, in whichcase ‘the sdid land,
slaves, cotton and tobacco so purchased,  all
be assessed at the price actually paid for the
same by the owner. ¢

Sec. 2. On the value of all shares or interests
held in any bank, banking company or assoocia-~
tion, ‘canal, navigation, importing, exporting,
insurance, msnufactaring, telegraph, express,
raflroad, and dry dock companies ard other
joint stock ' companies of - every kind, whether
incorporated or not, five per cent.

ue ezceeding one thousand dollars.
IV. That where property has been injared or
destroyed by the enemy, or the owner thereof
has been temporarily deprived of the use or oc~
cupancy thereof, or of the means of caltivating
the same, by reason of the presence or prozimi-
ty of the enemy, the assessment on such proper-
ty may be reduced in proportionto the damage

-sustained by the owner, or the tax assessed there-

on may be reduced in the sameratio by the dis-
trict collector, on satistactory evidence sub~
mitted to him by the owner or assessor.

Sec. 6. That the tazason property laid for the
year I864 shall be assessed as on the day of the
passage of this act, and be due and collected on
the first day of June next, or as soon after as
practicable, sllowing an eztension of ninety days
west of the Misissippi river. The additional taz-

The fly trap or piteher plant grows abundantiy,
and can be found extensively in South Carolina,
It can be used as a tincture, or in decoction, as
is suggested below. It can also be obigined at
all drug stores. [f we have really an antidote
to this dreadfu] scourge and loathsome disease in
an innocent plant, which grows all around us
there is no better time than the present to es.
tablish its efficacy and extend its nsefulness,

To the Editor of the Evening Mail, London,

England.

Sir: Some time ago, see-
ifig a paper written by Assistant Surgeor Miles,
of the Royal Artillery, on the efficacy of the
North American plant, called the saracenia
purpurea or pitcher plant, in the trestment of
smail-pox among the Indians, my colleague (Mr.
Agnis) aad myself have given this remedy,
which has been imported into this country by
De.

Four of the cases
in my hospital have been severe confluent casés ;
(*confluent” means where the head, face and
neck are swollen into a misshapen mass, and
the pustules thickly running into each other;)
they have th:oughout tho'disease all been per-
fectly gensible, have had ~exceilent appetites,
been free from pain, and have never felt weak.
'The effect of this medicine, which I have care-
- fully watehed, seemed to arrest the development
of the pustulés, killing, as 1t were, the virus
from within, thereby changing the eharacter cf
the disease, and doing away with the cause of
pitting, (if [ may so express myself the unini-
tiated,) aad thus avoiding the necessity of gutta
percha and india rabber applications, or of open-
ing the pustules.  In my opinion, ail anticipa-
tions of disfignrement from pitting may now be
¢almed, if this medicine is given from the com-
mencaement of the disease.

In the Senate, on Wednesday, the 11th, that
body refused to recede from their amendment
to the bill for the relieflof soldie:s’families with..

Saveral bills were passed as follows.

A Dbill to suppress trade combination.

A bill to incorporate the Richmond Qity In-

surance Company.
A bill to amend the 11th and 12th sections of
chapter 170 of the Code of Virginia, so as to
dispense with the order of publication during
the existing war.

To more effectually prevent unlawful trading
on canal boats and other crafts plying the rivers
and canals ot this Commonwealth. Adjourned.

In the House, the bill to provide for the com=
pletion of the CUovingten and Ohio Rail road,
was made the order of the day for Mondsy, the
15th inst.

The bill for the incorporation ot the City In<
surance Company ot Richmond, was amended,
o as to provide that the Company shall net
commenece operation until at least $50,000 of
the capital stock skall have been paid in.

The bill to increase the compensation of the
clerks of courts, and the substitute therefor
;vdas taken up, and the substitute therefor pass«
The discussion of the Military Bill consumed
the remainder of the session.

In the Senate, on Friday, the I2th, a bill waa
reported to amend and re-enact the 12th section
of chapter 77 of the Code.

Two biils were passed—one to prevent tha
unlawfal carrying of slaveson boats, and

A bill to amend and re-enact the charter of
the Union Female College,

Mr. Randolph offered a resolation of inguiry
for extending the corporate limits of Richmond
City ; and one for increasing the capital stoek
of the Virginia Fire and Marine Insurance come
pasy. Adjourned.

