horge in this that they snuff it afar off.

There ought to be a law directing that every man
who recommends war should have his pame plac-
ed on a record, to be established in every city town
and hamlet for that purpose, and that when the
war comes, he should be the first drafted, and no
exemption for any cause. In the event of a con-
test with France about Mexico, whieh so many
seem eager to precipitate, we should thus secure
alarge body of belligerent patriots, who might, un-
der fighting commanders and strong row of bayo-
nets behind them, lead the way aeross the Rio-
grande and seal their devotion to the Monroe doc-
tine with their blood. These loquacious bellig-
erent would then he able to appreciate some of
the charming realities of war, such as being run
through the abdomen with a long piece of cold
steel, or having the arm and leg fractured by a
Minnie bullet, or the head blown off with a shell.
Lying, for days, on a battle field unable to move,
convulsed with agonies of pain and thirst, or ra-
ving with delirium in & orowded hospital, would
enlarge their intelligence on tbe subject of war and
moderate their conception of its grandeurs and
glories. This is the miserable fate which they
are 80 eager to forco upon their fellow-men, and
they ought, by all the laws of justice and fair
play, to be the first to drain to the dregs them-
selves the poisoned goblet which they commend
to others.

The world will become little better than a hell
when nations go to war for any cause but self-
preservation. War is the greatest of all the curses
and afflictions that can befall humanity, It in-
volves all other crimes, calamities and miseries.
The man whe speaks lightly of it, and has no
feeling for ot hers, ought at least to feel for him-
self, and reflect whether he may not be hoisted by
his own petard, or whether the ¢hildren he has
may not be dragged from him to perish like
beasts in the shambles of battle.

The policy of our country is peace, emphati-
cally peace—peace abroad and peace at home.—
We have no quarrel with France or England
which is at all likely to demand the arbitration of
the sword. We care not how skillfully Napoleon
may plant in the soil of Mexice the exotic of a
foreign empire, nor what fortifications England
may build in Canada. If the United States ocan-
not overshadow and render impotent those feeble
obstractions by the grand march of her peaseful
development, we shall be ready to believe that
the Mississippi can be arrested by the sand-banks
at its outlet to the sea. The United Statesis here,
on the spot, master of th e situation, the greatest
and most formidable of American States, having
elements of wealth and power which render us,
compared te Mexico and Canada, what Ju-
piter is to its satellites. Let these little stars
glimmer on in the neighborhood of a transcendant
planet. Tliere is room enough in the vast uni-
verse for us and them, even if the irresistible
law of gravitation does not, as it must in time,
make them a part of ourselves.

The Young Men of Virginia.
Under the above caption ths Richmond
Commercial Bulletin, of the 13th of Septem-

ber, had a good article, from which the fol-
lowing is an extract :

Time was when some may have been fool-
ish enough to think manual labor degrading.
The last vestige of this silly illusion, which
had been gradually passing away, has utterly
and finally disappeared in the fiery ordeal to
which we have recently been subjected.

It was at once, a proud and a melancholy
sight to behold s0 many of our disbanded
soldiers, entirely unaccustomed to such work,
literally putting their hands to the plough,
and never stopping one moment to look back
at the past. Many more, indeed, were de-
nied the privilege of thus earning their bread,
and iocreasing the stock of provisions in
their desolated country.

Despite the withdrawal of so much black
labor from cultivation, God, we trust, has
provided us with bread for another year.—
“But man cannot live by bread alone”;
there are a thousand things which mere agri-
culture cannot supply, and for which Virgin-
ians have heretofore unwisely relied on for-
eign sources. That dependence must con-
tinue for some time to come, as we have
nothing left but our lands and an insufficient
amount of labor, without capital. But prop-
erly directed labor, in time, can and will
create capital.

It will be long, we fear; before the freed-
men will work efficiently ; but foreign labor-
ers will come 1n, and the heads and hands of
our own young men can accomplish much.

To do this, however, their efforts must not
be fitful and impulsive, but judiciously direc-
ted and systematic.

Want of plan and system is the great de-
ficiency of Virginians. They often work
hard, yet unsuccessfully, because they do not
carefully ascertain and use the best methods
and instruments of operation. They often
fail to realize the highest profits from - their
lands, because unwilling to spend money and
labor enough on their cultivation. To say
nothing of the handicrafts, which are indis-
pensable in every community, and in which
our youths should not be ashamed to excel,
it will require a great amount of head and
hand work to develop the vast minefal wealth
of our old mother, and to build the internal
improvements, necessary for the distribution
of those mineral products. In this work,
without by any means, scorning the aid of
practical and scientific foreigners, our own
young men should take an active and prin-
cipal share. The processes for raising, sha-
ping and manufacturing these metals will de-
mand energy, skill and perseverance, which
must be found among ourselves.

The upsurpassed water power which
abounds in our State invites*to every species
of manufacture. Indeed, there can be little
doubt that manufactures will sooner or later
constitute its paramount interests.
