*" The following digestof the Stay Law as at pre-
sent in force in Virginia., was prepared for tho
Lynchburg Virginian, hj .u.m>- b-*r of the bar of
that city. We publish the information of
our own readers : i

The present Stay Law was passed at Ale-can-\u25a0
dria on the 23d of January, 186L_andwas
cd at Richmond on the 23d of -jyne, 18G-5. AsJ
amended its provisions are in suoSs nee.< 1

Sec. 1. That no execution *4esucJ nd§r any '

decree or judgment, which has been or may be
(fcadered, shall be placed in the hands of .he ofii-
c_- to be levied while this act., remains in force,

shall there be any stiles uu4*r any deed of
trust heretofore recorded, consenr, nor
iiiKler any decree or uadgmeitt --'i\
made previous to the; pr: perty taken
shall be returned to t_^»»rtfliy.-judgment un-
der which, taken-ns a learHlTftiFproperty,real ijnd
personal; ot* debtor, and shall have priority as to
the personal" property over all State jadftnerlt^Sec.*-.. Suit may be brought for any debtor
any action maintained at Law or in Eauity, and
judgment obtained therejntas though hadtot been passed. From tiWe of its being docket-
led, said judgment is a Heat on the real and per-
sonal estate ofthe debtor.

Sec. 3. Upon all debts and liabilities accruing
Jiefore 2Gth of July, 1861, the debtor shall, ou
demand of the creditor, pay the interest and prin-
cipal due as follows:

Ist. The interest within ninety days after de-
mand thereof.

2d. One fourth of principal within twelve
mouths after cle#iand thereof with interest.

3d. Another fourth with interest wiihin two
years after demand.

4th. Another fourth with interest within three
years after demand.

sth. The remainder within four years after de-
mand.

And Hot failure on the part of debtor to comply
with any of the provisions of this section, he may
be proceeded against as if this act, or any other
for staying the collection of debts, had never
been passed. [The amendment of June 23d,
18G5, does not apply to the counties of Accomao
and Alexandria, and the city of Norfolk.]

Sec. 4. Trot-ides that where, under a previous
law, which expired oa first of January, 1860,
parties had failed to pay interest, an execution
may issue.

Sec 5. Execution may issue under judgment
or decree or sale be made under deed of trust,
and collection be made as though this act had not
been passed, whenever the creditor or his person-
al representative, agent or attorney shall first
file with the clerk of the court or justice of the
peace, as the case may be, an affidavit that the
debtor intends to remove from the county where
tbe judgment or decree was rendered, or in which
the same is docketed; or if a deed of trust, out
of the county where the same is recorded, so that
it will not be forthcoming and liable to the pay-
ment of the judgment, decree or deed of trust
as the case at the expiration of this act.

Sec. 6. This law does not apply to attachments,
actions of detinue and trover, nor iv relation to
injuries and torts, nor ejectment or unlawful en-
try and detainer, nor to criminal offences, nor to
the collection of debts due the Commonwealth,
nor to the liabilities of public officers, nor to at-
torneys at law for moneys collected, nor to debts
contracbdhfter ths 26th dap ofJuly, 18G1, nor to

the which this act is in force be com-
puted in any case in which the statute of limita-
tions may come in question.

The benefit of this act. however, is denied to
any one who, since the Bth of Febuary, ISG2, has

Ist. Voluntarily engaged in levying war againpt
the Government of the United States, or against
line re-organized State of Virginia, or?

2d. Who has voluntarily adhered to or given
aid and comfort to tbe enemies of the said Uni-
ted States or re-organized State of Virginia.

A judgment creditor may sue out his execution
and proceed to collection, upon his making affi-
davit before the magistrate who gave judgment,
or the clerk of the court, -when such judgment
is recorded, that he believes such debtor is or has
been so engaged.

Sec. 7, Provides that this act sliall be in force
from its passage and shall expire on 23d of July,
18GG.
