Gen. Harris, the commanding officer at Fred-
ericksburg, delivered a speech at Caroline Court
on Monday, the 18th inst. We must choose, said
Gen. Harris, whether the freedmen shall be & |
burden upon society or a useful class of people 3
and we can only make them useful by so direet-
ing our policy as to promote their intelligence,
morality and industry. Being free, and having &
right to make their own contracts, we must con-
cede to them the right to appear ag witnesses in
the courts, leaving it to the courts and juries to
judge of the credibility of testimony. At present,
the General Government, through its military
agency, is trying to control, as well as protect,

the freedmen. But, added the speaker, the State
must secure these ends by the force of law ; the
freedmen must be protected in all their rights,
and compelled to perform their contracts, and
prevented, by proper punishments, from vagran-
cy, idleness and dishonesty.

Immigrants Coming South.

Among the newly-arriving immigrants in the
Atlantic cities, considerable numbers, it is said,
are bound to the Southern States. Thiz hardy
class of strangers has added immensely to the
producing labor of the Northern States, aund con-
sequently to their great wealth; and their pres-
