Society has lost
trustworthy, conservative and honored citizen,
often charged with public trusts of high respon-
sibilities, the duties of which he fulfilled with
ability and distinguished fidelity, and his family,
a relative whose heart was full of kimMly affec-
tion and a stranger to bitterness and every tinge
of uncharitableness.

3. Resolved, That a copy of these resolutions
be sent to the family of our deceased brother, and
that the County Court be requested to enter the
same on the minutes of the Court.
