General les's Testimony Before the Recon-
struction Committee.

In the House of Representatives, onTuesday
week, Mr. Conkling, from the JointCommittee
ofFifteen, reported a large amount of eA'idence
on the condition of the Southern States. The
following is the testimony of General Robert E.
Lee, who was sworn and examined on the 17th
of February, 1866:

By Senator Howard.?Where is your present
residence ?

A. Lexington, Va.
Q. How-long have you been in Lexington?
A. Since the Ist of October last?nearly fivemonths.
Q. Are you acqaintedwith the state of feel-

ing among what Aye call the secessionists at
present in Virginia towards the Federal Gov-ernment?

A. Ido not know that I am. I have beenliving very retired, and have had but little com-
munication with politicians. I know nothing
more than from my observations and such facts
as have come to my knowledge.

Q. What is your opinion, from observation
among the secession people, of the state of the
feeling towards this Government, at this time?

A. So far as comes to my knowledge, Ido notknow ofa single person who either feels or con-templates any resistance to the Government ofthe United States, or indeedany opposition to
it. No word has reached me to eitherpurpose.

Q. From what you have obsenr ed is it your
opinion that they are friendly towards the Go\*-
ernment, and that they will co-operate to sustainand uphold it in future ?

A. I believe they entirely acquiesce in theGoA'ernment, and so far as I have heard any
one expressan opinion, they are for co-opera-
ting with President Johnson in his policy.

Q. In his policy in regard to what?A. His policy inregard to the restoration ofthe whole country. 1 have heard persons withwhomI have conversed,express greatconfidencein the wisdom of his policy of restoration, and
they seem to look forward to it as ahope ofres-toration.

>
Q. How do theyfeel in regard to that por-tion of the people ofthe United States who havebeen forward and zealousin the prosecution of

the war against rebellion ?
A. Well, Ido not know. I have heard no-

body express any opinion inregard to it As Isaid before, I have not had much connection
with politicians in the country, if there are any.Every one seems to be engaged in his own af-
fairs and in endeavoring to restore the civilgo\*-
eranient of the State. I have heardno expres-
sion ofsentiment towards any particular portion
of the country.

Q. How do the secessionists feel in regard to
the payment ofthe Federal debt?

A. I have neverheard any one speak on the
subject. I suppose they must expectto pay the
taxes levied by the Government. I have heard
them speak inreference tothe payment oftaxes,
and of their efforts to raise money therefor,
which I suppose is for their share of the debt.
I have never heard any one speak in opposition
to the payment of taxes or of resistance to their
payment. Their whole effort has been to try
and raise money to pay the taxes.

Q. From your opinion and knowledge of the
people of Virginia, would they, if the question
was left to them, repudiate andreject that debt?

A. I never heard any one speak on that sub-
ject, but from my knowledge of the people, I
believe that they would be in favor of payment
ofall just debts.

Q. Do they, in your opinion, regard that as
as a just debt?

A. I do not know what their opinion is on
the subject. I have never heard any opinion
expressed,but I have neverheard any opinion
expressedcontrary to it. Indeed, as I said in
the beginning, I have had very little discussion
or intercourse Avith the people. I believe thepeople would pay the debts they are called on
to pay. I say that from my kno .vledge of the
people generally.

_
Q. Would they pay that debt, or their por-

tion of it, with as much alacrity as people ordi-
narily pay their taxes to their Government?

A. I do not know that they would make any
distinction bet .veen the two. The taxes levied
by the Government, so far as I know, they areprepared to pay to the best of their ability. I
never heard them make any distinction.

_Q. "What is the feeling of the people of Vir-
ginia towardsthe payment of the so-called Con-federate debt?

A. I believe, so far as my opinions get?andI have no facts to go upon?they would be will-
ing to pay the Confederatedebt, too.Q. You think they would?A. I think they would, if they had the pow-
er and ability to do so. I havenever heard any
one in the State with whom I have conversed
speak of repudiating any debt.

Q. I suppose the Confederate debt is value-less, even in the market in Virginia.
A. Entirely; so far as I know, I believe the

people look upon it as lost entirely. I never
heard any question on the subject.

