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Hew Duties of Scuthern Ladies.

Tha ladies of the South have beenjustly cele-
brated for their many excellent qualities—their
cultivation, manners, and virtue—their devo-
tion, patriotism and fortitude. The fiery ordeal

through which they have passed, has but serv-
ed to prove them pure gold. The men of the
South are justly proud of them. In all the re-
lations of mother, sister and wife, they have ac-
quitted themselves not only handsomely, but
nobly. In the past, they have proved them-
selves equal to every emergency. The change
which has been wrought by the results of the
war, ( just now prociaimed by the Executive of
the nation to be at an end,) imposes new duties
upon the fair daughters of the South. They
should now be not only ornamental, but useful.
They should learn to perform many domestic
duties from which they have heretofore been
cxempt. The arts of sewing, knitting and cook-
ing should be learned by every daughter of
Southern parents. The performance of these
dauties should not bring the blush of shame, but
the flush of pride, to theircheeks. The knowl-
edge of these duties, and the willingness to per-
form them, when circumstances render it neces-
sary, should be recognized as great and desi-
rable accomplishments, more valuable than the
knowledge of a little Fronch, the latest Paris
fashions, and the rudiments of the science of
music. To a seasible m:n, these useful accom-
plishments weuld be the highest recommenda-
tion. There is no incompatibility between the
uscful and ornamental accomplishments—the
same lady might and should possessboth. We
would not have the ladies to become drudges—
it was not designed by nature that they should
be, and none but savages and semi-civilized peo-
ple would have them to be ; but we would have
them to be useful, and the helpmeets of their
mothers, who were onee as fair and lovely as
themselves, and as much entitled to exemption
from such domestic duties. The fact that South-
ern ladies, we mean single daughters, have not
been expected or required to perform domestie
duties, has diminished not ouly their value, but
their attractiveness; as, for the want of proper
exercise of both mind and body, their beauty
and health have been impaired. The girl that
performs these duties has both mind and body
properly developed. She nceds no rouge for
her chezks, no india-rabber bust, no false calves
—she spurns all the deviees of art, and moves
with grace and pride the conscious possessor of
the rich gift of nature.

of all reflecting men. Shall he remain here
where he will be brought into ruinous competi-
tion with a superior race, or shall he seek a
~ home elsewhere? If he remain here, poverty,
wretchedness, and ultimate extinetion will be
his sad 3 If it were not that we have the
kindest feclings for the negroes, we should like
to see them move en masse into the Northern
States, that they might test the professed friend-
ship of the Northern people for them, Weare
satisfied that the best friends of the negroes are
the people of the South, who, with few excep-
tions, have for them none other than kind feel-
ings. The Southern people do not blame the
negroes for anything which has occurred. Their
cmancipation, which we believe to be a curse
instead of a blessing to them, was effected with-
out any ageney of theirs. They, as a mass, act-
ed well and faithfully during the war, and have
comported themselves remarkably well since the
war. No blame attaches to them, and this the
Southern people appreciate and acknowledge,
and hence attach no culpability to the negro.

If the negroes are to be considered the wards
of the Government, and this guardianship is to
continue for an indefinite time, we. think that
ihey should be distributed among the several
States of the Union, North and South, in pro-
portion to the population of the several States.
In this way, the blessing would be equitably dis-
tributed, and none could complain that they
were denied their just <hare of it.

But as we know, notwithstanding their loud
professions of friendship, that the people of the
Northern States do not desire the negroes to be-
comae residents of their States, and would treat
them worse than the Southern people ever did,
or ever will do, we must decide whether it is
better for them to remain in the Southern States,
in unequal and ruinous competition with the
whites, or to seek a home in some favorite clime
where they can live to themselves and for them-
selves alone. If the latter could be, it should
be don2. We confess that we fear the emanci-
pation of the negro heralds the doom of his race.
Are they willing to be colonized, and can colo-
nization be rendered practicable? We will re-
cur to this subject in future.

Duty of the Southern Press,

Now that the proclamation of the President |
has swept away the evils of martial law, militaryg }
+ tribunals and the suspension of the writ of " Aa- |
| beas corpus, and restored us to freedom again, |
it is probable that those Presses which have
hitherto feared to express their sentiments with
any degree of independenee, may now go to the
opposite extreme and express themselves with
{ undue and unnecessary violence.

|

In our view, it becomes the Press of the
{ Scuth, now more than heretofore, to exercise
| wisdom and prudence. They should be inde-
I pendent, as it was their duty to be before, but
| they should temper independence with disere-
| tion, and zcal with moderation. In the lan-
guage of the Lynchburg Daily News, the utter-
ances of the Southern Press ‘“‘will be watched
by the Radicals of the North with the most jeal-
ous cave, and the pages of our journals scanned
with the most rigid serutiny. Each intempe-
rate expression of sectional intolerance, every
imprudent declaration, or injudicious and vio-
lent invective, will be seized with avidity, and
used not only to inflame the passions of the
Radicals against the South, but to enable them
to crush the President, and drive from his sup-
port all those Conservatives who desire to rally
around his administration, but may be deterred
from sustaining him, if his encmies can show
that his policy of conciliation towards the South
has failed, and that instead of securing their
confidence, and commanding their trust, he has
only given thém license again to promulgate
such views as will inevitably tend to embitter
still more the animosities already existing. By
magnanimity, by justice, by liberality and by
kindness, the affections and good will of the peo-
ple of the South might scon have been secured ;
but the dominant party of the Northern States
preferred to try a different policy, and by a per.
sistent course of proseription, abuse, imprison-
ment and plundering, think to crush the spirit
of the people, and confpel them to aceept such
terms only as they may deem it proper to dic-
tate. The President is now, and has for some
time been, fighting our battles for us; let us
then strengthen his hands by the exhibition of
prudence, forbearance and wisdom, and let our
journals be gnided in their course, rather by the
aspirations of the patriot, than the intolerant
passions of the partizan.”’

