Celebration of the Anniversary of the
Death of Stonewall Jackson.

Thursday last, May the 10th, the third anni-
versary of the death of Stonewall Jackson, was
cclebrated in Staunton in such a manner as to
reflect great credit upon its citizens and those
living in its vicinity. The ceremonies consisted
of prayer, addresses, music (vocal and instru-
mental), floral procession, and the decking of
the graves of the soldiers with beautiful wreaths
and boquets of flowers. Though there was but
a few days’ notice given, the celebration was a
grand and splendid success. The number of
persons present, the number of wreaths and
bouquets prepared, the success of the demon-
stration in all of its features, were subjects of
grateful astonishment to all who were present.

As soon as it was determined upon to cele-

brate here that sad anniversary by strewing flo-
ral votive offerings upon the graves of the brave
and beloved soldiers who had sacrificed their
lives in defence of the South, the ladies of
Staunton and vicinity rallied their forces and
made a successful foray upon the domains of
Flora, and despoiling them of their fragrant and
beautiful productions, wrought them into hand-
some garlands, beautiful wreaths, and lovely
bouquets to be gently and lovingly placed upon
the graves of the soldiers now peacefully sleep-
ing in Thornrose Cemetery.

At 10 o’clock, the procession was formed at
the Lutheran Church, under the command of
Col. Charles T. O'Ferrall, Chief Marshal, and
Capt. Jed. Hotchkiss and Lt. John L. Opie,
Assistants.

The procession was formed in the following
order:

1st. The Stonewall Band.
2d. *“ Clergy and Press.
3d. ‘“ Speakers and Singers.
4th. ‘‘ Soldiers of the Stonewall Brigade.
5th. “‘ Soldiers generally of the late C. S.
Army.

i 6th. ** Ladies with flowers.
7th. ‘“ Sabbath Schools with flowers.
8th. ‘" Schools o i
9th. “ Pupils of the D. D. & B. Institute.
10th. ** Citizens generally.

In this order, with music by the Stonewall
Band, the procession marched down Beverly to
Augusta street, then up Augusta to Frederick,
then up Frederick to Lewis, then down Lewis
to the E. M. Church.

In the Church, after an appropriate prayer
by Rev. E. L. Busey, and the singing of

“‘Hark to the solemn bell,”
the exercises consisted of Addresses and vocal
music alternately, as follows:

Address by Col. James H. Skinner.

Music—**Vacant. Chair.”

Address by Capt. James Bumgardner.
Music—*‘Qfficers’ Funeral.”’

Address by Howe Y. Peyton, Esq.
Music—*‘Jackson’s Grave.”’

Address by Capt. Powell Harrison.
Music—*‘Cast. thy burden on the Lord."
Address by Col. Bolivar Christian.

Though the speakers had but little time to
prepare, their addresses were appropriate to
the occasion and such as to reflect great credit
upon them. It is no small credit to be able to
deliver an address worthy of such an interesting,
imposing and impressive occasion. It isamag-
nuum opus which could be suceessfully performed
by few.

The singers performed their part of the cere-
monies in admirable style, and such was the
melting pathos of their voices that, at times,
there were but few tearless eyes in the vast au-
dience which filled to repletion the large church,
and which listened, entranced, to the plaintive
notes which touched the tender sensibilities of
their hearts, and awoke in their bosoms mingled
emotions of pleasure and grief.

At the conclusion of the excellent address of
Col. Bolivar Christian, the procession was again
formed, in the same order as before, and march-
ed, with music by the Stonewall Band, to Thorn-
rose Cemetery. The procession was near a mile
in length, and it is supposed that it numbered
about 2,500 persons. On arriving at that por-
tion of the Cemetery which contains the graves
of the soldiers, the ladies and children with
flowers were divided into sections in proper
numbers to enable them to deck with flowers
almost simultaneously the 2,000 graves of the
soldiers buried there.

This disposition of the ladies and children
with flowers being effected, the gentlemen stood
with uncovered heads, the Band played a solemn
dirge, whilst the ladies and children with flow-
ers placed wreaths and bouquets upon each
grave. It was a noble spectacle. It was a
scene which angels, leaning over the battlements
of heaven, might look upon approvingly. The
sainted spirits of those whose earthly tabernacles
have crumbled into dust in that Cemetery may
have witnessed this noble and heart-felt tribute
of affection to their cherished memories.

After this ceremony, the procession returned
to Staunton and was dismissed.

We suppose that this is but the inanguration
of the celebration of the 10th of May, and that,
in future, that day will be held sacred to the
memory of Stonewall Jackson—the hero, patriot
and christian—and the soldiers who fell in de-
fence of the South.

The memory of the fallen brave should be
cherished, and we should never cease to give
them memorial tributes of our hearts’ best af-
fections. The fame of Jackson is secure. It
will Tive whilst time lasts. He was a hero and
a christian, and his saint-like character as a
christian excelled his brilliant character as a
hero, as much as the christian’s crown excels
the hero’s laurel wreath. The sublimity of his
christian character will be more and more ap-
preciated as time rolls on.

