We believe that Staunton has exhibited
more enterprise, and has done more business
since the war than any Town of its size in the
State. ;

Mr. Harvey Effinger, of Harrisonburg, has
been elected Cashier of the 1st National Bank
of Staunton to supply the place of Prof. Wm.
Allan. We welcome to our place such worthy
citizens as Mr. Harvey Effinger. If Rocking-
ham can spare them, we would be pleased if
she would send us some more of the same sort.

TAXES COLLECTED.

We are indebted to Mr. John Towberman
for the following statement of the taxes assessed
and collected in this county for the State and
county, for the year 1865.

The assessment of the revenue for this coun-
ty amounted to-$22,512.86, of which $21,961.-
64 have been collected, and of which amount
the Town of Staunton paid $1.969.06.- In ad-
dition to this, the citizens of Staunton pay the
oorporation tax, which, we suppose, is as much
more.

The licenses assessed and collected to May 1st
amounted to $8000.

The levy for the county amounted to $11,688.
of which 38,401.80 have been collected.

We have no idea what amount of Federal

ax has been collected in thiscounty. The land
tax collected amounted, we believe, to $24,000.
The whisky tax will reach about $100,000 for
the year.

AUGUSTA FEMALE SEMINARY.

The closing exercises of the session of the
*‘ Augusta Female Seminary’’ tock place in the
Presbyterian Church on Thursday night last.—
They consisted of vocal and instrumental music
by the pupils, reading reports of examinations,
the awarding of diplomas and certificates of
proficiency, and an address by Dr. McGaffey of
the University of Virginia. The reports of the
examinations exhibited the fact that the pupils
had acquitted themselves well in all the various
branches taught, and furnished the most satis-
factory evidence of the efficiency of the compe-
tent corps of instructors who teach in that Sem-
inary. The vocal and instrumental music ex-
ecuted by the pupils of the music class, aston-
ished agreeably, we are sure, all who were pre-
sent who had sufficient knowledge of the science
of musie, and sufficient taste to appreciate the
ekill of the performances. No better evidence
of the efficiency of the Imstructor of Music—
Mr. Joel Ettinger—could be desired. One
diploma was awarded, and twenty-five certifi-
cates of proficiency.

The exercises were concluded by an address
by Dr. McGuffey. The address was not only
interesting, but eminently instructive. It was
as full of thought as an egg is of meat. We
were sorry the hour was so late that he felt con-
strained to be brief.
