Another Triumph of Science.

Recent experiments in England have given to
the world another tn'um&h of science in the con-
trol and management of the dangerous explosive,
gunpowder, more wonderful in its result than
the use and domestication as it were, of light-
ning, as applied to the magnetic telegraph.

'ﬁle annotuncement that gunpowder has been
so put under . control that in one minute a bar-
rel of it thrown on, burning materials will smoth-

[ er the fire, and in the next instant it can _be so

rearranged that it will propela eannon ball with
undiminished force, will possibly draw largely
upon the credulity of our readers, but it is sta-
ted to be the fact. The gunpowder is rendered
innocuous, it is claimed, by admixture with
glass crushed to'an impalpable powder, which
can again be rapidly separated from the %1 -
Eowder_ by sifting. Several experiments had

een tried withit, such as inserting red hot iron
in the prepared powder and throwingit in shov-
elfuls on a fire, but the London Times of June
23 afives an account of an experiment; on a grand
scale, which seems to be conclusive as to .the
value of the invention. The government com-
mission had 338 barrels filled with five tons of
powder, mixed with twenty tons of powdered
glass, and placed in a condemned martello tow-
er, between Hastings and Rye. A charge of
pure gunpowder was put into the barrels and
an attempt made to explode them by electricity.
The charge of pure gunpowder exploded, blow-
ing out the ends of the barrels and scattering

some of the contents ; but on entering the tow- |

er no farther damage was found, and the gun-
powder treated witﬁ glass was eooling down.—
A pile of firewood  was then laid on the loose
modern floor near the guné)owder, and as the
barrels containing the powder burned, the eon-
tents, falling on ae fire, smothered it, burning
towards the edges, however, like a bad port-
fire. Two barrels of the mixture were then

laced on a pile of blazing fagets, and as they

The “Test Oath” in Southern States—Lts
Work of Evil. s rtp st

In a great many places in the Southern Sttes
the people cannot have the facilities of the Post
Office, because no man or woman fit to be
trusted with other people’s letters can take the
“test oath.”” After such a war betwecn the
States as we have had, it is monstrous to im-
pose such an oath. A man can, honorably,

aceepts the result of the war, and will, in_go
faith, abide by and sustain the Wnited States
Government. This'is all that any decent Gov-
ernment, republican or monarchial, would ask
of a high-spirited people. The Government
might—though the wisdom of it would be more
than donbgfu%—discriminate in its appointnients
to office, in favor of that class of people who
were originally opposed to the secession, and
only went into it when the communities, to
which they belonged, took that step as a

ple. But to proscribe an honorable man from
the ability to hold an office that his neighbors
desire him to have, on the ground that, when
his State, his county, his town, was invaded and
ravaged by military sent from a thousand miles
away—when the sons, and brothers, and fathers,
of his neighbors were in arms, trying to shield
their families from outrage, and their roof-trees
and barns from pillage and the torch—he /¢
them, against Sherman’s ‘‘Bummers,”’ or Sher-
idan’s troopers—to make this a reason of dis-
qualification for holding office ameng his neigh-
bors, is merely monstrous! It s, in
those that advoecate it, the silliness of the goat,
and the viciousness of the monkey. It dishon-
ors manhood, and puts a premium on all that
is vile, and base, and hypocritical, and selfish
in the shape of poor d uman nature.
We have an instance in_hand. A correspon-
dent writes us from Harrisonburg, Virginia, in
regard to the Postmaster there. His name is
Sullivan. 'He was in the Confederate army for
a short time.  No one was louder or more zeal-
ous as & ‘‘Southern man.”” Not having a
stomach for fighting, he got himself into de-
tached, and, finally, civil service. e was at
one time a bearer of dispatches. At another
time he was a substitute broker for the Con-
federate army. At another time he was a care-
taker on the line of a, military telegraph. He
was alert, on more than one oceasion, in giving
timely warning to the citizens of Harrisonburg
that ‘“The Yankees are coming !’ and to ‘‘hide
your property !’’ Many other such like things
did this Sullivan, as could be proved before a
jury, in ample measure, by reputable citizens of
Harrisonburg. Yet, Sullivan is Postmaster
there! Sullivan, in order to be Postmaster,
took the test oath ! He solemnly swore that he
had done no act, voluntarily, either direct or in-
direet, in aid of the “rebels I"*>

There are some human beings with so little
intelligence and religious knowledge ‘as to be
able to take an oath so horrible, under the ' cir-
cumstances, and yet feel no sense of degrada-
tion or remorse. But Sullivan is an Irishman,
and was a Catholic. As an Irishman, associa-
tion with his countrymen, and ‘some remnants
of Irish sentiment, make him feel dishonored.
His Catholic instruction makes his conscience
ill at ease in the enjoyment of an office won at
the cost of an oath that he had never aided the
Confederacy. So he exhibits his sense of dis-
honor by gratuitously insulting those of his
neighbors who have held fast $o theirintegrity,
and cannot, and will not, dény; that, in the
time of it, they aided the Co . He
Eroclalms the uneasiness of his comseience by

is vituperation of the respected . and.exeellent
Catholic priest of that mission—calling the
Lord's annointed by the most villainous names.
This is often the lot of faithful priests, who, in
the confessional, find it impossible to absolve
impenitent persons. Sullivan is not -a Free
Mason, however. There are -requirements of
personal character among Masons in Virginia,
that caused him to be terribly black-balled when
his name was presented in the Harrisonburg
Lodge. So masonry could not have been a
reason for refusing him absolution.

We have said more on this one case, than it
may have seemed to deserve, but it is a good
illustration of the working of the ‘‘test oath.’”
Can any sane person believe that the ‘‘loyalty’’
of this ready-swearer is as reliable as: the word
{ of honor of a man who would not take the oath
| because it would perjure him, but who would
promise fidelity to the government, and take the
oath of office as it used to be? Surely not!—
Is this, then, ‘‘reconstruction?’ Is .this the
way to promote reconciliation? Must base men
be put in Federal offices at the South, to pro-
mote ill-feeling by their perpetual taunts, and
thus to stir the’ embérs ot a fire that ought not
