The Atlantic Telegraph.
The greatest triumph of art in modern timesis the successful layingofthe Atlantic Telegraph

connecting the Eastern and Western continents.It is now announced that the connection and
working of the Atlantic cable is perfect It willbe remembered that some years since a cable
was laid, and its success heralded with quite a
flourish of trumpets, and that in a short timethe connection was broken. It remains to be
fccen whether the present cable will work for
any considerable time. There is a difference ofopinion as to whether it will be beneficial or not
to the interests of this country even if the con-nection be permanent Upon this subject theRichmond Examinersays :?"Our distance intime, as well as space, has been useful by secu-
ring us from the entangling embarrassments oftransatlantic troubles and politics, and the prac-
tical proximity in which the Atlantic Telegraphwill place us to the events and passions fromwhich we have so long been happily removed,
may involve us in quarrels that wo might oth-
erwise escape. With so rapid a moans ofcom-munication, too, the hemispheres may speak
more rashly, more on the spur of the moment
under provocation, than they have heretofore
done. The length of time which has had to
elapse in former international correspondence,
has been, upon the whole, favourable to peace
and the maintenance ofa good understanding.
We know, indeed, that sometimes the delay ofinformation has resulted harmfully, but gener-
ally it habits with States, as with persons, thatdisputes arc more apt to be compromised and
composed by a correspondence which allowsthe
judgment to rise above the tumultofanger thanwhen the parties immediately oonfront each
other, and where a word brings on a blow.?The Atlantic Cable places the United States, as
it were, faoc to face with the different powers
of Europe, and we confess to the gravest doubts
whether this is a consummation devoutly to be
wished. The commercialadvantages are doubt-
lessly great, and it may be that our apprehen-
sions will not be verified by events. AYe wish
that they may not be."

Riot at New Orleans.
Tho Radicals of Louisiana, with the view of

getting control of that State, called together a
Radical Convention which had been dead for
two years, for the purpose of disfranchising all
whites who were not Radicalsand enfranchising
the negroes?in a word, to supersede tho State
Government. A remnant of this dead Radical
Convention met. "But," in the language of
the Examiner, "the end was not yet The
freemen ofLouisiana werenot ye___dy to pass
under the yoke of the negro. To assemble a
body ofconspiritors, and usurp the functions of
State authority, was a crime to be punished ;

the actors and abettors, all liable to arrest, and
preparations for these arrests were at once
made. On the other hand, the Radioal con-
spirators organized the negroes, armed them
with weapons, and marched, with flags flying
and drums beating, as they thought, to an easy
triumpli. They fired on the police, both onthe
streets and from the halls of their pretended j
Convention: but after much deplorableloss of
life, law and liberty triumphed. The conspir-
ators were all arrestedand marchedoff to pris-
on ; and the State governmentof Louisiana still
lives."

These scenes occurred on the 30th inst. The
following is a telegraphic despatch from New
Orleansofthe next day, July 31st:

"The citizens are pursuing their usual busi-
ness avocations. The prisoners arrested yes-
terday have been released by General Baird.?
The casualtiessum up thirty negroes killed,
several policemen dangerously wounded. _Dr.
Bostie, who was mortally wounded has since
died.

Washington, July 30, 1866.

You will call on General Sheridan, or whoev-
er may be in command, for a sufficient force to
________the civil authoritiesin suppressing all
illegal or unlawful assemblies who usurp or as-
sume to exercise any power or authority with-
out first having obtained the consent of the
people ofthc whole State. If there is to be a
Convention, let it be composed of delegates
chosen by tne people of the whole State. Tho
people must be first consulted in reference to
changes of the organic laws of the State. U-
purpation will not be tolerated. The laws and
Constitution must be sustained, and thereby
peace and order. Andrew Johnson.

No further disturbances are apprehended.
In commentingon the abovo despatch, the

RichmondDispatch says :

"Hereis something new in this age?it sounds
like a voice ofother days. It is encouraging to
true patriots and honest men?it out at
last the true principle that the people, in their
majesty?the whole people of the State?are
the source ofauthority and power, and power
or authority attempted to be exercised without
their consent or approbation is an usurpation;
and what is more, and better still, "usurpation
will not be tolerated." All honor to Andrew
Johnson."

The object of this vile Conventionof conspir-
ators was unblushingly avowed by a Radical
Congressman from Massachusetts at a late cau-
cus ofhis party.

