Staunton in Old Times.

(continued.)
At the close of my last piece, I expressed a

wish to tell about some of the public improve-
ments of Staunton in old times. Readers whobear in mind that I was born in 1770, will un-
derstand that I do not profess to remember
things so far back as a hundred years and more;
but 1 tell the story as it was told to me by my
father and other old people. This I can say,
whatever I assert may be relied upon as true.

| All my statements are made upon good author-
!ln ] 762?I am fond of going back to that
' date, lor our family was fouuded in Staunton in
that year?in 1762, I say, we had no railroads,

'\u25a0 telegraphs, gas works, water works and such
! like tilings. But I forget myself, we did have
i important water works, and it would take a long
: history for me to give a full account of them. ?
; To begin at the beginning?when white settlers

: first came here the creek running by the tau-
| yard and buckler's mill, took a Southeasterly
! course at or near the former place, crossed Au-
: gusta Street between Frederick and Beverly,
! and emptied into the main branch near the
: Washington Tavern. Mrs. Cowden told me
; that in 1787?she was living then. In 1762,
| however, when my fathercame to Staunton, theI creek pursued the same channel it does now,
j but there were marks ofan ancientwatercourse

I such as Airs. Cowden described. When or howj the creek was diverted from its original course
; into the present channel, no body ever told, if
! anybody ever knew. My opinion is that the
; creek changed itself. It is fortunate that it did
j so, on account of Fackler's mill and Breeze's
| carding machine; but it always happens that
| streams of water pass by mills, unless the owu-
j ers prefer steam engines or horse-power.

When the course of the creek was changed,
iit is presumed a small portion of water con-I tinned to How, occasionally at least, in the oldj channel, and the enterprising people of Staun-
i ton took a hint from it. They concluded that
j it would be highly useful to have astream, even
jif it was a little one, passing through the heart
;of the town. Accordingly wooden troughs were
I laid down and the water was conducted from
! the creek to Mathews's Stable lot, west cornei
lof Augusta and Frederick streets, where Dr.I Waddell afterwards lived. There the main
| trunk branched?one branch crossed Augusta
i Street, passed through the Ordinary premises
| (afterwards theTreumperproperty) and through

j James Hargrove's lot, and across New Street,
: and ended?l don't know where. The othei
! branch came down through Mrs. Wood's lot

; (afterwards Air. Cowan's) to Mrs. Cowden's,
! crossed Augusta street, went back ofMathews's
Store (the old Post Office), passed between the
store and the widow Hughes's, crossed Beverly
street about where the Marble Yardis now, and

; then on and on to Lewis's creek. These two
branches were in full and successful operation
when my father came to Staunton, and the lat-
ter continued to flow, through the times of theIndian ware, the old Revolution, the war of 1812,
the Florida war Ac, for nearly a hundred years,
till water was brought to town in iron pipes
from the Buttermilk Spring. William Bowyei
opened a ditch, in 1785, to water his lands, and
twenty years afterwards it gave rise to a great
lawsuit in which all matters about the water-
rights of the town were brought out. If am
body doubts the truth of what I have been tell-ing, he can look at the depositions in that suit.

The creek I speak of seemed to be entirely
contented with its new channel, till the yeai
1846, when, 1am told, it took a notion to re-
turn to its former course, and leaping the bank,'
which confined it went dashing through the
streets and houses in a torrent. Every body
remembers that, and also the similar freaks in
the years 1855 and 1860. The carding machine
had long before disappeared,and the mill was
fast falling to pieces, and what use was there
for the creek to keep on in the same way? Itwill no doubt be better satisfied now, since the

Fackler's mill was long one ofthe institutions
of Staunton. I rememberit when I was a boy.
Michael Fackler was then the proprietor. He
was the father of Mr. Jacob Fackler, who was
considered an old man when he left Staunton
nearly thirty years ago. The mill stood there,
and the wheel turned in 1785. I remember
that well, for when Col. Bowyer opened hisditch, old Mr. Fackler was very much put outbecause it took so much water from his mill.?-How long it had stood Ido not know. I never
thought to ask my father. Mrs, Cowden told
me that a man called John David Wilpert,
came to Staunton in 1751, and soon proved him-selfa bustling settler; In the same year he pe-
titioned the County Court, setting forth that
"he had been at considerable trouble and ex-
pense in coming from the Northward and set-
tling in these parts, and that he had rentedthree lots in the new-erected town of Staunton,
through which runs a good and convenient
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thereforeprayed leave to erect a grist and fullingmill. The petition was resisted by JohnLewis,who had a mill within a mile of town, and the
case went to the General Court. This, I sup-
pose, was the origin ofFackler's mill. But theold mill is gone now, after grinding grist for al-
most a century. It made me feel sad when I
was in town last, to miss an object that was fa-
miliar to me in former times and was like a
friend of my youth.

