The Proposed Tax.
As the citizens of this county will be called

upon on the 25th day of October next to vote
whether or not this county shall subscribe stock
to the amount of $200,000 in the Valley Rail-
road Company, it will be interesting to ascertain
whatamount of tax would be thus imposed up-
on each farm in the county, that each farmer
may know the amount of tax he would vote to
impose upon himself, for the purpose of secu-
ring the construction of this much desired im-
provement. As each farmer knows what the
assessed value ofhis land was in 1860, he can
easily estimate the amount of tax which will
pay his proportion of the $200,000 proposed to
be subscribed, after he examines the following
basis of calculationfounded upon the assessed
value of land as reported in the census of 1860.
At that time, the cash value of lands in Augus-
ta county was assessed at $10,997,286. To
avoid fractions and to simplify the calculation
that all may be able to understand it and see its
correctness at a glance, we will put the cash
value of lands at $11,000,000. It will be ob-
served that $200,000 is one fifty-fifth (1.55) of
that amount. If a farmer's lands in 1860 were ;
valued at $5,500, his proportion of the tax
would be paid as follows:

The first year he would pay two per cent,
which would be $2.00?in the next three years,
he would pay 13 per cent, which would be
$13.00, and in the next ten years he would pay
85 per cent, which wouldbe $85. If his land
should be valued in 1860 at $11,000 he would
pay just double these amounts, and proportion-
ately for greater or less valuations.

It would seem to need no argument to con-
vince farmers that they could not make abetter
investment, when they consider that it would
enhance the value of their lands, give them fa-
cilitiesfor transporting all they may have to
sell, and that the subscribed stock will be of
more or less value, which will return to them
annually in money a part at least, if not more
than the interest on the whole amount paid.?
If this stock be subscribed by this county, it
may be thatour farmers will witness the com-
pletion of theroad, and be riding upon it, and
taking their produce to market, before the sec-
ond instalment of \Z per cent will be demanded.
They should consider that many times the
amount of this subscription will have to be ex-
pended in the construction of the road through
thebroad limits of this county. The county in
this way will receive within itslimitsnecessarily
much more than the county subscription. We
throw out these suggestions for the calm con-
sideration ofthe voters ofthe county.

Gloomy Views.
The result of the recent elections in the New

England States, and the outrageous conduct of
a considerable number of the people in the
WesternStates towardsPresidentJohnson,have
had the effect of causing many persons in the
South to take a gloomy view of the situation.The Richmond Examiner says that "the coun-
try is the preyof hastening ills.

In glancing at what our country was before

the late war, the Baltimore Jhinscript says that
we were proud of the great statesmen who had
adorned the councils of the nation, and had
equalled in all the attributes of true eloquence,
the most exalted names of the British Parlia-
ment Webster, of Massachusetts, and Clay,
ofKentucky, stood side by side, challenging
equal admiration in the Northern and South-
ern popular heart We were proud, too, ofthe
growing estimation in which our countrymen
were held throughout the world, the powerful
influence, her free institutions exerted in hu-
man progress in all parts of the earth, of the
refuge she afforded to the oppressed, the im-
poverished and suffering ofevery clime. Here
they came in myriads, seeking a city ofrefuge;
every ocean was white with the sails that bore
them ; everywind from the East wafted those
weary voyagers to the Ararat of liberty that
rose over the western wave. Our national
prosperity astonished mankind. We had ac-
complished in half a century the growth in the

