How to make good Batter.
Although every year there are published

many ways to make the best butter, there is in
fact no new way, as thebest quality of butter
has been mademanyyears, and the way to make
it long ago found out. There are certainrules,
wbich if fully carriedout, no one need to com-
plain of having poor butter. In the first place,
we all know that there must be cleanliness in
everything pertaining to butter making, for
there is nothing that will take and retain a bad
odor so quick as butter; and uncleanliness is
the one great secret of its flavor when it is taint-
ed. The only way, then, to obviate this diffi-
culty, is to observe perfect cleanliness. Great
pains shouldbe takenwith the milk pans; they
should always be thoroughly steamedand clean-ed, and likewise the churn ; that too, shouldbe
thoroughly overhauled, steamed and scrubbed,
and should be kept in good order. I have ref-
erence now to those cases where these impor-
tant requisites have not been attended to, as is
too often the case. Then, again too much care
cannot be taken in milking; oftentimes thestables are really filthy, and this, of course, has
a bad effect, as there is hardly anything so sen-
sitive as milk. Two bad habits in milking
should be discontinued, milking with wet teats,
and milking in the rain.

Only a pure, clean cellar will do tokeep milk
in. When the cream is churned, it should be
immediately taken out, and worked slowly with
cool, clean water, for the acids which are inhard water are sure to be takenup by the but-
ter, to a great extent. The butter must be
worked slowly, till the milk is all out of it, and
great care should be taken not to work it too
much; but the milk must all be worked out of
it, or it will turn sour in the butter.

It is generally a matter of taste how much
salt should be used to the pound, an ounce of
pure rock salt to the pound is the general rule.
When the butter is packed, it should be in
tight, clean jars or firkins. Earthen jars are,
by far, the most preferable. Ifyou cannotpro-
cure earthen jars, and are obligedto usewooden
firkins, Iwould recommend those made out of
ash as being the best. Water should be kept
in the firkin for several days before using it, in
order to take the woodtaste out; or it can be
slightly scorched inside, which will answer the
samepurpose. The butter should be packed
solid, and a cloth saturated with brine covered
over it as soon as it is packed. When the jar,
or firkin, is filled, covered the butter over with
a cloth well dampened, then salt shouldbe put
on top, and it also should be kept damp.?
When put away it should be in a cool place,
one of uniform temperature is to be preferred.
Bear in mind this fact, that in order to be suc-cessful you must have a cool cellar, and in coolweather the windows should be thrown open,
when warm winds prevail they should be clos-

Edward Bates and the President?An Im-

pressive Scene.
One of the most interestingevents connected

with the stay of the President in St. Louis was
the occasion ofhis visit to the venerableex-At-
torney-General of tlje United States, Hon. Ed-
wardBates. The St. Louis Republican says:

It is known to most of our citizens that the
health of Mr. Bates is very precarious. He is
suffering from a disease of the lungs that is li-
able to produce death at almost any hour. On
Sunday, at one o'clock, according to previous
arrangement, Captain James B. Eads called at
the Linden Hotel for the President, Secretary
Seward, and Secretary Welles, and with themproceeded to the house of Mr. Bates. The lat-
ter seemed much affected on seeing his distin-
guished associates, and thanked them most
feelingly for their visit to one who, he said, was
a dying man. He spoke, however, with the
geatestcheerfulness ofhis expecteddissolution,

avinglived three score years and thirteen, he
had had threemore years than he was entitled
to. His remarks to Mr. Seward were exceed-
ingly touching. He had neverexpected to see
him alive again, and this was just so muchclear
gain for him.

Mr. Welles he addressed as one who was
near to him by ties of friendship and mutual
trial, beyond whathe could express. Hespoke
to the President as one who had a greater
weight of cares and responsibilities than any
fifteen men in the nation, and thanked God for
believing thathe was one of the most worthy
that could have been selectedto perform his ob-
ligations to the wholecountry.

The President at parting assured Mr. Bates
that his last interview with him in Washington
was fresh in his memory, as each word of good
advice and encouragement he had then given
him, and that he could not express the pleasure
it gave of having it in his power now to do him-
self the honor of calling to see him.

