OWNERS OF SPIRITS, TAKE NOTICE.

it forfeited if they do not have it inspected and
marked at the proper time. Tbey will be in-
terested in the following extract from the law
v .on this subject: "Every person (Section 43)
owning more than fifty gallons of spirits manu-
factured before Sept. Ist 1866, whether of For-
eign or Domestic manufacture, and intendedfor
sale?except such as in bonded warehouses?
must send a written notice to the Collector of
.the District in which such spirits are stored,
prior to November Ist 1860, to guage and prove
such spirits, who will, if satisfied that such
spirits were so manufactured, cause the Inspec-
tor to guage and prove the same and to mark
the casks or packages." Spirits pot so marked
will be forfeited.

Horrible Murder.

We publish below the particulars, kindly
furnished us by a friend, of the cold blooded
and horrible murder of John T. Eubank, of
this county, which occurred about the 13th of
September, in the State ofOhio, near the Ohio
river.

John T. Eubank, nephew of Col. R, Turk,
of this county, went to the Burning Spring Oil
Wells of Wirt, with a team belonging to his
brother R. P. Eubank and himself. He had
been doing well, and, as was believed, had made
money. Some time about the 13th ult., he was
employed by a man ofthe name of Bumgard-
ner to go with his team to some point in Ohio,
under the pretence of moving a family to the
wells. They passed down the Virginia side of
the Ohio to a point seven miles below Parkers-
burg and crossed into that State. 'Tis suppos-
ed that Bumgardner took advantage of his
victim in some way, as Eubank was an unusual-
ly stout and resolute man. Perhaps he attack-
ed him whileasleep. His body was found some
days after floating in the Ohio,without the head,
which, so far as now known, had not been re-
covered. The fact of his having been murder-
ed was made known in this wise : Capt. Elijah
Bateman of this county who had gone out with
a team about the timeEubank did, had a suit
with some one,and Eubank washis witness. He,
not being aware of Eubank's absence, applied
to his lawyer, a man by the name of Robinson,
to know the status of his law-case and was en-
quired of as to what witnesses he had. He
mentioned Eubank as one and took out a sub-
poena for him, and on enquiring where he was,
learned he had gone, as before stated, with
Bumgardner. Presently the body was found
and, on investigation, it was identified as Eu-
bank's, and it was further ascertained, that
Bumgardner had borrowed a skiff of a man of
the name of Hill, perhaps near the peint at
which they crossed theriver, under the pretence
of going out into the river to take a wash.?
Since that time Bumgardner and the team are
missing. The presumption ishe murderedEu-
bank for what money be had and his team. ?

He has been pursued and it is hoped and be-
lieved will be brought to condign punishment.
Capt. Bateman with others was in pursuit.?
He (B) first telegraphed to Capt. Peck of this
place the fact ofthe murder, and Mr. Robinson,
the lawyer mentioned, since wrote to Mr. R. P.
Eubank, the particulars above given. Mr. R.
P. Eubank left here this morning, (Tuesday),
for Parkersburg. Seldom have we had to re-
cord a more fiendish and cold blooded murder.

The deceased was the second son of Mrs. A-
manda Eubank?the only daughter of the late
Capt. Jas. Turk. He was a good soldier, a
member of the Churchville Cavalry, and, be-
sides his heart-strickenmother, has left an only
sister and two brothers, a numerous relationship
and many friends to mourn his sad fate. May
a merciful God soothe them in their unusual
sorrow, and an avenging God inflict on the vile
assassin a just retributionfor his crime.
