Recent Elections.

In spite of the tricks, evasions, stratagems,
chicanery and bare-faced rascality of the Radi-
cal officials, the City of Baltimore was carried
by the Conservatives. The elections were con-
ducted by the same Radical officers who actcfd
in the municipal election a month ago, but in
this last election those who were registered in
1866 were allowed to vote. Not only Baltimore,
but the State of Maryland, was, by the late e-
lection, ‘‘redecmed, regenerated andgdisenthral-
led” from the political bondage imposed by the
Radicals. ““There is life in the old land yet.”
Four Conservative Congressmen were elected
and one Radical.

The House of Delegates will contain fifty-nine
Conservatives and twenty-one Radicals, and the
Senate sixteen Conservatives and eight Radi-
cals.

The telegraph gives the result in other States

" briefly as follows: :

In Tlinois only three Democrats out of thir-
teen members are elected.

In New York thirteen or fourteen Democrats
are clected out of a Congressional representation
of thirty one.

One Demoerat out of nine is elected in Mis-
souri.

All the members from Michigan are Repub-
licans. :

One Demoerat out of five representatives e-
leeted in New Jersey.

One Democrat out of six representatives elect-
ed in Wisconsin.

General Frank Blair is elected to the Legis-
lature in Missouri. On the whole vote the Re-
publicans have probably gained two members of
Congress. :

The following States, showing twenty-nine
members, are yet to elect, viz: Connecticut,
California, Kentucky, New Hampshire, Rhode
Island and Tennessee.

Of these the Republicans will probably earry
the four districts in Connecticut, the three in
California, the three in New Hampshire, the
two in Rhode Island, and two of the nine in
Kentucky ; while of the eight in Tennessee no
proper estimate can be given.

Synod of Virginia.

The Syned of Virginia, on the evening of the
7th inst., assembled in Norfolk in anmual ses-
sion. The attendance of delegates and visitors
was large.

Rev. J. M. P. Atkinson, D. D., the Modera-
tor of the last Synod, preached the introductory
sermon, from Phillipians iii, 20—‘Our conver~
sation is in Heaven.”

At the close of the sermon the roll was called,
and about seventy-five ministers and twenty-five
elders were present.

The next business in order was the election of
officers.

Rev. Thomas E. Peck, of Union Theological
Seminary, Prince Edward, was elected modera-
tor, and took the chair.

Rev. T. W. Hooper, of Montgomery county,
and Rev. Charles White, of Clarke county, were
then elected clerks.

The Synod of Virginia consists of about 175
ministers and about 200 churches.

The Presbyteries which constitute the Synod
of Virginia are eight in number, and were all
represented in the meeting, viz: The Presby-
teries of Greenbrier, Lexington, Winchester,
Montgomery, West Hanover, East Hanover,
Roanoke and Potomac. Every ordained min-
ister is a member of the Synod whether he has
a charge or not, and every church is entitled to
lay representation of one elder.

Mexico and the United States.

The Richmond Dispatch says that the Hon.
L. D. Campbell, Minister to Mexico, and Gen.
Sherman, eommissioner appointed by the Presi-
dent to co-operate with Mr. Campbell in making
arrangements for the evacuation of Mexico by
the French troops, were to leave New York last
Saturday for the scene of their labors. Mr.
Edward Lee Plumb accompanies Mr. Campbell
as Secretary of Legation, and Gen. Sherman’s
chief of staff also forms one of the company.—
Mr. Campbell is a very prudent and clear-head-
ed man, and General Sherman has shown him-
self both wise and humaue in policy when called
to act in a civil capacity. The two gentlemen
will no doubt take such measures as will best
ensure peace and security in Mexico. We do
not believe that they will go simply to spy out
the land and see what may be done there to
promote the opulence and gratify the greed of
their countrymen. Both will have higher views.
But as sure as the Government of the United
States takes upon itself the duty of protecting
the Government of Mexico, and thus of oceupy-
ing that country, an amount of fraud, corrup-
tion, and roguery will be inaugurated there, the
like of which the world has rarely seen. The
Yankees will cheat the Mexicans out of every-
thing they possess in the world.

