LECTURE ON EDUCATION.
On Monday night, the 10th inst, Mr. Pike

Powers repeated his excellent lecture upon edu-
cation before the Staunton Lyceum. On this oc-
casion we had the pleasure of hearing it, and re-
gret that more than were present were not simi-
larly favored. Every pupil in each of the many
good schools in this place should have been pres-
ent. The views of the lecturer were sensible and
correct, and were expressed in excellent style?a
happy combination of the strong, simple and or-
nate. It combined the strength of the oak, with
the attractive ornament ofthe flowering vine that
mantles it with beauty. He stated, what is espe-
cially true in Virginia, that thevocation of teach-
ing had been elevated from the degradation
which formerly attached to it to the highest re-
spectability, and that it had now become to be
one of thepowers of thc land. Thus perpetrating,
unintentionally, a very good pun, as the lecturer
is a teacher and his name is Powers.

FREE SCHOOLS IN STAUNTON.
In this place there are two schools for colored

pupils and one free school for white pupils, con-
ducted by northern teachers?tlie former by Mrs.
Dunn, Miss Gillespie, Miss Gilmore and Mr. Pi-
per, and the latter by Miss Ellen Levett. Mrs.
Dunn and Mr. Pipor are from Maine, Miss Gil-
lespie and Miss Levettfrom New Hampshire, and
Miss Gilmore from Massachusetts. Mrs. Dunn
has been here ever since the establishment of col-
ored schools in this place. The colored schools
contain 360 pupils, in which are embraced both
sexes and nearly all ages from sto 60 years. The
average attendance last month was 230. The free
school for white pupils contains about 45, the av-
erage attendance being 35. The funds for sup-
porting these schools are supplied by a Religious
Association in the Northern States, and they are
under the supervision of Rev. N. C. Brackett,
who has general supervision of all such schools in
the ValJey from Harper's Ferry to Lexington.?
We understand that some of the colored pupils
are progressing in their studies remarkably well.
The teachers of these schools have given no cause
?of complaint to our citizens, and have, so far as
?we are informed, conducted themselves with pro-
priety.

STAUNTON A CITY.
We have called Staunton a city on former oc-

casions, and some of our jealous cotemporaries,
of the villages of Harrisonburg, Lexington and
even little Charlottesville, have exhibited a dis-
position to ridicule the assertion ; but now, that
we are prepared to make the positive announce-
ment that we have had a pick-pocket in our
midst?yes, a genuine, tall-beaver-hat-pick-pock-
et, and none ofyour ordinary money thieves or
common jail-birds?we suppose these small vil-
lages will get rid of their diminutive ideas about
our city.

The
mjxt morning Mr. Trout left Staunton for Phila-
delphia, and, on arriving there, put up at one
of In the evening, while Mr. T. was
at supper, a gentleman (judging from outside ap-
pearance) walked into tho officeofthe hotel and
registered his name M. W. Price, and, on look-
ing over the register, remarked to the clerk?

"I see here the name of my old friend Phil
Trout, from Staunton. Can't you give me a bed
in the same room?"

The clerk, suspecting nothing wrong, handed
him the key to the desired-room, and he retired.
After supper Mr. Trout applied to the clerk for
the key to his room, and was informed that a
friend of his had been assigned to the same room,
and onreferring to the name on the register, it
was not recognized by Mr. Trout, whereupon he
proceeded immediately to his room and found
a man snugly enscon, _d in one of the beds, cov-
ered up, head and heels, and seemingly as sound
asleep as one of the seven sleepers. All efforts to
arouse or recognize him were fruitless. Mr. T.,
not fancying the appearance of things, procured
another room?the adjoining one?and sent a ser-
vant to remove his baggage. On the servant's
leaving theroom with the baggage, the sleeper
awoke to his interest and inquired?"What are
you going to do with t{iat baggage?" The ser-
vant gave him an evasive reply, and removed
the baggage to the next room. Mr. Trout retired,
and very early next morning, hearing his friend
getting up, concluded to get up and find out who
he was, and all about him. Both coming out of
their rooms about the same time they met in the
hall, and Mr. T. accosted the beaver-hat gent,
telling him that he understood he claimed to be
a friend, and wished to see him. The light-fin-
gered individual refused to recognize his adopted

friend, and seemed anxious to evade an investi-
gation of the matter, and while being insisted
upon to go before the clerk and clear-up the af-
fair, a detective stepped out of an adjacent room
and arrested him, remarking at the same time?
"You are the man I've been looking after for
several weeks."

