JEFFERSON EINNEY, DECEASED.
Died, at his residence near Staunton, on the

21st day of December, 1866, after a long and use-
ful life, JeffersoxKinney, aged 61 years, 8
months, and 17 days, leaving a disconsolate wife,
and numerous descendants to mourn their great
loss.

The subject of this notice was no ordinary man.
and few in this community, where be was born
and died, have rendered to it such important,
faithful, and long continued services; modest,
retiring and unobtrusive, he never claimed pro-
motion as a right, yet such was his fidelity, his
ability, and zeal in the performance of all duties
devolved upon him, that, from an early period of
his life, he was placed by his fellow-citizens in
the most responsible and arduous positions, where
he always acquitted himself with credit. From
about the year 1820, he was engaged as deputy
clerk in the County Court of Augusta, where he
performed the heavy and responsible duties of
that office in so satisfactory a manner, that in
June, 1831, he was appointed by the Justices,
Clerk of that Court, and held the office under
their appointment until the new Constitution of
Virginia.went into operation, when, in 1852, he
was again elected by the people, and held the of-
fice till the Ist of July, 1858. During his tenure,
the onerous and important duties of the Clerk-
ship were performed in the most exemplary and
able manner.

In the meantime, being then a resident of
Staunton, the people of that town called him five
times to the office of their Mayor, in which ca-
pacity he served themfaithfully duringthe years
1839, 1842, 1848, 1849 and 1850.

For many years he was a director in the Va.
Central Railroad Company, and also a director
in the Valley Bank at Staunton.

He was a man of great public spirit, and when-
ever the question was to promote the interests of
his beloved State or county, ho was always found
a zealous and efficient co-operator.

Mr. Kinney's friendships were warm, unwa-
vering and true; his companionship genial, in-
telligent and very pleasant; his principles patri-
otic, honest and unbending.

His private and social virtues were as pure and
spotless as his public career was upright and wor-
thy of emulation.

For someyears past tho state of his health had
been feeble and declining, and his friends had
watched with anxious solicitude the approach of
that sad result which has now deprived them of
his presence among them. At last it came sud-
denly, and without a struggle or a groan he died
as peacefully as a weary child would go to rest.

His remains were committed to thesilent tomb
on Sunday, the 23rd of December, followed by a
large concourse of sympathizing friends and
neighbors.

May be rest in peace, and in that better coun-
try to which he has gone may he reap the rich
reward of his well spent life.

We have received a copy of this Book from the

publishers, J. B. Lippincott& Co., Philadelphia.
It is written by an Alabama lady, "A. M. C,"
who says in the preface that it was written during
the late war, and being strongly tinged with the
feelings of the period she hesitated to present it
to the public without some alteration, but a sec-
ond sober-thought prevented.

In the language of the Examiner, "we are glad
that it did, for there is not an utterance in it she
ought to retract or modify. Without spoiling the
pleasure of those who will read it by giving an
account of the plot, we will say that the scene is
laid in Virginia, Cameron Hall being the home
of an old family from which it takes its name,
and after introducing us to all thepeaceful scenes
of plenty and comfort and happiness, such as
could be found in many a like place in the South
before the war. we are gradually led into the dis-
cussions which took place, and the events which
preceded the clash of arms and then through all
the terrors of the bloody conflict. The ladies of
Cameron Hall have brothers and lovers in the
Confederate army, and their distress and anxiety
is increased by the knowledge that one of the
family is a traitor tohis home and his State. The
scenes depicted are, alas! too fresh in the recol-
lection of all of us not to be recognized as truth-
ful.

The battle, the hospital, the wounded gently
tended by the ladies; the sacking and burning of
private, property ; the searching of private apart-
ments and reading of letters by Federal soldiers;
the tenderness and fortitude of the women ; the
devotion of some of the slaves and the desertion
of others; the administering of "the oath"' by
Federal officers; the stern refusal of some, and
the vacillation and weakness and yielding of oth-
ers, all of these are told with a fidelity which is
very creditable to the writer, and shows that her
feelings, strong as they are for the homes of her-
self and her people, did not lead her away from
the truthful pictures of life as exhibited in all the
scenes and characters portrayed.

We sincerely hope the success of this wr ork will
be equal to its high degree of merit."

Henry Ward Beecher spoke wisely when he
advised all men to seek life assurance.

"It is every man's duty to provide for his fam-
ily. That provision must include its future con-
tingent condition. That provision, in so far as it
is material, men ordinarily seek tosecure by their
own accumulations and investments. But all
these are uncertain. The manthat is rich to-day,
by causes beyond his reach is poor to-morrow.?
A war in China, a revolution in Europe, a rebel-
lion in America, overrule ten thousand fortunes
in every commercial community.

"But in life assurance there arc )f,o risks or con-
tingencies. Other investments may fail. A house
may burn down. Banks may break and their
stocks may be worthless. Bonds and mortgages
may be seized for debt, and all property or evi-
dences of property may fall into the bottomless
gulf of bankruptcy.

Aim of theRadical Party.
The negro is our labor. If the fanatics will

only cease their baleful interference, capital
and labor in the South will regulate its relations,
as in every other country. The former master
feels an interest in his former slave and depend-
ent?the recent slave cannot but help looking
up to his former owner, who for many years
past treated him in the great majority of cases
with kindness, and furnished him with all that
most men labor for, his food and his clothes.
The negroes, if left to themselves, have no un-
kind feelings to the whites, and by mutual de-
pendency, the most friendly relationscould soon
be established on a permanent footing, andtheir
sentimentswould soon be in unison and sympa-
thy with our own.

It is this that the Radicals fear. They do not
wish any union between the whites and blacks
of the South.

One would naturally infer from their course
and their speeches, that were a negro insurrec-
tion to spring up in the Southern States they
would not only rejoice, but if in their power
aid it. In Virginia no such out-break could
ever occur; in the first place, because of the

Shooting at Jackson'sKiver Depot.
A correspondentof the Richmond Dispatch

gives the following account of a difficulty which
occurred at Jackson's River Depot, on Wednes-
day, the 26th ofDecember:

"A personal difficulty occurred on that day
between Mr. William Agan, or Eagan, and a
_Mr. Scott, at the dinner-table of Mr. Coghill,
who keeps the hotelat Jackson's River Depot,
the present terminus ofthe Central railroad.?
Mr. Coghill interferred to end the disturbance,
or, at least, to transfer it to out-doors. His ef
forts only transferred the ire ofMr. Eagan from
Scott to himself; and some short time after-
wards Eagan deliberately shot at Coghill, and
missed him. The pistol was taken from him
but was passed again to him by a gentleman in-
to whose hands it was placed for safety. Eagan
then fired at Coghill's brother, I understand,
two shots, neither of which touched the person
aimed at; but one of them took effect up the
arm of Mr. William Fudge, the ball passing
through the fleshy part of the arm between the
shoulder and elbow; and the other took off
three fingers from the glove of Mr. Robert Dix-
on, of Callahan's. Mr. Dixon was conversing
with a gentleman near the scene, and was hold-
ing his glove in his hand when the shot was
tired. It may be imagined how much the by-
standers were imperilled by these impromptu
hostilities. The principals wererecognized for
their appearance before thg pounty court." ?
