The Question.

The passage of the military bill does not star-
tle our people so much as the fact that Hon.
Reverdy Johnson, Senator of Maryland, the
able constitutional lawyer, voted for it. How
could he do it, under the obligations ofhis oath
to support the Constitution of the United
States? -This is the question which is now per-
plexing the minds of our people, and to which
they would like to have an answer. Will that
Senator farnish it?

Be ye not Cast Down.

In the present adverse circumstances, we
would counsel our people to practice the virtues
of firmness, patience and fortitude—not to re-
pine, but to exhibit a heroic manliness, to en-
dure with fortitude what they cannot prevent,
and to use increased industry and energy in the
labors of their respective vocations in life. Vi-
olent storms soon expend their force. Action
and re-action are equal, and re-action may take
place sooner than we anticipate.

Hope on, hope ever.
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Passage of the bill for the Government of
the Southern States.

On Wednesday, the 13th inst., the military
bill offered by Thad. Stevens, and which we
published last week, passed the House of Rep-
resentatives by a vote of 109 to 55. In the
Senate on Saturday, the 16th, Mr. Sherman
offered a substitute for Stevens’ military bill,
which was adopted by 2 vote of 32 to 3—Messrs.
Buckalew, Davis and Saulsbury voting in the
negative. Mr. Doolittle moved an additional
section that no sentence of death under this act
shall be carried into execution without the ap-
proval of the President. Adopted—yeas 21,
nays 16. The bill as thus amended, passed the
Senate by a vote of 29 to 10.

On Monday, the 18th, the House refused to
concur in the amendments of the Senate and
asked a committee of conference. On Tuesday,
the 19th, the Senate insisted on its amendments
and refused to appoint a committee of confer-
ence. On the same day the House voted
against agreeing to the amendments of the Sen-
ate by a vote of 98 nays to 73 yeas, and then
the motion for a committee of conference was
agreed to without a division. DMessrs. Stevens,
Shellabarger and Blaine being appointed the
committee of conference on the part of the
House.

On Wednesday, the 20th, Mr. Wilson moved
to concur with the Senate amendment with the
addition of a proviso to fifth section. [Seé
proviso at the end of fifth section of the bill as
adopted.] DMr. Shellabarger moved an amend-
ment to the amendment to come in as a new
section. [See scetion sixth of the bill as adopt-
ed.] Mr. Shellabarger’s amendment was adopt-
ed by a vote of 98 to 70.

The question then recurred on agreeing to
Mr. Wilson's motion—to concur with the Sen-
ate amendment, with the amendment offered
by Mr. Wilson, as that was amended on the
motion of Mr. Shellabarger.

The vote was taken by yeas and nays, and re
sulted—yeas 125, nays 46—a strict party vote.

So the Senate amendment, as thus modified,
was agreed to, and the bill was (at quarter-past
one) sent back to the Senate.

The bill as thus amended was sent to the
Senate, where, after some discussion, and the
defeat of several proposed amendments, it was
adopted, as amended in the House, by the vote
of 35 to 7.

The following is the bill as passed by both
Houses of Congress:

COPY OF THE BILL.

WHEREAS, no legal State governments or
adequate protection for life or property now
exist in the rebel States of Virginia, North
Carolina, South Caroliua, Georgia, Mississippi,
Alabama, L«)ulsluna_, Florida, Texas and Arkan-
sas; and, whereas, it is necessary that peace
and good order should be enforced in said States
until loyal and republican State governments
can be legally established ; therefore,

Be it enacted, de., That said rebel States
shall be divided into military districts and made
subject to the military authority of the United
States, as hereinafter preseribed ; and for that
purpose Virginia shall constitute the first Qis-
trict, North Carolina and South Carolina the
second district, Georgia, Alabama and Florida
the third district, Mississippi and Arkansas the
fourth district, and Louisiana and Texas the
fifth distriet.

Sec. 2. That it shall be the duty of the
President to assigo to the command of each of
said dlstl‘l(t}? an officer of the army not below
the rank of.u_rxgadx::r-;_fcxmrul, and to detail a
sufficient military force to enable such officer to
perform his duties and enforce his authority
within the district to which he is assigned.

