Aspirations to be Rich.

A youth writes us as follows—and his case is
like that of so many others, that we treat it
thus publicly, suppressing his name :

“Dear Sir—I am a poor boy. I would like
to get rich. Now what shall I do? I would
like to quit this section. I don’t want to re-
main on my fathers farm. Please give me the
best advice you can, and oblige, yours,

Answer.—The aspiration to be rich—though
by no means the highest that can impel a ca-
reer—is, in our view, wholesome and laudable.
The youth who says *‘let me be rich anyhow,
and before all other considerations,’” is very like-
ly to bring up in some state prison; but he who
consistently says, ‘‘Let me first be just, honest,
moral, diiigent, useful, then rich,”” is on the
high road. Every boy ought to aspire to be
rich, provided he can be without unfaithfulness
to social obligation or to moral prineiple.

But how shall he set about getting rich? We
would concisely say :

1. Firmly resolve never to owe a debt. Itis
the fundamental mistake of most boys to sup-
pose that they can get rich faster on money
earned by others than on that earned respee-
tively by themselves. If every youth of eigh-
teen or twenty-five years were to-day offered
$10,000 for ten years at seven per cent. interest,
two thirds of them would eagerly aceept it;
when the probable consequeunce is. that three-
fourths of them would die bankrupt and pau-
pers.  Boys do not need money half so much as
they need to know how to earn and save it.—
The boy who, at the first year of independence,
has earned and saved one hundred doilars, and
invested or loaned it where it will pay him six
or seven per cent., will almost surely become
rich if' he fives; while he who closes his first
year of responsibility in debt will probably live
and die in debt. There isno greater mistake
made by our Awmerican youth than that of choos
g to pay interest rather than receive it. In-
terest devours us while we sleep ; it absorbs our
profits and aggravates our losses. Let a young
man of twenty-tive have $1.000 loaned on bond
and mortgage or invested in public securities,
and he will rarely want money thereatter; in
fact, that $1,000 invested at seven per cent.
will of itsell make him rich before he is sixty.
There is no rale more important or wholesome
tor our boys than that which teaches them to
go through life receiving interest rather than
paying it. Of the torments which inflict this
mortal sphere, the first rank is held by ecrime,
the second by debt.

II. Acquire promptly and thoroughly some
usetul calling. Some pursuits are more lucra-
tive, some more respectable, some more agree-
able, than others; but a chimney sweep’s 1s far
better than ®one at all. No matter how rich
his parents may be, a boy should learn a trade ;
no matter how poor he may be, a boy may learn
some trade it he will. The eity is full to-day of
young (and old) men, who have been clerks,
book-keepers, porters, &e., &e., yet can find
uothing to do, and are starving because their
foolish parents did not give them trades. A
trade is an estate, and nﬁuost always a produe-
tive one. A good efficient farm-laborer can
generally find paying work if he does not insist
in looking for it in a city where it cannot well
be; while many a college graduate famishes be-
cause nobody wants the only work he knows
how to do. Let nothing prevent your acquiring
=kill in some branch of productive industry.

III. Resolve not to be a rover. ‘A rolling
stone gathers no moss,”” but is constantly thump
ed and knocked, and often shivered to pieces.
If you are honest and industrious, you must be
constantly making reputation, which, if you re
main in one place, helps you along the road to
fortune. Even a hod carrier or street sweeper
who has proved that his promise to appear on
a given day and hour and go to work may be
trusted, has a property in the confidence thus
created. If you cannot find your work where
you now are, migrate; but do it once for all.—
When you have stuck your stake, stand by it.

IV. Cowmprehend that there is work almost
everywhere for him who can do it. An Italian
named Bianconi settled in Ireland some sixty
years 2go, and got very rich there by gradually
establishing lines of passenger conveyances all
over that island.  Almost any man would have
said that he who went to Treland to make his
fortune must be mad. He who knows how,
and will work, can get rich growing potatoes in
New England, though he hasn’t a five cent
stamp to begin with. There is work that will
pay for a miilion more people on the soil of
Connecticut alone. There ave millions of un-
productive acres within a day’s ride of this city
that might be hought and rendered largely fruit-
ful at a clear profit of a hundred dollars or more
per acre. A man in Niles, Michigan, declined
to go gold-hunting in the Rocky Mountains be-
cause there was more gold in Niles than he
could get hold of. 'The reason was a good one,
and it applies almost everywhere. If you can
find nothing to do where you are, it is general-
ly because you can do nothing.

