“We now propose that as many as possible of
the command, meet in Moorzfield and organize
a Monumental Association, to be known as the
McNiell Association; the purpose of which
shall be to build to the memory of Capt. John

ments, as tokens of our lasting regard and ap-
preciation of their many daring acts of bravery ;

soldiers from this or other counties, who may
be buried in the county, and if any bodies be
interred elsewhere to remove the same, with
permission of their friends, to this place for fi-
nal interment. We will be happy to meet all
men of other commands, and friends of deceased
soldiers, to assist us in such organization.””

The National Intelligencer shows that the
bill which has passed Congress for the govern-
ment of the South, if acquiesced in by the peo-
ple of the North, sounds the death-knell of lib-
erty in the North as well as in the South. It
concludes an able editorial in these words:

“A country that will acquiesce, in a time of
universal peace, in a measnre deliberately abro-
gating the Constitution and laws in toto over
half the nation, yet affecting to keep them in
force in the other half, is a country ignorant of
its own constitution, and, therefore, incapable
of a saving faith in it. Such a people are ripe
for self-abasement, and in imminent peril of
their freedom.”’

The National Intelligencer, sustained by the
Journal of Commerce, says that the Shellabar-
ger amendment endangers all the titles made in
the South since the date of secession :

“If there be no legal State governments then
everything done in the Legislatures or courts, or
in any other departments of these Governments,
are void. The judgments obtained in their
courts are void ; the eriminals confined in their
prisons by sentence pronounced in the State
courts are entitled to immediate discharge.—
There must be a general jail delivery. These
are the necessary consequences of illegal State
Governments.”’
