The four ne-
groes were drowned as stated—two of whom were
good swimmers, and supposed to have been
drowned by the others seizing hold of them.

MR. GEORGE GILBERT DROWNED.

On Wednesday last, the 13th inst., Mr. George
Gilbert was drowned in Jackson’s River at
“Montague’s Ford,” about two miles above Jack-
son’s River Depot, the present terminus of the
Va. Central Railroad. He was a good swimmer
and drowned after swimming several hundred
yards. He had nearly reached the shore, when
he swam back into the stream, for the purpose. it
is supposed, of endeavoring to recover the boat
out of which he had jumped when it was about to
sink with him. He was a young man, and had
been a faithful soldier.

From the Lex. (Va.) Gazette of Oct. 9th, 1862.

Death of Col. Cyrus B. Baldwin.

Col. Cyrus B. Baldwin, formerly editor of this
paper, we are informed, died of camp fever, on
the 25th of June last, at Okalona, a village on the
Mobile and Ohio railroad, about twenty miles
from his late residence, near Houston, Miss.

He had been for some months before an officer
in our Soathern army under Gen. Beauregard,
and was probably in the battles near Corinth. A
wealthy planter, a distinguished lawyer, a wise
counsellor, an enterprising and liberal citizen, a
warm and faithful friend, an ardent patriot, a
most genial and pleasant companion, a high-toned
and spotless, and polished Southern gentleman,
Col. Baldwin was universally regarded as one of
finest men in Northern Mississippi; and his sud-
den death, in the prime of life, in this great crisis
is bewailed asa public calamity. His unsolicited
election to the secession codvention of Miss., by
the unanimous vote of his countymen, attests
the high estimation in which he was held at home.
He had previously been a member of the Legis-
lature of Mississippi. One of the earliest advo-
cates of Southern independence, he felt himself
bound fo draw his maiden sword for his country,
notwithstanding the natural delicacy of his con-
stitution, which made the hardships and exposure
of the camp doubly hazardous to gis life. Fully
aware of the peril he was encountering, he vol-
untarily and }ielibemtely went to the field from
an imperative sense of duty, with his life in his
hand, to offer it upon the altar of his beloved
country.

In the charac’er of Col. Baldwin, we are in-
formed by those who knew him intimately, there
was no erratic brilliancy. He was a modest, qui-
et, prudent man, remarkable for the full and har-
monious development of all his faculties, moral
and intellectual—for the poise and balance of his
character—for an extraordinary endowment of
masculine common sense—the rarest and most
valuable of all the mental faculties; and for the

urity and amiability of his privateiife. A more
indulgent master to his numerous servants, a
more faithfu] friend, or a more devoted husband
and father never lived. At home, he was all love
and affection, the most cheerfu]l and playful of
men, and the idol and joy of his family circle.—
‘What words can express their grief and loss!

Colonel Baldwin was in the prime of matured
manhood, probably a little upwards of forty
years old. He left a young widow and three
daughters, two of them unconscious infants.—
While his numerous friends pyourn his premature
death, surrounded by everything that gan give
dignity and happiness to mortal man, they feel
some consolation in remembering his elevated
and spotless chiaracter, his large and warm heart,
his useful and honorable life, and his martyr
death in the service of his beloved country.—
When it was announced to him that his last hour
had come, he calmly replied, I am ready!” and
folding his arms upon his breast he expired with
the heroism of a Christian philosopher.

On a quiet sumnier evening, amidst a crowd of
weeping friends, his remains were interred in the
family burying ground of his father-in-law, Wm.
Gates, Esq., on the edge of a magnificent prairie,
a few miles west of Aberdeen, Miss. Therethey
will sleep forever in peace, undisturbed by the
tramp of hostile armies, the roar of cannon and
the slllock of battle.

“No king of fears, in him appears
‘Who shuts the scene of human woes;
Securely laid beneath his shade,
The dead alone find true repose.”’

Col. C. B. Baldwin was the third son of Capt.

