A Word to Freedmen.
If theresolutions adoptedby the Freedmen

in the meeting held in this place on Monday-
night, the 15th inst, express the yiews and
purpose? of that class in our midst?which we
very much doubt?the adoption of them,if they
adopted them understaudingly, indicates that
they will draw the Hue of demarkation distinct-
ly between themselves and the great mass of
the whites in the elections. This course, on

theirpart, would be folly approximating mad-
ness. They should have sense enough to know

that if they assume a position ofantagonism to

the whites, that they, the colored people, will
be the sufferers. The whites have the advan-
tages ofnumbers, of capital and property, of in-
teiligenee and education. The whites constitute
the employing, and the blacks the employed
class. The whites now are disposed to affiliate
politically in a friendly spirit with the blacks,
and the blacks should meet them in the same
spirit. If the blacks should, however, organize

for thepurpose ofacting insolid phalanxagainst
the whites, as theiraction in that meeting would
seem to indicate, they must know that the in-
evitable consequence will be that the whites will
unite against them. Then the weaker party

would be pushed to the wall, and the blacks
would repent of their mad folly when too late
to repair it. Their true course is to rely upon
and to act with those whom they have known
for years to be their friends, and to avoid taking
counsel from strangers, however plausible, and
however loud in their professions of friendship.
They should be careful not to make enemies of
the persons among whom they live, and upon
whom they must remain dependent. If they
throw down the gauntlet of defiant opposition,
they may rest assured that it will be taken up
by the whites.

Meeting at the Richmond Theatre.
Some of the more intelligent and respectable

colored men ofRichmond, disgusted with the
efforts of Hunnicutt, and others like him, to
poison the minds of the colored people against
their best friends?the peopleofthe South?in
vited Messrs. R. T. Daniel, Wm. H. McFar-
land and Marmaduke Johnson to address the
colored population at the Theatre on Monday
night, the 15th inst. The invitation was ac-
cepted, and the Theatre was crowded from par-
quette to gallery. In addition to the gentle-
men above named, the vast audience was ad-
dressed by Mr. Sturdivant and Rev. Dr. Bur-
rows. All the speeches were good, and if the
colored people are wise they will act in accor-
dance with the wholesome counsel given them.
They should have sense enough to know that
their interests and those of the great mass of
the people among whom they live are mutually
dependent, and that Northern emissaries and

\u25a0'Southern loyalists are trying to use them for
their own benefit. They will use them, if they
can?and they are laboring hard to do so?as
the monkey did the cat, when he used the cat's
paw to rake the roasted chestnuts from the hot
ashes. If tbe colored people act wisely they
will carefully avoid arraying themselves in op-
position to the masses ofthe whitepeople among

whom they live, and upon whose friendship
their interestsare dependent.

The Enquirer says that "whether or not

Hunnicutt has any persorial claims on the con-
fidence of those whom he seeks to mislead, will
be inferred from the accusations freely made
against him in the public press. He is charged
with having been an inhuman master;?with
having been a treacherous ecclesiastic, using
the ordination of one church and the baptism
of another, to undermine both; ?with having
been a false politician,?warlike secesh, in the
beginning, and a red-string afterwards, and an
incendiary now. He treated the colored peo-
ple brutally when he was theirmaster. Horace
Greeley who was never anything but an aboli-
tionist, says he is leading them to their ruin
now.

A Disgusted Delegate.

