Kissing the Rod that Smites Us.
The Alexandria Gazette says that, "the ad-

vice to the Southern people, to submit to the
Reconstruction Alilitary act, seems tous entire-
ly superfluous. Have they not submitted??
Who resists?who threatens toresist, who talks
about resisting? The old taunt of 'submis-
sion'?which the Conservatives, in Virginia,
before the war, so indignantly repelled, and du-
ring the war proved was not applicable to them,
when their State took its stand?is now no
taunt at all. Every body is now, in one sense
?'a submissionist'?(even those who were fore-
most and loudest in favor of secession)?an a-
vowed 'submissionist'?by submitting to the
law offorce and necessity. This reiterated ad-
vice, then, to which we refer, would seem to be
urged for some ulterior purpose ! Is it suppos-
ed that a new definition is to be given to 'sub-
mission?' Are Virginians expected, when
yielding obedience to the law, to 'kiss the rod
that smites them'?to say that they are in love
with their 'submission,' and that they will unite
in furthering the purposes, and strengthening,
politically, the arms of those who force the
submission? Are the Conservatives expected
to aid the Radicals? Are A .rginians, to prove
their allegiance, to be told they must build up,
or aid in building up, a Radical party in the
South? Surely, no such scheme can be foisted
upon a people who are sincere in their avowed
opinions and feelings! If any Radicals want to
defeat 'ultra' Radicals, let them assist the Con-
servatives ! That is the fair proposition. At
any rate, the Conservatives will not desert their
principles, to aid a Northern Radical party
headed by cither Sumner, or Wilson, or Thad-
deus Stevens ; nor will they, here in Virginia,
be forced, under the duress of Hunnicutt, to
take up,-adopt, and carry into power, some
others whom we could name, who are not them-
selves in favor of Hunnicutt, but yet whose po-
litical principles, and previous course, are no
more favorable to them, in reality, than are
those of many of the supporters of Hunnicutt,
or possibly of Hunnicutt himself! The Con-
servatives, who arc voters, will support Con-
servative men and Conservative measures?not
looking to who or what will be most acceptable
to those Radicals, who would organize in the
South, an auxiliary party to the Radicals inthe
North !"

On the way to Radicalism.
Those who manifest such readiness to com-

ply with the unjust and unconstitutional pro-
visions of the S. S. S. Bill are drifting as rap-
idly as wind aud tide can carry them into the
port of Radicalism. They first advocate the
call ofa Convention to adopt a Constitution in
compliance with that bill, then favor resolu-
tions which declare that "all laws, creating dis-
tinctions and differences of any sort, between
persons of different races, shall be unconstitu-
tional, null and void." Of this character are
theresolutions in thePetersburg platform which
the Richmond Whig keeps standing in its edi-
torial columns, and which it calls upon the peo-
ple in every county to endorse and adopt.

The authorof this platform is the Editor of
the Petersburg Index. In reference to the res-
olution quoted above, the Richmond Enquirer
says:

"The proposition thus commended to our fa-
vor, proclaims not merely equality before the
law. but actual amalgamation ! The marriage
law forbids a black man from marrying a white
woman, merely because he is black, and would
not hinder him from so marrying if he were
white. It is palpable that this is a law creating
'distinctions and differences,' in a very impor-
tant matter, 'between persons ofdifferent races,
and which, therefore, according to the grand
platform, is to be declared 'unconstitutional,
null and void.' We repeat, and there is no es-
cape from it, that the platform embracesamaU
gamationr'

In noticing the Enquirer s criticism, the au-
thor of the resolutions, speaking for himself,
says:

"Let us remark, individually, and without
reference to the platform, or to the opinions of
those citizens of Petersburg who adopted it,
that we have never seen, nor do we now, why
a white man who wished to marry a colored
woman, or a white woman who wished to marry
a colored man, should be restricted in the ca-
price.

