The Convention?Gov. Perry's Letter.
We would invite the special attention of all

our readers to the very able letter of Gov. B.
F. Perry, ofSouth Carolina, on the question of
voting for or against a Convention. Gov. Per-
ry is an able, sagacious and patriotic statesman,
and his wise counsels deserve calm and delibe-
rate consideration. He, though a South Caro-
linian, has never been a secessionist, but be-
longed to that class, whichconstituted a majority
of the Southern people before the war, the
members of which were then called "Union
men." To use his own language, his "whole
political life has been spent in fighting for the
Union, and trying to ward off that fell spirit of
disunion which has brought unnumbered woes
upon South Carolina," but he will "never de-
grade himself, or his State, or surrender his
constitutional rights, or republican principles to
get back into the Union.'' He says: "I will
live under a militaiy Government, no matter
how absolute and despotic it may be, and be-
queath it to my children, sooner than vote a

negro Government for South Carolina, which
every man will do who votes for a Convention."

He urges earnestly upon the people of his
State, as they value life, and honor and prop-
erty, and the peace ofsociety, to register and
vote, and to vote against the Convention, for,
says he, "in this way alone can we maintain
our honor, preserve the peace of society, pre-
vent black suffrage and a division of lands
amongst the negroes.''

Register and Vote.
In our issue of" April, the 2nd, we urged up-

on our readers the importance of registering
and voting. Every one who can register should
do so, and all that register should vote, and
should vote for good men torepresent us. We
have more danger to apprehend from the State
Government than from theFederal Government
unless all who can register will do so, and vote
for suitable representatives. If the better por-
tion of citizens fail to register and vote, the
government will be controlled by the negroes
and their Radical allies, when there will be no
security either for property or liberty.

Register! Register!!
In an article strongly urging the importance

of registering, the Richmond Times says, very
truly that, "by everywhiteman in Virginia who
is entitled to vote taking care to register, the
cause oflaw and order and the supremacy of
the white race will be made secure. We have
a clear conservative majority of thirty thousand
in this State, and if we fail to poll our strength
we shall deserve to suffer. We merely ask our
people to register and vote for candidates who
are honest, fair-minded and impartial. They
should condemn and discourage all attempts to
erect party platforms by the adoption of sense-
less and unmeaning resolutions. All that sort
ofpolitical juggleryis unworthy ofour manhood,
and will prove exceedingly injurious to our fu-
ture interests. But "registration" is something
upon which our very lives and property depend,
and the Virginian who neglects or fails to regis-
ter and vote will commit a crime against his
race and State."

Riots in the South.
The teachings ofthe Radicals who have been

addressing the negroes in various parts of the
South are beginning to bear their fruits, and
the spirit of lawlessness prevails wherever they
have appeared. In Mobile, Ala., on Tuesday
last, whilst the Radical Judge Kelly was speak-
ing, three men were killed?one white and two
negroes. A number were wounded, among
them one policeman. A large majority of the
shots were fired by negroes, as but few of the
whites present were armed. On Monday, the
day before the riot at Mobile, a serious riot also
occurred at Brownsville,Tennessee. Three ne-
groes and two white men were shot, but none
fatally.

If the Radical incendiaries be permitted to
continue their inflammatory appeals to the ne-
groes, we may expect to hear of serious riots in
all iiarts of the South. These speakers are
leading the negroes to their doom.

The Richmond Times says that the "profes-
sional agitators have been left almostwithout
pretext for agitation, and the unscrupulous lead-
ers of the extreme Radicals have been filled
with dismay at the indications of the decadence
of their power As these malignant enemies of
peace and order must perish with the base pas-
sions which have given them strength, it is per-
fectly evident that they have determined to
goad the people ofthe South to deeds of folly
or violence by turning loose their most vituper
ative and incendiary orators in our midst.?
Their object is to excite our people to tumults
and riots, and thus justify harsher legislation
than any icliieh has yet characterized Congress.
This is the evident object of Kelly's mission,
and it is most deeply to be regretted that he
has been to some extent successful in Mobile.

