Registration in Augusta.

Tt will be seen, by reference to an advertise-
ment by Thos. P. Jackson, President of the
Board - of Registration, published in another
column, that the work of Registration will com-
menee in this county on next Saturday week,
the 22nd inst.  All persons who have not taken
an oath to support the Constitution of the Uni-
ted States and afterwards engaged in the re-
bellion, or given aid and comfort thereto, are
entitled to register, under Gen. Schofield’s or-
der, and they should *avail themselves of the
opportunity to do so at once.

Who are Disfranchised.

We publish to-day Gen. Schofield’s instruc-
tions to the Boards of Registration in this State.
In about half a column he settles clearly what
the Attorney-General left unsettled in five
columns. The disfranchising clauses of the Re-
construction Aets are more rigidly construed t‘ly
Gen. Schofield than by Mr. Stanberry; but in
the main we think he has fairly construed 'the
law. We see in some papers a mistaken_ view
of the effect of Gen. Schofield’s instructions—
glaring capitals announcing that “evel:y $outh-
ern soldier is disfranchised,” &e. This is not
so. ‘There is no very wide difference between
the conclusions reached by Gen. Schofield
and those reached by Mr. Stanberry. The orfly
soldiers disfranchised are those who voluntarily
engaged in the rebellion, and .whf) had leso
previously held office. Nobody is disfranchised
for engaging in the rebelliou—unl_ess he had
previously held office under the United States,
or been a member of Congress, or keld an ex-
ecutive or judical office é'n a State, or been In
the State Legislature. )

The questions then arise : what isan executlv_e)
or judicial office in a State? and, secoud}y, if
one has held such an office, what constitutes
“‘engaging in rebellion ?” Section 4 of G{en.
Schofield’s order answers the first question.
Section 5, 6, 7, and 8, answer the second.

As was generally conceded here, magistrates
come under the designation of *‘judicial officers,”’
and, where they engaged in the rebellion, are
disfranchised. On the other hand clerks of
courts, sheriffs, constables, attorneys for the
commonwealth, commissioners of the revenue,
commissioners in chancery, notaries publie are
not disfranchised, even if they did engage In
the rebellion.

The important statement is made in ¢ 6, that
“,11 who voted for the ordinance of secession’
engaged in rebellion or gave aid and comfort to
the enemy. -

The registration is to commence at once.

We hope no one will be guilty of the folly of
failing to register from sullenness or disgust.
Provided he can take the oath required, and is
willing to do so, he should register, if it is the
last political act he ever performs. The whole
future of the South hangs on this election.—
Charlottesville Chronicle.

The Army Worm.

For the first time within our knowledge, the
army worm has appeared in this county, al-
though it is said that a similar invasion oe-
curred fifty years ago. Learning that the host
was to be seen about a mile and a half from
town, on the Churchville road, we went out
last Friday afternoon to take a look at it. We
did not mingle much in the crowd, but con-
tented ourself with hanging on the flank and
surveying the line of march passed over. We
saw enough, however, to gratify a reasonable
curiosity. On one side of the road is an oak
forest, stripped of every leaf and presenting the
appearance of mid-winter. On the other side
is a wheat field, and beyond that, on a hill,
another forest where the worms are at work
consuming the foliage. This forest is visible
from several points in town, and looks as if the
trees along the border, as far as the worms have
penetrated, had been killed by fire. The worms
do not consume all kinds of green leaves, but
pass by the locust, sassafras, wild-grape, black-
berry, huckleberry, &e. They do not seem to
injure field crops of any kind. At the point
where we examined them, they were consider-
ably mixed up with seven-year locusts, but as
well as we could judge both parties were ami-
cably disposed. The general appearance of the
worm is similar to that of the common cater-
pillar. There are differences, however, which
we are not naturalist enough to describe, and
hiabits of the two are very different. The
caterpillars which infest our orchiards live in
water-proof tents or webs, and never leave the
tree on which they are hatched until they are
fully grown and ready to pass into the chrysalis
state. Then they wander off in search of suit-
able places for winding themselves up in their
cocoons, from which they emerge finally as but-
ter-flies, or rather moths. When seen wander-
ing about at large they are done feeding. Pre-
vious to this time they remain in their tents,
only going out upon the tree in dry weather to
feed, about nine o’clock in the morning and
about three in the afternoon. Their habit in
this respect is remarkably regular. The army
worm has no tent, but spends its days and
nights out of doors. They hang together more
than the other species, forming in many places
clumps or knots around the twigs to which they
cling. Persons who have seen more of the ar-
my in our vicinity than we have, say it is a
half a mile wide, and approaching the West
View road, moving in a South-west direction.—
‘Where they came from, and how they intend to
dispose of themselves, are mysterious to us at
present.  We do not believe they have marched
very far, or will go many miles further. They
will probably soon hide themselves under chips
and stones, or in the earth, and re-appear in a
few weeks as night moths. Those moths will
deposit their eggs in the forest, and from them
a new horde of worms will hereafter came forth
on another grand crusade. We have heard it
suggested that a few fires kindled at night in
the woods when the moths appear, would at-
tract and destroy very many of them.
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Thaddeus Stevens is now “‘systematizing’
his confiscation scheme.

