There in every community, says theLynchburg Virginian, those who think that

they cannot have a carnage, a suit of clothes,
or a jobof work, even to a pair of boots, made
or done at home to suit them, and must there-
fore send abroad for such articles. The money
thus sent out of a large community every year,
in this way, would amount to thousands upon
thousands of dollars. Meanwhile, the mechan-
ical and all other departments of home enter-
prise and industry suffer. It is positively
alarming to think of the amount of money thatis, in this way, sent out of the State everyyear.
Instead of building up and sustaining home in-
terests, and thus adding to the general prosr
perity, we make constant contributipns to thewealth and enterprise of those whom we have,
by our own short-sightedness, already placed
far ahead ofus. We should have in our ownmidst large manufactories of carriages, cloth-
ing, shoes, hats, paper, and other branches of
industry that now thrive at the North, and"drain our resources of money and tend actually
to withdraw our labor. Why is it that we see
so many decayed towns, and cities that do not
growand expand every year as they should do,
with such natural resources as we have in the
South ? It is chiefly for the reasons that wehave mentioned. With every thing that na-
ture could bestow to make us a great manufac-
turing, as well as agricultural people, we havefoolishly made ourselves dependent upon theNorth.

It is high time that we were breaking the
chains in which we are bound, and we must
commence by keeping all the means 7*6 have
at home. Let us resolve to buy nothing abroad
that we cab get here ; and if all of our people
would act upon this principle we should soon
witness a revival of prosperity, a gradual en-
hancement in the value of property, 3. well-to-do laboring independent mechanics,
princely merchants, flourishing schools, and
everything else that contributes to make an en-
lightened and prosperous people.
