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SocialView of Texas.
Texas society is yet in its embrio or forma-

tive state. There are no clearly definedlines of
distinction. Birth and blood are respected;
wealth and intelligence, of course, have their
influence ; but none ofthese distinctions are ex-
clusive. There is but one universally acknowl-
edged sine qua non in their society; i. c., good
behavior. "Fastness" is not countenanced in
either sex. During the war therewas a tempo-
rary relaxation in this regard as far as the influ-
ence of military headquarters extended ; but,
even then, the tone of Texas society did not re-
lax to the lamentably low standard of M in
one ofour oldestSouthern States. Now, how-
ever, there are few, if any, traces of military
demoralization. At the close of the war, society
rapidly re-asserted this demandfor a reserved
deportment between the sexes; and, to-day, its
standard ofsocial decorumis as rigid as thatof
any State in the Union.

There are positively no castes or clique in
Texas society; until within a few years, Ger-
mans and Mexicans, Frenchmen andAmericans
mingled in all their manlysports and even in
theirpublic festivities. Church distinctionsare
here ignored, for two reasons. First, wordly
pressure, against them all, forces them to make
common cause, vs. a common enemy. Second,
the wealth and intelligence of the State are so
decidedly in the hands of those churches that
are democratic; that any Church disposed to
erect a claim of aristocracy, in its religion, would
have to reckon without its host. The idea of
propagating its creed, by segregating to itself
the fashion and wealth of this world, and ex-
cluding from its society ah who refuse to enter
its communion, has not been as yet adopted by
any Church in that State. All assumption of
superiority to a Texan is vulgar; among chris-
tians, it is a scandal on religion. Hence the
attempt to arrogate claimsof aristocracy, by any
Church, would be derided, among them, as a
falsehood in fact and a selfish prostitution ofre-
ligion to mere worldiy advantage.

In thisregard all the churches have fair play.
Men do not stop to decide whether their dignity
can stand the discount (social) on certain de-
nominationalassociations. Erasmus wouldhave

Mr. Editor:?When we last wrote we were

at Victoria awaiting the development of Yel-
low Fever at Indianola. In a few daysit made
its appearance at Lavaca, and while the city
fathers of Victoria were passing resolutions,
and devising means to keep it out ?several
cases of the disease were reported in the town,
one of which proved fatal. Al! communications
with the coast were now stopped, and we had
to look out for a private conveyance to take us
across the country?a distance of 100 miles to
Columbus on the Colorado?the nearest rail-
road depot.

Our party consisted of four, beside our pos-
tillion?a New Orleans merchant (French Cre-
ole), a gentleman of the Hebrew persuasion
from the same city, and a drummer for a, Gal-
veston house.

Our course first lay through an almost inter-
minable prairie, which was covered with fine
fat cattle. Towards evening we reached the
post oak country, where we occasionally found
a cabin occupied by a family of Switzers.?
About 9 P. M. we drove up to one of these
houses and stopped for the night. We were
well entertained, fared sumptuously on milk,
butter, &c, and slept on an open beranda.?
After 3 days hard driving we reached Colum-
bus, and then took the Railroad for Houston.

While passing over the prairie East of the
Colorado, in a distance of 15 miles, we saw
from 500 to 800 deer, feeding on the plains, in
gangs offrom sto 20. Many of them were in
easy rifle range, and only raised their heads
and looked at the train as it went thundering
by, and went to leading again. We discharged
our pistols at them several times, without any
other effect than to make them scamper off a
few yards and stop to look at us again.

After reaching the rich Brazos bottoms we
saw several fields of cotton entirely destroyed
by the worms, and it is feared that they will
destroy a large part of the crop in some parts
of the State.

Yellow "Fever is now raging fearfully at Gal-
veston, killing great numbers of the unacclima-
ted, and many of the old citizens are dying
from it. It is now in all of the coast as well as
at Houston and several of the interior towns
on the Eailroad. It has not reached this town
yet but it is daily expected.

