The Conservative Convention.
What we need, on the part of the members
of the Conservative Convention, is the exercise
of wisdom—-the happy combination of the high-
est intelligence with prudence and discretion
directed to the accomplishment of great and
good ends. We adopt the sentiments and lan-
guage of the Enquirer that “‘the Convention
ought to be extremely prudent and guarded.—
We want no windy declamation; we are too
proud to lament over what is irretrievably lost,
and we have no time for idle argument. The
hour calls for action, and not for speculation ;
it is no use to go back to antiquity, and glory
in the greatness of our Fathers ; itis the present
with which we have to do, and its stern reali-
tics present the situation with which we have
to grapple. The illustrious body—for such it
may become—must bear in mind that conserva-
tism means not to uphold this party or “that,
nor to bring back old customs and secure special
privileges, but to preserve the Union under the
Constitution. We have ‘accepted the situa-
tion,” and we must frankly and honorably sup-
port it. Virginia is to remain for all time in
the Union, and she must act as a part of the
Union. What she wants is to resume her place
among the sisterhood of States, to obtain her
share in the government of the Republic, and
above all things to secure permanent peace, un-
der ecivil rule, to her children. Kvery other
consideration must give way to this first neces-
sity.

The members of the Convention will, there-
fore, have to consult, not about what the pre-
sent ought to be, but on what the future can
be made. We must take matters as they are
and make the most of them. To do this it will
be necessary to use the utmost caution and pru-
dence. There is nothing to be gained by ap-
peals to the world, unless they are accompanied
by our own earnest efforts—the world has no
ears for those who do not help themselves.—
Let us not rely too much upon promises made
by Northern allies, nor too confidently indulge
in expectations thus engendered. Thelate elec-
tions have been of incalculable advantage to our
cause, but our duty is to let the North complete
the work. The medicine is working admirably.
We can do nothing better than toleave it alone.

Not only the Radicals, but the whole North,
will watch our Convention, and scrutinize its
procecdings with jealous care. Every rash
word, every hasty declaration, every ebullition
of temper, will be carefully noted, interpreted
in the most malignant spirit, and turned as a
powerful weapon against us.

This does not imply, by any means, that the
Convention should be inactive. God forbid !—
Composed of such men as we hope to see there,
imbued with thao cpivit of prudence and self:
control, demanded by the n ities of our sit-
uation, and acting conscientiously for the bene
fit of the whole State, it can do infinite good.—

quict determination, will find an echo in the
hearts of every fair and just man. And, fortu-
nately for us, the race of such is not yet wholly
extinct, even at the North, but growing daily,
as we see by the elections and the altered tone
of the Northern press.”

Trial of Mr. Davis Postponed.
The trial of Mr. Davis did not take place last
week before Judge Underwood’s Court as was
expected. Mr. Davis was present, and he and
his counsel were ready and anxious for the trial
to take place. It seems very evident that his
accusers shrink from the trial, and it may be
that he will never be tried at all. The South
have nothing to fear from the trial, and the
North have everything to lose and nothing to
gain by it. Before the bloody tribunal of force
the decision was rendered in favor of the North
—before the peaceful tribunal of law, the de-
cision will be in favor of the South. The Lynch-
burg Republican says that ‘‘there is no more
ground for arraigning Mr. Davis upon the im-
putation of treason, than there is for arraigning
Lee, Johnston, or any other man who partici-
pated in the late war for Southern Independ-
ence and Constitutional Liberty. The public
authorities of the United States know this well,
and we predict they will never reach a formal
trial of the President of the late Confederacy.
The truth is, the real traitors in this country
are those men who now figure in Congress, and
have destroyed the constitutional liberties of ten
States, and revolutionized the Government it-
self ! Stevens and Wade, Sumner and Bout-
well, and their ilk, are as vile conspirators
against the established liberties of their country
as ever Cataline or Nero was against the liber-
ties of Rome, and if anybody is to be tried for
treason, they are the identical men who ought
to be first arraigned.

Impeachment of the President.

The majority of the impeachment committee
of Congress, as will be seen by reference to con-
gressional proceedings, reported in favor of im-
peaching President Johnson. The mountain
has labored and brought forth a mouse.

Railroad Subseription.

Tho County Court has again postponed the
election in this County on the question of vo-
ting a subscription of $500,000 to the stock of
the Chesapeake and Ohio Railroad. The elec-
tion day has been postponed to the 3rd Thurs-
day in January. We think it would be well to
postpone it till the fate of the Constitution,
which will be submitted by the Convention,
shall be determined by the vote of the State.—
Qur citizens will not be much inclined to vote
for a county subscription of $300,000 till they
are assured that the State Government will not
pass into the hands of Radicals and negroes,
for they know that, in that event, their State
taxes will be oppressively burdensome, as they
are in West Virginia. Shoald the Constitu-
tion be defeated, and the fact be established
that this State will not be governed by R\adicals,
then we believe that our people should and
would vote the subscription—the whites alone
voting. On the contrary, we believe that, if
the vote be taken before that assurance can be
given, the subscription will be defeated. For
this and other reasons we believe it would be
well to postpone the election till the fate of the
Constitution be determined

Arrest of Hunnicutt.

