UNCONSTITUTIONAL CONVENTION..

FORTY-FIRST DAY.
SATURDAY, February, 1st.
TUKEY'S CASE.

The convention refused to suspend the rules
to take up the resolution of Judge Snead to
allow Mr. Tukey pay and mileage as contestant
of the seat of Mr. Southall, delegate from Au-
gusta, Albemarle and Louisa.

THE ORDER OF THE DAY.

The consideration of the report of the com-
mittee on taxation was resumed, when the fol-
lowing, offered by Mr. Thomas, was adopted
as a section of the report: . ““That the Gene-
ral Assembly may levy a tax not exceeding $1
per annum on every male citizen who has at-
tained the age of 21 years, which shall be ap-
plied exclusively in aid of the public free
schools, and counties and corporations shall
have power to impose a capitation tax not ex-
ceeding 50 cents per annum for all purposes.

Pending Mr. Thomas’ call for a vote on his
proposition, Mr. Hawxhurst intimated that his
conduct was ungentlemanly, when Mr. Thomas
rose and sternly demanded to know if he meant
to say that he had been guilty of ungentleman-
ly conduct. Mr. H. replied that he did not.

Mr. James rose to a privileged question and
denounced the Southern Opinion newspaperin
unmeasured ternis, saying that it was nota
Southern opinion, but a Southern lie, libel and
slander, in consequence of its strictures on him,
when he alluded to his ‘‘scparators’’ as being
used all over the eountry.

Mr. Clements wanted to know if, under a
question of privilege, he had a right to adver-
tise his valuable invention.

THE PARDONING POWER.

The report of the committee on the pardon-
ing power of the Governor was made the order
of the day for Tuesday, 1 o’clock, when it will
be considered in connection with the report of
the commitiee on the executive department in
relation to the same subject.

While the convention was considering the
postponement of the oyster subject until to-mor-
row Mr. Luther Lee, (Rad.), took umbrage at a
remark of Mr. Clements, who opposed the
postponement of the question, when

Mr. Clements wanted to know what he had
said to offend bis colleague.

Mr. Lee—the explanation is satisfactory.

Mr. Clements—I have no apology to make.
I never do.

FORTY-SECOND DAY.

MoxvAy, February, 3d.

PER DIEM FOR TUKEY.

Mr. Snead called up the resolution offered
by himself, granting Frederick 8. Tukey, con-
jfta.nt for the seat of Mr. J. C. Southall, per

wem.

Discussion ensued, during which Mr. Wal-
ton arose to a point of order. The resolution
was one requiring a special appropriation, and
therefore an ordinance should be reported on
the subject.

The discussion was continued.

Mr. Allen moved to strike out after the
words ‘* third day of December, 1867, the
words ‘‘to the seventh of January instant.”

Mr. E. Gibson said that he had received in-
formation which threw a new light on the sub-
ject. He would therefore move a postpone-
ment. The postponement was granted.

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT.

The first section of the report was adopted
as submitted by the committee after some dis-
cussion. It is as follows:

* Governor.

*‘1. The chief executive power of this Com-
monwealth shall be vested in a Governor. He
shall hold the office for a term of four years,
to commence on the 1st day of January next
succeeding his election, and be ineligible to
the same office for the term next succeeding that
for which he was elected, and to any other of-
fice during his term of service.”’

The second section was adopted as follows:

‘2, The Governor shall be elected by the

voters at the times and Ll:ces of choosing
members of the General ‘Assembly. Returns
of elections shall be transmitted under seal by
the proper officers to the Secretary of the Com-
monwealth,  .who shall deliver them to the
Speaker of the House of Delegates on the first
day of the-next session of the Genperal Assem-
bly. The Speaker of the House of 'Delegates
shall, within one week thereafter, in -the pres-
ence of a majority of the Senate and House of
Delegates, open the said réturns, and the votes
shall then be counted. 'The person having the
highest number of votes shall be declared
clected ; but if two or more shall have the
highest or an equal number’ of votes, one of
them shall be chosen Governor by the joint
vote of the two houses of the General Assem-
bly. Contested elections for Governor shall be
decided by a like vote, and the mode of pro-
ceeding in such cases shall be decided by law.

The third section was then read, as follows:

¢+ 3. No person shall be eligible to the office

of Governor unless he has attained the age of | hi

thirty years, has been a _citizen of the United
States twenty years, and hiS been a citizen of
Virginia for five years next preceding his
election.”

