The senators were then called one by
one, alphabetically, commencing with Mr. An-
thony, of J?mde Island, and Mr. Chase admin-
istered them the oath he had himself taken, to
do impartial justice to Andrew Johnson?read-
ing the fbrg) of oath to themfrosia manuscript
copy. The senators were then called in alpha-
betical order, and nearly all had been sworn,
when the name ef Senator Wade was called ;

and while he was walking towards the Chief
Justice to take the oath, Senator Hendricks, of
ladiana, arose and sadd: "Before the oath of
impeachment is administered to the honorable
gentleman. I wish to ask the Senate a question.
The senator just called, the presiding officer ol
this body, under the Constitution and laws will
become president of the United States should
the process of impeachment now being tried be
sustained. The Coinstitution provides that in
such case the. possible successor cannot even
preside iv the body during the trial. I submit
for the consideration of the presiding officer of
the court the question, "'Whether, beiogasena-,
tor representing a State, it is competent for
him to take the oath and become thereby a part
of the court'?