In the House a bill was passed incorporating
the Richmond Insurance Company.

A bill was reported declaring what contracts
shall be payablein currency.

Also, a bill authorizing the Governor to con-
traot with some person for the purchase of al=
cohol.

It was agreed to appeint a Committee of Con.»
ference on the amendment to the bill for the re«
lief of soldier’s families residing within the con~
trol of the enemy.

A resolution of Mr. Staples, for the recommit~
ment of the military bill with certain restric-
tions, gave rise to considerable discussion. The
resolution was rejected—ayes 38, noes 54.

The consideration of the Milita¥y Bill was re-
sumed, and continued until the hour of adjourn=
ment,

In the Senate, on Saturday, the 13th, a reso~
lution of inquiry was adopted for the confisca.
tion of all the property of persens within the
conscript age who have abandoned the Southern
causé and fled to foreign countries, and also to
inquire how the estates of those who have al-
ready fled may be reached and held by the
Commonwealth, '

A resolution was adopted inquiring iato the
expedicncy of amending the law for the sup~
pression of gambling, so as to make the same
mare effectual.

The Senate then went into secret session, and
s0 remained until about three o’clock, when tke
doors were re-opened.

On motion, the Senate adjourned. -

In the House on Saturday Mr. Pendleton,
from the Committee on public¢ priating, submit..
ted a report; wtth a joint resolution, directing
the First Anditor to settle the paper accounts
of the Public Printer, and to demand of the
Printer a retarn to the State of a statement of
the amount of paper used by him for other
purposes than that of public printing, in kind,
class, quantity, and quality. Agreed to.

The military bill occupied the remainder of
the day's session.

In the Senate, on Monday, the 15th, thera
was but little business to transact.

A joint resoluton from the House in regard
to the accounts of the Pablic Printer was refer-
red to the Finance Committee,

The Committee on Privileges and Electiors
reported that the following gentlemen had beem
duly elected to fill vacancies at late special e~
lections.

J. J. Graham, vice Lt. Col. Peters, resigned;
E. T. Taylor, vice John Seddon, deseased ; Win.
Mahone, vice W. E. Taylor, resigned ; Andrew
Huater, vice E. L. Moore, resigned. Laid on
ube table.

The joint Committee of Conference, on the
disagreement of the two Houses on the bill
for the relief of soldiers’ families residing with<
in the lines or under the control of the enemy
reported a recommendation that the House re~
cede from its amendment.

A Dbill in regard to compensation to the pa~
ges and porters, clerk of Salt Committee, &c.,
communicated from the House, was passed.
Adjourned.

_In the House, the biil to provide compensa-
tion to the pagas and porters of the two Houses,
the clerk of the joint Salt Committee, aad the
engineer to examine the Salt Works, was passed
and communicated to the Senate.

The Militia Bill was again taken up and con=
sidered until the hour ofadjournment.

In the Senate,on Tuesday, the 16th concern<
ing jailors’ fees ; also, a bill amending the 88th
chapter of the Code (edition of 1860) in relation
to the assessment of tazes on licences.

A resolution ofinquiry was adopted in relation
to the occupation by the Confederate Govern-
meunt of the Virginia armory.

Oa motion, the Senate resolvediitself into
secret session. On re~opening the doors the
Senate adjonrned.

In the House the bill to inerease the com—
pensation of the porters and pages was receiv~
ed from the Senate with an amendment, which
was agreed to.

The foliowing bills were reported :

A bill to-amend and re-ensct the 15th sec-
tion of the act entitled “An act to protect and
indemnify citizens of Virginia,” passed October
3d, 1862.”

A bill to amend and re-enact an act entitled
“An act tolextend the time for the exercise of
certain civil rights and remedies,” passed March
1th, 1862, y

A bill to amend the character of the Farmers
and Mechanics, Insurance Company of Riche
mond.

The bill fer the relief of the creditors of K.
P. Baker, late Sheriff of Braxton county, was
passed.

The report of the joint committee of con-
ference on the subject of disagreement on the
bill appropriating one million of dollars for
the relief of the families of soldiers within
the enemy’s lines, recommending that the Housa
recede from ‘its amendment, was taken up as
the order of the day, at11 o’clock 80 minutes
A and discussed at length till the hour of
adjournment. :