Q. Do you recollect when the Confederatebonds were matte payable ?
A. I have a general recollection that they

were made payable six months after a declara-tion ofpeace.
Q. Six months after a ratificationofpeace be-

tween the United States and the ConfederateGovernment.
A. I think they read that way.
Q. So that the bonds are not due yetby their

terms?
A. I suppose, unless it is considered that

there is peace now, they are not due.
Q; How do the people of Virginia, the se-

cessionists particularly, feel towards the freed-
men?

A. Every one with whom I have associated
expresses kind feelings towards the freedmen.
They wish to see them get on in the world, and
fiarticularly to take up some occupation for a
iving, and to turn their hands to some work.?
I know that efforts have been made among the
farmers near where I liA*e to induce them to en-
gage for the year at regular wages.

Q. Do you think there is a willingness on the
part of their old masters togive themfair wages
for their labor?_

A. I believe it is so. The farmers generally
prefer those servants who have been livingwith
them before. I have heard them express their
preference for the men whom they know who
had lived with them before, and their wish to
get them to return to work. lam not aware of
any combinationamong the whites to keep down
the wages of the blacks. I have heard that in
several counties land-owners have met in order
to establish a uniform rate of wages, but I nev-
er heardofany combinationtokeep downwages,
or establish a rate which they did not think
fair. The means of paying wages in Virginia
are very limited now, and there is a difference
of opinion as to how much each person is able
to pay.

Q. How do they feel in regard to the educa-
tion of the blacks ? Is there a general willing-
ness or unwillingness to have them educated?

A. Where I have been the people exhibit a
willingness that the blacks should be educated,
and they express an opinion that thatwould be
better for the blacks and better for the whites.

Q. General, you are very competent to judge
ofthe capacity ofblack men to acquire knoAvl-
edge. I want your opinion on that capacity as
compared Avith the capacity ofwhite men.

A. I do not know that lam particularly qual-
ified to speak on that subject as you seem to
intimate ; but I do not think he is as capable of
acquiring knowledge as the white man is.?
There are some more apt than others. I have
known some to gain knowledge and skill in their
trade or profession. I have had servants ofmy
oAvn who learned to read and write very well.

Q. Do they show a capacity to obtain a
knowledge ofmathematics and exact sciences?

A. I have no knoAvledge on that subject I
am merely acquainted Avith those who have
learned the commonrudiments of education.

Q. General, are you aware of any combina-
tion existing among the blacks ofVirginia, any-
where in the State, having in view the distur-
bance of the peace, or any improper or unlawful
acts?

A. lam not; Iha ,*e seen no evidence of it,
and have heard ofnone; wherever I have been
they have been quiet and orderly, not disposed
to work, or rather not disposed to any contin-
uous engagement to work, but just very short
jobs to provide them with the immediatemeans
of subsistence.

Q. Has the colored race generally as much
love for money and property as the white race ?

A. Ido not think it has ; the blacks whom
I know look more to the present than to the
future.

Q. Does that absence of a lust ofmoney arise
more from the nature of the negro than from
his former servile condition?

A. Well, it may be in some measure attribu-
ted to his formercondition* they are an amiable,
socialrace; they like their ease and comfort,
and I think look more to their present than
their future condition.

Q. In the event ofa war between the United
States and any foreign power, such as P_ngland
or France, if there should be held out to the se-
cession portion of the people of Virginia or the
otherrecently rebel States, a fair prospect of
gaining their independence and shaking off the
Governmentofthe United States, is it, or is it
not your opinion that they would avail them-
selves of thatopportunity?

A. I cannot speak with any certainty onthat
point; Ido not know how far they might be
actuated by their feelings; I have nothing
whatever to base an opinion upon ; so far as I
know, they contemplate nothing of the kind
now; what may happen in the future I cannot
say.

Q. Do you not frequently hear, in your inter-
course with secessionists in Virginia, expressions
ofa hope that such a war may break out ?

A. I cannot say that I have heard it; on the
contrary, I have heard persons (I do not knowwhether you could call them secessionists or
not?I mean those people in Virginia with
whom I associate) express a hope that the
country may not be led into a war.

Q. in such an event do you think that that
cliiss of people whom I call secessionists would
join the commonenemy?

A. It is possible?it depends upon the feel-ing of the individual.
Q. If it is a fair question (you may answer it

or not as you choose) what, in such an event,
might be your own choice ?