Termination of the War.

About 2 year ago, when the Southern armics
surrendered, when the Confederate Government
like a glorious vision of enchantment, dissolved,
into air, thin air, the people of the South flatt
tered themselves that the war was over, but it
was not, as the Government of the United
States considered thewar to exist constructive-
ly, if not actually, till the 2nd of the present
month, the date of the President’s proclamation
declaring the war to be =t an end. This is
called a proclamation of peace. We think it is
the inauguration of war through a peace proc-
lamation. It {s a proclamation of peace so far
as the people of the South are concerned, but
will prove the inauguration of political warfare
in the North between the opponents and friends
of the President’s policy of restoration. In the
language of a contemporary, iff the Radical:
““now refuse to recognize the fact that the war
is at an end ; that, according to the legal under-
standing of the contest, it has been brought to
a close, and that that close, in itself, operated
the restoration of the States to their Federal re-
lations, then the issue is made up and defined
with a clearness that admits of no mistake on
the part of the people.

That izsue is nothing more nor less than the
existence of Republican institutions. The ques-
tion is clearly presented, and there can be no
error, either in the statement of the preposi-
tion, or the magnitude of the question.

OF the results likely to follow from this col-
lision between the executive authority and the
Radical majority, we have nothing to say in the
shape of prediction; but we have a distinet
opinion to advance as to our policy.”’

We should, as a people, wait the issue content
‘with the manly expression of our sympathy
with any policy looking to a restoration of Re-
publican liberty.

Let those whose financial interests and ma-
terial prosperity at the North are directly and
immediatly involved, consider and act upon the
great questions now before them

It interests them more even than it does us.
We have been desolated by war, and our entire
financial system destroyed. They have enjoyod
success and prospered. Let them consider the
value of stability in government; security in |
finance ; enlargement of trade; restoration of |
peace ; economy of government, and the thou- 1
sand other questions which are involved in the
issue now pending

Let us wait. Ifthe North will pull down
the temple, our owu crowns can stand the crack-
ing as well, or better than theirs.”

Culture of Grapes.

In our issue of week before last, March 27th,
we urged upon our readers the importance of |
engaging in the culture of grapes, and stated |
that a single acre in Pittsylvania county yielded i

$900, and that from $400 to $500 per acre might |
be relied on. That we may assure our readers ;
that these statements are not exaggerations, we |
will show the profitableness of this culture in
the new State of Kansas. We take the follow-
ing from the Kansas New Fra, published at
Lecompton, Kansas:

. “'Is grape culture profitable? Yes, and there
is no husiness that will better pay the tiller of
the soil. An acre of three year old vines, where
location, planting, and training has been proper-
ly looked after, is worth from one thousand to
fifteen hundred dollars.

This is the testimony of every intelligent vine-

1 "¢ o Mica H . |
grower in Kansas, Missouri and Towa. The
Hermann vine-yards, according to Hon. George
Husmann, yield as a common profit from eight
hundred to a thousand dollars per acre. From
the Lawrence Tribune we clip the following :

_‘“Hon. George Husmann, of Hermann, fur-
nishes a statement of profit in two acres of
grapes. From 500 Concord vines he got 1,030
gallons of wine, which, at $2.50 per gallon,
brought $1,575. From 1,200 vines of Nortons,
1,300 galions, at $4—$5,200. From 100 Herbe-
mont vines, 125 gallons, at $3—$375. From
350 Delaware vines, 40 gallons, at $6—§240.—
Amounts received on other vines, $367.20.—
Total, $8,757.20. Interest on_ecapital, labor,
and cost, &e., $1000, leaving $5,757.20 for mnet |
product, or $3,878.60 per acre. In addition,
he sold $5,700 worth of cuttings, making the
total profit $13,427.20. The vines were planted [
at a cost of only $25 per acre. $

“Doubtless this was from a_vine-yard which |
was seven or eight, and possibly ten years of |
But what other enterprise offers to every |
man such a remuneration? We have no hesi-
tancy in saying, none.”

We urge upon our readers not to hesitate, but
to enter at once upon this profitable culture.—
Now is the time to begin. The vines should be |
set out during this month. A few weeks lost|
now involves the loss of a whole year. If you

purpose going into this profitable branch of bug-

iness, act promptly, “‘stand not upon the order |

of your going, but go at once.”’

Messrs. Hanger and Hoover, of Churchville,
seeing the wisdom of our suggestion in reference
to the manufacture of brooms, did not hesitate
and ponder and doubt, but determined at once
to prepare to engage in the business. This is ’
the spirit which heralds success. Those who
fail to act upon our suggestion in reference to
the culture of grapes will live to regret it. All

our hills should be vine-clad, and our people,
blessed with prosperity, would then be able to |

repose under their own vine with none to molest | -

or make them afraid.