May all appreciate and endeavor to emulate
his christian virtues, and may those who have
celebrated the third anniversary of the day on |
which his spirit ‘‘crossed over the river to rest
under the shade of the trees,’’ live to celebrate
many returns of that anuniversary.

Slanderous Secret Petition and Signers
Thereto.

““Murder will out.”” Dark deeds will be brought
to light, and secret machinations, however stu-
diously concealed, will be sure, in time, to be
revealed. The secret petition which was circu-
lated for signatures in this county some months
since, praying for the return of Federal soldiers,
and falsely charging that ‘‘loyal”” men were not
| safe here, and that they could not get justice
| before the civil courts, has, by a better class of
| loyal men, been brought to light. It is not ev-
ery man who considers himself a “loyal’’ man,
even in its present perverted sense, who thinks
it his duty to slander and calumniate the citi-
zens of the community generally. We took oc-
casion, as soon as we learned that such a peti-
| tion was in existence, to put the ‘‘Union men”’
of the county upon their guard, and cautioned
them againstsuffering themselvesto be inveigled
into signing it, and advised such ashad sign-
ed it under erroneous impressions, from false
| representations of the state of feeling here, to
- make known the fact and relieve themselves of
| the odium which would necessarily attach to
' those who would thus knowingly and wilfully
| slander the people of this community. Though
! none availed themselves of that opportunity to
| clear their skirts from all taint of wilful slander
and calumny against a peaceful, well-disposed
rand unoffending community, yet we are loth to
believe that all who signed that petition were
conscious of the gravity of the offence thereby
committed. It may be that the names of some
were signed without their consent, and some
may have signed it under a false representation
of its character, as many of them were, doubt-
less, unable to read it. If there be such, now
is the time for them to make it known, or here.
after to hold their peace. Such as signed their
names, knowing the character of the petition
and the false charge it contained, have pilloried
their own characters, and written infamy upon |
their souls as indelibly as the mark branded by
Omnipotence upon the brow of the first mur-
derer. :

It will be observed, that on the 26th of March,
James Todd made affidavit to the fact that the
names were signed in Aés presence, and on the
23rd of April, W. J. Dews made affidavit that
they were signed in kis presence. Why these
different affidavits a month apart? Can it be
that it was important for James Todd to seem
to be the person who secured the signatures
that he might improve his chances of success
in his application for remuneration for conduct-
ing deserters through the lines ; and equally so
for Dews to seem to be that important person-
age that he might succeed in his application for
the office of Commissionsr under the Civil
Rights Bill ?

At the time Todd made affidavit, the Civil
Rights bill had not become a law, and therefore,
at that time, Dews could not be an applicant
for office under that law. After that law was
passed, he became an applicant for the office of |
Commissioner, and it was after the passage of
that law that he made affidavit that the names
to the petition were signed in his presence.—
The unsuspecting signers may see after a while
what uses Dews and Todd are making of them.
They have been mere clay, very soft clay, in the
hands of the potters, Dewsand Todd. We con-
gratulate them upon having such clean hands
to manipulate them.

The Lynchburg News says that *‘there is one
point deserving notice, which has been devel-
oped by the debate on the report in question,
and that is, the determination by the Radieals
to ignore the existence of the eleven Southern
States entirely, in the consideration of the ques-
tion of adopting the constitutional amendments.

The Changes in the Discipline of the Epis- |
cgpal Methodistpchu'rch. Ep |

Not only has the General Conference at New |
Orleans changed the name of the Church, says |
the Dispatch, but it has made many alterations
in its economy or discipline, which we regard as
equally wise. We have already noticed the fact
that attendance upon class meetings has been
rendered a voluntary matter, instead of| as here-
tofore, a condition of mem{)ership. We now
learn from the Picayune that all restrictions up-
on the length of time during which a minister !
may serve one congregation have been removed,
and the question of his return been left to his
people, whom he will now have an additional
motive for serving with fidelity and zeal. An-
other most radical but excellent change has been |
made: The probation system has been abolish-
ed, and members are to be received into full
fellowship at once, while what are called “‘seek-
ers’” are to be assigned to classes until they give
evidence of their qualification for membership
in the Church itself. In regard to the finances,
also, the hand of reform hasnot beenidle. The
old chapter in the Discipline upon this subject
has been stricken out, and the different congre-
gations and district stewards left to provide
means for paying the preachers. The Bishops’
salaries are left in the hands of the episcopal
stewards. The secretaries of Annual Confer-
ences are hereafter to record ‘“‘every action as it
oceurs.”

To us, all the changes seem for the better.—
Doubtless there are some in the Church who
will think differently. The Church is now nu-
merous, wealthy, learned, and refined, and all
these changes are but the natural result of these
facts.