Bloodshed in New Orleans.
Two years ago. when Gen. Banks held mili-

tary sway in Louisiana, a Convention of Union
men, many of them being men from the North,
adopted a State Constitution, and organized
the State Government to suit themselves.?
That Government was approved by President
Lincoln, and is the present Government of that
State. By this constitution, the whites were
not disfranchised and the negroes wore not
franchise.. The Radicals at this time, desiring
to disfranchise the whites, except the Radical-,
and to confer the right of suffrage upon the
negroes, adopted the expedient of calling to-
gether the Convention which had adjourned
two years ago. The President of the Conven-
tion, the only person who had the right to do so,
if it can be supposed that any onehad theright
to resurrect that dead body, refused to call the
Convention together. A portionof the mem-
bers then met in caucus and elected a man
I-resident who was not a member of the Con-
vention, as he had previously resigned. This
man called the Convention to moot at New Or-
leans on the 30th ult. Some twenty-odd mot
with the view ofsuperseding tlie Government
they had established two years ago. In the
mean time it seems that the negroes had been
instigated by those conspirators to arm them-
selves and make menacing and insultingdemon-
strations, with the hope, no doubt, thatit would
result in conflict and bloodshed, and thereby
furnish capitalfor the Radical party.

Several circumstances seem to confirm this
view. At the beginning oftheriot, Br. Dostie,
a leading Radioal, shortly afterwardskilled, re-
marked: "There is not a negro in New Or-
leans who is not organised and prepared."?
Mr. Cutler, another Radical, on seeing a negro
fall dead, remarked: "That fixes us and ends
the power ofthe d?d rebels."

The New Orleans Times says:
"We have thebest reasonsfor supposing that

for several days vile attempts have been made
to excite the negroes into rebellion, and to or-
ganise them into bands for that specific pur-
pose. This view of the matter is strengthened
by the disclosures made last night by R. F.
I__unoy, relative to the expected rise of the ne-
groes in the Third District at 12 o'clock last
night, under a man namedBortin, but whether
white or black, we could not learn."

The Times gives the following account of the
origin of the riot:

A prooession offreedmen, some 100 to 150
in number, with a flag and a band of music at
their head, came marching up from the lower
part of town towards Mechanics' Institute.

A white man, who was standing on the neu-
tral ground looking on, was shovedasideby one
of the freedmen, and tripping against thecurb-
stone, fell.

The policemen in the neighborhood on seeing '
this supposed that the white man had been
struck, and advancedto arrest the supposedas-
sailant

The polioemenwere met by a volley of pistol
shots, bricks, etc., whioh atonce induoeda gen-
eral alarm."

The procession marched on to the State
House. The Now Orleans Crescent says:

"In the vioinity of the State House, as we
have heard, some white and colored boys got
into a quarreL White men standing on the
steps of the House, exhorted the negroes tokill
everywhiteperson?man, womanor child?who
interferred with them.

About this moment the police, apprised by
Mr. Creyon of the dangerous state of affairs,
came on the spot The doors of the State
House were immediately closed. Shots were
fired on the police. Some five or six hundred
persons, blacks and whites, made a fortress-- 6f
the State House. Twice or thrice they made
offers ofa surrender, and, when the police ad-
vanced to receive the surrender, they were met
with pistol shots.

A terrible excitement spread abroad. It
seemed as if a war of races was precipitatedup-
on the people with all itshorrors. It was a day
of anguish to every oiti_en of New Orleans.?
But in the midstof all thatexcitement we wit-
nessed some beautiful instances of charity. A
negro who had but one arm, and who, it may
be supposed lost his other arm in the Federal
army, was pureued by someboys, and the poor
darkie was protected by a gentleman, who had
been a so-called **r_bef* in the Virginia army.

The conflict in front of the house might be
called a battle. The people inside were in a
desperate situation. Occasionally a rally was
made, with desperate resolution, but no sally
could drive these men from theirplace. Itwas
a field ofcapture or of slaughter, where resis-
tance was offered.

The contest was carried on for about two
hours. A numberof policemen, whose names
we have not learned, were wounded in the
struggle. But they never gave an inch.

We saw a gentlemanwearing the uniform of
the United States, conspicuous among the gal-
lant men who assailed the State House. Dr.
Dostie was severely wounded, and his worst
wound was from this soldier, a Massachusetts
gentleman, who proclaimed that the white
should be the ruling race of this continent.

Some 20 or 30 negroes were killed in this en-
counter.

The universal expresssion of sentiment was
that of regret that the poor negro, who was in-
cited to demonstrations of violence, was the
victim of the contest, while thewhiteman, who
had inflamed him, escaped. Nevertheless, a
few of those, who seemed to love incendiarism,
mot their fate."

The policemen, whilstreceiving the fire from
the negroes in front, labored to keep back the
mass of enraged citizens who pressed to take
part in the bloody conflict. The accounts of
the number ofkilled and wounded differ very
much. AYe suppose that the number of killed
is about 30 and the number of wounded proba-
bly 70 or 80, inoluding blacks and whites. In
a despatchto Gen. Grant, two days after the
riot. Gen. Sheridan reports 40 killed, and about
160 wounded, including whites and blacks.?-
More blacks than whites were killed.

Tlie greatAVigwambuilt for thePhiladelphia

twelve millions of dollars. Here we have, says
the N. Y. News, another instance of the vast
difference there is between the promises and
performances ofa certain class of politicians,
and unmistakable evidence ofhow pertinacious-
lyithey stick to theprinciple of "Heads, I win?
tails, you lose."