Another institution of Staunton in my day.
was the whipping post. Rogues got their de-
serts then. The Court lashed all alike, whiteand black, male andfemale. One man receivedthirty-nine stripes for stealing ''a comb and
comb case, a shirt, and some other articles of
small value;" and women were not unfrequcnt-
ly punished in the same way, i'or being motherswhen they ought not. The stocks, also, were
highly esteemedin days ofyore. Some youth-ful speculators who honor me with a reading,
will, very likely, suppose that I am alluding
to the sort of things they trade in. I hear a
good deal said in these times about stock-bro-kers, stock-jobbing, public stocks &c., but the
stocks I speak of were different from those.?Andrew McCord disturbed the Court one day,
and the SheriiF was ordered to "put him into

, the stocks, there to continue one hour." An-jother time, Edward Boyle, "for damning thejCourt and swearing four oaths in their pres-
; ence," was put in the stocks for two hours, and
fined twenty shillings to boot. That sort of
stock-jobbing woidd not be so agreeable to some
of our fancy gentlemen, and it is well for them
they are not in the hands of an old-fashioned

| Augusta County Court, or they would soon be
made tired enough of dealing in stocks.

And whatshall I say of the Bucking Stool
the Court had made in 1751 ? It had pretty
well jjrotted away when my father came toStaunton in '62. and not a bit of it remained in
my time. I well remember tho man who had
it made by order of the Court?it was Squire
Robert McClanahan, then Sheriff of the coun-
ty. I neverheard that the stool was used for
ducking purposes. Why it was not used that
way, I can't exactly explain. It certainly was
not because there were no "scolding women"
in the country at that time. I was told that
only three years after the stool was built, andwhen the timberswere new and in good work-

: ing order, Anne Brown, wife of James Brown,
went into Court and "abused William Wilson,I Gentleman, one of the justices for this county,|by calling bin a rogue, and that on his coming
off the bench she would give it to him with thedevil." Mrs. Brown was ordered intocustody,
but she was not clucked, so far as I ever heard.
I am equally sure that the failure to use thestool, was not because the Court were afraid or
too tender-hearted to duck women if they de-served it. They punished Jacob Coger "for a

j breach of the peace by driving hogs over the
Blue Ridge on the" Sabbath day;" theyJ whipped women as well as men at the public
whipping post; and I was told that, at May
term, 1749, they even took lawyer Gabriel Jonesin hand "for swearing an oath." Why then
did the Court never use the Ducking Stool ac-
cording to law ? I have often thought aboutthe matter, and have finally come to the con-
clusion that the making of the Stool was an
Irish blunder. It must be borne in mind that
most of the first Justices were from the old
country, and after providing a jail, whipping-
post, "shackles, bolts, handcuffs <y.c."?
all the public improvements and implements
necessary in a well regulated community?they
ordered a Ducking Stool to complete the list,
withoutonce thinking that there was no deep
water near Staunton.

At the timewhen lean firstremember things,
! there was a great deal said about Col. Bouquet'sj expedition, as well as the fight with the Indians
lat Point Pleasant. In the year 1779, the men
j who served with Col. Bouquet were still getting
certificates from the County Court for the

| bounty land they were entitled to. I alludedlin my last publication to the time, in 1763,
when Cornstalk and the Shawneescame raidingI round Staunton, like Sheridan at a more recent

j date, only the Indians were not so severe uponj the people. The next year Col. Bouquet was
I sent with some troops to the 3luskingum, now
jinOhio, but then in Virginia, to try and make
j peace with the Indians. He did the thing in
good style, and received from the Indians two
hundred and six white prisoners they had held.
Ninety of the prisoners were Virginians, and
more than half of them were females and chil-
dren. A good many Augusta and Stauntoni men were in the expedition. Charles Lewis,

i afterwardskilled at Point Pleasant, commandedJ a company of"'lndependents," and John Bfe-
j Clanahan, son of Robert, was one of his Lieu-i tenants. As 1 have said, the men were still ap-
j plying for their bounty land in 1779. and in that

| year the orphan and heir-at-law of John Ho-
| Clanahan was allowed two thousand acres fori his father's services. Another Indian war
j broke out in a few years. I was four years oldiin 1774, when the Augusta men mustered at
j Staunton to go to the Ohio, and remember
j something about that. Charles Lewis was Col.
iof the regiment, and among the Captains were
! George Mathews, AlexanderMcClanahan, Jno.
I Lewis, and John lMckerson. Capt. Mathews
rose to be Colonel in the Revolutionary war,
and fought at Brandywine. He was afterwards
Governorof Georgia. Gen. Samuel Blackburn,
the great lawyer, was his son-in-law. Alexan-der McClanahan was a son of the old Sheriffj and Justice. He also was a Colonel in the Rev-,
olution, and at one I believe, a memberof
Congress. His brother Robert, who had gone
to Botetourt to live, was Captain of a companyj from that county. The men, as I have said,

! assembled in Staunton before they set outI against the Indians. One of the Augusta com-j panics was composed ofvery tall men. Notone
jof them was less than six feet high, and mostI of them were at least six feet and two inches in
their stockings. They all stood up in SampsonMathews's bar room, (the old Ordinary") and
each man's height was marked upon the wall.The marks were visible there for many a long
year afterwards. The men went off across the
mountains, and in course of timenews came of
a battle with the Indians at Point Pleasant.?There was both joyand grief in Staunton then.The Indians were routed, but Col. Lewis, Capt.Robert McClanahan, and many others had beenkilled.