; Old World of a thousand years. The means of
physical comfort were unparalleled. Poverty
was almostunknown. Every man sat in com-
fort and peace under his own vine and fig tree.
Labor received its just reward. The poorest
man could obtain the means of educating his
children and anticipate for them a better lot
than his own. No fear ofwar and its horrors
disturbed any human imagination. Europe
would never dare to assail these distant shores,
and if it should, millions of hearts ft. re ready
to die for that glorious flag, whose mighty orbs
swayed their deepest affections as the moon
sways the tides of the ocean. Civil war few
anticipated. The mother, whose fair-haired
children gathered about her feet, never, in her
apprehensions of the dark and thorny ways
they might be called upon to travel, dreamed
that they would be torn to pieces on the battle-
field or sleep unburied on the bloody plain.?
The millenial sun seemed to have risen in our
American sky, and we began to imagine that
some seeds of that peaceful garden, where the
lion and the lamblay down together, had been
borne to this new continent, and that the lost
Eden of the East would one day bloom in its
pristine gloryupon our Western shores. The
grandeur of the futui-e of this Republic baffles
the powers of imagination. All that the world
had seen of power, magnificence and happiness
was destined to be thrown into the shade by
the matured glory of America.

Then,
like the fallen Capernaum, we, who were ex-
altedto Heaven, shall be cast down to hell.?
Then, like the fallen angels, we shall sink to an
abyss as deep and despairing as our past was
high and hopeful. Happily, it is for us to say
whether the Paradise lost shall be a Paradise
regained. If North and South will but throw
over the gloomy chasm of the four years' war
the rainbow arch of peace and reconciliation,
and allow fraternal and glorious rays to pass
overand sink into our hearts, the sky and the
earth will be filled with a new andimperishable
light, and summer and winter, seed time and
harvest, shall never again be disturbed by the
deluge of war.

Re-inaugurationof the Statue of Washing-
ton at Lexington, Va.

Our readers are aware that Hubard's bronze
statue ofWashington which had been presented
by the State ofVirginia to the Va. Military
Institute at Lexington, was taken from there,
on the 13th of June, 1864, by Major-General
David Hunter, and sent to West Virginia, and
given to the government of that State, which
government has returned it to the Institute.?
On the 10th inst., with appropriateceremonies,
the statue was re-placed on its original pedestal.
A special correspondent of the Richmond Dis-
patch says that at halfpast 10 o'clock the cadets
of the Institute were formed into line, about
150 in number, under the command of Colonel
Shipp, and escorted the orator of the day, ex-
Governor Letcher, the trustees of the college,
the Board of Visitors of the Institute, and the
professors of both schools to the stand, which
was erectedin frontofthe barracks. The statue
stood about forty or fifty feet in front of this
stand, and on eitherside of it were seats pre-
pared for the auditors of the celebration. The
stand was occupied by the orator, the Rev. Dr.
Plumer, and members of the Boards ofVisitors
of the two flourishing institutionsof the town.
Among the guests General Lee was the observ-
ed of all observers. The Board of Visitors of
the Virginia Military Institute present were
xYdjutant-General Richardson, ex-Governer J.
Letcher, Colonel George W. Boiling, ofPeters-
burg; William L. Owen, Esq., of Halifax, and
Colonel M. G. Harman, ofStaunton.

Before the stand was occupied, the seats in
front were filled with the Beauty and Intelli-
gence of the town. At 11 o'clock, the Rev. Dr.
William S. Plumer offered up a fervent invoca-
tion to the Throne of Grace. Ex-Governor
Letcher then delivered an address.

Afterconcluding his oration,GovernorLetch-
er addressed the officers and cadets of the in-
stitution, informing them that the statue was
committed to their care to be by them guarded
and protected.

The statue was then uncovered and found to
have received no injury whatever, although in
its translation it is understood to have been up-
set, and to have rolled down a precipice prob-
ably one hundred feet. Upon its exposition
the cheers of the multitude were vociferous.

The speechof Governor Letcher was well re-
ceived and heartily applauded at its conclusion
?the fair hands of the ladies exerting them-
selves with considerable energy to swell the
plaudits of the multitude. The cadets added
to the strong expression of applause three
hearty cheers.

Sad Accident.
At Johnstown, Pa., on the 14th, a platform

extending over the canal, 75 feet long and 18
feet wide, on which several hundred persons
were standing, broke in the centre just as the
train with the President and party arrived.?
There were about a dozen killed, 90 severely
wounded, and a large number slightly injured.