The parting of Mr. Bates and Mr. Seward
was exceedingly touching, but the kind words
of each cannot be recalled. The eyes of both
were moistened, and the deep feelings with
which all four of these great statesmen were
affected will long be rememberedby those who
witnessed their farewellvisit to the revered and
honored patriot of Missouri.

Douglas Monument?Laying of the Corner
Stone?Address of the President.

The first course of the proceedings was the
briefbut appropriate addressof Mayor Rice.The Masonic Grand Master of Illinois, J. It.Gavin, appearedin front of the stand and de-
livered a short, touching, and eloquentaddress,
in which he paid a glowing tribute tothe mem-
ory of the departed and illustrious deceased,
both as a friend and as a Mason, and referred
to the fact that a statue will be placed on the
monument visible to the voyagers of this inland
sea as long as starlight and sunbeams love to
dance on its crested billows.

The Grand Chaplain then invoked divine
blessings upon the ceremonies, when the cere-
mony of laying the corner-stone took place ac-
cording to the Masonic ritual.

After blessing with corn, wine, and oil, the
stone was lowered into place, amid the firing of
guns and impressive dirges from the variousbands of music.

The Grand Master congratulated those as-
sembled on the fact that there was present no
less a personage than the President of the Uni-
ted States, with the distinguished head of the
departments,and who was, as he had heard andbelieved, a member of the Masonic fraternity.
This remark was applauded by the clapping of
hands.

Prayer was then deliveredby the Rev. W.
A. Milburn, oftheProtestantEpiscopal Church,
when the orator ofthe day, Major-GeneralDix,
addressed the assemblage; after which thePresident appearedat the front of the platform
and delivered the following briefaddress:

Fellow-Citizens :?I have traveled overeleven hundred miles after having been invited
to attend the ceremonies of laying the corner-
stone of the monument to be erected. I will
say, my friends, personally and politically, thatin accepting the invitation to be present on this
occasion it was for the purpose of leaving the
testimony ofmy high regard for a man who
perished in the public service, and one whom I
respected and loved. [Cheers.] I have no
eulogy to pronounce. That has been done bet-
ter than I could do it, and it will be handeddown and placed in the possession of all who
took any interest in the history and characterof
the distinguished individual who is now no
more. [Applause.] Some men may wear the
civic wreath which the nation weaves for thosewho serve their country in lofty positions, or
their names may be engraved upon the imper-
ishable records of national glory. This column
is reared to the memory of the legislator and
the representative man. A consciousness of
duty performed was his while living, and hisreward will be the inscription of his name high
on the Cenotaph erected by a grateful nation to
commemorate the services of those who lived
and toiled for their people and the union ofthe
States. [Immense applause.]

Fellow-citizens, I believe in my heart that if
we could communicatewith the dead and cause'
them toknow what was transpiring on carth? :
were it possible for Stephen A. Douglas to be
disturbed from his slumber, he would rise from
his grave, shake_ off the habiliments of the
tomb, and proclaim: "The Constitution and
the Union?they must be preserved." [Great
applause.]

At the conclusion ofthe President's remarks
a long address was deliveredby Secretary Se-
ward.

Mr. Jos. J. White, of Henrico county, Va., :
having been appointed a delegate to the mis-
called "Southern Loyalists' Convention" which
assembledin Philadelphia on the 3rd inst., has
written a letter indignantly repudiating the
whole concern, from which'thc following is an
extract:

"To those to whom I am known, it is need-
less for me to say anything on this subject; but
to others I would state that I utterly despise
the handful of disunionists at Alexandria, and
also the principles of that party (if principles
they have) therepresentatives of which con-
vened at Philadelphia to-day?parasites upon
the body-politic, generatedby the political un-
cleanliness ofthe present unworthy Congress,
who are now defiling the places once honored
by American statesmen.

"As for the members of the Radical party
who hail from my native State I have no lan-
guage to express my indignation. ' Ephraitn
is joined to his idols ; let him alone."