HMr, Jefferson Davis.

All the guards over Mr. Davis, in prison at
Fortress Monroe, have been removed, and the
severity of his confinement thus ameliorated.—
It is said he has expressed great gratification at
this action of the Government, and already con-
templates vacating Carroll Hall, and taking
up his residence with Mrs. Davis in the case-
mates assigned her shortly after her arrival
there. Some think that this order is prepara-
tory to a parole or release of Mr. Davis, but we
doubt it.

The Maryland Elections.

The result of last Tuesday's election in Mary-
land, says the Richmond Enquirer, is the joy of
the season.  Purticularly gratifying is the tri-
umph in Baltimore. After every effort that
official chicanery and violence could put forth,
and with success in every instance,—after first
excluding the great mass of the people from the
registry, and then appointing unscrupulous par-
tisan judges of election, to exclude registered
votes from the polls,—after having, through a
corrupt judge, cleared the track of all opposers
by thrusting into prison the rightful police au-
thorities, and secured their safe-keeping unti}
after the election, by a corrupt warden ; in short,
having gained the victory over Gov. Swann by
an audacity of official villainy such as was as-
tounding even in these audacious times;—the
Maryland Radicals went into the election, and
have been terribly beaten! Not merely beaten,
—they have been routed,—and routed almost
everywhere! The select few to whom in Balti-
more they confined the privilege of voting,
wearied out by the pestilent faction, have by a
decided majority given them their coup-de-grace.
Not one of their candidates in Baltimore was
elected, to anything. Better than the victory
is the glorious assurance which it gives of the
enfranchisement of Maryland, and of her great
and noble city. The Legislature will be anti-
Radical, it is alleged, by a two-thirds majority.
The infamous legislation intended to secure the
rule of the State to a pestilent handful of her
people, will now be swept away with promptest
despatch, and the bonds will be stricken from
her limbs forever ! Let every lover of liberty
congratulate the proud land of Carroll upon the
grand victory that has set her free !

There are other pleasing consequences of this
magnificent triumph. Strong in the confidence
that with their own creatures to rule and handle
the polls, a Radical trinmph was certain, the
zealots of that faction staked everything on suc-
cess in circumventing Gov. Swann’s efforts to
provide a pure election. They succeeded in
this, only to be terribly disappointed as to its
efficacy. They won the saddle but they after-
wards lost the horse, saddle and all. The day
of retribution has now come! The lawlessness
of these men will now be punished.

Already it is said that the Democrats . will
have the requisite majority in the Legislature
to take off the official head of Judge Bond for
his late outrage in imprisoning the Police Com-
missioners and Sheriff of Baltimore, and that it
will be among their first acts to do so. We
think we already see his head in the trash bas-
ket. His coadjutors and fellow-conspirators
may expect to be prosecuted for their crimes,
and may caleulate on receiving their rightfu]
share of the condign. They will all probably
know something for themselves of those charms
of prison life before they are materially older.

Conservatism of the Catholics.

The Richmond Z%¥mes says that ‘‘the recent
conservatism of the Catholic Irish, and the
warm sympathy manifested for the South by
the Pope. have largely increased the popularity
of the Catholics with the Southern people.

The conservative character of the Catholic
Church stands in grand and striking contrast
with some of the pseudo-religious denomina-
tions of the North. Catholicism is not what it
used to be. Itisnolonger politically aggres-
sive and intolerant. It no longer sows the seed
of fierce dissensions, nor is its career now mark-
ed anywhere by bloody persecution and relent-
less hate. Profiting by the wisdom and expe
rience of its past history, the Church of Rome,
even where it enjoys supremacy as the establish-
ed religion, no longer seems to desire the union
of Church and State. We accord to it but the

meed of justice when we say that its influence;

in this country has been to pour oil upon the
stormy waters of civil and political strife. Its
ministers have never from their pulpits forgot-
ten their high and holy office, nor have they
kindled in the house of God thosc fires of sec-
tional hate which swept the land with fratrici-
dal war. They do not now stir up the unsub-
sided passions of men and hound them on to
new deeds of inhumanity., Adversity reforms
and purifies churches as well as men, and the
Catholic Church may have been induced to fol-
low the virtues which now characterize it by its
knowledge of the penalty which, inits own case,
followed swiftly and remorselessly the departure
from the line of religious rectitude.”’