Foreign Newsby the Atlantic Cable.
London, December 11. ?A quantity of arms

intended for the use ofthe Fenians and all the
fittings ofa gunsmith shop, were seized to-day
at Cardiff, while on their way to Ireland.

The steamer Bolivar has been seized in the
Medway, on suspicion of her being a Fenian
cruiser. A large quantity ofarms and ammu-
nition and thirty tons of gunpowder were found
on board.

Rome, December 11.?The man who gave
information which led to the arrest of Surratt,
is a French Canadian named St. Marie. He
was formerly a Union soldier and, also, served
in the Papal Zouaves. He and Surratt were
in love with the same lady in Washington, and
St. Marie betrayed Surratt through jealousy.?
He says thatSurratt told him that Mr. Lin-
coln's assassination was a preconcerted plot,
which he carried direct from Mr. Davis's cabi-
net at Richmond.

London, December 12. ?The "Globe"' has
received from a reliable source, information of
an important nature in relation to the collapse
of the Mexican Empire. It is informed that
there is not only a perfect understanding be-
tween the cabinets of Paris and Washington,
but, also, that formal communications between
the two governments have takenplace, thebasis
ofthe arrangement being that the United States
may do what they like with Mexico, subject to
the conditions:

Ist. That certain tracts of land in a healthy
part of Mexico shall be left open for French
colonization.

2d. That the arrangements which France
made for the payment of the Mexican bond-
holders shall not be distubed.

It is also stated that this arrangement was
concluded without the knowledge of Maximi-lian, and that when he was apprised of it he
manifested indignation and resolved at once to
abdicateand quit the country, leaving the French
to treat for the withdrawal of their troops
cither with Juarez or the protectorate of theUnited States. On arriving at Vera Cruz
Maximilian wrote a letter to Bazaine, insulting
to him personally and the reverse of compli-
mentary to Napoleon.

London, December 12?Noon. ?A strict
guard has been placed over the steamer Bolivar,

-"which was seized in the Medway on suspicion
of beiug a Fenian cruiser. No access to the
shore is permitted to those onboard, The cap-
tain and mate of the vessel, who do not join
the crew, say that the vessel was for the Gov-
ernment of Columbia.The Fenian troubles in Irelandai-increasing.
Anotherregiment of artillery has been ordered,
and will soon proceed to Ireland.

Rome December 12.?The French Minister,
Count Monte Bcllo, has informed the Pope,
that if he withdrawsfrom Rome, the Freuch
troops will thereafter give him no support.

London, December 13?Noon.?A most ap-
palling explosion has occurred in the colliery at'
Barnsley, in the countyof York. The loss of
life was frightful. The bodies of over 300 dead
have already been taken from the mine, and
man}' others are yet unaccounted for.

London, December 13?P. M.?A second
explosion took place in the same colliery at
Barnsley while a large number of miners were
trying to rescue the survivors of the former
disaster, and thirty more lives were last. An-
other explosion has occurred iv a colliery at
Stafford, attended with great loss oflife.

London, December 13. ?Dispatches from
the East report that a rupture of relations be-
tween Turkey and Greece is imminent.

Liverpool, December 13.?Several addition-
al arrests of Fenian sympathizers in Ireland
have been announced. The Government is on
the track ofthe Fenian organization reported
to exist at Hull.

Paris, December 13. ?The reorganization of
the army of France is to be proceeded with
immediately.

Rome,December 14.?The anticipated trouble
in this city, consequent upon the withdrawal
of the French troops, has not occurred. The
city is tranquil. The idea that the Pope has
any intention of leaving the Holy City is uni-
versally abandoned.