SEC. 3. That it shail be the duty of each
officer assigned as aforesaid to protect all per-
sons in their rights of person and property, to
suppress insurrection, disorder and violence,
and to punish or cause to be punished all dis-
turbers of the public peace and eriminals, and
to‘ this end he may aliow local civil tribunals to
take jurisdiction of and try offenders, or, when
in his judgment it may be necessary for the
trial of offenders, he shall have power to orga-
nize military commissions or tribunals for that
purpose ; and all interference under color of
State authority with the exercise of military au-
thority undc;r this act shall be null and void.

Skc. 4. That all persons put under military
arrest by virtue of this act shall be tried without
unnecessary delay, and no cruel or unusual
punishment shall be inflicted ; and no sentence
of' any military commission or tribunal hereby
authorized, affecting the life or liberty of any
person, shall be executed until it 1s approved
by the officer in command of the district; and
the laws and regulations for the government of
the army shall not be affected by this act, ex-
cept in so far as they may conflict with its pro-
visions : no sentence of death

Provided, That
under the provisions of this act shall be carried
into effect without the approval of the Presi-
dent. :
SEC. 5. That when the people of any one of
the said rebel States shall have formed a con-
stitution of government in conformity with the
Constitution of the United Statesin all respects
framed by a convention of delegates elected by
the male citizens of said State twenty-one years
old and upward, of whatever race, color, or pre-
vious condition, who have been resident in said
State for one year previous to the day of such
election, except such as may be disfranchised
for participation in the rebellion, or for felony
at common law; and
shall provide that the elective franchise shall be
enjoyed by all such persons as have the qualifi-

when such constitution |

cations herein stated for election of delegates;
and when such constitution shall be ratified by
a majority of the persons voting on the question
of ratification who are qualified as_electors for
delegates, and when such constitution s]lall
have been submitted to Congress for examina-
tion and approval, and Congress shall have ap-
proved the same ; and when said State, by a
vote of its Legislature elected under said con-
stitution, shall have adopted the amendment to
the Constitution of the United States proposed
by the Thirty-ninth Congress, and known as ar-
ticle fourteenth, and when said article shall
have become a part of the Constitution of the
United States, said State shall be declared en-
titled to representation in Congress, and Sena-
tors and Representatives shall be admitted
therefrom on their taking the oath prescribed
by law, and then and thereafter the preceding
sections of this bill shall be inoperative in said
State : Provided, that no person excluded from
the privilege of holding office by =aid proposed
amendment to the Constitution of the United
States shall be eligible to election as a member
of the convention to frame a constitution for
any of said rebel States ; nor shall any such per-
son vote for members of said convention.

Suc. 6. And be it further enacted, That un-
til the people of the said rebel States shall be,
by law, admitted to representation in the Con-
gress of the United States, any eivil govern-
ments that may exist therein shall be deemed
provisional only, and, in all respects, subject to
the paramount authority of the United States,
at any time, to abolish, modify, control or su-
persede the same ; and, in all elections to any
office under such provisional governments, all
persons shall be entitled to vote, and none oth-
ers, who are entitled to vote under the provis-
ions of the fifth section of this act ; and no per-
son shall be eligible to any office, under such
provisional governments, who would be disqual-
ified from holding office under the provisions of
the third article of said constitutional amend-
ment.

The following is the third article of the con-
stitutional amendment to which reference is
made is the last clause of the bill:

Sec. 3. No person shall be a Senator or
Representative in Congress, or elector of Presi-
dent or Vice-President. or hold any office, civil
or military, under the United States, or under
any State, who, having previously taken an
oath as a member of Congress, or as an officer
of the United States, or as a member of any
State Legislature, or as an Executive or judicial
officer of any State, to support the Constitution
of the United States, shall have engaged in in-
surrection or rebellion against the same, or giv-
en aid and comfort to the enemies thereof; but
Congress may, by a vote of two-thirds of each
House, remove such disability.

“Southern Loyalists.”