V. Realize that he who earns sixpence per
day more than be spends must get rich, while
he who spends sixpence more than he earns
must become poor.  This is a very hackneyed
truth ; but we shall never be done needing its
repetition,. Hundreds of thousands are not
only poor Lut wretched to day, simply becaunse
they fuil to comprehend or will not heed it. We
Americans are not only san exiravagant but an
ostentatious people. We habitually spend too
much on our own stomachs and our neighbors’
eyes. We are continally in hot water, not be-
cause we cannot live in comfort on our means,
but because we persist in spending more than
we need or can afford. Qur youth squander in
extra tood and drinks, in frolic and dissipation,
which does them harm instead of good, the
means which should be the nest-egg of their
future competence. When cares and children
cluster about them, they grumble at their hard
fortune ; foregetful that they wasted the years
and means which might and should have saved
them from present and future poverty.

All these are very trite, homely truths. All

our boys have heard them again and again:

the broad, obvious, beaten highway.
GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF VIRGINIA.

SENATE, Friday, Feb. 22.—An interesting
decision was made by the Senate upon the re-
port of the Committee on General Laws, in re-
ference to the incorporation of companies of
private stockholders. It was the opinion of the
committee that these companies should be in-
corporated by the circuit courts, under the pro-
visions of an act passed this session, but the
Senate ruled that the General Assembly did
not become functus officio as to such cases by
delegating a part of its power to the courts. A
large number of bills which had been adversely
reported by the committee under the inspiration
of their opinion, were re-committed, and will
probably now be favorably reported.

The Senate passed a bill to authorize the
county courts in the 4th Judicial Circuit to
make a levy upon the people of their respective
counties for the purpose of increasing the salary
of Judge Wingfield.

The bill to appropriate $10,000 to the State
Board of Immigration, was passed with very
little opposition. The act does not in fact make
a donation, but only a loan of $10,000 to the
Board.

The bill to take the sense of the people on
the call of a Convention, came up, but was laid
on the table for the present.

An important bill reported from the Commit-
tee on Finance several days since, in regard to
the collection of taxes, came up, but received
its quiet us by the lack of a constitutional ma-
jority. It was the bill to require the sheriffs to
give notice and attend at designated places to
receive the taxes, &e.

HOUSE OF DELEGATES.

Mr. Baldwin offered a substitute for House
bill amending certain sections of the Code rela-
tive to Lunatic Asylums, which was accepted
and ordered to engrossment. A bill authorizing
the Winchester and Potomac Railroad Company
to borrow money, was read twice and ordered to
engrossment, as was Senate bill to amend the
act incorporating the Virginia Express Com-
pany. Senate bill to provide relief for the

ames River and Kanawha Canal Company
was taken up, when Messrs. Crump and Pen-
dleton offered substitutes for the bill, which
were diseussed till the hour of one o’clock, when
the subject was postponed, to resume the con-
sideration of the bill to facilitate the completion
of the Cumberland Gap Railroad. Mr. Pen-
dleton’s amendment requiring the coneurrence
of all the roads proposed to be eonsolidated by
the bill was adopted, and the House then ad-
journed.

SENATE, Saturday, Feb. 23.—Two ‘‘local
railroad”’ bills were passed by the Senate to-day,
—one a House bill amending the charter of the
Roanoke Valley road, and the other a Senate
bill incorporating the Shenandoah Valley road.
A Senate bill was also passed to incorporate the
Union Soldiers’ and Sailors’ Association for
benevolent purposes. The greater part of the
session of to-day was, however, devoted to dis
cussion.

HOUSE OF DELEGATES.

In the House, the Committee for Courts of
Justice reported it inexpedient to legisiate in
regard to the petition of the people of Green
brier county praying this State to assert its
jurizdiction over that county. The same com-
wittee wade a simidar report in regard to Mou-
roe county. ther committees made several
adverse reports on various subjects. 'The House
passed the Senate biil to continue the payment
of interest of State stock, &e., to the schools
and colleges. Several other bills were also pass-
ed, and the consideration of the Cumbeiland
Gap Railroad bill (the “*Southside consolidation
scheme’”) was postponed until Monday.

In the affairs of men it sometimes occurs that
certain persons are chosen to appear in the
presence of the great in power and authority,
to transact business of the first importance.