Joseph C. Baldwin, and a brother of the late

Judge Joseph G. Baldwin, of California. He
came to Staunton from Winchester, (where he
was born,) when a mere child, and resided here
until he grew up. From Staunton he went to
Lexington, where, at the early age of eighteen, he
edited the Gazette, with ability and credit. From
Lexington he emigrated to the Southwest, editing
successively the Alabama State Intelligencer, at
Tuscaloosa, and the Sumter County Whig, at
Livingston, Ala., and settling permanently at
Houston, Miss., where he acquired reputation and
wealth, by the practice of his profession. At the
time of his lamented death he was supposed to be
worth a hundred thousand dollars. He was a
gentleman of talents and of the highest worth and
social position.

Address to the Parents and the Public of
Virginia.

The undersigned have been appointed by the
“Kducational Association of Virginia’’ a com-
mittee to address you on their behalf, ‘‘urging
you to a more hearty co-operation with teachers
in matters of instruction, discipline,”” &e.

The benefits which would be secured to edu-
cation and the aid which would be afforded by
such co-operation would be very great; as all
who have any experience on the subject must
be aware of the obstacles at the very threshold
of education arising from the want of proper
family management. If, therefore, they can be
removed, much good will be attained. Since
the teacher is properly to be regarded as the
parent’s agent, to assist in the training of his
children, it appears obvious that parents may
be best induced to this important concurrence
by pointing them to the fundamental principles
to be observed in the education of youth.

In its broad, comprehensive sense, education
embraces the physical, moral, and intellectual
instruction of a child, from infancy to manhood.
Any system is imperfect which does not com-
bine them all, and that is best which, while it
thoroughly developes them, abases the coarse,
animal affections of human nature, and exalts
the higher faculties and feelings. A child has
everything to learn, and is more readily taught
by having before it good examples to imitate,
than by simple precepts. He should, therefore,
as far as circumstances will permit, be encour-
aged to associate with his parents; for his heart
must be affected, his feelings moved, as well as
his mind expanded. He may be taught that
it is criminal to steal, and sinful to lie, and yet
be unable to apply this knowledge to the gov-
ernment of himself ; and it will therefore be of
no vaine to him unless the principle is con-
firmed into a habit, e ;

Obedience is the first requisite in family

training. It should be made sincere and per-
fect, and to proceed as much from affection as
a conviction of its necessity. To accomplish
this, great prudence and the exercise of much
patience are necessary. By firmness mixed
with kindness the child will learn, by repeated
experience, that he is not to follow his first im-
pulse, and that self-control, which even an in-
fant can understand, is necessary to his comfort.
Neither violence nor harshness should ever be
used ; and the parent must bear constantly in
mind that to govern his child he must show
him that he can control himself. One of the
most common errors in the management of chil-
dren is irregularity of behavior towards them.
They are as skilful, as pertinacious in their at-
tempts to gratify their self-will; at one time
trying to evade authority, at another to oppose
it. If they once succeed, they are encouraged
to persevere, and it is necessary for the parent
to meet the first attempt with firmness, and not
permit himself to be baffled either by evasion
or resistance. Although a child may not yield
to threats, and may defy punishment, he can-
not resist patient kindness and gentle admoni-
tion.
The love of truth is equal in importance to
habitual obedience. Kvery encouragement,
even to the pardoning of offences, should be
given to its cuitivation. The first impulse of
the mind in children is always to speak the
truth rather than falsehood, unless some evil
motive arise to sway them to untruth. They
should be accustomed to hear the truth always
spoken. Copfession of error, with a detestation
of falsehood, dishonesty, and equivocation
should be sedulously inculeated. A -strict ad-
herence to promises made to them is of the ut-
most importance, as well as the removal of all
temptation to misconduct.

The influences of Christianity form the essen-
tial element of moral character, asits principles
are the only sufficient basis of virtue or happi-
ness. Hence the parent’s most sacred duty to
his child is to impress' the sentiments of our
holy religion early upon his mind by personal
explanation and systematic jnstruction. Asthe
intellect expands, its sacred truths will be com-
prehended and felt, and its motives and princi-
ples be strengthened and confirmed by practice
and habit. :

An essential part of the education of youth is
to teach them to.serve themselves, and to im-
press upon them the fact that nothing good can
be acquired in this world without labor; and
that the very necessaries and comforts of life
must be procured by earnest and regular exer-
tion. They should also be taught to know that,
after having been reared and educated by their
parents, they should not expect them to pro-
vide further for them, gnd that their future
subsistence and advancement must depend up-
on themselves. Parents sometimes commit the
mistake of allowing their children, after having
reached the period of life when they ought to
be engaged in making a livelihood, torely upon
them for support. This encourages them in
injurious idleness, and destroys their spirit of
se{f-dependenc_e, which is necessary for their
advancement in life, and causes them to appear
so unreasonable as to depend upon them after
having arrived at an age when they should
think and act for themselves.