We have been called on by Mr. E. L. Houff,
a delegate from Augusta to the African Church
pow-wow, at whoserequest we publish the sub-
joined preamble and resolutions which were
offered by him in that body and were unani-
mously and contemptuously voted "under the
table." Mr. H., who seems to be a sensible and
well-meaning person, is satisfied that he was
entirely out of place in any suchJaody, and that
the convention was got up and controlled by
corrupt and designing (white) men for their
own selfish ends. He will take care, in the fu-
ture, not to becaught in any such company. The
following is the paper which was submitted by
Mr. H., and which expresses his own sentiments
and, as he assures us, those of the "Union"
men ofAugusta :

"Whereas, The State ofVirginia, as well as
the whole of the Southern States, saw fit to se-
cede from the General Government ofthe Uni-ted States; and as the result of the secessioninvolved the country in four years' war, the
most terrible that has ever been waged on thisContinent: and as the States thus seceded are
at this time held by the United States Govern-
ment as conquered provinces; therefore be it

"1. Resolved, That we, a portion ofthe citi

"2. Resolved, That, as Union men, we are '
desirous offostering harmony in our beloved
land, and intend to uphold the Union party and
perpetuate its success by all legitimate means.

"3. Resolved, That we abide by the laws
made by Congress to govern the State of Vir-
ginia, and we deem it our duty to uphold the
Union now and forever one andinseparable.

"4. Resolved, That we, the Union men of
Virginia, throw to the breeze our banner with
the inscription: '_"_. Union, the Constitution,
and the Enforcement ofthe Laws.' "

Radical Convention in Richmond.
In obedience to the published call of the State

Central Committee ofthe Republican party of
this State, "a mass Conventionofthe loyal peo-
ple ofthe State, without distinction of color,
assembled in the African Church atRichmond,
on Wednesday, the 17th day of April at 12
o'clock, M."

Jno. Hawxhurstcalled the meeting to order.
Geo. Rye of Woodstock was elected temporary
chairman.

After much confusion and many nominations
the followingpersons were elected Secretaries:
Charles Whittlesea, white, ofAlexandria ; Jno.
A. Fitchett, of Richmond city, and George
Ferryman, colored, of Petersburg.

On motion, George Williams, colored, of Nor-
folk, was elected Chaplain of the convention.On motion of Bentley, colored, of Alexan-
dria, a recess ofan hour was taken to allow the
Secretaries to make out a roll of the delegates
and to allow the audience to go to dinner.
.At the expiration of the recess the conven-

tion re-assembled, George Rye in the Chair.?
The delegates were then requested to take front
seats, which was done. The Secretary called
the roll of the delegates and a large number an-
swered to their names.

A numberof names were objected to as not
being lawfully on the roll, and were stricken
out.

A resolution whichrequired one delegate from
each county represented to constitute a Com-
mittee on Organization, was then almost unan-
imously adopted.

The Committee, being appointed, retired,
when loud calls were made for Hunnicutt, who
took the stand amid loud and prolonged ap-
plause, and spoke the same old speech.

He was followed by Dr. Conway, of New
York, formerly in charge of the Freedmen's
Bureau in Louisiana.

The Committee on permanent organization
returned and through their chairman, Dr.
Butts, reported the following names of officers
selected for the permanent organization, which
were received and adopted :

Conservatism vs. Radicalism.
The Valley Virginian, in its notice of the

proceedings of the meeting of freedmen, which
was held in this place on Monday night, the
15th inst, stated that " conservative resolutions
were adopted unanimously," and, in commen-
dation, said: "The colored people have done
well, as we expected?white men, do your part.''
We were pleased to see it stated that the freed-
men had unanimously adopted "conservative
resolutions," and were consequently surprised
to find, when the preamble and resolutions ap-
peared in the Vindicator, that they were so dif-
ferent from whatwe had expected. We ex-
pected "canservative" resolutions, aDd lo! they
were radical. We suppose that the editor of
the Valley Virginian had neither seen the res-
olutions, nor heard them read, and that he had
been misinformed as to their character.

We will not comment upon the character of
these resolutions at this time, but merely pub-
lish them as we find them inthe last Vindicator.
The preamble and resolutions are as follows :

preamble and resolutions.
We, the freedmen of Augusta county, in

mass meeting assembled, do recognize in the
events ofthe late war the judgment and merciesofDivine Providence in sweeping, as with the
besom ofdestruction, the foul wrong of human
bondage from the face ofour country, and trust-
ing to Him for guidance, we will strive to use
our personal and political freedom for the giory
of His name, and the advancement ofthe moral
and material interests of all. And, whei-eas,
we are called upon to exercise the great privi-
lege of the franchise, it is due to our friends in
other States, as well as to our fellow-citizens in
Virginia, that we define our political belief on
the great questions of the day, and seek si ich
national political associationas will add strength
to freedom, and, also, see to it that in the Con-
stitution about to be framedfor thegovernment
of ourselves and posterity, we ask no more than
justice, nor accept less than safety.