To show how rapidly the Editor of the Index
has traveled on the descending grade, it is only
necessary to state two months ago it was op-
posed to the action of the Senate favoring a call
of a Convention under the military bill. Veri-
ly, "Facilis est descensus." Many others are
unconsciously travelling to the same destina-
tion. Some, who now think that they will nev-
er become Radical will out-Radical the present
Radicals before another year. As the senior
of the Register would say: "Mark the predic-
tion:

questions, the character of the article referred
to calls for severe censure. Especially the fol-
lowing words: "It is a proposition which im-
plies that they are ready to grasp the blood-
stained hands ofthe authors of our ruin," are
an intolerable insult to all soldiersof the United
States army, and no less so to all true soldiers
of the late Confederate army, as they have, long
since, extended to each other the cordial hand
of friendship, and pledged theirunited'efforts to
restore peace and harmony to our whole coun-
try.

The efforts of your paper to foster enmity,
create disorder and lead to violence can no longer
be tolerated. It is hoped this warning will be
sufficient.

In closing a long editorial in defence of its
course, the Times has the following paragraph:

"The teachings of this paper have been those
of a Virginian whose convictions of duty have
been honest, patriotic and earnest, andourcon-science does not admonish us that we have, in
any instance, "fostered enmity," "created dis-
order," and done aught which was calculated
to "lead to violence.*' We know not to what
extent our convictions ofduty may conflict withthose of General Schofield, and we cannot admit
the justice or necessity lor the censure which he
has been pleased to administerin the shape of
an official communication.

Register and Vote.
We concur with the Enquirer that "there is

no reason why any one should refuse to register
and vote ; and there is every reason why every
one should register and vote. The whole thing
is, indeed, irregular and unsanctioned by law;
but our government being overthrown by a force
which we cannot resist, it is our duty, while
submitting to the evils of the military domina-
tion, not to reject its mitigations. This is en-
tirely clear ; and hence every one who is allow-
ed to do so, ought to register and to vote, in
order to make our provisional condition as tol-
erable as possible. "Those who may be permit-
ted to vote, owe it as a duty to such as may be
excluded, to exercise the privilege for the com-
mon protection. They should take care of tbe
proscribed, by registering and voting."

The call for "material aid"?money?for
carrying on a political campaign is an anomaly
?a strange thing? in Virginia. Our people
have been accustomed to no such mercenary
plan ofconducting a "canvass." It is one of
the "progressive" importations of the "new
era." It ought to be hooted out of the State,
by common consent.

Central Railroad?Good News.
The Central Railroad, says the Richmond

Dispatch, will be completed to Covington by
the Ist of July. The iron is purchased, and
the work of laying down the track is to be im-
mediately begun. This is gratifying news. It

ColoredPeople in our Midst.
We extract the following from an editorial of

the Richmond Enquirer. It says that, "in our
addresses to the new class of voters, there is

! one thing which we must remember: We can-
| not bid against such as Hunnicutt, and the
| Radicals, for the favor of the idle and worthless
I and foolish among the colored people. Hun-
| nicutt was opposed to letting negroes have

j churches, and the Radicals will not let them
j vote where they live; but they will promise not

j only votes, but anything and everything, down
| here. Whatever we may concede, they will of-

-1 fer more ; and will not stop short in their bids,
ofthe most improper and impossible promises,
including social equalities and intimacies.?
They can promise anything, for they will feel
none of the inconveniences.

It is plain we cannot enter the political mar-
ket to bid for this class of negroes. They are
Hunnicutt's lawful prey: and he has filled their
heads and hearts with all manner of mischief.
We can only expect the sensible andreasonable
of the colored people, to understand the objects
and the arts of the persons who would mislead
them, and to see that their true interest lies in
maintaining practicable and amicable relations
with the white community. It is to these,
therefore, we ought to address ourselves. The
madness ofthe others will have toran itslength.
They are determined to be the enemies of the
whites, and they must take their own course.
What the consequence will be to themselves, it
needs no prophet to tell.

We need be under no uneasiness on account
of those who are thus following Hunnicutt.?
Their number is so small, compared with the
whites, that the latter, ifonly reasonably united,
will outvote them three to one. But we wish
specially to urge two points: First, that the
whites must be united, and must remember that
therein lies their security. And second : That
we engage in no wild chase after the favor of
those among the negroes who do not intend to
be friendly to us, and who are letting our ene-
mies and theirs, lead them to their rain. We
have lowered ourselves in some cases, in press-
ing our kindness upon these. They are not to
be conciliated, and we are full able to defy
them?let them take their course, and let us
recognize them in the character of enemies,
which they choose to assume. The other por-
tion of the colored people, however, should be
encouraged, and recognized as friends, co-oper-
ating with us in promoting the common har-
mony and the common good.