These riots do us incalculable damage, aud
in his African Church speech, Mr. Greeley ad-
mitted that the great Radical triumph of 1860
was mainly due to the New Orleans and Mem-
phis riots.

The release of Mr. Jefferson Davis, on bail,
will, we trust, be the end of proceedings in his
case. His protracted imprisonment, without
trial, has not looked well abroad or at home,
and, was. as every body knows, much objected
to and censured, by many of the leading Radi-
cals at tbe North, aud by those most warmly
opposedto the course of the South, and to the
effort to establish an independent confederacy.
Horace < Jreeley. Gerritt Smith, and many other
prominent I 'nion men. have been constant and
earnest n thoir efforts, to procure the release
which has at last been effected by process un-
der tlie law and in the U. S. Court. They de-
serve credit for their humanityand their inde-
pendence ofexpression and action in relation to
the matter.

Proceeds of Bazaar. ?

The net preceeds of the Hollywood Bazaar
in Richmond amounted to tlie sum of $16,000.
A number of agricultural implements and oth-
er articles received since the close of the Bazaar
are on hand yet to be disposedof. The Bazaar
was quite a success. Success uniformly at-
tends the efforts of the patriotic ladies of the
South.

Mr. Davis Released.
We noticed last week the arrival of Mr. Da-

vis in Richmond on Saturday evening, the 11th
inst. On the Monday following, he was de-
livered from the military to the civil authorities,
in accordance with the order of Judge Chase to
Gen. H. S. Burton who had the custody of Mr.
Davis at Fortress Monroe. Judge Underwood,
presiding in the Circuit Court of the United
States for the District of Virginia, said that the
return ofGeneral Burton was explicit and en-
tirely satisfactory, and proceeded to pass ahigh
eulogy on that officer for his graceful and
prompt obedience to the law. He concluded
by ordering a warrant of arrest to be served on
Mr. Davis under the indictment found against
him in Court in 3lay, 18C6.

The Marshal proceeded immediately to exe-
cute the warrant. Advancing to Mr. Davis's
seat, he presented it to him. Mr. Davis court-
eously received it and handed it to Mr. O'Conor.

General Burton then made some remarks,
mostly inaudible, thanking the Judge for the
compliments passed upon his dischargeofduty.

Mr. O'Conor then stated that his client was
in court and ready 7to conform to whatever the
court might order and the laws justify. The
party implicated was not the one to lead off in
the proceedings, but he was here ready to res
pond. In view of the long imprisonment to
which his client had been subjected, he was
naturally desirous that there shouldbe no un-
necessary delay. He acknowledged the indict-
ment and the service of the warrant of arrest.
There was no technical difficulty ofthat sort.?
He is now ready to respond and willing to be
called.

Mr. Evai-ts rose, and briefly stated, in behalf
of the Government, that it was not intended to
enter upon the trial at this term of the court.

Mr. o'Conor then made application for the
privilege ofbail for his client, asking that he
might not, by its refusal, be subjected to that
most cruel mode of taking life, that severest
and most galling of punishments,?death in a
dungeon by confinement. Those who, while
differing from Mr. Davis, yet offer to become
his sureties, are entitled to peculiar considera-
tion; for their act bears testimony that"they
know him to be a man of honor ; and they are
willing to pledge their whole estates that he
will keep his word. On that future day when
the government shall find itself prepared to
proceed with the trial, Mr. Davis will be pres-
ent to respond, without the necessity of sub-
jecting him meanwhile to the tortures of im-
prisonment.

The counsel representing the Government
agreed that it was a bailable case, and fixed the
surety at the sum of $100,000.