Mr. Secretary Seward was next called out.—
He said their trip had been a delightful one,
and he was much obliged to the Hpeople of the
South tor their kind reception. He was in favor
of a firm union of the States, and thoroughly
opposed to rebellion as well as confiscation.—
The Secretary’s speech was well received.

After the specches there was more musie, and
more introductions. The President and his
suite are looking very well, and have evidently
been improved ﬁy their excursion. The Presi-
dent and suite probably left for Washington this
morning. —Rich. Times---Sth.

Covington and Ohio Railroad—Contract

Signed.
A special telegram to the Dispatch from

Wheeling announces the signing by the Com-
missioners of West Virginia of the contract with
the Central railroad to build the Covington and
Ohio railroad. This completes the contract,
and measures may be taken to raise the means
for progressing with the work. If the people
interested act with a zeal, energy, and liberali-
ty at all proportioned to the importance and
value of the improvement, it must succeed, and
that without delay. There is but one hundred
and twenty-threc miles to build to steamboat
navigation, where the road will meet the trade
and travel of the Ohio, and where its profits
will be sufficient to finish it to the Ohio. No
road ever projected to the Ohio Valley from
the Atlantic tide had such an advantage.—
Ninety-seven miles before it reaches the Ohio it
will be receiving the chief advantages to be
gained by striling that river! Is it possible
that a people can hesitate to devote all their
energies and means to the building of the one
hundred and twenty-three miles of railroad to
achieve such an advantage?

Another letter from Thaddeus Stevens.
LANCASTER, Thursday, May 23, 1867.
To the Chairman of the County Committee and

the Assessors of the Townshizps of the Coun-
ties of Adams, Franklin, Fulton, Bedford,
Somerset, Perry, Cumberland, and York:
GENTLEMEN : As T am about to prosecute
the claims for confiscation at the next session
of Congress, if I should be permitted to appear
there, %desire to ascertain certain facts. Will
you aid me in procuring them in a small part
of our own State? Invite returns from all the
people in each township, of the amount of pro-
perty which the rebel raiders, or the armies of
the so called ‘‘Confederate S’tates,” destroyed
or appropriated to their own use during their
several incursions into Pennsylvania, and hand
the same to the assessors of the different town-
ships, who are requested to return the ag%:egabe
for each township to the chairmen of the re-
spective parties of the different counties. May
1 here ask that the various newspapers of the
counties above named publish this notice for a
few weeks in aid of the object specified, as I
intend to press the payment of the damages
done to loyal men out of the confiscated property
of the conquered belligerents, I desire each and
every person who resided in the above-named
counties to make out a list of the amount of all
property of which he was despoiled by the rebel
raiders or the rebel Government, and return
the same to the assessors of his township, who,
I hope, will forward the same to the chairnten
of the county committees of each party, who, I
hope, will take the trouble to aggregate the same
and return it to me. I desire a fair valuation
to be placed on all the property, whether per-
sonal property abstracted, or real property de-
stroyed, except Caledonia iron works, in the
county of Franklin, which will not be appraised,
as no remuneration is claimed for it. This may
seem to be asking our friends to take considera-
ble trouble, but as a small part of the labor onl
falls to each person, it will be found light.
hope it may finally prove profitable to theinjured
people.

AraBaMA Rapicar CoNveNTION, — Mont-
gomery, Ala., June 5.—The Union Republican
Convention of Alabama, adjourned sine die to-
day, after a two days’ session. William H.
Smith, of Randolph, formerly a colonel in the
Federal army, was elected president. The offi-
cers and committees were selected without dis-
tinction of color. Over 40 counties were repre-
sented by about 170 delegates. The commit-
tee on platform made a long report, which was
unanimously adopted, declaring the party in
Alabama a part of and in alliance with the Na-
tional Republican party of the Union; endors-
ing the action of Congress on the question of
reconstruction, &ec., discountenancing all at-

—There have existed for some months
past anxious forebodings of financial troubles,
and while they continued I have been appre-
hensive that a contraction of the currency, the
object and effect of it being misunderstood or
misinterpreted, might produce a panic in the
commercial cities, which extending over the
country and beyond the speculative interest,
would injuriously affect legitimate business and
the revenue dependent upon it.

Third.—Large amounts of interest-bearing
notes are to be paid or converted within the
present and next fiscal year, to which it seemed

rudent for me first to direct my attention,
ﬁaaving the question of a curtailment of the cir-
culating notes to be determined, from month to
month, by the condition of the country and of
the treasury. -

Fourth.—Anticipating that the failure of the
crops and the other circumstances alluded to
would Seriously affect business, I have consid-
ered it important that the public mind should
not be diverted, by the criticisms and complaints
of those who are opposed to_contraetion, froni
the real causes of trouble—that a sound policy
should not be put in peril by being made the
“‘scape-goat’’ for evils resulting from different
causes.