Congestive fever is prevailing to an alarming
extent on tbe Brazos and Trinity, and often
proves fatal in the space of six hours. This is
a malarious disease which is much worse than
usual this summer owing to the large quantity
ofrain that has fallen, causing the streams to
overflow their banks, which being followed by
an almost tropical suu, causing the rapid decay
of large quantities of vegitable matter, and thus
producing malaria.

Registration is still going on slowly, but in
many instances very unfairly. Many persons
are rejected who are not disfranchised _by the
law, and that too without any reason being giv-
en for refusing. In one instance a negro was
rejected because he said he would vote with
his old master. Another was removed from
one of the boards because he expressed conser-
vative sentiments. Recently, a very intelligent
negro from Canada by the name of Dr. Parker,
who had been making conservative speeches,
and giving good advice to his colored brethren,
was arrested by the yauks and killed in the
woodswhile on their way to camp. His only
offence was that he did not support the radical
pa#y.

If things continue as they are the radicals
wili have it all their own way. The Conven-
tion will be composed of negroes and mean
white men, all of whom would be benefitted by
confiscation of the lauds, and will pass resolu-
tions in favor of it, and most of the members
ofCongrc.-s from the Southern States will be
pledged to the ___£ doctrine ; but they will al-
so be pledged to the doctrine of repudiation.

The people here look on universal suffrage
as only another term for universal ruin.

Tlie people generally are much plea&ed with
the turn things are taking at the "White
house," and hope that the President, assisted
by Gen. U. S. Grant, may yet be able to save
the country.

They generally are in favor of sending ne-
groes to the Rump Congress, and will support
the negro against the radical white man and
thus get up a muss in the radical camp and di-
vide the party.

fallen into ignominy, among Texans, for his
todyism ; while Luther and John Knox would
have risen, by their pluck and principle, to a
social premiership. ??Fair play," says Texas
to the ecclesiastical dictator who wouldprescribe
Church distinctions in social life ; let shoddy
have full benefit ofall the finery and flourish
which his lucky speculationscan afford, in what-
ever Church be may prefer ; and let no Church
be required to assume the hazardous responsi-
bility of guaranteeingrespectability to all, whose
sudden good fortune or ill-gotten gains have
just rescued from the purlieus ofinfamy. This
is the language ofthe "Genius loci" of Texas.

Will the rapid influx of emigration reverse
this anti-aristocraticsentiment insociety ? We
think not. Texas is as thoroughly Texan to-
day as in the days of her independence. She
will not exchange her free and easy manners for
the measured routine of fashionable life.

_The process of social assimilationisrapid and
complete; impressing their local peculiarities
upon all settlers with incredible rapidity. Peo-
ple from all the Southern States become, at
once and enthusiastically, Texans. Even the
Virginian, with ati his inalienable devotion to
the Mother State, soon catches the inspiration,
and cheers the ?'Lone Star" standard, with a
patriotism as pure and profound as that of a
Houston or Lamar. Allbut the Yankees have
yielded to this powerful tendency to social coa-
lescence.

On the return of theFederal officers to San
Antonio, Southern men extended the hand of
social friendship to them ; but their advances
were soon checked by tbe insolence of the Fed-
erals. At a party given in that city, by South-
erners, a certain Colonel Lee, (Federal), was
understood to be the guest ofthe occasion. In
response to a toast given in honor of the said
Colonel, it was remarked that his name (Lee)
was one that was dear to all who were present,
and it was a source of unfeigned granulation
that a toast could now be offered, in which once
discordant feelings might meet and mingle with
the harmony of former years. At this friendly
association of his name with that of GeneralR.
E. Lee. the Yankee Colonel became very indig-
nant, and replied in a manner so coarse and in-
sulting to GeneralLee's friends, that the toast
was not drank ; and, but for the presence ot
ladies, there would have been a personal ren-
contre.

The present state of affairs has produced a
general stagnation in all kinds ofbusiness, and
although there must now be more than $3,000,-
-000 in Specie in the State, money has sudden-
ly become very scarce.

?Many merchants are selling off their stocks
at auction lor less than half their value, and all
who have money are holding it, so that if it
becomes necessary they can leave the country.