Jas. W. Hunnicutt was presented by the
Grand Jury of Charles City County for using
incendiary language at FElam Church in that
county on the 27th of September last. On
Wednesday last, in Richmond, Sheriff Wright
arrested Hunnicutt, and was about to carry the
prisoner to Charles City, when he was called
upon by Licutcnant Paul R. Hambrick, Mili-
tary Commissioner, who ordered that he be re-
leased on bail. George Rye, of Woodstock,
and John Hawxhurst, of Alexandria, gave se-
curity for his appearance ten days after the ad-
journment of the Constitutional Convention,
and Hunnicutt went on his way rejoicing that
the day of his punishment is still longer de-
ferred.

The Dispatch says:

“We are reliably informed that not only the
county court, but the Commonwealth’s attorney
and many citizens, strongly advised that no pre-
sentment be made.”’

‘“Adventurers.”

The North Carolinian says that those per-
sons of Northern birth in our midst whom many
of our citizens style ‘‘adventurers,”” not only
disarmed their accusers on Tuesday and
Wednesday, the 19th and 20th instant, but by
their conduct in the election put to shame those
native born men (?) who voted the Radical tick-
et.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.

SENATE. Monday, Nov. 25th.—In the senate
a resolution calling for the payment of all money
received from the sale of abandoned or confiscat-
ed property into the Treasury was laid over and
ordered to be printed. A resolution inquiring
into the expediency of an immediate reduction
of the military forces wasadopted. The Sergeant-
at-Arms was directed to arrest Edward T.
Dunbar, of New York, for contempt in refusing
to answer certain questions before the Retrench-
ment Committee.

Houste orF REPRESENTATIVES.

In the House the credentials of J. S. Golla-
day, who was elected to succeed Judge Hise, of
Kentucky, were referred to the Committee on
Credentials. The Standing (fommittees of the
Fortieth Congress were announced by the
Speaker. Under the call of States bills to amend
the national currency act, pledging the faith of
the country to pay the five twenties in coin, to
repeal the tax on cotton, to fix the value of legal
tender notes, and in reference to the annexation
of Mexico, were all referred. Under the same
call Mr. Butler, of Massachusetts, introduced a
bill providing for the payment of a portion of
the national debt in lawtul money of the United
States, which was also referred. Mr. Robinson’s
resolution tor the impeachment of Minister
Adams were referred to the Committee on For-
eign Affairs. The reading of the report on im-
peachment was commenced, but on motion it
was dispensed with and only the conclusion of
it read. It declared Andrew Johnson guilty of
high crimes and misdemeanors and submitted a
resolution for his impeachment. Minority re-
ports were also submitted by the four dissenting
members of the committee. The consideration
of the wholesubject was postponed until Wednes-
day, December 4.

The Points in the Majority Report.

The majority of the impeachment Committee,
in their report recommending impeachment, lay
great stress upon the alleged usurpation by the
President of the pardoning and veto power;
also the authority to make removals and ap-
pointments ; and particularly refer to what they
call the flagrant violation of the constitutional
powers by the Executive by organizing govern-
ments in the southern States at the end of the
war, without asking the advice of Congress, as
they assert, for personal purposes. They refer
to the pardoning of 193 persons in West Vir-
inia, deserters from the army during the war,
which they state was in behalf of private and
interested parties, and in order that they might
vote in accordance with the President’s opinions;
the restoration to political rights causinga great
depletion of the treasury.

The tenor of the Executive's offence through-
out the entire report consists in alleged usurpa-
tions of the powers above mentioned. They
assert also that by various official aad other
public declarations the President has sought to
obstruct the laws of Congress for the pacifica-
tion of the States, with particular reference to
constitutional reports approved by Congress.—
The report is very lengthy, and is signed by
Messrs. Boutwell, Williams, Churchill, Thomas,
and Lawrence.

Report of Messrs. Nelson and Woodbridge.

The report of Messrs. Nelsonand Woodbridge,
of the committee, asserts that there was no
evidence presented which demanded impeach-
ment, but they condemned the President’s
political views, and were willing to censure
him.

The Minority Report.

The minority report of Messrs. Marshall and
Bldridge strongly defends the President from
abuse by his political enemies, and asserts that
his only fault consists in not holding to the

olitical views of the party which elected him,
1n subjugating the people of the South. The
report is extremely caustic, and abuses harshly
some of the witnesses who testified before the
committee. Detective Baker is accused of
perjuiy. They conclude thus:

“The President will be held in respeet by his
countrymen when his calumniators are pilloried
in the undying secorn and indignation of the
American people.”