Adopted—ayes 45, noes 43. »

Mr. Clements moved the following as addi-
tional to the above:

** Provided this section shall not be construed
to exclude any person from the office of Gov-
ernor in the United States or any of its terri-
tory.”’

Adopted—ayes 52, noes 33.

Mr. Thomas moved to reconsider the vote.—
Carried.

Mr. Porter offered the following substitute :

‘* No person shall be eligible to the office of
Governor unless he has attained the age of
twenty one years and has been a citizen of the
United States and of this State for two years
next preceding his election.”’

Mr. Thomas moved to strike out *‘ two’’ and
insert ‘* three.”” He was followed by Mr. Por-
ter, who spoke at length.

Mr. Clements moved to recommit the whole
matter to the committee. TLost.

Considerable discussion ensued, during which
Burwell Toler (negro), from Hanover, made
his maiden effort. He was opposed to settin
down five, nor twenty, nor any yother time, for
a man to live here 'fore he can be Guvner.—
He didn’t had no doubt dat de ole patriarchs of
Ferginia had did de best dey knew how, but he
want in favor of follering in dar tracks. I
don’t think, sar, dat it is empowered for wick-
ed hearts to make argiment for de good. I has
not spoke before, which I has been requested
todo so. I has been counted in one sense a
monkey, by yothers a baboonian; but I ain’t
par one. I'm a man and a brother, sir;
equil by creation. and —don’t pull my coat tail
off! [Spoken to a member behind who was
tugging at his coat.] Dis is de first time I has
spoken in public to dis House, and I intend to
prove it. I has sot in here and listened, and T
don’t think it competent for wicked men to
make laws for righteous men. I am in favor
not to limit de time to five nor twenty nor
nothing else, but to put de man forth whar de
majority rippersent, no matter whether he's a
babvoonian or a white man nor nothin else.

After some further discussion, the amend-
ment of Mr. Thomas was adopted—-ayes,43;
noes, 39.

The Convention adjourned.

FORTY-THIRD DAY.

TurspAY, February 4th.

TUKEY'S CASE.

This case, which has assumed an undue im-
portance, was called up by Mr. Allen, at a cost
to the State of three hundred dollars per hour
when Mr. E. Gibson wanted to know whether
Mr. Tukey did not retain his position as regis-
tering officer until a few days before the elec-
tion; 2d, whether he did not send his tickets
around before he resigned ; 3d, if he did not
state that he would not resign his office until
he ascertained whether he was elected or not.
He thougkt that his case should be referred in
order to ascertain the truth of the rumors to
which he alluded.

Judge Snead had heard that'he did not act
as registration officer on election day.

Mr. Clements had heard of frauds in Au-
gusta, by which Mr. Tukey was defrauded out
of votes by the bailot box being opened and bal-
lots changed. The rule was where there was a
reasonable ground to presume that a contesting
member was entitled to a seat that he is eati-
tled to pay and inileage while contesting the
same.

Mr. Campbell, one of the ablest members of
the convention, who never speaks unless to the
point, denied thas there was anything in the
act convening the convention which authorized
the payment of either per diem or mileage to a
contesting member.

Mr. French opposed paying Mr. Tukey even
to the 31st of Decamber, 1867, as proposed by
the substitate of 3r. Allen to the resolution of
Judge Snead.

After an oration from a Congo, the order of
the day was announced. i

Mr. Morrissey, Radical, asked a suspension
of the rules and a postponement of the order of
the day for the consideration of a matter in
which both sides of the house felt interested.

Uncle Bayne and Mr. Platte objected.

It was agreed to, nevertheless, and Mr. M.
called up the resolation of Mr. Mayse, of Bath,
in regard to the right of the sitting mewbers
from Richmond to their scats.

To this Mr. Campbell had offered a substi-
tute, the substance of which we have already
given.

Mr. Platte proposed to amend by a resolu-
tion that General Schoficld be requested to
communicate to the convention all of the infor-
mation in his possession concerning the elec-
tion of delegates from Richmond, and in re-
gard to the alleged frauds in Monroe ward.

Mr. Campbell accepted that in lieu of his
substitute. The vote was taken on it, and it
was adopted—ayes 71, noes 8.

Mr. Mayse spoke earnestly in favor of the
adoption of his resolution, and stated that it
was due to the body that the matter should be
investigated, so that it could be ascertained
whether the members from Richmond are en-
titled to their seats. He had heard from a
Conservative, who was a candidate at the last
election, that after an interview with Gen.
Schofield in regard to the matter, he left with
the impression that the General was of the
opinion that the sitting members were not le-
gally entitled to their seats.