A. I ha\*e no disposition now to do it, and
never have had.Q. And you cannot foresee that such wouldbe your inclination in sucli an event ?

A. No ; I can only judge from the past; Ido not know what circumstfftices may produce jI cannot pretend to foresee events. So far as Iknow, the wish of the people of Vfrginia is for
peace.

Q. During the war was it not contemplated
by the Governmentof the Confederate Statesto form an alliance with someforeign nation if
possible ?

A. I belie.*e it was their wish to do so ; it
was then- wish to have the ConfederateGovern-
ment recognized as an independent GoA'ernraent.
I have no doubt if it could have madefavorable
treaties it would have done so; but I know
nothing of the policy ofthe Government; I had
no hand or part in it; I merely express my OAvn !opinion.

Q. The question lam about to put to you,
you may answer or not, as you choose?"Did
you take an oath of fidelity or allegiance to theConfederate Government. "

_
_A. Ido not recollect having done so, but itis possible when I was commissionedI did. I

do not recollect whether it was required. If it
was required I took it; or if it had been requir-
ed I would have taken it?but I do not recollect
whether it was or not.

By Mr. 810w?Q. In reference to the effectofPresidentJohnson'spolicy, if it were adopted,
would there be anything like a return ofthe old
feeling. I ask thatbecause you used the ex-"
prcssion "acquiescing in the result?"

A. I believe it would take time for the feel- j
ings of the people to be of that cordial nature }
to the Government that they were formerly.

Q. Do you think that their preference for |
that policy arises from a desire to have good
feeling and peace in the country, or from the i
probability of their regaining political power? j

A. So far as I know the desire ofthepeople '
of the South, it is for the restoration oi their j
ciA*il government, and they look uponthe policy j
of President Johnson as the one which would j
most clearly and most surely re-establish it.

Q. Do you see any change in reference to
the poorer people of Virginia as r__.irds indus-
try ? Are they as much, or more interested,in
deA*eloping their material interests than they
were?

A. I have not observedany change. Every
one now has to attend to his business for his
rapport

Q. The poorer classes are generally hard at >
work, are they ?

A. So far as Iknow they are. I know no-
thing to thecontrary. I have noticedno change
in their relations to the colored people. So far
as I know, the feelings ofall of the people of
Virginia are kind to the coloredpeople. I have
neverheard any blame attributed to them as to
the present condition of things, or any responsi-
bility.

Q. Can capitalists and working men from
the North go into Virginia and go to Avork
among the people?

A. Ido not know anything to prevenflhem.
Their peace and pleasure there would depend
Arery much on theirconduct. If they confined
themselves to theirown business and didnot in-
terfere to provokecontroA'ersieswith their neigh-
bors, I do not believe they would be molested.
There is no desire to keep out labor or capital.
On the contrary, they are very anxious to get j
labor and capital into the State. The manner j
in which they wouldbo received (as I said be- ;
fore) would depend entirely on the individual. |
They might make themselves obnoxious, as you
can understand.

By Mr. Howard?Is there not a general dis-
like of Northern men among secessionists ?

#A. I suppose they would prefer not to asso-ciate with them; I do not know that they Avould
select them as associates.

Q. Do they avoid and ostracise them so- j
cially?

A. They might avoid them. They would
not select them as associates unless there was
some reason. Ido not know that they would
associate until they became acquainted. I think
it probable that they would not admitthem into
their social circles.

By Mr. Blow?Do you think the coloredper-
sons would rather work for a Northern man than
a Southern man ?

A. I think it very probable that they would
prefer the Northern man, although I have no
tacts.

_
I know of numbers of the blacks enga-

ging with their own masters, and I know of a
good many who prefer to go oft* and look for
neay homes. Whether it is from any dislike to
their former masters or from a desiretochange,
or that they feel more free and independent, I
do not know. .

What is your opinion in regard to the

materialinterests ofVirginia?do you think they
will be equal to what they were before the rebel-
lion, under the changed aspect of affairs?

A. It will take a long time for them toreach
their former standard. I think that after some
years they will reach it. I hope they will ex-
ceed it?but it can't be immediately, in my
opinion. It will take a number ofyears.

Q. On the whole, the condition of things in
Virginia is hopeful, both in regard to its materi-
al interests and the future peace of the country ?