If the people are not tiredreading mypieces,I am tired writing them, and I mayor may hot,according to circumstances, hereafter tell some Ithings which occurred during the Revolutionand afterwards. I will only add here that Col.Sampson Mathews, of whom I have spoken
several times, was the father-in-lawof the lateMr. Samuel Clarke.

Map of Aiigtista County.

T have carefully examined the beautiful map
of old Augusta, now in course of preparation,
by Major J. Hotchkiss, and his accomplishea
assistant, Mr. Robinson. It is now nearly
complete and I regard it as one of the most ac-
curate maps I have ever seen. It is not, (an
too many of our maps have been), made by
guess and by following old and incorrect draw-
ings. It is founded on actual and minute sur-
veys made by the topographical corps during
the war. It represents clearly and correctly all
the ranges of mountains?all the rivers and
creeks, with their meandering all the roads,
villages, churches, mills and other places Of
public interest?and also the magisterial dis-tricts.

It is the purpose of MajorIlotchViss to com-
plete this map, and have it engraved in the
highest style of art, so as to be able to furnish
every citizen who may desire it with a copy. ?
To do this, however, will cost a considerable
sum of money, and it is not to be expected that
he will encounter all the hazards of a costly
publication, without satisfactory assurance of a
remunerative patronage.
I therefore respectfully urgeupon ourcitizens!the propriety of subscribing for copies of thisj

map. The cost will"not exceed tendollars, and
it will be, not only veryuseful, but highly orna-
mental to our houses. Who would begrudge
ten dollars, expended for such a laudable pur-
pose?

This is a step in the right direction. Let old
Augusta, lead the way, m she has done on so
many other occasions, and other counties will
follow, and thus we shall soon have a perfect
map of the whole State. Our present \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0ill
are grossly inaccurate. That of Major Hotch-kiss being made from actual measurements of
course and distance, is as accurate as any sur-
vey of our farms.

If 500 farmers, and other citizens, will sub-scribe, the map will be engraved and published,
and we can all have an opportunity of getting
copies. But if we let the present chance slip,
there is no telling when we can have another.

The corners of the map will embrace a plan
of the town of Staunton and probably other ob-
jects of interest. Already there is, on one cor-
ner, a section showing the elevation of the;
country, at all intermediate points from the
mouth of the tunnel, across the entire county,
East and AVest, along the trackof the railroadk
to the Rockbridge line. The surveys now irt
progress for the A"alley Railroad will furnish
the means of presenting a similar view of tho
elevation of the differentpoints on a line North
and South, from the Rockingham line to that
Rockbridge.

I wish to imptcss oh our people the convic-
\ tion that this map is no mere catch-penny af-
! fair. It is I work of solid merit and ought to
be encouraged as such.

I believe that Major Ilotchkisshas obtained
from the surveyors of the Confederate and !'.
S. Engineers, a great deal of the information
necessary to enablehim to make correct maps
of Rockingham and other counties of the Val-
ley. AVhen the intelligent and enterprising
people of those counties hrtve achance offleeing
the map of Augusta completed, they will not
hesitate to imitate her example, and havemaps
of their respective counties prepared.

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A Few "Words to the Respectable Colored
People.

We understand, says the Richmond Whip,
that the sober, staid, respectable colored resi-
dents ofRichmond are much chagrined b}- tho
ambitious pretensions and disorderly and mina-
tory proceedings of the organized bands of col-
ored men, whose military parades were stopped
by General Terry. They complain that these
organizations are composed, for the most part,
ofcolored persons who have neither homes nor
permanent interests in that city; of idle, disso-lute and dissipated vagrants, who have wan-
dered to that city from distant.quarters. Res-
pectable colored people complain of the evil in-
fluences exerted by white emissaries from tho
North, and that they intend to adopt sonic sat-
isfactory method of making their opinions
known. They have found out also that thoFreedinen's Bureau is, for the most part, ad-
ministered in the interests ofthe Radical party;
and not of the frecdmen ; that it is a politicalmachine whose aim is to foment discord be-
tween the whites and blacks. Those colored
people who are intelligent, who have property,
or regular occupations, have iio interest incom-j mon with the vagrants wdio, under the influcnco

j and direction oflow white men and the paid
agents of Radicalism, are threatening the wholeSouth with disturbances. Sooner or later tho
orderly, well-behaved colored classes will havejto draw the line between themselves and theI disorderly classes. The sooner they publicly
take their true position, separate themselves
from the turbulent characters whose aim is toj involve the wholecolored population in trouble,

j and exert all their influence, privately and pub-j licly, individually and in aggregate, to put down
the mischievous black men, and infamous white
men who stand at their backs, the better it will
be for us all.

There is no reason why the two races, each
maintaining its true and natural position in the
scale ofsociety, should not live together in bar;
mony. The better classes of whites exert all
their influences to these ends ; why should not
the better classes ofcolored people do the same ?
If they disapprove the turbulent conduct of the

diariesfrom the North, and arc satisfied that
our courts and our citizens will do them jus-
tice?respect their rights and protect them in