Strength ofthe Radicals.
The Richmond Times says that "the fear of

defeatat the approaching elections has changed
the programme ofthe Revolutionists in butone
respect. They dare not press negro suffrage at
this time, but nobody questions their determi-
nation to force it upon us if the approaching
elections demonstrate that the Northern people
sustain the flagitous conduct of the last Con-
gress. And the men who advocated the most
aggressive policy and the most oppressivetreat-
ment of the South have been in every instance
renominated, and their course meets, it would
seem, the approval of their constituents.?
Thaddeus Stevens has just reiterated his for-
mer views with reference to confiscating our
property for the payment of the national debt

;

and he declares that confiscation and disen-
franchisement are the measures which he shall
press upon Congress with renewed energy if he
is re-elected to that body. The Southern peo-
ple must not, therefore, cherish the delusion
that outside of New York, New Jersey and"
Pennsylvania and California among the original
free States, there are any indications of the de-
moralization ofour enemies.

In those States and in Maryland, Missouri,
Kentucky and Tennessee, in spite of the infa-
mous "registry laws," we believe the Conser
vatives will send unbroken delegations to Con-
gress, and we may hope for gains in the four
States which we have named. But it is, we
think, now very evident, that the disintegration
of the Radical party will not take place during
the present year. The utmost the Conserva-
tives can now rationally hope for will be the re-
duction of the Radical majority in Congress
sufficiently to prevent the passage ofodious and
unconstitutional laws, over the veto of the
President. But even this is still a matter of
painful doubt and uncertainty.

While no one anticipated the defeat of the
Radicals in any of the New England States,
we have been startled by their enormous gains
in States where it was anticipated that they
would elect theircandidatesfor Congressby de-
creased majorities. Far from gaining a Con-
gressman in Maine, the only districtwhich was
reported as doubtful has returned a Radical
Congressmanby nearlyfour thousandmajority."

The Richmond Times says that "the Radi-
cals have to answer for a dividedUnion, a plun-
dered exchequer and a mangled Constitution.
Outraged Liberty, from the outer vestibule of
the temple, cries out against them. They have
raised a flood of fury and passion above whose
angry waters no Ararat appears as a resting
place for the Ark of the Covenant of our fath-
ers, tossed to and fro by malignant storm-fiends.
Verily, they have a terrible account to settle
with the American people, and thanks be to
God the day ofreckoning is near at hand."

Graphic Account.
The Richmond Times gives the following

graphic account of the closing scene ofthe Rad-
ical Convention at Philadelphia:

It is evident, from the concluding scenes of
the late mulatto mob in Philadelphia, that the
tutelar divinity of the Convention (his Satanic
Majesty) broke loose from his keepers during
the last hours of its existence, and no one who
has failed to read "Dante's Inferno" can form
the remotest idea ofthe Pandemonium which
was then and there extemporised. The Con-
vention exploded, leaving the smell of sulphur
and the odor ofCuffee sweetly and most fra-
grantly blended. The last scene was a horrible
and weirdlike spectacle of blacks and mulat-
toes, mean white men and brazen, unsexedwhite women, going through the motions of
what was a sort of cross between an Indianwardance and negro "double shuffle." Towards
the close ofthe exhibition the vile performers
threw offall the restraints of decorum and de-
cency, and must have forcibly reminded Bar-
num of a menagerie where all the beasts were
roaring, growling, screeching, biting, scratching
and fighting for want of food and water.The "Convention" became so intolerablydis-
gusting that their President, Speed, fled from
the den of unclean beasts. Botts then took
the place of the fugitive Speed, and bore it forawhile, but he at last turned tail, and stampe-
dedwith a valedictory bellow. The violent e-
bulition ofthe uncommonly dirty water of the"Convention" at last brought a black delegate
to the surface, who charged President Johnson
with burning the Union Club building, and as
he disappearedfrom view Hunnicutt emerged,
and told an awful taleabout the Richmond ne-
groes not patronizing his paper, and of thewickedness of the whiteboys of this city, who
ran after him shouting, "flow are you, Hunni-
cutt. '' But the Convention cut Hunnicutt off
at the knees before he had finished the first
chapter of his autobiography, and from thence
to the end the proceedings consisted mainly,
according to the reports, of "hooting," "shout-
ing," "stamping," "hissing," "roaring," "yel-
ling," "profane swearing," "pugilistic demon-
strations," &c.