What game the Radicals propose to play with
the peace and prosperity of the couniry, says
the Richmond Enquirer, now that they have
established their sway for another Congression-
al term, we shall see soon enough. There is
only one solace for the South: Southern op-
pression is national weakness. Southern unrest
is general financial disorder. Southern prostra-
tion is general disturbance and distress. And
all the resolutions and pledges and oaths, to pay
the public debt, will not avail to establish the
public credit, so long-as ten States are denied
recognition, and their people neither entertain-
ed as friends nor dismissed in amity as stran-
gers, but held as enemies, and diligently inform-
cd that they are so regarded.. The people of
the North will yet see, that such a course so far
from being statesmanlike, is the quintessence of
folly. Meantime nothing remains for the South-
crn people but to attend quietly to their mate-
rial development. Politicaily we need not trou-
ble ourselves with speculations, or plans, or pro-
phecies. Eminently applicable to. our case is
the universal truth that sufficient unto the day
is the evil thereof’; as is also the maxim that
“the duty of life consists in doing the duty that
lies next to us.””  We need not now look beyond
the present day and the present duty.

The result of the elections in Delaware and
Maryland settles the defeat of the Constitution-
al Amendment. The oppressive measures em-
braced in that instrument will, therefore, if put
in foree, rest on no higher authority than the
arbitrary will, irregularly expressed, of an intol-
crant faction, dominant for the time.

The National Intelligencer, of Tuesday, has
the following: The long-prophesied withdraw-
al of Maximilian' from the imperial honors to
which he was seduced by the Emperor of the
French, has at last taken place. We publish
elsewhere the intelligence, which we have rea-
son to believe authentic, of his departure from
the City of Mexico, and of his expected arri-
val at Vera Cruz. By this time the Austrian
steamer dispatched for his accommodation has
received him on hoard, and the late wearer of
a crown that rested solely on French bayonets
has left the unfriendly shore, to which he was
never really invited, and where his presence
was regarded as a standing menace to Demo-
cratic institutions. © For Maximilian, the Aus-
trian Prince, the American people have naught
but good will; for the husband of the unfortunate
Carlotta, the kindest sympathy ; but for Maxi-
milian,. the Mexican Emperor, it was impos-
sible that they should have anything but aver-
sion and hostile wishes. May prospering gales
waft him safe home to the greetings of his an-
cestral friends, and to the embraces of a wife
happily restored to her right mind !

Death of the Odious Amendment.
The elections in Maryland and Delaware have
settled the question beyond peradventure, that
the proposed constitutional amendment will not
be adopted by three-fourths of the States—the
number required by the Constitution.

. Maryland, Delaware, and Kentucky added
to the excluded States make thirteen opposed
to the adoption of the amendment. As there
are thirty-six States, ten States voting against
the adoption of the amendment are sufficient to
defeat it. 'With the three States above mien-
tiqned there are thirteen States which will vote

against the amendment.

A writer in the New York Sun gives some
statistics of how the city is fed, which are very
interesting. He estimates that there are 5,525,-
000 pounds of beef, 112,500 of mutton, 72,000 of
veal, and 2,400,000 of pork purchased in Wash-
ington Market every week, costing an aggregate
of $1, 257, 335. In March and April the con-
sumption is less, owing to the abundant supply
of fish, also in very hot weather. He also esti-
mates that there are 250,000 pints of milk used
daily by the inhabitants of that city, 62,500
pounds of butter, and 143,000 ounces of cheese.
The grand total paid for meat, milk, butter and
cheese is $221,584.