The “‘Southern Loyalists,”’ as they inappro-
priately call themselves, are actuated, not by a
spirit of patriotism and love of constitutional
liberty, but by an inordinate greed for the spoils
of office and the exercise of power. To accom-
plish their ends, they misrepresent the feelings
and conduct of the Southern people, and favor
the enfranchisement of the negroes aud the dis-
franchisement of nineteen-twentieths of the
Southern whites. The Lynchburg News very
properly says, that ‘‘the anxiety to secure poli-
tical power and place lies at the bottom of al
the mendacious complaints, and fictitious per-
secutions of which the “loyal”’ citizens of the
South have so loudly complained, but the diffi-
culty of securing-the object of their earnest as-
pirations seems almost insurmountable. The
trath is, that they are in so contemptible a mi-
nority that it is difficult to frame any measure,
which permits white men to vote at all, which
will not insure the defeat of these very patriotic
gentlemen. The only chance for their promo-
tion seems to lie in the enactment of some such
bill as that of Elliott’s, conferring suffrage on
the negroes and disfranchising the whites. But
even this scheme is by no means certain to re-
sult in their advancement, for the effect of such
a law would be the selection of negroes to fill
the various offices. The Radicals who suppose
that the negroes, if invested with the right of
suffrage, would vote for them, reckon without
their host. They would inevitably prefer a man
of their own color, and the disfranchised whites,
who would really control nine-tenths of the ne-
gro vote, would have no hesitation in using
their influence in favor of some respectable and
honest negro, rather than for one of those suf-
fering martyrs who have such a yearning desire
to monopolize all the offices of the State.”

The Issue a Square One.

The issue between the President and Con-
gress in reference to the status of the Southern
States is a plain and square one—the former
maintaining that they are States in the Union,
and the other that they are merely conquered
provinces. How stands the case in reference
to Virginia? She is either a State or a con-
quered province. If Virginia is not a State,
and the Pierpont government is repudiated,
then it follows, ex necessitate rei, that West
Virginia is not a State, but still a part of Vir-
ginia. As the Richmond Dispatch says, *‘Mr.
Chase, as a member of Mr. Lincoln’s Cabinet,
decided the Pierpont government to be the true,
constitutional government of Virginia. The
question arose in this wise: West Varginia
claimed to have been formed with the consent
of Virginia. That consent had been given by
the Pierpont government. Inasmuch as the
Constitution of the United States required the
consent of the real government, Mr. Lincoin
and his Cabinet, and Congress also, had to de-
cide the question. They did so under their
oaths to support that Constitution. Under the
sanction of the same oaths, Congress now de-
clares that it is no# the true government of Vir-
ginia. If Virginia has no constitutional gov-
ernment, West Virginia has no constitutional
existence.”’

A writer in the New York Record, in discus-
sing the Southern Relief project, intimates that
the best relief that could be given the South,
would be to grant her people a search warrant
to go through New England and reclaim all the
property that was Butlerized during the war.
The Norfolk Day Book suggests that some other
States might be included in the search besides

the New England States.

Don’t Wish Restoration

The Lynchburg News says that, ‘‘so far from
desiring the restoration of the union and the
amicable adjustment of all the differences which
existed, the fanatics dread nothing so much as
such a consummation. Instead of endeavoring
to restore the unity of the government and the
reconstruction of the Union, they are moving
heaven and earth to defeat this object. Instead
of laboring to preserve that ‘spirit of liberty’
which they claim as indigenous to the American
people, they only seek to establish a monstrous
tyranny. Instead of battling for the suprema-
cy of civil law, they are persistently striving to
inflict upon the country a military despotism,
more galling, more tyrannical, than any of which
modern records furnish an example. Instead
of cultivating feelings of friendship, and fasten-
ing the impulses of mutual forgiveness, they
bid let loose the dogs of war, and with demo-
niac passions demand the inauguration of anoth-
er carnival of erime, with carnage sufficient to
glut the sanguinary passions of the most blood.
thirsty and fanatical.