The cheice of a profession is not of so much
consequence as the manner in which it is pur-
sued. If habits of self-control and self-denial
have been acquired during the season of educa-
tion, the great object has been accomplished.—
Diligence and integrity in any useful pursuit of
life will be sure to secure prosperity and fame,
and success will result from engaging in that
business in which the generality of mankind are
interested. -

Such being the correct view of education, the
support and co-operation which faithful teach-
ers should receive from parents can be easily
inferred by the good sense of each one. We
only ask especial attention, in concluding, to
the following suggestions, which our experience
has shown to be of prime importance:

1. The parent, after committing his child to
the teaching of apother, should continue to
manifest an affectionate interest in hisimprove-
ment by constant inquiry and encouragement.

2. The supplying of young persons, while ab
sent from their homes, with needless money,
and the permission to contract debts, are to_be
reprobated, as tempting to a sinful prodigality
and multiplying the dangers of contracting hab-
its of vice.

3. The proper authority of teachers must be
firmly sustained by parents. :

4. Every young person should be informed
by his parents that he must give diligence to
profit by his studies, or else must be compelled
to make himself useful to society by actual la-
bor in some humbler sphere.

And last; an unworthy parent cannot reason-
ably expect the teacher, against the current of
his wrong example, to form his son into a wor-

thy man. :

Shall We Be Horse or Rider?

The only question or choice for the Southern
whites is, whether they will be horse or rider—
whether they will control their States by par-
ticipation, or surrender them to the control of
the Radicals by abstention.  Elections will cer-
taiply be held, and held early. If the majority
of the Southera whites stay away from the first
polls by choice, they will be kept away from all
future polls by disfranchisement. This was the
design of Sherman’s bill; and the object of
Wilson’s is to hurry the scheme through to its
consummation.

The Market Law.

N COUNCIL FOR THE TOWN OF
Staunton, March 2nd, 1867.

The Committee to whom was referred the Ord-
inances concerning the Market, submitted a Re-
port, which was adopted, in the words following,
to wit:

To the Council for the Town of Staunton :

GENTLEMEN—Your Committee, to whom was
referred all Ordinances relating to the regulations
of the Market, beg leave to submit the following
Report : :

We have examined the Ordinances regulatin
the market, and are of the opinion thatthey nee
no alteration or amendment, but are ample, if
properly and rigidly enforced; we would recom-
mend, that the Ordinances regulating the market
be pu%lished in the Staunton Spectator, until the
first day of April next; and thatthe Market Mas-
ter be instructed to enforce, on and after the 1st
day of April, 1867, all the Ordinances now in
force regulating a Market, and for failure to do
his duty, in whole, or in part, he shall be fined
not less than Ten, nor more than Twenty dollars
for each neglect of dutf’.

The Ordinance referred to in the above report,
is in the words and figures following, to wit:
¢“An Ordinance to Establish and Reg-
ulate a Market.”

Be it ordained by the Council of the Town of
Staunton, that the Ordinance to establish and
1egulate a market, passed the 21st day of August,
1857, be amended and re-enacted, so as to read as
follows :

1st. That a market shall be regularly held at
the market House, in the town of Staunton, on
Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday, from daylight
until 11 o’clock, A. M.

2nd. That any person having any articles of

rovision to sell or dispose of in the town, viz:—

lesh, Fresh Fish, Fowl, Butter, Eggs, Vegeta-
bles, i“ruit, or other things usually sold in well
regulated markets, may bring them to the mar-
ket house ; and any person exposing to sale, or
actually selling any of the aforesaid articles at
any other place within the town, during market
hours, shall forfeit and pay not less than one dol-
lar, nor more than ten dollars, for each offence;
and any person purchasing any such articles at
any other place than said market House, during
market hours, shall incur a like penalty for each
such offence, Provided, that this Ordinance shall
not be construed to prohibit the sale, purchase
and delivery of Beef by the quarter or larger
quantity, or Pork by the hog or larger quantity,
or of Vegetables for winter supply, or the sale of
Apples or other Fruit by Confectioners.