Therefore, be it
Resolved, That our grateful thanks are dae

to the gallant armiesofthe United States who,
under Providence, followed the flag of Liberty
and Union until victory crowned their efforts.

Resolved, That we hold in reverent remem-
brance the memories of those who fell in the
cause of freedom, and, especially, of Abraham
Lincoln, "the good," the signer ofour deed of
emancipation, and the last martyr.

Resolved, That our profound gratitude is due
to those friends in the 39th Congress who, step
by step, have perfected for our security the le-
gitimate fruits of successful contest.

Resolved, That, as our late masters were not
themselves legally responsible for withholding
from us our natural rights, so we enter upon
the exercise of them "with malice towardsnone,
with charity towardsall."

Resolved, That, as we believe the principles
dominant in the 39th Congress to be just, as
well as necessary for our future security, we
identify ourselves, and seek affiliation with the
National Unkm Republican Association at
Washington, and elsewhere.

Rtsoh-id, That, believing in principles before
men, we will not support, by our votes, at the
coming elections, any candidates, who will not
pledge themselves faithfully to advocate our
wants, and insist upon what we believe to be
our wants, and shall enforce strict responsibility
to such pledges.

Resolved, That we demand,
Ist. That all elections. National, State and

Local, shall be by secret ballot.
2nd. That no man shall be ineligible to of-

fice by reason of sect or color.
3rd. That trialby Jury of peers is a right

not to be withheld from any man, and we de-
mand admission to the Jury list as well as the
Poll list.

4th. That thanking Major-GeneralSchofield
for his General Order, No. 2, March 15th, 18-
-67, we demand that the "prohibition of whip-
ping or maiming as a punishment ofany crime,
misdemeanor, or offence," be made part ofthe
organic law of the State.

sth. That, while we are willing, to the ut-
most of our ability, to bear our share ofthe ne-
cessary burden of taxation, we demand equal
distributionbetween person and property, and
that careful provision be made in the State
Constitution, and Legislatures hereafter assem-
bled under its provisions, to prevent absolutely,
and forever, the payment, by taxation, directly
or indirectly, of any debt contracted by any
State, or Corporation, for the support of the
late Confederacy, or the armies thereof.

6th. That, believing ignorance to be the
fruitful parent of crime, wrong and discord, we
demand extraordinary State provision for the
free education of the young of all classes.

7th. That we deprecate the attempt, where
ever or however made, to deter us from the free
and untrammeledexercise ofthe franchise, and
look with contempt upon any who are willing
to sell this dear bought right for "a mess of
pottage.''

Bth. That, believing we ask no more than
justice and safety demand, we pledge ourselves
to support, by our votes, men committed to the
principles set forth herein, and no others?and
firmly realizing that union is strength, we will
lay asideall private dissensions, and unite as
one man in support of those candidates whose
nominations are ratified at mass meetings, to
be held at the call of theExecutive Committee.

On motion, an Executive Committee was ap-
pointed, with power to fill vacancies, and it was
made part of the dutiesto wait upon General
Echols, and other prominent citizens, and re-
quest them to address the freedmen at such
time and places as may be convenient. Dele-
gates were also appointedto the Convention to
meet at Richmond, April 17th. Rev. N. C.
Bracket!, Superintendent of the Freedmen's
Schools, and Philip Roselle, (colored), were
chosen delegates to said Convention. j

A recess of thirty minutes was then taken to

allow the President time to select the members
for the committees.

When the members of thesecommitteeswere
announcod, the Convention adjourned to 10
o'clock the next day.