HOW TO CARRY VIRGINIA FOR THE RADI-
CALS. ?Ever since the passage of the recon-
struction acts, the Radicals have been in much
tribulation on account of tbe prospect that Vir-
ginia would vote against that party. The
Washington Chronicle publishes the following
letter from Judge Underwood to the "Union
Congressional Committee" of that city :

"Iam very decidedly ofthe opinion that with
a little material aid from your committee to
send out organizers and information, we can
republicanize this State under the new recon-
struction law; but thatwithout such aid we are
lost, and will be subjected to the horrors of
rebel rule.''

The same paper publishes the following
"from another Virginian:"

"Remember that a large proportion ofthe
talent ofthe State is opposed to us, and with-
out assistance from the Republicans North and
West we shall probably be defeated. You are
aware that the most of us have lost everything,
and are unable to render the assistance we
would wish under the circumstances."

The Richmond Times says: "We must or-
ganize and hurl our whole strength against the
malignant, incendiary, agrarian, black and Rad-
cal organization which is menacing our lives
and property. We must defeat and utterly
rout it at the polls, and when the freedmen
have learned that the white is still the domi-
nant race in Virginia we shall have a restora-
tion of those kindly relations which a few de-
graded whites have disturbed,

We must speedily teach the blacks of this
State that it is not safe for them to meet in
nightly conclave to conspire, plot against and
abuse those to whom they wear faces of kind-
ness and good will. There must be an end to
the open and foul-mouthed billingsgate which
those in our employment collect by thousands
to hear heaped upon the white men of Virginia.
This state of things is without a precedent, and
must lead to the most terribleresults if it con-
tinues much longer."

In reference to Thad. Stevens' letterrespect-
ing tbe promises of Wilson, the Virginia Free
Press says:
"He suggests "a mild confiscation topay those

who have been robbed by disloya. men." These
are his "wishes." Doubtless he wishes to get a
Southern plantation in payment for his Furancc.
That is the gist of his utterances. All we have
to say is this: If the Devil has not in prepara-
tion a red-hot furnace for this mischievous agi.
tator, then there is no use for a hell?an un-
quenchable fire to torment ordinary sinners.

The cool impudence with which Stevens ut-
ters his dictum to give away otherpeople's lands
is only equalled by that of Old Satan when he
took the Savior to a high mountain and offered
him boundless acres which did not belong to
him."

Address of Col. Baldwin.

The truth is, that Northern intermeddling re-
tarded emancipation at least, thirty years. In
1832, Virginia was nearly ripe for a system of
gradual emancipation, under the lead of the
most prominent men of the State. A bill was
presented in the House of Delegates and lackedbut five votes to carry it, providing that allchildren of the African race born after the year
1840 should be free at the age of38. The cause
was gaining ground, but l_wis Tappan who
was present during the debate, and some otherNorthern meddlers, undertook to press the mat-
ter, and assume a sort ofparental guardianship
of it, and this caused a decided revulsion of
feeling. It was considered, very properly, ahome quest'on?and to be discussedand manag-ed solely by the people of the State, and in alittle whilea decidedreaction took place. Aden
whose ancestors had bought negroes from theNorth had no idea of being branded as pirates
and man-stealers by those whose progenitors
had fostered the above trade?and, after pocket-
ing the proceeds, turned round to free the very
negroes whom they had sold to Southern pur-
chasers.

But if Wilson and the other Northern bab-blers are so earnest in advocacy of negroes'
rights, why is it that they do not harangue theNorth and West upon the subject of manhood
suffrage? Why don't they ring the changes
upon the inalienablerights ofthe negro?North
as well as South ? Is it not apparent that theobject now is to win over the negro vote for theRadical Presidentialcandidate?? Virginia FreePress.

I shall resist all attempts to encroach upon thereserved rights of the sovereign States oftheUnion! I will stand side by side with my
Democratic friends in vindication of the Vir-
ginia and Kentucky resolutions of 1798-9,
which they endorsed in Baltimore in 1852 !