Judge Underwood said he had no doubt
whatever that the act charged was bailable.?
Congress, in 18G2. had reduced the punishment
of the offence charged, from death to fine and
imprisonment in the discretion ofthe judge.?
This was a proceedingout of the usual course
of things as seen in times ofcivil war. But it
was nevertheless a fact, and a fact honorable to
the government, and one which relieves every
doubt of the admissibility of the application for
bail. It was eminently proper, too, that the
motion made should be received with favor.?
The defendant was readyfor trial, and had been
for a year. He had not till to-day been in the
custody of the court.

Upon the conclusion of Judge Underwood's
remarks, Mr. o'Conorbriefly thanked the court
for its indulgence. The bond being prepared,
there was a rivalry for the honor of becoming
sureties for Mr. Davis, but the bond was final-
ly signed with the following names:

The name of Horace F. Clark, of New York,
was added, he having sent a note for that pur-
pose.

The _ond requires Mr. Davis to appear at
the Circuit Court of the United States for the
District of Virginia to be held at Richmond on
the 4th Monday in November next.

The release ofMr. Davis was then ordered ;
General Burton and Dr. Cooper went forward
and tendered him their warm congratulations.
The example of these officers was followed by a
host ofpersonal friends, and a scene of un-
bounded enthusiasm and excitement prevailed.

A shout, which could not be repressed, and
which shook the granite walls to their founda-
tions, went up from the excited throng; and
amidst the exultantchorus Mr. Davis descended
the stairs, shaking hands right and left as he
passed, and, entering the carriage which
brought him to the court-room, returned to the
hotel, where he spent some time in receiving
the congratulations ofthe hosts of friends who
availed themselves of the opportunity to ex-
press their joy and gratitude at his release.

The ladies residing near Bull Run and Ma-

In order to have their scattered re-
mains collected and decently re-interred and en-
closed in a cemetery" with a suitablemonument,
it is estimated that the sum of five thousand
dollars ($6,000) will be needed. The Ladies
appeal to the public for aid to assist them in
their undertaking.

The discharge ofEx-President Davis on bail,
until the November term of the U. S. District
court for the Richmond District, will be hailed
with profound satisfaction throughout the
Southern States, and we have no doubt will be
greeted with a certain degree of relief by the
vast majority of the Northern people A wide
spread sentiment prevails that there will, in
fact, he no further demand upon Mr. Davis, but
that a noils.proscrpii will be entered at the No-
vember term and that he will be permitted to
enjoy perfect freedom. This sentiment »,_y be
merely based upon the exuberant anticipations
whu-h his admission to bail has inspired : but
there are many f»«")...t excellent legal reasons
which may be brought to bear in {;rjn_ing about
a so greatly desired consummation.

General Schofield's Order as to Registra-
tion.

HeadquartersFirst MilitaryDistrict, )
State of Virginia,

Richmond Va., May 13, 18G7. J
General Orders No. 28.
The following regulations are prescribed for

the registration ofvoters as required by the act
of Congress ofMarch 23, 1867 :

1. Two or more registering officers will be
appointed for each county and city, according
to its size, and one for each magisterial district
or ward.

2. One principal Board ofRegistiation, and
as may assistant Boards as may be convenient,
each to consist of threeofficers, will be organized
in each county or city by the President of the
Board, under instructions heretoforeissued from
these headquarters.

3. The President of the Board for the county
or city will apportion the districts or wards
among the principal and assistant Boards, de-
termine the order in which the several districts
or wards assigned to each Board shall be regis-
tered, the timeto be allotted to each, and willinstruct the registering officer of each district
or ward to publish accordingly the notices here-
inafter required, and to make the necessary
preparations for the meeting of the Board in
his district or ward.

4. The President of the Board will also dcs
ignate the place ofregistration in each district
or ward, which will be selected with reference
to the general convenience of voters.

5. There shall be one place ofregistration, and
only one, in each magisterial district or ward,
where all the qualified voters, residents of the
district or ward, shall be registered.

0. It shall be the duty of the registering of-
ficer of each district or ward to register the
voters of that district or ward, keep the records,
prepare the required reports to the commanding
general, and to do such other ministerial duty
as may be ordered by the Board or by the Pres-
ident thereof. But all questions of the right
of persons to be registered must be decided by
the full Board.