The points made in the summing up of the
majority report against the President are not
borne out by the testimony.

First. Asto the President having usurped
the powers of Congress in organizing govern
ments in the southern States. It will be found
in General Grant’s testimony that the pro-
gramme that was followed out by Mr. Johnson
had been laid down by Mr. Lincoln. It also
appears by General Grant’s testimony that he
was present, by invifation, at the Uabinet coun-
cils in which the reorganization of the southern
States was considered, and that while he assent-
ed to the plan followed by the Administration,
he did not offer any suggestion of his own, but
was a silent listener. The only active part he
took was in restraining the President’s order to
have prominent rebels like Lee brought to con-
dign punishment.

As to the pardon of prominent rebels, it ap-
pears that many of the most prominent were
pardoned on the recommendation of Grant,
Speed, Stanton, and others. Asto the pardon-
ing of deserters from a West Virginia regiment,
which the report alleges was done in order that
they might vote for a Democratic member of
Congress, it appears from the evidence that
they were only technically deserters, that they
were not pardoned till some weeks after the
election, and that the President merely endorsed
the application in the usual form, referring it to
the Secretary of War, who himself granted
it.

The committee inquired into the possession
by the President of eertain Tennessee bonds ; in
the supposition that his possession of them
might have some connection with his release of
the property of southern railroad companies,
but it appeared that Mr. Johnson had been
possessor of these bonds for the last twelve
years.

In reference to the trial of Jefferson Davis,
Attorney-General Speed and the counsel for the
Government shoulder all the responsibility of
not trying him, the avowed cause being that
Chief Justice Chase would not preside, and that
Attorney General Speed would not consent, un-
der any circumstances, to have the trial con-
ducted before Judge Underwood.

There was sn attempt on the part of Deteetive
Baker to get up a story about animaginary let-
ter from Johnson as Military Governor of Ten-
nessee to Jeff. Davis, offering to turn over the
State to him, but the committee could have had
no trouble in deciding what degree of credit was
to be given to it. The tale fell still-born.

There is no allegation agzinst the President
of his having personally given grounds of of-

fence.

Ashley, of Ohio, who presented the article of
impeachment, acknowledges that he has pro-
duced to the committee all the valid evidence
in his possession.

A bill was introduced declaring the effect of
the impeachment of any civil officer of the gov-
ernment. Under a suspension of the rules, a
resolution forbidding any further purchase of
territory was adopted.

SENATE. Tuesday, 26th.—In the Senate a
memorial from the Union League Club protest-
ing against the muster out of Sickles and
Howard was referred. A bill providing that
the appointment of Assistant Attorney General
shall be subject to confirmation by the Senate
was referred. A resolution was adopted calling
for the Motley correspondence. A joint resola-
tion to adjourn sine die at twelve o’clock on
Monday was adopted after some discussion, in
which Mr, Sumnerexpressed a fear that the
President might ‘‘have another chance’” in the
interim before the assembling of the second ses-
sion ‘which takes place at the same time.

House oF REPRESENTATIVES.

In the House the concurrent resolution of the
Senate for an adjournment on Monday was
agreed to. A resolution inguiring into the ex-
pediency of equalizing taxation by taxing honds
was adopted. A resolution requesting the
(Committee on Banks and Currency to report a
bill withdrawing national bank currency from
circulation and substituting greenbacks therefor
was after some discussion referred. A vote of
51 against 101 decided against laying the resolu-
tion on the table. A resolution inguiring into
the expediency of establishing a new scale of
taxation, by which only sufficient revenue will
be obtained to hear the expresses of the govern-
ment and pay the public debt, was adopted.—
The House finally went into Committee of the
Whole, when Mr. Blaine and Mr. Butler made
speeches, the one in favor of paying the five-
twenty bonds in coin, and the other in opposi-
tion.

SENATE, Wednesday, 27th.—In the Senate
a resolution was adopted calling for papers
relative to the proposed review of Fitz John
Porter’s case. After a session of ten minutes
an adjournment took place until Friday.

Jouse op REPRESENTATIVES
In the House Mr. Stokes made a personal

explanation relative to his loyalty, and Mr. J

Eldridge replied.  The House then went into
Committee of the Whole on the state of the
Union and Mr. Bautler finished hisspeech on the
finances, and was followed by Messrs. Blaine
and Brooks. A bill wasintroduced and refarred
to establish a uniform time for the election of
representatives and delegates in Congress.—
Leave was asked to offer a resolution eompeliing
national banks to redeem their curreney in coin,
but chjection was made and the House adjourn-
ed until Saturday.