Mr. Clements offered a preamble to the sub-
stitutegof Mr. Platte, bascd upon the hypothe-
sis that Mr. Mayse had asserted that the Con-
servative candidate said that General Schofield
stated that the members from Richmond were
not entitled to their seats

Mr. Magse corrected him in accordance with
our report already given, and the preamble was
voted down—ayes 42, noes 43.

Here Mr. Parr, the member from Nanse-
mond, who is a favorite with both parties, rose
and made a mistake as to the question, owing
to the confusion in the part of the House in
which he sits, and commenced to make a
speech upon the oyster question, but his coat
was frightfully pulled by a2 Radical friend.—
This, it seewms, was misunderstood by

Mr Platte, Radical, who said, I deem it be-
neath the dignity of a gentleman to make an
old gentleman make himself and his party
ridiculous.

Mr. Parr, who is slightly deaf, did not seem
to appreciate the laughter that followed, but
with a spirit worthy of a representative of re-
nowned Nansemoad, replied: I wish gentlemen
to know they car’t pull Parr down by the coat-
tail, nor can they do it by the argument.

As the convention closed its morning session,
Uncle Dr. Bayne announced that, if the con-
vention didn’t stop its foolishness, he intended
to have ‘‘the work’’ of making a constitution
put out by contract, and would take it himself.

Uncle Specs looked as if he wanted to kuow
whether the doctor was an autocrat de facto or

de jure.
AFTERNOON SESSION.
The following section of the report of the

‘the people ,composin
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committee on the Executive department was
adopted: :

The Governor shall reside at the seat of gov-
ernment, shall receive $5000 for ‘each year of
his service, and while in office shall reeeive no
other emolument from this or any other gov-
ernment. :

It was proposed to miake the salary $4,000,
and by another member $6,000 per annum.—
Both were voted down.

Pending the discussion of the next section,
Mr. Parr endeavored-to get the floor, but the
temporary chairman (Mr. Hine) did not ob-
serve him, whereupon, Mr. Gibson, of Rappa-
hannock, called his attention to the fact. This
gave offence to Mr. Platte, who replied angrily.

Mzr. Gibson—I was not talkiog to you.

Mr. Platte—But I was talking to you.

Mr. Gibson asserted that he intended to ﬁo-
tect the rights of members. To which Mr.
Platte rephed that if he espoused the quarrels
of others he had no objection to quarreling with

m.
Mr. Gibson—If the gentleman wants a per-
sonal difficulty I am ready for him.

Mr. Piatte—I am ready for you, too.

As soon as the sensation produced by these
belligerent remarks subsided and quiet restored,
Mr. Gibson went to Mr. Platte’s seat and said
something in a whisper, and then left the hall.
Mr. Platte got up to follow, but the Chair or-
dered the door to be closed, and Mr. Platte,
consequently, could not get out. Before the
convention adjourned, we are ‘happy to state,
the difficulty, through the intervention of their
friends, was settled.

Senator Doolittle on the Infamous Con-
gressional Despotism.

Through the courtesy of the Hon. James R.
Doolittle, United States Senator from the State
of Wisconsin, we are enabled to lay before our
readers this week, his masterly production in
the shape of a letter to the committee of invi-
tation of the great Conservative meeting which
camie off last Thursday night week, in New
York. The country has but few greater States-
men, nor the people a more fearless -advocate
of freedom, liberty of speech and of Consti-
tutional rights than Senator Doolittle. Would
to Heaven there were many more like him in
the Rump Congress!

WasHINGTON, Jan. 27, 1868.
To Henry Leibanan and others,

Committee, &e., &e. :

GENTLEMEN :—Your letter of invitation is
duly received.