A. I have heard great hope expressed, and
great cheerfulness and willingness to labor.

Q. Suppose that this policy of President
Johnson should be all you anticipate, and that
you should also realize all that you expect in the
improvement ofyour material interests, do you
think that the result of thatwould be the grad-
ual restoration of the old feeling ?

A. That would be the naturalresult, I think,
and I see no other way in A\Thich that result can
be brought aboutQ. There is a fear in the public mind thatthe friends of the policy in the South adopt it,
because they see in it the means ofregaining the
political position which they lost in the recent

: contest?do you think that this is the main idea
with them, or that they merely look to it, as
you say, as the best means of restoring the civil
government and the peace and prosperity of
their respective States?

A. As to the first point you make, Ido not
think that I ever heard any }>erson speak upon
it. I neA*er heard thepoints separated IhaA*e
heard them speak generally as to the effect of
the policy of President Johnson. The feeling,
so far as I know now, is that there is not that
equality extended to the Southern States as is
enjoyed by the North.

Q. You do not feel down there that while
you accept the result, that we are as generous
as we ought to be under the circumstances?

A. They think that the North can afford tobe generous. i
Q. That is the feeling down there ?
A. Yes, and they think it is the best policy

?those who reflect upon the subject and areable to judge.
Q. I understand it to be your opinion that

generosity and liberality towards the entireSouth would be the surest means of regaining
their good opinion ?

A. Yes, and the speediest.
Q. 1 understood you to say generally that

you had no apprehension of any combination
among the leading secessionists to renew the
war, or anything of the kind ?

A. I have no reason in the world to think
so.

Q. Have you heard that subject talkedover
among the politicians?

A. No, sir; I havejiot. I haA*e not heard
that matter suggested. -

Q. Let me put anotherhypothetical case?

suppose the Executive of the United Statesshould be filled by a President, who, like Bu-chanan, rejected the right of coercion, socalled,
and suppose a Congress should exist here, en-
tertaining the same political opinions, thus pre-
senting to the once rebel States the oppo. unity
to again secede from the Union, would they or
not, in your opinion, avail themselves of that
opportunity, or some of them?

A. I suppose it Avould dependupon the cir-
cumstances existing at the time. If their feel-
ings should remain embittered, and their affec-tions alienated from therest of the States, Ithink it very probable they might do so; pro-vided they thought it .vas to their interest. Ido not know there is a deep-seated feeling ofdislike towards the Government. I think itprobable some animosity may exist among thepeople. I think at the time that they were dis-appointed as to the result of the Avar. I knowofno conditionof discontentagainst the Go .'em-
inent among the I believe thatthe people willperform towards the Governmentall of the duties they are required to perform.I think that is the general feeling.Q. Do you think it would be practicable to
convict a man in Virginia oftreason ibr havingtaken part in this rebellion against the Govern- j
ment by a Virginiajury, withoutpacking it Avithdirect reference to a verdict of guilty?A. On that point I have no knowledge, aud |

I do not know what theywoiddconsoler treason
against the Government?if you mean past act-.

Mr. Howard?Yes, sir.General Lee?I haA-e noknowledge as to what
theirviews on that subject in the past are.

_Q. You understand my question. Suppose
a jury was empanelled in your OAvn neighbor-
hood, taken by lot, would it be practicable to
convict, for instance, JeffersonDavis, forhaving
levied war on the United States, and thus hav-
ing committed the crime oftreason?

A. I think it would be very probable they
would not consider he had committed treason.
I do not know whether a jury would heed the
instructions of the court to convict the offender.Q. They do not generally suppose that it
was treason against the Government, do they?

A. Idonot think that they do so considerit. So far as I know, they look upon the actionofa State in withdrawing from the Government
as carrying the mdi .*iduals in it along with it,
that the State was responsible for the act, and
not the individual. lam now referring to the
past.

Q. State, if you please, (and if you are dis-
inclined you need not answer the question,) what
your oavh personal A*iews on thatquestion were ?

A. That was my view?that the act of Vir-
ginia in withdrawing herself from the Union
carriedme along as a citizen of Virginia, andthather laws and her acts were binding on me,

in taking the course you did ?
A. les, sir.Q. I have been told, General, that you have

remarked to someofyour friends in conversa-tion, that you were rather wheedled or cheated
into that course by politicians ?