Botts' last appearance was an amusing tra-
vestie of "Ajax defying the lightning." He
read certain resolutions to the Convention, and
the Herald thus describes the disappearanceofBotts:

' 'Mr. Bolts finished thereading himself.. At
their close he asked that they might be printed
with the journal ofthe proceedings. (Cries of'No, no ;' 'I moved the previous question ;' 'I
move they be sent to the next meeting of the
14th ofAugust Convention.' Hisses, yells, cat-
calls and confusion worse confounded.)

"Mr. Botts, (shaking his fist angrily,) ex-
claimed in a loud voice: I ask no favor ofthis
Convention; I'll have them printed myself.?
I'vebeen put op the committee tp go election-eering oyer the country for you, and I can cir-
culate them myself. He then turned his back
upon the Convention, and indignantly left the
platfoai amidst derisive cheers."

The Devil's Emissaries at Work.
The Committee appointed by the RadicalConvention of "Southern Loyalists," to traveloyer the track of President Johnson with the

view of counteracting the impressions his
speeches made, have enteredupon their jour-
ney. At the Cooper Institute, New York city,
they made their first exhibition. The meeting
was addressed by Hamilton, ofTexas ; Stewart,
of Maryland; Senator Fowler, Gov. Brownlow,
and other speakers. As showing the animus of
that party, we publish the following extracts
from Brownlow's speech on that occasion :

"I am traveling as one ofan expeditiongoing
round and round, and round again, to try and
wipe out the mocassin tracksof Andrew John-
son and William H. Seward. [Loud cheers.]

"It does not become me to dabble inpolitics.
It will do for an accidental President, one whohas laid asid-fMs robes of office and dignity,
who is quarrelingwith the common masses of
Cleveland, charging at St. Louis the New Or-
leansbutchery upon the gallant and loyal Con-
gress, and invoking the mob to hang Thad.Stevens and Wendell Phillips, better men thanhe ever was himself. [Applause.]"Ihave been engaged in Tennessee for thelast eighteen months in battling a good and
glorious cause. For thirty years prior to that I
had been fighting the world, the flesh and the
devil,but latterly I have been fighting the dev-ils, JeffersonDavis and Andy Johnson.
*****

"But I am North making arrangements to
procure arms and ammunition. [Applause.]We have the boys at home. We have 30,000
men who are in the Federal army. We shall
call out the militia, and arm them, and I think
the next revolution will, in all probability, com-
mence in Tennessee. They ran me out from
there once, and I came among you as arefugee.
I was then fleeing from the mountains of Hop-
sidon, but I shall stand my ground hereafter,
and wdth my noble Legislature and gallant
troops, I will fight them, and, if necessary, die
in the last ditch. [Immense cheering.] Our
Legislature but a few weeks ago ratified, by a
majority of two-thirds of both houses, the con-
stitutional amendment. [Applause.] Here isthe second State in the Union to do that job,?
to ratify the constitutional amendment. Our
Legislature has never seen the day at any time
since it was first convened that a resolution
could be passed through either house endorsing
Andrew Johnson, or his folly, but our Legisla-
ture stands square to the Loyal Radical Con-
gress of the United States.