Massachusetts, says the Richmond ZVmes,
emerged from the smoke and dust of the contest
on Tuesday, covered with glory. She elected
two negroes to the Legislature and sent Butler
to Congress. The two men with black skins
she keeps in her own halls of Legislation, while
the man with the black heart is sent to Con-
gress. Doubtless the negroes will toast the sue-
cess of Butler in the words of the North Caro-
lina negro, who culogized Greeley: ‘‘Here’s to
Massa Butler! If de Lord hab cussed him
with a white face, he hab also blest him with a
mitety black heart !”’ !

It is understood that the forthcoming mes-
sage of the President of the United States to
Congress will be all in favor 6f peace at home
and abroad, and hence all opposed to war or
warlike drifts.

The Bureau of Statistics, having just com-
pleted the census of the District, reports the
population of Washington at this time to be
102,612; population of Georgetown 14,633;
population ofthecounty 5,623—total population
of the District 122,867, and total number of
houses 19,022, over six persons to each house.

From South America we learn that there was
a great battle at Curuguaty, Paraguay, on the
22d ult. The gun-boats engaged the fort there,
and the allied columns, against showers of grape
and musketry, nobly took the first line, but
failed to take the second, and retired with a
loss of mearly 5,000 men. Several gun-boats
were disabled in the fight. Flores had gone to
Montevideo, with the rest of the army, There
was the greatest excitement, and operations
were suspended for the present.

The Richmond Framiner says :—*‘In Ame-
rica it would, even within the last ten years,
have been regarded as disgraceful to permit a
minority of the citizens to tyrannise over a ma-
jority. We have passed far beyond that point.
This is not only done, but means are resorted
to for its accomplishment which in ordinary
times would consign to infamy those who would
attempt them.”

The infamous Sanford Conover, alias Chas.
A. Dunham, who was the principal agent em-
ployed to hunt up and suborn witnesses who
would be willing to testify to the complicity of
Mr. Davis in the assassination of Mr. Lincoln,
was arrested at New York, by order of the Gov-
ernment, and carried a prisoner to Washington.

Message of Governor Jenkins, of Georgia.

The message of Governor Jenkins, of Georgia,
has been sent in to the Legislature of that State.
The Governor analyses the Constitutional
Amendment, which he declares cqually novel
and unjust, unconstitutional, null and void, and
adds:

It is said, however, that unless this concession
be made, the excluded States will be kept out
of the halls of Congress indefinitely. Werethe
amendment presented with such a menace dis-
tinctly expressed, a higher motive, if possible,
th;m any hitherto suggested would prompt its
rejection.

At the termination of hostilities, it was right
and Yroper that the previously resisting States
should, in the most unequivocal and formal
manner, abandon such resistance—should re-
scind all they had done in antagonism to, and
do whatever was necessary and proper to place
themselves in constitutional relation with that
Government, Al this, we believe, Georgia has
done. Beyond this, in acting upon any propos-
ed change in the fundamental law, even in this
criticaljuncture, my advice is, that her legislators
act with the same intelligent judgment and the
same unflinching firmness that. they would have
exercised in the past, or would exercise in the
future, whenin full connection and unambiguous
position. Any other rule of action may invelve
sacrifices of interest and of principle which mag-
nanimity would not exact and self-respect could
not make.”’

Sray Law Vero ixv Mississrepr.—Gover-
nor Humphries, of Mississippi,- in his recent
message vetoing the stay law passed by the
State Legislature, takes the ground that the act
is in violation of the State and Federal Consti-
tutions, which are claimed to be emphatic on
the point that no law shall be passed impairing
the obligation of a contract. In the act in ques-
tion a stay is given to the debtor for the pay-
ment of the debt extending over a period of four
years, and the Governor argues that if this pow-
er thus to stay exeention exists in the Legisla-
ture, he can see no limitation to its exercise ex-
cept in legislative diseretion. If it be compe-
tent to stay execution during a period of four
years, it is difficult to perceive what there is to
prevent an indefinite extension. The Legisla-
ture postponed the consideration of the veto
message till January next.