Such are the legitimate consequences of the
supremacy of a party which knows no bond of
union, save an insatiable greed for gain, an un-
appeasable passion for power, and a fanatical
hatred of all who oppose their mad designs.—
But Nemesis is on their track—slowly but per-
haps none the less surely will their iniquities be
revenged, and their enormities punished.—
Whether this vengeance and this punishment
overtake them this month, or this year, de-
pends on the people. When outraged beyond
endurance, when goaded to madness by the in-
famous excesses of fanaticism, the sovereignty
of the people shall be reasserted, the mad zeal-
ots who now sway the destinies of our country,
will be hurled from power, and ‘the places that
once knew them, will know them no more for-
ever.””’

Hegro Suffrage.

The Lynchburg Virginian says, ‘‘that the
only really great evils which the South has to
apprehend from universal negro suffraze ave:
first, the degradation of suffrage ; and, second,
the growth of demagogism. And these are suf-
ficient, in all conscience, to cause us to shrink
from the trial of such an experiment. Butyet,
the fact stands revealed, that the North would
be wholly deceived in the effect which it hopes
from the prevalence of negro suffrage. It would
not give the South to the Black Republicans,
as they expect. However much it might de-
moralize the lower class of whites, and tend to
sow dissensions between the two races, the ex-
pectations of the Radical party would be disap-
pointed.”’

Interesting Bills Passed.

The bill which has passed the Legislature for
the exemption of certain property from distress
and levy will be found in our published pro-
ceedings of the Senate of Wednesday, the 20th
inst.

In another portion of the paper we publish
the bill which was passed in reference to church
property, which is of considerable interest.—
The author and originator of this bill is one of
our delegates from this county—Col. John B.
Baldwin. Had there been such a law years
ago, how much contention and litigation in the
churches would have been avoided.

Protest of the Kentucky Legislature.

On the 16th inst., in the Kentucky Legisla-
ture, the House passed, by a vote of 59 against
23, a joint resolution that the people of Ken-
tucky are unalterably opposed to the movement
in Congress to place the people of the Southern
States under military rule, the tendency where-
of' is to military despotism, contrary to the spirit
of union and subversive of the principles where-
on the Government was founded, and they en-
ter their sclemn protest against all such Con-
gressional action.

The County Court of Rockingham, on Mon-
day, the 18th inst., made an order requiring all
the Justices of the county to be summoned to
attend on Monday, the 25th day. of February,
1867, for the purpose of taking into considera-
tion the propriety of instructing the proxies for
the county to transfer the stock of Rockingham
county in the Manassas Gap Railroad Company
to the Orange and Alexandria Railroad Com-
pany, and for taking such other action as may
be necessary and proper.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF VIRGINIA.

SENATE, Wednesday, Feb. 20th.—The Sen-
ate took _ug the calendar and passed several
bills, which required only the formality of a final
vote. Among them is the House bill to amend
and re-enact the 33d and 34th sections of chap-
ter 49 of the Code 1860, in regard to
PROPERTY EXEMPT FROM DISTRESS AND LEVY,
was taken up and passed. The bill is conse-
quently now a law. The following is a copy :

Be it enaeted by the General Assembly, That
the 33d section of chapter 49 of the Code of
Virginia of 1860, be amended and re-enacted
s0 as to read as follows: In case of a husband,
parent, or other person who is a housekeeper
and head of a family, there shall be exempt
from distress or levy the following articles, or
so much or so many thercof as the party may
have: Ist, the family Bible; 2d, family pic-
tures, school books and library for the use of
the family, not exceeding one hundred dollars
in value; 3d, a seat or pew in any house or
place of public worship; 4th, a lot in any bu-
rial ground ; 5th all necessary wearing apparel
of the debtor and his family ; all beds, bedscads
and bedding necessary for the use of such fam-
ily; all stores and appendages put up and kept
for the necessary use of the family, not to ex-
ceed three; 6th, one cow, one horse, six chairs,
one table, six-knives, six forks, six plates, twelve
spoons, two dishes, two basins, one pot, one
oven, six pieces of wood or earthenware, one
loom and its appurtenances, one safe or press,
one spinning-wheel, one pair of cards, one axe,
two hoes, five barrels of corn, five bushels of
wheat or one barrel of flour, two hundred pounds
of bacon or pork, three hogs, ten dollars in val-
ue of forage or hay, one cooking stove and uten-
sils for cooking therewith, and one sewing ma-
chine, and in case of a mechanie, the tools and
utensils of his trade, not exceeding one hundred
dollars in value.