3d. The Chief of Police, who is, by virtue of
his office, market master, shall open the market
every market day at daylight by ringing the
market bell, and close the same at 11 o’clock, A.
M., and any person selling or purchasing any ar-
ticle in market before the market bell is rung,
shall forfeit and pay not less than one dollar, nor
more than five dollars, for each effence.

4th. It shall be the duty of the market master
to attend at the market house every market day,
during market hours, or so long as may he nee-
essary to discharge the duties of his office. He
shall inspect all provisions offered there for sale,
and if upon his own observation, or the informa-
tion of others, he shall discover any unfit, dama-
ged, tainted or unsound provisions offered in
market, he shall seize them and order the person
or persons offering them for sale, to remove them
beyond the limits of the town, under the penalty
of two dollars for disobedience; and any person
who shall sell, or ofter for sale, any such provis-
ions, knowing it to be so—or any flesh or fowl
that has died otherwise than by slaughter, or any
meat by any other than its proper designation—
shall forfeit and pay not less than two dollars, nor
more than twenty dollars, for each offence.

bth. The Chiet of Police, as market-master, ex
officio, shall, annually, on the last Saturday in
March, rent the stalls of the market-house by
public auction to the highest bidder, having pre-
viously given notice of such letting for at least
one week by printed hand-bills posted at the
market-honse and other public places in the town
grovided, however, that no stall shall be rented

y a butcher for less than fifty dollars, or by oth-
ers for other purposes for less than twelve dollars.
The tenant to hold the same until the 1st of April
in the next succeeding year; and, provided fur-
ther, that no person, firm or company, shall be
permitted to rent, or ocenpy, more than one stall
until there be stalls enough to accommodate all
ap’flicants.

he Chief of Police shall collect from each ten-
ant the rent of his stall half yearly in advance,
that is to say, one-half on the day of letting, and
the other half on the first day of October there-
after, and account for such rents in the same
manner that he accounts for taxes.

6th, It shall be the duty of the market-master
to see that the market house is kept clean and in
good order by the tenants of the stalls, and oth-
ers using the same, and take care that every per-
son selling in the market uses just weights and
measures, and that the Ordinance in relation to
the market be strictly enforced.

7th, That no person shall purchase in public
market any provisions usually sold there for the
purpose of exposing the same again tosale, under
the penalty of not less than two dollars or more
than twenty dollars for each offence.

8th, That every Butcher, or other person, own-

ing a stall in the marke; lhouse, shall keep the
same, with his block, bench and other furniture
therein, clean and decent, under a penalty of one
dollar for each offence.
_ 9th, That any Butcher, or other person, erect-
ing or causing to be erected within the limits of
the market, or attaching, or placing within the
market house, any block or other furniture for
the carrying on of his or her trade, without first
renting a stall, shall forfeit and pay five dollars
for every day so offending.

10th. That any person who shall Ziteh or tic a
horse or ather animal to the market house, or de-
posit any rubbish, filth, dirt or other offensive
matter, in or about the market house, shall forfeit
and pay not less than fifty cents nor more than
five dollars, for each offence.

11th. That for every Beef sold in Market by
any other than a regular Butcher renting a stall,
the market-master shall demand and receive fifty
cents of the owner or person so selling, and for
every veal or mutton so sold twelve and a half
cents each, which he shall report and pay over to
the Chawmberlain,

12th. The dry measure only shall be used in
the market.

13th. That any person offering for sale, or sell-
ing any article by weight or measure, which shall
be found deficient therein, the person so offering
or selling, knowing such (Ileﬁcicncy, shall forfeit
the thing so uﬂ'ercg, or sold, and the market-mas-
ter shall sell the same, and make report and pay
over the proceeds thereof to the Chamberlain.

14th. That the stalls in and about the market-
house, shall be numbered by the market-master
in plain figures.

15th. That all fines, penalties and forfeitures in-
curred under this Ordinance, shall be enforced or
recovered before the Mayor, Recorder or any Al-
derman of the town.

. 16th. That this Ordinance shall be in force from
its passage,