Pursuant to adjournment of the day before,
the Convention met on Thursday at 10 o'clock,
A. M. Prayer by Rev. Geo. Henson, colored,
Chaplain ofthe Convention.

J. P. Baldwin, white, ofWythe, offered res-
olutions denouncing Andrew Johnson as "the
fallen lucifer ofthe ninetiethcentury," and fa-
voring confiscation. They were laid on the ta-
ble.

Jno. Clement, white, of Portsmouth, offered
resolutions denouncing the Northern Democra-
cy. They were received with acclamation but
no action was taken on them.

Captain J. H. Piatt, white, of Petersburg,
chairman ofthe Committee on Resolutions, read
the following

RESOLUTIONS OP THE COMMITTEE.
"Whereas, having for the first time in the

history of Virginia assembled at her State cap-
ital at the call of a Union Republican State
Committee as a Convention of Union men, for
the purpose ofratifying the acts of the Thirty-
ninth and Fortieth Congress, and adopting
measures to unite all parties who earnestly and
honestly desire that this legislation should be
perfected in accordance with the expressed de-
sire of Congress, and carried out in good faith
by the people of this State, we therefore, in
Convention assembled, do

"Ist. Resolve, That we return our sincere and
hearty thanks to the Thirty-ninth Congress fortheir recent legislation, resulting in the passage
of the Sherman-Shellabargerbill and its sup-
plement, and certify with gratitude that the
beneficial effects of such legislation are already
visible in the increased security .of loyal men,
and in inducing immediate efforts towards re
construction on the part ofall classes, and that
we do hereby pledge our earnest and persistent
effort to carry out, in good faith, without eva-
sion, with honesty ofpurpose, unflinching cour-
age, and never-tiring energy, all its provisions?
believing that by this course alone can perma-
nent peace and prosperity be restored to the
State, and an early admission to the Union se-
cured.

"2d. Resolved, That in the principles of the
National Republican party of the United States
we recognize all we can desire as a guide in our
political future; that we adopt them as our
platform, and pledge ourselves to their support,
and cordially invite the co-operation of all
classes of ourfellow-citizens, withoutdistinction
of race or color. Without regard to former po-
litical opinions or action induced by such con-
victions, we invite them to join us, and pledge
them a warm welcome to our ranks, and a full
and free participation in all the advantages of
our organization ; and firmly believing that jn
the present condition of public affairs, the Re-
publican party offers the most available means
through its organization for the speedy attain-
ment of permanent reconstruction, we do here-
by adopt its principles and platform as the ba-
sis and platform of the Union Republican par-
ty ofVirginia.

"3d. Resolved, That we adopt as part ofour
platform and as cardinal points in the policy of
the Union Republican party of Virginia the
following propositions:

"Ist. Equal protection to all men before the
courts and equal political rights in all respects,
including the right to hold office.

"2d. A system ofcommon school education
which shall give to all classes free schools, and
a free and equal participation in all its benefits.

"3d. A more just and equitable system of
taxation,which shall apportion taxes to prop-
erty, and require all to pay in proportion to

' their ability.

"4th. A modification ofthe usury laws suffi-
cient to induce foreign capital to seek invest-
ment in the State.

"sth. Encouragement to internal improve-
ments, and every possible inducement to immi-
gration.

"4. Resolved, That in the noble utterances of
the founders of our Constitution we recognize a
true appreciation ofthe great fact that parties
or governments to be prosperous and success-
ful, must be founded and administered on the
basis of exact and equal justice to all men, and
that we accept as our guides the great princi-
ples enunciated by them, first and most impor-
tant of which is the great and glorious truth
thatall men are created free and equal, are en-
dowed with certain inalienablerights, and that
among these are life, liberty and the pursuit of
happiness; and we solemnly pledge, on the
part of this convention and the party it repre-
sents, a strict adhesion to these sentiments,
which for the first time in the history of Vir-
ginia a political organization is in a position to
adopt in spirit and~action as in name.