7. The Board ofRegistration shall, in each
district or ward, in five ofthe most public places
therein, cause written or printed notices to be

Episcopal Council. I
The 72nd annual council of the Protestant

Episcopal Church of the Diocese of Virginia
convened at the Trinity Church in this place
on Wednesday last, the 15th inst.

The introductory sermon was delivered by
Rev. C. W. Andrews, D. D., from Hebrews
13, 7.

At 2 o'clock the Council was called to order
by Right Rev. John Johns, D. D., Bishop of
the Diocese.

The Secretary, Rev. T. G. Dashiel, called the
roll of the clergy, when sixty were found to be
present.

A committee was appointed to examine the
credentials of lay delegates, who subsequently
reported thirty-five entitled to seats.

The following resolution, offered by Rev. Dr.
Norwood, was adopted:

Resolved, That the visiting clergy and stu-
dents of divinity be entitled to honorary seats
in this Council.

Mr. H. E. C. Baskcrville, of Richmond, was
elected treasurer of the Council, and Mr. J. H.
Tyler assistant treasurer.

The Council then adjourned to 4 P. M.
At the afternoon session Rev. George A.

Smith presided, in the absence of the Bishop.
Reports of no special public interest were made
by several ofthe clerical delegates; after which,
the Council adjourned till Thursday morning.

Pursuant to adjournment, the council met on
Thursday morning at 9 o'clock.

Rev. George H. Norton, offered the follow-
ing resolution:

"That the treasurer ofthe funds for disabled
clergymen be requested to convert the assets in
his hands into cash so soon as it can be done
without unreasonable sacrifice, and that the
money thus accruing be distributedamong those
who are properly beneficiaries."

On motion of Mr. Tazewell Taylor the reso-
lution was referred to the Committee on dis-
abled clergymen.

Mr. D. L. Powell offered the following,
which was adopted : "That a committeeof ten
lay delegates be appointed, who shall report to-
morrow to take into consideration the subject
of ministers' salaries, and the means by which
their more punctual payment may be secured.

The Right Rev. Bishop Johns thenmade his
annualreport, the reading of which occupied
about three-quartersofan hour. He asked for
the appointment ofan assistant bishop, stating
that he is now completing the twenty-fifth year
of his episcopate, the forty-eigth of his minis-
try, and the seventy-first of his age.

The Convention adjourned forDivine service ;
after which it again assembled, when the Rev.
Henderson Sutor, chairman, submitted an ab-
stract of the regular parochial reports. It
shows: Baptisms, total adults and infants,
whiteand colored, 721; communicants, white
and colored, 6,522 ; confirmations, 631 ; mar-
riages, 481; Sunday school scholars, 4,855;
teachers, 817; contributions, $45,183.46.

Rev. Dr. C. W. Andrews, chairman of the
Committee on the Division of the Diocese, re
ported; which gave rise to much discussion.

On motion of Mr. Massie, the report was re-
committed to the committee, to report at the
afternoon meeting.

Rev. li. T. Davis offered the following,
which was adopted with but little opposition:

Resolved, That in the judgment of the Coun-
cil it is inexpedient that the session of the body
should terminate before Saturday night, or the
members separate before Monday.

In the afternoon session, the committee on
division of the diocese, reported against divis-
ion at this time, andrecommended the election
of an assistantBishop.

Right Rev. Charming Moore Williams was
here introduced, and invited to a seat in the
chancel. The Right Rev. Bishop Johns intro-
duced the distinguished gentleman as the
elected and consecrated Bishop of China and
Japan. He was received, all standing.

Friday was consumed chiefly in the election
of Assistant Bishop. A number of candidates
were voted for, and a number of animated ad-
dresses in theirbehalf delivered.

The choice ofthe Clergy first fell upon Rev.
C. W. Andrews, but the laity dissented, and
there was no election. Finally, the vote of the
clergy was cast for Rev. Francis M. Whittle, of
Louisville, Ky., as a compromise candidate.?