SENATE. Friday, 29th.—A memorial from
fl?elaware was presented, favoring equal suf-
rage,

Mr. Dunbar, editor of the New York Globe,
having purged himself of contempt of the
Senate, was discharged from custody.

Mr. Chandler offered a resolution declaring
strict neutrality in the pending quarrel between
Abyssinia and England. Mr. Sumner ohjected,
and the resolution lies over.

Mr. Morrill introduced a bill directing the
Secretary of the Treasury to redeem legal-tender
notes with coin, and further directing him to
sell each year, after paying the interest on the
debt, and gold in the Treasury over $75,000,-
000, receiving in payment for the same national
bank and compound-interest notes; and requir-
ing all national banks which have not equal to
twenty per cent. of their capital in specie to
hold the interest on their bonds. On and after
July 1, 1869, they shall pay in coin their notes
of five dollars or smaller, and all notes over five
dollars in coin or legal-tenders. The banks
failing to comply with these provisions forfeit
their charters, and the Treasurer has authority
to organize national banks of equal capital in
their stead.

Myr. Morrill said he would press the bill atan
carly day, adding that Congress must grapple
with the financial difficulties at once, and ascer-
tain the true solution of the financial disturb-
ances.

Adjourned till Monday at 113 o’clock.

Virginia Central Railroad Company.

The following proceedings of the meeting of
the stockholders of the Virginia Central Rail-
road recently assembled in Richmond will be
read with interest.

General Echols, chairman of the special com-
mittee of thirteen on the annual report of the
President and Directors, submitted the follow-
ing series of resolutions, viz:

“Resolved, That the Board of Directors be
instructed to enter into a new contract with the
commissioners of Virginia and West Virginia
for the construction of the Covington and Ohio
Railroad, with the following stipulations :

“]1. The work to be commenced and com-
pleted in the time and manner provided in the
charter.

¢2, The company to guarantee four per cent.
semi-annual dividends upon any stock which
may be subseribed for the construction of said
road after the completion of the road to the
Ohio river, and in the mean time said stock
shall be preferred in any dividends which shall
be declared by the company to an extent not
exceeding four per cent. semi-annually.

¢3. The company to borrow such sums of
money, at a rate of interest not exceeding eight
per cent. per annum, as may be necessary, in
addition to the funds arising from stock sub-
scriptions, for the completion of said road, and
to execute a lien on its property and revenues

to secure the payment of the principal and in-
terest of such loans: Provided, That no por-
tion of the work on the Covington and Ohio

railroad shall be put under contract until three
and a half millions of dollars of stock, applicable
to a continuous line to the Ohio river, shall
have been subseribed: Provided, further,
That subseriptions may be received to be appli-
ed to the construction of the work continuously
from either end of the line.

¢ Resolved, The company may guarantee the
payment of principal and interest of bonds of
cities and counties receivable in payment of sub-
seription to stock.

“Resolved, That the bonds of cities and coun-
ties, at ninety cents in the dollar, and bearing
eight per cent. per annum interest, convertible
into preferred stock, be received in payment of
subseriptions of stock. g

“Resolved, That nothing contained in any
contract made by this company shall have the
effect. to deprive the present creditors of the
company of their claims for ratification out of
the present property of the company. And it
shall be the duty of the president and directors,
before executing any further lien on the present
property of this company, funded or floating
debt, not heretofore so secured, that cannot be
promptly paid off in the ordinary administration
of the affairs of the company.”

General Echols addressed the meeting in an
earnest speech, advocating the adoption of these
resolutions.

After several amendments were proposed and
rejected, the report of the committee was adopt-
ed by the following vote:—ayes, 3,099; noes,
1,906 —majority 2,093.

Mr. Thomas J. Michie offered the following,
which was unanimously adopted :

“ Resolved, That, when the President and
Directors of this company shall have concluded
a contract with the commissioners of Virginia
and West Virginia, it shall be their duty at
once to assume the name and style of the Ches-
apeake and Ohio Railroad Company, and to
claim and exercise all the rights and franchises
conferred upon the said Chesapeake and Ohio
Railroad Company by the acts of the Legisla-
tures of Virginia and West Virginia.”’

ELECTION OF OFFICERS.

On motion of Mr. M. G. Harman, the meect-
ing proceeded to the election of officers for the
ensuing year.

Colonel Fontaine was unanimously elected
President by acclamation.

The names of Messrs. 0. R. Mason, Isaac
Davenport, Jr., and N. B. Hill, were placed in
nomination, and a scale vote demanded.

"The vote stood: Mason, 2,160; Hill, 1,985 ;
Davenport, 1,227.

Messrs. Hill and Mason were declared elected
directors of the company.

SALARY OF THE PRESIDENT.

Mr. Branch moved that the salary of the
President be raised from $2,500 to $5,000.—
The motion was carried by a considerable ma-
jority. Adjourned.