1t costs we a strugele to decline to accept.—
My whole soul is with you, and with all of my
countrymen everywhere who are organizing to
rescue constitutional liberty from overthrow by
that Radicalism which controls the dowminant
majority in Congress. Two measures are now
pending, (they have already passed the House,)
which, if consummated, tend to revolutionize
the Government. The first, in direct violation
of the Constitution, takes away from the Presi-
dent the command of the army and the execu-
tion of the laws in ten States of the Union. It
places the command of the army and the exe-
cution of the laws in the hands of the General,
independent of the President, who ceases there-
by to be Commander-in-Chief. In a word, it
creates an absolute dictatorship. -

The other measure aims to subordinate the

judiciary department to Congress also. The
nummber of judges of the Supreme Court is
eight, ard this bill proposes that no judgment
shall be pronounced against the validity of a
law of Cungress except by two-thirds of the
whole number of judges. Two thirds of eight
is more than five. Lo be precise, two-thirds of
eight is five and one-third. As the opinion of
a judge cannot be divided, and must be wholly
for, or wholly against the validity of a law, the
practical effect of requiring two-thirds of eight
Jjudges to concur is the same as if three-fourths
were required.  Six judges must coneur in opin-
ion to weigh down the opinions of two.
This is placing false weights in the balance.
This is placing in the balance, in favor of any
usurpation Congress may attempt against the
Executive or judiciary department, the weight
of three opinions in advance, fixed—immova-
bly fixed—by law. It leaves the point to be
decided by a masjority of five opinions only.—
If three of the five shall decide in favor of the
validity of the law, Congress is to be sustained
in any usurpation it may attempt. We all
know, as power always tends to enlarge itself,
that constitutions are made on purpose to de-
fend minorities from being trampled upon by
wajoritics.  Majorities are powerful, and able
to protect themselves.

The Supreme Court was established as the
tribunal of last resort; to uphold the Consti-
tution as the supreme law over Congress, as
well as over all else; to hold a just and even
balance is our system; and to determine the
boundary line between the powers delegated by
the people to the Federal Government, and
those which were reserved to the States. In
the strong language of him who has ever been
revered as the father of the Constitution :

“The plain fact of the case is that the Con-
stitution of the United States was created by
the respective States,
who alone had the right; that they organized
the Government into legislative, executive, and
judicial departments, delegating thereto certain
portions of power to be exercised over the
whole, aud reserving the other portions to them-
selves respectively. As these distinet portions
of power were to be exercised by the General
Government and by the State governments, by
each within certain spheres, and as, of course,
controversies concerning the boundaries of their
power would happen, it was provided that they
should be decided by the Supreme Court of
the United States, so constituted as to be as
impartial as it could be made by the mode of
appointment responsibility of the judges." —
James Madison’s Writings, vol. 1, p. 18.

But how can the Supreme Court hold a just
and even balance between the General Govern-
ment and State governments if three of its
judges can weigh down five ?

I, in case of encroachment by Congress upon
the rights reserved to the States, or upon the
liberties of the people, it shall require six judges
to overcome two ?

Just Heaven! has it come to this? that, in
the madness and blind fanaticism which rule
the hour, it requires six judges in favor of that
constitutional liberty for which our fathers and
British ancestors have been struggling for five
hundred years to weigh down the opinions of
two judges in favor of absolute military despot-
ism, of abolishing all civil law and civil govern-
ment even, in t°n States of the Union, and
among eight millions of people.

The case of McCardle is that of acivilian ar-
raigned for trial by military commission. It is
now before the Supreme Court on appeal from
a decision by the United States Circuit Court
for Mississippi, on habeas corpus. Congress
proposes to enact that this man shall be de-
prived of his liberty, and sentenced by military
court, to death it may be, although five of the
eight judges of the Supreme Court shall decide
that such an outrage upon constitutional liber-
ty in time of peace, is forbidden by the express
language of the Constitution, He shall not be
set at liberty if three of the judges of that court
shall be of opinion that the Constitution of the
United States is suspended or overthrown in
the State where he resides.

This McCardie case is not all. There are
several now in prison under sentence of death
by these Radical courts martial awaiting a death
warrant from the President.

By the strongest appeals to the Senate when
the military despotism bill passed in 1867, the
minority prevailed upon some of the majority
to vote with them, and a provision was inserted
that nosentence ot death should be executed with-
out the approval of the President. But for that
this terrible measure would have been already
stained with blood. The President, though
urged by the military commanders to issue the
order for execution, has refrained from doing
80,

In the defence of the great mass of my rights
and liberties, as a citizen of Wisconsin, I must
rely upon the government of that State.

First of all, the State defends my life; Con-
gress has nothing to do with that.

The State defends my person from assault;
Congress has nothing to do with that.

The State defends my reputation ; Congress
has nothing to do with that.

The State defends my wife and children;
Congress has nothing to do with that.

The State defends my home from trespass,

arson, from burglary, and all my property
from theft and from robbery; Congress has
nothing to do with that.