A. Ido not recollect e\*er making that re-mark ; I do not think 1ever made it.Q.

If there be any other matter aboutwhich

you wish to speak, do so freely.
A. Only in reference to that last question

3*oll put to me ; I may have said, and may have
belieA*ed, that the position of the two sections
which they held to each other were brought
about by the politicians ofthe country ; that the
great masses of the people, if they understood
the real question, would have avoided it; but
not that I had been individually wheedled by
the politicians. But I did believe at the timethat it was an unnecessary condition of affairs,
and might haA*e been avoided if forbearanceand
Avisdom had been piactieed on both sides.General Lee then closed his eA'idencc in stating
(in reply to questions) that the people of tbe
South Avould not like the proposed constitution-al amendment; that he was not aware of any
cruelties to Federal prisoners at Belle Isle, tho'

Pursuant to adjournment, a large meeting offarmers assembled in Churchville on the _.. thultimo. The Chairman of the former meeting
being absent, Jacob Baylor, Esq., Avas chosen
to preside. Upon taking the chair, Mr. B. said"he had the pleasure of informing the meetingthat since its adjouniment on the loth Febru-
ary, a club had been organized in his neighbor-
hood Avith the style of the 'North Mountain
Agricultural Club,' and that two or three others
were in the process of formation in the samesection of the county. That the N. M. beingthe first born of the Churchville Club would ex-
pect to receive from its venerable parent muchcounsel and encouragement, together with allthat tender solicitude which falls, by the right
of primogeniture, to the lot of the eldest bom.''Thereupon the Rev. Professor Davis offeredthe folloAving resolutions :

Ist. That the information just communicated
by the Chairman, relative to the forum tion of
Agricultural Clubs, is received Avith lively satis-faction by this meeting, and is hailed as theharbinger ofan epoch ofprogress about to davvn
upon the agriculture of the county.

2d. That avc reiterate Avith renewed hope anddeepened emphasis the recommendation, form-
erly made to the farmers of the county, to or-ganize Agricultund Clubs in every "neighbor-
hood, as the best ancl readiest means of inspiring
them with such zeal and energy as will ensure
"two blades da?urn or t.vo ears of corn togrow
where but one grew before.''

These resolutions Mr. Davis advocated in ap-
propriate remarks, pointing out with much forco
and clearness the many advantages accruing to
the farmer from these unpretending organiza-
tions.

Mr. E. Geeding, also, supported the resolu-

tions, and recommended in earnest terms thoformation of agricultural librariesby the clubs.The resolutions were then unanimously adop-
ted.

An informal but interesting discussion, then,
took place on the culture of Sorghum, and tho
manufacture of syrup, participated in by Dr.Wilson, Mr.

Davis.
The following resolutions were then offeredby

Mr. Tate, .vhicb, after remarks in their support
by the mover, and Messrs. Davis, Baylor, Gee-
ding and others, were unanimously adopted.

Resolved, That this meeting recognizes in tho
act passed by the last Legislature amending the
laay ofenclosures a measure, which if adopted
and faithfully executed, will relieve the agricul-
tural interests ofonerous burdens, it is, there-fore, cordially approved.

2d. That the sudden and total overthrow of
our system of labour, and its scarcity consequent
thereon, together with the general dilapidation
and destructionoffarmbuildings and enclosures,
caused by a war of four years' duration, render
the adoption of said law, if not absolutely nec-
essary, at least highly important, greatly bene-
ficial, and eminently just to the fanner, relieving
him as it Avill do of a large amount of labour,
and expense unnecessarily imposed by the pre-
sent fence laAV. This meeting, therefore, re-
spectfully, but earnestly, urge its adoptionuponthe County Court of Augusta.

On motion, the Secretary was directed to
communicate the foregoing resolves to the
County Court at their April session.
. On motion, it was resolved that when this
meeting adjourns, it will be to conveneagain ou
the fourth Saturday of May.

Mr. George Geeding submitted a resolution
proA'iding for the appointment of a committee
to report at the nextmeeting on thebest method
ofcollecting, preserving and applying manures.
This resolution, "Sir. G. supported in a brief,
but forcible and appropriate speech. The reso-lution was then unanimously adopted.