"Iwould sooner have the vote, were I acan-
didatefor office to-morrow, ofa loyal negro than
a mean, pitiful, disloyal white man. [Good,
good, and applause.] I would sooner associate
with a loyal negro than disloyalrebel. [Cheers. ]
I would sooner take my chances with a loyal
negro after death, than with a disloyal white
man. [Laughter and cheers.]

"They trust to have the Presidentupon their
side, and I concede the fact. [Laughter.] He
has gone clear over to them, soul, breeche* and
body. He is on the side of the rebellion. He
sustains the same relation now to the rebellion
that Jeff. Davis did in former days. [That's
so.] He is the living head of the whole con-
cern, and, if by their wickedness andrebellious
spirit they force another war upon the country,
which I think they will do, and which they are
determined to do, and you, the loyal North,
come to send another army upon us, to invade
our country and to subdue the rebellion, I beg
ofyou, as I remarked last night in Trenton,
that, you come in three great divisions. First,
with heavy revolvers and small arras to do the
killing. [Loud shouts, and a voice, 'We'reready.']

A voice?Yes, we will do it. Hear, hear,
hear.

"Mr. Brownlow : ?And may the Lord hear
and answer your prayer. [Loud laughter andapplause.] The second great division should
come armed and equipped with torches and
turpentine to do the burning. [Aye, aye.]?
And the thirdand last great division, winding
it up, shall come with square, compass and
chain, and lay off the lands into small parcels,
and sell them out to defray the expenses of the
war to men who will respect the oldflag. [Vo-
ciferous applause.]''

The Riot at Indianapolis,Indiana.
The Chicago Tmps has from a correspondent

some further p^jßplars of the disgraceful pro-
ceedings at Indiaffipolis, Ind., on the occasion
of the arrival of the President and party there.
The correspondent of the Times says:

The President was introduced to the crowd
by Sol. Meredith, and attempted to speak, butthe crowd would not let him. The President
said: "If you will let me speak five minutes, Iwill?["Shut up, you damned traitor, or I'llshoot you!" came from a voice. "Shoot thedamned traitor!'' Shoot him !" ' 'Shoothim !''
cried several voices.] Bang, bang, bang, wentthree shots.A group of Irishmen, carrying a transparency
with the motto "Irishmen welcome the Presi-dent," were attacked and severelybeaten, andindiscriminate firing commenced?some twelveshots being fired. A terrible scene transpired,
in which men with torches were beaten and
driven offby the Radicals, who were armedwith clubs and pistols.

The President, Grant, Farragufc, Custar, and
many others of the gentlemen composing thePresident's party witnessed the whole affair.?General Grant saw a dozen shots fired, and re-marked that it was the most disgraceful scene
he ever saw.

A large number of Irishmen

were injured, including two who were severely
wounded. An organization called the loyal
league, with a tattered flag, caused all thetrouble?which was premeditated. General
Grant commanded them to go home, which
they did, all the while swearing that the Presi-dent should not speak in Indianapolis. Beforethe Radicals dispersed, they had thoroughlycleaned out the Irish clubs and the Johnson
men, and had the field to themselves. AndrewSteward, an Irishman, was shot in the eye, andhas since died. Walter Rucken, an old man,
was wounded in the knee, and John Stay was
shot in the hand,

Treaty of Peace in Europe.?The treaty
ofpeace which has just been ratified at prague
has elevated Prussia in population, extent oi
territory and political influence to the front rankofEuropeanPowers. Two months ago the pop-
ulation of Prussia numbered about 19,300,000
souls. Now her population isnot less than 25,-
-000,000. This addition is by the ab-
sorption of the Duchies of Schleswig and Hol-
stein with a population of little less than a mil-lion, and of Hanover, Nassau, Hesse-Cassel,
Hesse-Hamburg, Lichtenfels and Calmbach,
with an aggregate population of four orfive mil-
lions of inhabitants. Springing from the same
parent stock, homogeneous in politics, tastes
andreligion, and preferring the rule of Prussia
to that ofAustria, these additionalmillionswill