Tone CENTRAL RoADp.—From the report just
published of the President of the Central Rail-
road for the fiscal year, which closed on Sep-
tember 30th, 1866, we learn that the gross re-
ceipts of the road during that period were $487-
449.10, and that its expenditures were $627,
650.15.  Of this outlay, $260,337 is called ex-
traordinary—i. e., necessitated by the destrue-
tion and damage inflicted by the war. A part
from this, the earnings would exceed the dis-
bursements $120,136.

Eight per cent, coupon bonds, to the extent
of $300,000, have been issued, of which $33,-
000 have been sold, leaving to meet emergencies
the sum of $267,000.

The New York World says that the Repub-
lican candidate for Governor owes his election
to the Fenian vote of the interior counties,
where the Radical representations could not be
met and exposed. It adds:

They
avail themselves of this fact to give weight to
the statements and appeals with which they vex
the car of the Northern people, imploring them
to persecute and destroy the people who have
permitted these wretches to live as their neigh-
bors. 'They issue an address giving their united
authority to the grossest falsehoods about the
feslings and purEoscs of their neighbors. They
then disperse themselves over the Northern
States to deliver in person (to such as will con-
descend to hear them) these base calumnies.—
When we recall the humane and tender for-
bearance with which these degraded men have
been treated by the people against whom they
airange these nefarious plans, we doubt if the
history of the world ean furnish a parallel for
this exhibition of mean vice. Few, or none of
these people fought the Confederates when the
Confederates had an armed organization. Their
passionate ardor for the Union was then gather-
mg its heat—their venomous hate for Confede-
rates was then in its winter torpor of neutrality.
When the Northern soldier stood in the deadly
breach and offered his life for the Union, these
men got behind the door and whistled. For
theixﬁives, during these four years, they ecould
not tell which was in the right. Henee they
did nothing except to be hospitable and polite
to either set that was about them, and to get all
the loose money that either set afloat. But as
soon as permanent victory settles upon the
Northern standard, these cravens become more

vindictive than the men whose bloed was stirred |-

by the armed strife. The neutral loyalist trav-
els North to stir the vengeance of the people,
and to counteract the appeals for peace in which
numerous soldiers of the Federal army have
participated.

No patriotic citizen can consent to hold in-
tercourse' with them as equals or to treat them
save as outlaws from all honorable and virtuous
society. Universal contempt will be the just
result of their base conduct. Andrew Johnson
stands the only constitutional barrier between

.us and the party in Congress who would confis-

cate our property and destroy our lives, as well
as the liberties of our whole country. Those
Southern mountebanks who are traversing the
North for the purpose of exciting the worst
gassmns of its people against the people of the
Southern States are openly urging the impeach-
ment of Andrew Johnson.

Wendell Phillips has avowed that the policy
of the Radicals in reorganizing Southern society
cannot be accomplished as :iong as Andrew
Johnson is allowed to exercise the Executive
functions. - He avows it to be the imperative
duty of Congress to resort to impeachment pro-
ceedings in order to be free from this incum-
brance. Here is revolution openly threatened,
perhaps to be boldly attempted before next
spring.

Manassas Gap R. R.—At the annual meet-
ing of the Stockholders in Alexandria on the
8th inst., the Gazette states that resolutions

were passed empowering the President and
directors of the Company to megotiate for a
transfer of its property and franchises to the
Bondholders or to the Orange and Alexandria
Railroad Company, in order that the road may
be speedily completed to Harrisonburg. In case
of the failure to effect such negotiations with
either the Bondholders or the. Orange and
Alexandria Railroad Company, then the di-
rectory are authorized to sell such property,
rolling stock, &e., as isnot absolutely necessary,
and to remove the rails from one part of the
road to another, for the purpose of constructing
the road to such point as may be deemed best.
Any negotiations looking to a transfer of the
rights and franchises of the Company that may
be entered into by the Board of Directors, will,
of course, be but preliminary, as the subject
will have to go before the Legislature for final
action, the State being largely interested in the
work, and the action of that body being neces-
sary to make valid such transfer.