If the debtor be at the time actually engaged
in the business of agriculture, there shall be ex-
empt from such distress or levy, while he is so
engaged, one yoke of oxen, or a pair of horses
or mules in lieu thereof, with the necessary
gearing, one wagon or cart, two plows, one drag,
one harvest cradle, one pitch-fork, one rake,
two iron wedges, All of which articles intended
to be exempted by this act shall be chosen by
the head of the family, his agent or represen-
tative ; provided, that the provisions of thisact
shall not extend to distress made for taxes,
county and parish levies ; and provided further,
that upon all contracts made and entered into
before the passage of this act only so much of
the above mentioned property shall be exempt
from distress or levy as are hereby exempted
under the provisions of the said thirty-third and
thirty-fourth sections of chapter forty-nine of
the Code of eighteen hundred and sixty.

This act shall be in force from its passage.

The “Cumberland Gap Railroad bill,”” more
generally known as the ‘‘Southside Consolida-
tion Scheme,” was passed by in accordance
with the wishes of its friends, and the Senate
devoted nearly four hours to the consideration
of the ‘“Assessment Bill,” which remains the
unfinished business for to-morrow.

HOUSE OF DELEGATES.

A number of bills, resolutions and petitions
were presented and referred. The standing
committees made reports of several matters re-
ferred to them. The Conference Committee on
the bill to provide for the improvement of New
river, reported a substitute for the bill, which
was adopted by the House. On motion of Mr.
White, the vote by which the House rejected
the biil to repeal an act in relation to appeals
and writs of error, &e., was reconsidered, and
the question being taken on the bill, it was
again rejected. The substitute for House bill
to amend the Code relative to proceedings in
criminal cases, was taken up, and discussed;
without coming to a vote on it, the bill was
postponed, to consider the order of the day, be-
ing the bill to facilitate the construction of the
Cumberland Gap Railroad, which was discussed
till adjournment.

SENATE, Thursday, Feb. 21st.—The Senate
perfected and passed the ‘‘Assessment Bill,”
which enumerates the subjects of taxation. As
passed by the Senate, it is in the nature of a
substitute for the House bill of the same title,
but its changes are not very material.

The bill to continue the payment of interest
on State bonds held by the colleges and schools
of the State received the unanimous vote of the
Senate, and we presume will pass the House of
Delegates without difficalty.

HOUSE OF DELEGATES.

Several petitions, resolutions and bills were

resented and referred—among them a bill by
Mr. Dunnington to repeal an act re-organizing
the militia. A motion to discontinue the night
sessions was offered and rejected. A petition
was received from Greenbrier county asking that
said county may be included in the proceedings
now pending for the recovery of Berkeley and
Jefferson counties from West Virginia. Mr.
Hansbrough offered a resolution for a re-assess-
ment of the lands of Stafford and King George
counties, which was referred. Senate bill, rel-
ative to the organization and government of the
Penitentiary, was passed. Fouse bill to change
the amount required to constitute petit larceny
to $50, and a bill concerning the compensation
of Commonwealth’s Attorneys, were ordered to
engrossment, as was also a bill to change the
charter of the Roanoke Valley Railroad. A
bill changing the time of holding the circuit
courts in the Fourteenth Circuit was passed.—
A bill to revive the charter of the Virginia Ca-
nal Company, was passed unanimously. House
bill to provide for the completion of the Cov-
ington and Ohio Railroad, was passed. Anact
amending the charter of the Tredegar Company,
was passed. The hill to pay Henry Exall for
work done on the Capitol was taken up, and
opposed by Messrs. Pendleton, Miller and Kel-
lam, but without coming to a vote was post-
poned, to take up the Cumberland Gap Rail-
road bill, which was amended in several par-
ticulars, and discussed until the hour of adjourn-
ment.

The Richmond Z¥mes says that ‘“‘now is the
time for the South to show the greatness of her
soul, and to make her persecutors desperate in
the discovery that bayouets and brute force have
no terrors for her; that the sublimity of her
courage and fortitude can never be reached by
those who have neither the wisdom nor states-
manship to ‘“‘reconstruct,” but idly think that
all the Gordian knots of politics can be cut by
the sword of a Brigadier.