"6. Resolved, That believing the principles
enunciated in the foregoing resolutions can be
objectionable to no man who really loves

the

Union, and that they are the only true princi-
ples which can give to Virginia an early resto-
ration to the Union, and enduring peace and
prosperity, we solemnly pledge ourselves to
support no man for an elective office who fails
tojoinusin their adoption and enforcement,
who fails to identify himself with the Union
Republican party in spirit and action, or hesi-
tates to connect himself openly and publicly
with its platform as adopted here to-day.

"6. Resolved, That we recognize the great
fact that the interests of the classes of
the State are identical, and that, without re-
gard to color, we desire to elevate them to their
true position. That the exaltation ofthe poor
and humble, the restraint ofthe rapacious and
the arrogant, the lifting up of the poor and de-
graded, without humiliation or degradation to
any; that the attainment of the greatest
amount of happiness and prosperity to the
greatest number is our warmest desire, and
shall have our earnest and persistent efforts in
their accomplishment.

Brazil.
The letters we have published of Mr. Isaac

N. Young, late ofMissouri, have caused a feel-
ing of auxiety on the part of many in this coun-
ty, and elsewhere, toknow more of thisinterest-
ing country. In this connection, we publish
the following letter from a prominentclergyman
of the Presbyterian Church in a Southern State
to a gentlemanof this county:

S a, S. C. IApril 8, .1867. J
Dear Sir :?Your favor of the 28th ult., for-

warded by Dr. Adger, came to hand by the last
mail. I was making my preparations to em-
bark for Brazil in January last, when the de-
rangement of my wife's health, and a disap-
pointment in getting some money, which I ex-
pected, compelled me to give up the project for
the present. Failing in that, I was obliged to
take employment in this country, and am now
in charge ofthe Presbyterian Congregation in
this place. But I still cherish the plan of go-
ing to Brazil, just as soon as Providence may
open the way for me. A considerable number
have gone already from the South, and more
are intending to go. A large colony went from
Texas in January, one from Mississippi in Feb-
ruary, and one will sail from New Orleans this
Spring, while frequent parties sail from New
York by the regular steamship line.

Dr. J. McF. Gaston, ofFort Games, Georgia,
visited Brazil, and spent several months in the
Empire. He was delighted with the country;
and has published a report of his operations
there, in a volume, which he will send you by
mail, for $1.50, currency 7. He is a judicious
and intelligent man, and an elder in the Pres-
byterian Church.

The Rev. Ballard S. Dunn, box 2062, New
Orleans, heads the emigration from that quar-
ter. He is an Episcopalian clergyman, spent
some time in Brazil, and will send you his book
for $2.30.

These works will give you very full and satis-
factory, and reliable information. lam quite
unwell, or I would writeyou more on this inte-
resting subject. lam deeply interested in it,
and think it is the best thing for all who can
go. I will be glad to hear from you further.

being House bill No. 63, amending an act enti-
tled "an act amending the 38th chapter of the
Code (edition of I860) in relation to assessment
of taxes on licenses, passed February 13th,
1866," and,

On motionofSenator Gray, the voteby which
it was ordered to its third reading was rccon
sidered, and,

On motion of Senator Boiling, the bill was
amended so as to provide that merchants and
ordinary licenses may "be paid semi-annually,
and that all collectionsfrom such licenses shall
be paid into the Treasury within one month
from the dateoftheir collection; and, as amend-
ed, the bill was read the third timeand passed?
ayes, 24; noes, 0.

The second order ofthe day was taken up,
being House bill No. 13, disposing ofthe State's
interest in the Alexandria,Loudoun and Hamp-
shire Railroad on certain conditions, and read
the third timeand passed.

On motion of Senator Mercier, the same was
forthwith communicatedto the House of Dele-
gates by him.

On motion of Senator Dulany, the Senate
took up House bill No. 14, relating to the Al-
exandria canal and railroad, and the bill was
read the third time and passed.