For Rev. JoshuaPeterkin 9
For Rev. J. A. Latane 7

The lay delegates ratified the choice of the
clergy.

be held, the number of days the Board will be
in session for the purpose of registration, and
the length of time each day, and inviting all
persons qualified to vote under the provisions
of the act of Congress ofMarch 2,1867, entitled
"'an act to provide for the moreefficient govern-
ment of the rebel States," and the act sup-
plementary thereto, passed March 23, 1867, to
appear before the Board for Registration.

8. These notices shall be posted at least ten
days before the commencement ofthe registra-
tion in the district or ward in which they are
posted.

9. Persons shall vote only in the district or
ward where they are registered.

10. On the day and at the time named in the
notices hereinbefore mentioned, the Board of
Registration for the district or ward shall meet
at the place designated in such notice, and
having taken the prescribed oath, enter upon
their duties.

11. The room in which the registration is to
be made shall be so arranged that the Board of
Registration, and persons admittedas challeng-
ers and witnesses, shall be separatedfrom those
to be registered ; no one being permitted within
the enclosure, in additionto those named, except
the person to- be registered or examined for re-
gistration. The person to be registered being
admitted one by one, and theirentry and egress
to be so arranged as to avoid confusion.

12. For the purpose of securing a just regis-
tration, and to prevent the registration of any
person not entitled to vote under the provisions
ofthe said act of Congress of March 2d, 1867,
or the act supplementary thereto?three white
and three colored persons, voters ofthe district,
shall be selectedby the Board, who shall be
allowed to remain with th. Broad, and who
shall have the privilege, aud whose duty it shall
be, as well as that ofeachmemberoftheBoard,
to challenge the right of any person to be reg-
istered, who, in the opinion of the person chal-
lenging, is disqualified as a voter by reason of
any of the causes set forth in said acts of Con-
gress. Upon such challenge being made, the
Board shall examine the person presenting
himself forregistration in reference to each cause
of dis qualification mentioned in said act and
the act supplementary thereto. Evidence shall
also be heard, if offered, to substantiate the
cause of challenge, or to rebut that offered in
support of it.

13. In registering the voters the names of
the white and colored persons registered shall
be entered in separate columns of the list kept
for that purpose, which lists, after the registra-
tion shall have been completed, shall be alpha-
betically arranged?the names of the white and
colored voters still being kept in separate
columns. Three separate lists shall be kept.
The first shall contain the names of all voters

shall be registered without challenge after'takingthe prescribed oath set forth in the Ist
section ofthe supplement to the aforesaid act.
The second, those who may be registered after
challenge made ; and the third, those who may
be rejected upon challenge.

14. Opposite the name of each person chal
lenged, whetherregistered as entitled to vote
or not, the cause of challenge will be clearly
stated, and also the facts relating thereto as
developedby the examinationofthe Board.

15. The Board shall sit, at theplace designat-
ed in the notices hereinbefore mentioned, at
least eight hours each day for not less than
three consecutive days, (Sundays excepted,) as
set forth in said notice, to register the names
of all persons in said district who are qualified
to vote under the provisions of the act of the
act supplementary thereto, hereinbefore men-
tioned. It is expected that all persons entitled
to be registered, and who are not prevented by
sickness or other unavoidablecause, will present
themselves for registration at this session of theBroad.

16. Upon the completion ofthe registration,
the Board shall forward to the commanding
general copies of the lists required to be kept,
certified in the following form.

We do certify, on honor, that the above is a
correct list of the persons (registered as voters
without challenge,) (registered as voters after
challenge and examination.) or (rejected upon
challenge.) [as the case may be,) in the

In answer to a hope that he would soon visit
Petersburg, Mr. Davis replied to some friends
that nothing would do his heart more good ;

18. The name ofany one registered after orwithout challenge may be stricken from theroll
if a cause ofdisqualification is then established.