In all my dearest rights, relations, interests,
family, character, person, liberty, and life, I
am defended by the laws of Wisconsin ; not by
the laws of Congress, ‘at all.

Nothing is more clear, therefore, than the
necessity of guarding with a jealous care against
all encroachments by the Federal Governwent
upon the just rights of the State governments;
foritis only under their authority that my
most precious interests are secured. The Sau-
preme Court is organized by the Coustitution
for the purpose of holding, not a false balance,
but a just and even balance between these rights
which the State government secures, and cer-
tain other rights, just as sacred, if not so near
and dear, secured to me by the Federal Gov-
ernment against encroachments by the State,
against insurrection in the State, against inva-
sions from abroad, and in controversies which
may arise between me and the citizens of
another State—all of which it is the duty of
Coggress to defend or secure.

Suppose Congress, under political excite-
ment, pass a law encroaching upon my rights
of life, or liberty, or person, or property, which
belong to the State to defend, and that a case
arises in the Supreme Court to determine
whether the State government or the Federal
Government has usurped power over the ques-
tion, shall the Supreme Court hold an even
balange between the States, on the one hand,
and Congress, on the other? Or shall that
court hold its balance with one side already
loaded down by a law of Congress i faror of
its own usurpations?
Upon this very question of its usurpations
shall Congress prevent even-handed justice, by
placing a manacle upon one of her hands?
Justice hitherto represented as a majestic
woman, with eyes bandaged, holding a pair of
even balances, must hereafter be represented
with false balances in her hand, with one eye
uncovered, no longer looking straight-forward
in search of trath but askant and obsequious,
seeking apologies for the usurpations of central
power.
In our system two forces are ever struggling
with.each other; one tending towards centrali-
zation, the other towards the States. Each
operating without the other would destroy the
system. As in the solar system, there the cen-
tripetal force left to itself alone wouid draw all
the planets to the sun, and thus destroy that
system. The centrifugal force, left to itself
alone, would drive the planets into infinite
space, and thus destroy that system also. But
the eontinued operation of both furces, the one
balancing the other, retains all in their proper
orbits. How long could that system last if the
centripetal force should be doubled. The other
force remaining the same could no longer bal-
ance it ; all would go to the centre. If the
centrifugal forece were doubled, it could no
longer be eounterbalanced by the other, and
the planets would leave their orbits and wander
through space.
So if the Supreme Court, which holds the
balance between these political forces in our
system, is to be so chained and manacled, that
unless six-cighths of the judges shall decide
against it, the decision shall always favor cen-
tralization, how long will it require to concen-
trate ali the powers of government at Washing-
ton, and to practically destroy the States as a
part of our system ?
_And, on the other hand, if it required six-
eighths of the judges to declare the validity of
any law of Congress, would not this Govern
ment be in danger of losing its just authority ?
There is another measure proposed in the
House. It may pass that body. - [t has been
reported by a majority of the Judiciary Com-
mittee.
It is proposed by law to compel the Supreme
Court to dismiss the appeal of McCardle, and
to make all similar_appeals to the Supreme
Court impossible. I can hardly believe such a
lawﬁcan pass the Senate. It is an open con-
fession that Radical reconstruction is unconsti-
tutional, and that they dare not come to a de-
cision in the Supreme Court.
Pass that biil, in addition to the rest, and
the last vestige of eivil law, or civil jurisdiction,
is swept away, from the Potomac to the Rio
Grande.
From where I stood this morning, upon the
steps of the Capitol, with the flag of the Union
over me, I ean look across a river, and look up-
on a land of absolute, unqualified despotism.—
If I visit Mount Vernon, and sit down by the
tomb of Washington, 1 sit under the shadow
of military dictatorship, more unlimited than
can be found in any civilized country upon the
globe. Constitutional liberty is already bound,
scourged, and crowned with thorns here—here,
in her own sacred temple.
Shall the General of the army, urged on by
the Radical chief priests, erucify her on this
sacred Capitol Hill ?—in her own home ?—un-
der her own banner ?—amid all the scoffs and
jeers of all the despots of the world ?
Let the people answer.

than distingnished Virginians who stood as
men, ‘‘without fear and without reproach.’’—
But there have been strange things in these
latter days. Negroes, for instance, violently
and outrageously hoisted into the seats of the
best and greatest men, are receiving a larger per
diem out of the Tresaury than was ever paid to
the ablest and most experienced legislators.—
Dispatch.

Thurlow Weed seems to despair of the Re-
publican party.