Mexico—MaxniLiaN.—The news of the
departure of Maximilian for the capital, is con-
firmed. He left, professedly for Orizaba, in

order to be near Vera Cruz upon the arrival of
the steamer Adonis, with later intelligence from
the Empress. Before leaving, he appointed
Marshal Bazaine temporary regent, and gave
orders to his ministers to confer with him upon
public matters. The appointment and orders
were informal and oral, the Emperor declining
to issue a proclamation or to make the appoint-
ment in writing, lest it should be construed into
an abdication—an act which he says he does
not contemplate. The Emperor treated his
ministers and the Ayuntamiento, or City Couneil,
very cavalierly, not consulting with either body
upon so important a subject, and merely sending
his ministers a verbal message of his intended
departure. - Upon learning the appointment of
Marshal Bazaine as regent, the entire ministry
at once returned their “portfolios, as they are
personally hostile to him.
not yet accepted their resignation, but holds
them in abeyance for the present. As soon as
successors can be decided upon the present
ministry will be at once relieved.

GOVERNOR PERRY ON THE CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENT.—A telegram from Charleston an-
nounces that the ex-Provisional Governor of

South Carolina publishes a long letter address-
ed to Charles W. Woodward, of Philadelphia,
in reply to a letter from that gentleman, urging
South Carolina to ratify the Constitutional
Amendment. - Governor Perry takes the ground
that the Southern States may be ruined, but
cannot be dishonored and disgraced except by
their own acts. He expresses the convietion
that the Amendment can never gain the assent
of three-fourths of the States. He reviews sec-
tions of the Amendment seriatim, and gives his
views against each at some length. He closes
his letter in these words:

“‘Let me conclude by assuring you that as
feeble as South Carolina may be, and as power-
less as you say she is to protect herself, she is
nevertheless able to maintain amid all her op-
pressions her honor unsullied, and will never
voluntarily aceept her own degradation.”’

Fricar or MAXIMILIAN CoNrFiRMED.—The
following letter confirms the intelligence in the
one to Minister Romero : :

CoxsurATE oF THE U. S. oF AMERICA, )

; VErA Cruz, October 25th. 1866. )
Sir—I have the honor to inform you that Maxi-
milian left the city of Mexico on Monday, the
22d instant, en route for Orizava.

This day a conducta, containing $2,500,000
in hard silver, arrived here from the City of
Mexico.

There are now some 1,000 troops of the
French expedition in this city. I am informed
that some 2,600 more are located on the road
between Orizava and this city.

What we have
to do now is to secure the objects for which we
fought. We fought to restore the Union; let
us now restore it.”’ He frequently expressed his
surprise and indignation that the Southern
States were deprived of the right of representa-
tion so long after the termination of the war.—

Revesve Liaeinities oF TArmors.—It is
decided that under the act of June 20, 1864, as
amended by the act of July 13, 1366, the tax on
clothing, &e., is about two per cent. ad valorem,
and a tailor exclusively engaged in manufactur-
ing to order, as custom work, whose work, ex-
clusive of material, does not exeeed- one thou-
sand dollars per annum, is exempt from duty.

When the work exceeds in value annually
one thousaud dollars, the party manufacturing
to order as above can have no claim to the ex-
emption under section ninety-four, but is liable
to a tax of two per cent. ad valorem-on the en-
tire amount of his manufactures, unless he may
be entitled to the exemption under the provi-
sions of section ninety-three of said aect.

The tax on clothing is in all cases on the en-
tire value of the same, including material, la-
bor and profits, and not on the increased value
given to the materials by making, or, in other
words, on labor alone. This is the case when a
tailor makes clothing from materials furnished
him by his customer, as well as when he fur-
nishes the materials himself. In this case he
Lias the right to charge the tax to the customer
furnishing the material.