The spectacle of martial law and military com-
missions, during a period of profound peace,
and among a people who are totally defenceless,
and multitudes of them on the verge of starva-
tion, will shock, not ouly the sober, second
thought of the North, but will be visited with
the honest indignation of all Christendom.”’

The most cursory reader of the newspapers
of the day must have noticed that oflate crime
has fearfully increased in the land. Like the
Eastern scourge, it appears to visit u$ in an
epidemic form. And what is more noticeable,
its ravages are not confined to any one particular
section, but appear to be universal in' their
sweep.

PAPER PANTALETS, —Among the new devices
of the day are paper pantalets for ladies. A
company hasbeen organized at Mechanics Falls,
Me., to manufacture borders to ladies’ and
children’s pantalets—an ornamental appurte-
nance to be buttoned to the garment, which
may be readily replaced when soiled.

A Cincinnati telegraph operator says he has
always noticed that nine out of ten changes in
the weather begin in the West.
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Intelligence has been received from Miramar
to the effect that the physicians attending the
Empress Charlotte have, after consultation, ex-
pressed their opinion that the recovery of her
Majesty is complete, and have advised a change
of scene.

A Paris correspondent of a Belgian journal
mentions that the Emperor fainted the other
day on his return from a shooting excursion,
and that ke is subject to fainting fits after great
exertion, but that his general health is now very
satisfactory.

The Italian papers state that, owing to high
winds in the Adriatie, Venice has been inundat-
ed to an extent which has never been equalled
within the memory of any of the imhabitants.
The Piazzi of San Mark was so flooded that
boats nnd gondolas passed over it, and the whole
of the space had the apperance of a vast lake.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

SENATE, Wednesday, Feb. 20.—A message
was received from the House, announcing the
passage of Sherman's bill, with amendmeats.

Mr. Williams moved concurrence. Several
members regretted the disfranchising clause in-
serted by the House, but would vote to concur
notwithstanding.

Mr. Johnson said if he had his wish he would
immediately receive the Southern representa-
tives, but he would yield to the majority. He
would vote for the bill because he saw in it a
mode of rescuing the country from the perils
which now threaten it.

The Senate then took a recess. .

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

Sherman’s bill came up.

Mr. Wilson’s amendment was adopted, 69 to
60. It provides that persons excluded from of-
fice by the proposed constitutional amendment
shall also be excluded from voting for members,
and from being members of the State Conven-
tions to form Constitutions.

Mr. Shellabarger offered an amendment de-
claring that until the rebellious States are ad-
mitted to representation any civil government
shall be deemed provisional, subject to the mil-
itary authority, and to be abolished, modified
or superseded at any time ; and all elections un-
der such civil governments are to be conducted
by persons designated in the fifth section of the
bill, and no persen qualified to hold office under
the provisional government is ineligible under
the provisions of the third section of the Con-
stitutional amendment of last session. Adopt-
ed—yeas 98, nays T0.

A resolution to concur in the amendments
was then passed—ayes 125, nays46. Hawkins,
of Tennessee. and Hubbell, ot Ohio, were the
only Republicans voting in the negative.

The militia bill was re-committed and the
army appropriation bill taken up and passed,
including the section relative to the General of
the army, which contains a provision that
orders or instructions relative to military opera-
tions issued by the President or Secretary of
War shall be issued through the General.

The House then went into committee of the
whole on the Internal Revenue bill, after which
it took a recess.

SENATE, Thursday, Feb. 21.—The Railroad
Committee was discharged from the considera-
tion of the Pacific railroad bill.

The Judiciary Committee reported a bill pro-
viding that where property had been confiscat-
ed by Confederate authorities the former owner
may make proof of the same before any Federal
court or commission, and the military command-
er of the district wherein the land lies shall put
the claimant in possession, on certificate of the
commission or judges’ decision, and protect him
in the same.

A bill was introduced to confirm sales by tax
commissioners in South Carolina to persons in
the navy or marine corps.

A joint resolution was passed to return the
tax collected from the National banks under the
ruling of the Treasury Department.