19. The names of such persons may be regis-
tered as establish by satisfactory proof the fact
of their inability, by reason of sickness or other
unavoidable cause, to attend the registration
previously made.

2Q. Tlie names of all persons in the three
separate corrected lists shall, after the second
session ofthe Board, be entered separately and
alphabetically in a book prepared for the pur-
pose, in which the names ofthe white and co-
lored voters shall be kept separate, for con-
venience of reference as the ensuing election,
and a copy of the list ofsuch register, certified
as required by p&rffgraph 16. shall then be for-
warded to the commanding general.

21. Boards ofRegistration shall have power
£q summon witnesses and compel their attend-
ance jn any case of e-qntosted re_isiration, and
the power to suppress disorder and. preserve the ipeace at und in the vipinity ofthe place of reg-
istration.

upon the local civil authorities, or the nearest
commander of troops, for such aid as may be

23. All authorized accounts incurred under
or by virtue of the act of Congress of March

31. Registering officers appointed from civil
life for counties or cities will be paid at the rate
of $125 per month; those for magisterial dis-tricts or wards of cities at the rate of $5 per
diem for the time they are actually employed.

32. All registering officers will be allowed ten
cents mileage from their places of residence to
their stations, and returning from their stations
to their places of residence. After joining theirrespective stations, registering officers will be
allowed, by way of reimbursement, the actual
necessary and reasonable expenses of their
transportation whilst travelling on public duty
connected with their office within their respect
ive counties or districts.

taking a deeper interest in the prospects of a
peaceful and quiet home in Brazil. Appended
is a letterfrom a very sensible clergyman in a
Southern State, who has been watching the
progress of events closely, and has fully de-
termined to find a home there as soon as Provi-
dence opens the way. Pedro.

Dear Sir. ?Dr. Gaston sailed for Brazil on
the 22d ofApril with 100emigrants from South
Carolina, and Georgia, and 138 from Texas. He
has left the sale of his book in the hands of
Prof. R. T. Brumby, Marietta, Georgia. Since
the first of January more than 1000 emigrants,
in four companies, have left the South for Bra-
zil, besides smaller parties and individuals in
considerable numbers. If theirreports are gen-
erally favorable, many others will go. Almost
all of those intend settling on the Ignape River
which empties into the Atlantic a little South
of Santos, the chief seaport of San Paulo. I
suppose the emigrants from our country will
chiefly concentrate in that region. It furnishes
a wide extent of unsettled territory, very fertile
land, a delightful climate, and if we can believe
tbe testimony of many witnesses, good health.
The temperature is so equable, the air so pure,
and the country so free from swamp and mias-
matic conditions, that one would suppose it
must be healthy for any body from any latitude.

I have no fears in regard to religious tolera-
tion. The free exercise of all religions is guar-
anteed by the Constitution of the Empire.?
The Brazilians are the least bigoted of all papal
nations, the Pope ha 3 less power, even over
church affairs, than in any other Roman Cath-
olic country, and the ruling classes of Brazil are
enlightened and liberal.

I agree fully in your views as to the future
character ofsociety in our Southern States.?
We are now no longer the people we once were.
Our character, tone, spirit, feelings, manners
and morals, all are fast changing for the worse,
and will change more and more. The change
in the status of the negroes, and their equal
participation in all civil and political privileges,
the influx of Yankees and foreigners, encour-
aged as it is by our own people, the efforts of
Yankjee propagandists amongstwhiteand black,
the rising of mean and unprincipled men to
station and influence, the perjury, dishonesty
and dishonor to which the people are tempted
by inducements too powerful for human nature
to resist and influences too numerous to men-
tion, will debase and corrupt the principles and
tone of society; and, if things go on as they
have begun, there will be here predominant the
vilest state of society in the world.

A. G. Buford, Water Valley, Mississippi, is
trying to get up a Presbyterian colony for Bra-zil. Suppose you and I join him, get all good
Presbyterians we can in it, and go out next
Spring?

Send me anything that appears in your pa-
pers on this subject.