The bridge over the Mississippi at Clanton,
Towa, was declared a post-route.

The Senate then went into executive session.
Among the confirmations of internal revenue
collectors, were Samuel F. Cooper, Arkansas;
John Read, North Carolina; Jos. A. Hender-
son, Texas; Wm. E. Bond North Carolina;
Robert Johnson, Alabama, and James F. Ab-
ernethy, Tennessee; Joshua D. Geddings, as-
sistant treasurer at Charleston, and J. H.
Washington, Macon, Ga.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

The bill authorizing the submarine bridge at
St. Louis was passed.

The bill retiring compound interest notes,
$140,000,000 of which are due this year, was
taken up. An amendment authorizing the is-
suing of $100,000,000 of legal tenders toreplace
them was adopted—99 to 59. Another section
prohibits the retirement of $4,000,000 per
month during present year. The whole was
then defeated —ayes 75, noes 84. The bill was
reconsidered, recommitted, and immediately
reported again with the $4,000,000 per month
clause stricken out, and was then passed—95 to
65.

The House then took a recess.

SENATE, Friday, Feb. 22.—Mr. Yates pres-

ented a petition of 4,000 citizens of Charleston,
C., asking for a territorial government.

The Agricultural College bill giving a college
to Tennessee was passed, and the House amend-
ment prohibiting ex-Confederate professors in
it was stricken out.

The House bill transferring Indian affairs to
the War Department was defeated—13 to 24—
and a conference was asked.

A bill for steam mail route between San Fran-
cisco and Honolulu, was passed.

Mr. Sumner’s resolution about the Paris ex-
hibition appropriating $93,000, was passed.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

The Judiciary appropriation bill was consider-
ed, the amendments of the Senate rejected and
a Committee of Conference appointed.

The Speaker directed the doorkeeper to ex-
clude from the floor all but privileged persous.

A bill temporarily suspending direct taxation
in West Virginia was passed.

A Committee of Conference was appointed
on the West Point appropriation bill.

The Senate amendment to the diplomatic bill
to pay Harvey, consul at Lisbon, was rejected,
amY a Committee of Conference appointed.

A bill relieving contractors for war vessels
was passed.

The House went into Committee of the Whole
on the tax bill. The amendnent removing the
cotton tax after September 1, 1867, was passed
—63 to 54¢. Mr. Blaine made the motion.

Mr. Stevens moved to remit tax on the burn-
ed portion ot Chambersburg, Pa., this year.

The House took a recess.

**In discussing, in the Senate, the military re-
construction bill, Mr. Saulsbury expressed very
forcibly his opinion of those ‘‘Southern Loyal-
ists’”” who have been slandering the mass of the
Southern people by their misrepresentations.

“Referring to the allegation of the preamble
that lawlessness and crime are cncoumged in
the Southern States, he said it came from a
class of mercenary men from the South, who
were a disgrace to their own section, and who
would sell the eross upon which their Saviour
died to make firewood out of Jt, if they could
make a little money out of it.

The following are the salaries of the officers
of the Va. Central Railroad:

President, per annum, $2,550; Superinten-
dent, per annum, $3,600; Assistant Superin-
tendent, per annum, $1,250; Treasurer, per
annum, $2,250. Length of Central Railroad
195 miles.

The Lynchburg Republican says:

So we @o.—The bill to assume the State war
debts calls for more than a hundred millions to
begin with, and is quite likely to pass durin
the next Congress. Thus the national debt Wiﬁ
be accumulated pile upon pile till the Govern-
ment succumbs under the burthen.— National
Intelligencer.

Changing the time of holding the terms of the

Circuit Court of the County of Highland,

PASSED JANUARY 218T, 1867 :

Be it enacted by the General Assembly, That
the nineteenth section of chapter one hundred
and fifty-eight, of the Code of Virginia, of eigh-
teen hundred and sixty,as amended and re-enact-
ed by an act passed on the twenty-fourth of Jan-
uary, eighteen hundred and sixty-one, entitled
“an act changing the time of holding the terms
of the Circuit Courts of the counties of Hardy
and Page,”” be enacted so as to read as follows:
