Arouse the Voters.

Unless the voters of this State defeat the rat-
ification of the Constitution which will be
adopted by the Mongrel Convention, this State
will be ruined, the liberties of its citizens will
be destroyed and their hopes of prosperity
blighted—they will be the politicel serfs of Rad-
jcals and negroes, and be ground to death with
oppressive taxation. Every voter should be
made to appreciate the absolute importance of
voting against the ratification of the Constitu-
tion. To effect this purpose as far as we can,
we propose to send the Spectator to such as
wish it from now till that election for the small
sum of fifty cents each.

Impeachment trial.

Friday last was the day upon which the Pres-
ident had previously been summoned to appear
for trial. At 1 P. M. the Chief Justice ap-
peared in the Senate chamber and took the
chair. The Sergeant-at-Arms made proclma-
tion announcing that the Senate was sitting in
the trial of the articles of impeachment against
the President. The managers of impeachment
accompanied by a number of the members of
the House entered and took the seats provided
for them. Several Senators who had not taken
the oath as members of the Court were then
sworn in, among them was Mr. Vickers of Mary-
land. The return of the Sergeant-at-Arms was
read, announcing that he had served the writ
of summons on Andrew Johnson, President of
the United States, at the Executive Mansion,
on Saturday, March Tth, instant, at the hour
of T o’clock in the afternocon. Proclamation
was then made by the Sergeant-at-Arms, call-
ing on the President to appear and answer to
the articles of impeachment. Messrs. Stanbery,
Nelson and Curtis appeared as counsel for the
President, and took the seats assigned them.
At 120 P. M. the Sergeant at-Arms officially
announced the members of the House of Re-
presentatives, and the remainder of that body
entered and took seats. The ChiefJustice then
demanded that the counsel of the President put
in their reply to the articles of impeachment.—
Mr. Stanbery read the reply of the President
asking that he be allowed a reasonable time for
the preparation of his answer to these charges,
and stating that at least forty days would be
necessary for that purpose. Mr. Stanbery
delivered an address in support of the request.
Mr. Bingham, the Chairman of the impeach-
ment managers, replied and spoke against grant-
ing this request, and cited the eighth rule adopt-
ed for the conduct of the trial as forbidding such
action. The rule requires that the party im-
peached shall appear and put in a plea _on the
day appointed for the return of the writ of sum-
mons, or in case of failure in either particular,
the trial shall proceed as if a plea of *‘not guilt-
y’’ had been made. A discussion ensued on
this point between Messrs. Curtis and Stanbery
on the part of the President, and Messrs. Wil-
son and Bingham for the prosecution. At 2
P. M. the Senate retired for consulation and re-
mained until 4 P. M., when the discussion was
resumed and a number of motions were offered
fizing the day on which the respondent should
make answer. Speeches were made by Mr.
Nelson, of the President’s counsel, and Mr.
Batler, of the impeachment managers. Mr.
Conkling offered an amendment providing that
the trial shall proceed immediately after the
replication to the answer shall be filed. This
was agreed to after considerable discussion, by
a vote of yeas 40 to nays 10. The Court then
adjourned until Monday, March 23d. The
Chief Justice descended from the chairand Mr.
Wade resumed the seat and called the Senate
to order. The Senate soon after adjourned un-
til Monday.

The fact that the Court of Impeachment only
allowed the President till next Monday to pre-
pare his answer to the articles of impeachment,
is understood to indicate clearly that the verdict
of ““guilty’” against the President is predetermin-
ed on the part of those whose sworn duty it is
to give bim a fair and just trial.

The Result in New Hampshire.

All true Conservatives hoped, and many be-
lieved, that the Democrats would carry the
State of New Hampshire in the election of Tues-
day last. The indications were such as to create
that belief, and such would have been the case,
if fraud and bribery had not been resorted to
by the Radicals, If that State had been lost
by the Radicals it would have been disastrous
to their party—hence their extraordinary efforts
to prevent it. The fact that it was not carried
by the Demoerats does not argue that they may
not carry every Northern State outside of New
Eogland in the Presidential election. New
Hampshire has been a Republican State ever
since the organization of that party. In 1864,
it gave Mr. Lincoln 3,560 majority; in 1865,
the Republican majority was 6,128 ; in 1866, it
was 4,656. Last Spring, the Democrats and
Conservatives succeeded in cutting the majority
down to 3,146, and now they have reduneed that

majority six or seven hundred more, showing a
steady increase in the Democratic strength and a
corresponding decrease in the Radical strength.
This is a clear indication of the growing unpop-
ularity with the people of the dominant party
—an unpopularity which we do not doubt will
spread and grow until it becomes an irresistible
force which will sweep from power the betray-
ers of the constitutional liberties and guarantees
of the country. We see nothing discouraging
in the result in New Hampshire, but on the
contrary much to encourage the enemies of the
Congressional usurpers to press on in their pa-
triotic work, with the assured conviction of final
victory.

The Approaching Contest.

In a short time the fate of this State will be
determined by the election on the ratification
or rejection of the Constitution, which will be
submitted by the State Mongrel Convention.—
At the same time, State officers,—Governor,
Lieutenant-Governor, and Attorney-General,—
and, also, candidates for Congress will be elect-
ed. If the Constitution be ratified, and the
candidates for State and Federal offices of the
Radical party be elected, then will the fate of
Virginia be deplorable indeed.

The Leaders of the Negroes.

We have, time and again, warned the negroes
against those who assume to be their political
leaders, and assured them that they were, prac-
tically, not their friends, but their worst ene-
mies. As the Richmond Whig says, “if the
leaders of the negroes were their true friends,
they would be using their influence to induce
them to go to work, and provide the means of
livelihood for their families, Instead of doing
this, they are doing the contrary. They seck to
prevent them from forming any engagements
that will interfere with their political plans.—
They are taught, that the first duty of the ne-
gro is, to attend political meetings, listen to
Radical speeches, and vote for mean white Rad-
ical candidates for office, and that the duty of
finding employment and providing for their
familes, is but a subordinate affair. Ifa negro,
who has been registered in one of our cities and
is living as a pauper, car find employment and
good wages as a farm hand, he is asged to re-
main where he is, and reject the proffered em-
ployment. No provision is made for him, the
sufferings and privations of his wife and children
are unheeded, and it matteys not to his leaders
how much they suffer, so he has life enough re-
maining to cast his vote for them. Thisis Rad-
ical friendship, and this kind of friendship is
going to pauperize the whole black population,
and hasten thousands upon thousands of them
to the grave.

We do not remember any instance in which
the Radical newspapers or speakers of the State
have called upon the negroes to go to work.—
All the advice they get, is to array themselves
against their former masters, and vote for Bad-
ical men and miegsures., Their first and last
duty, according to their counseiigrs, is to do
this.”’

Most of the Radical press, while urging im-
peachment, take care {c say little or nothing
about the merits of the articles of impegchment,
The truth is, if the President were to be tried
on the “‘law and the testimony” and without
reference to party feelings and party purpose,
the case would be dismissed at onee,

There is a curious rumor in Washington that
Mrs. Senator Sprague, who is quite a politician,
sympathizes strongly with the President, re-
presents to her husband and her father (Chief
Justice Chase) that it is an act of tyranny, and
that Mr. Johnson has only stood up for his
rights.

CONGRESSIONAL.
SENATE.—Tuesday, March 10.—A long dis-
cussion took place upon the order in relation to
the admission of spectators during the impeach-
ment trial, and several changes were made in
it, after which it was adopted. The House
amendments to the bill providing for the re-
presentation of the United States at the Mari-
time Exhibition at Havre were concurred in and
the bill was passed. It now goes to the Presi-
dent. At 220 P. M., a brief Executive session
was held. At 225 P. M., the doors were re-
opened and the consideration of the Consular
and Diplomatic appropriation bill was resumed
in Committee of the Whole. Several amend-
ments were made, after which the Committee
rose and reported the bill to the Senate. A
number of additional changes were then made
and finally the bill was passed. The Senate soon
after adjourned.

HousE or REprESENTATIVES. —A bill for the
admission of the State of Alabama was report-
cd from the Committee on Reconstruction and
made the special order for to-morrow. A bill
was passed providing for the sale of a certain
lot of ground in St. Augastine, Florida, to be
used for educational purposes for the freedmen.
Also a bill providing for the sale of certain lands
and lots on the Sea Islands in Beaufort district,
South Carolina. The bill reported from the
Ways and Means Committee to exempt certain
manufactures from the internal tax was taken
up, amended and passed. The Committee on
Foreign Affairs reported back a bill in relation
to the rights of American citizens abroad. After
a ahort discussion the bill was laid aside. The
correspondence between Generals Grant and
Hancock in relation to the removals of the city
Councils of New Orleans and Jefferson, Louis-
iana, was laid before the House and referred to
the Committee on Reconstruction. The House
soon after adjourned.

SENATE. —Wednesday, March 11.—A re-
monstrance was read from the Boston booksellers
against the international copyright.

A memorial from citizens of Colorado, remon-
strating against the territory being erected into
a State, was presented.

A bill taking final judgments against internal
revenue collectors up to the Supreme Court on
appeal, without regard to the sum involved, was
passed.

A conference committee was demanded on the
bill conveying into the Treasury the proceeds of
captured and abandoned property.

The funding bill was resmined, and after an
Executive session, the Senate adjourned.

House oF REPRESENTATIVES.—Gen. Grant
reported that 70,812 votes were cast for the
Alabama Constitution and 1,009 against.

The extension of the time for the Freedmen's
Bureau was discussed and laid over.

The bill for the admission of Alabama was re-
sumed, and spiritedly opposed by the Demo-
crats. No Republicans spoke in opposition.—
The vote will be taken to-morrow.

General Meade asks an additional appropria-
tion to enforce the reconstruction acts.

Mr. Logan, in defending his veracity regard-
ing the bogus destruetion of bonds, said of the
Treasury Department, that *‘it was a rotten in-
stitution from head to foot.”

SENATE. Thursday, March 12.—A bill was
introduced allowing aleohol and rum contracted
for and manufactured before January, 1868, to
be exported, if done within thirty days, on prop-
er proof.

Myr. Sherman claimed that the bill would open
the door to fraud.

The pension bill was discussed, and the Sen-
ate then yent into executive session, but came
out in a few wminutes, and concurred in the
House amendment to the bill amending jadi-
ciary acts. This bill now goes to the President.

The Senate again wentinto executive session,
and adjourncd

House or RupRESENTATIVES.—The [reed-
men’s Bureau extension bill was postpened till
Tuesday.

The Senate resolution for creeting military
warehouses at Fortress Monroe was passed.

The internal management of the Treasury was
discussed at length.

A bill constituting the Secretaries of War and
the Treasury and the Attorney-(reneral a board
to fix the charges on the Pacifis railroad was
passed.

Senate bill to amend the judiciary act of 1789,
to appeal suits arising out of the collection of
the revenue, passed with an amendment repeal-
ing so much of the act of February 6, 1867,
(being an act to amend the judiciary act of
1789,) as authorizes an appeal from the judg-
ment of a Circuit Court to the Supreme Court,
or the exercise of any such jurisdiction by the
Supreme Court on appeals that have been or
may hereafter be taken.

Mr. Stevens called up the Alabama admission
bill, but Blaine moved an adjournment ; which
was carried.

LR
UNCONSTITUTIONAL CONVENTICH.

WeDNESDAY, March 11.—After the reports
of some committecs, and the transaction of oth-
er unimportant business, the order of the day,
the 2nd section of the report of the committee
on county organization was taken up, and adopt-
ed by the vote of 51 to 26. It reads asfollows:

Jach county of the State shall be divided in-
to so many compactly located townships as may
be deemed necessary—not less than three.—
Previded, that after three have been formed,
no additional township shall be made, contain-
ing less than thirty square miles. In each
township shall be elected, annually, one super-
vizor, one township clerk, one assessor, one col-
lector, one commissioner of roads, one overseer
of the poor, one justice of the peace, who shall
hold his office for three years, one constable,
who shall hold his office for three years. Pro-
vided, that at the first election, held under this
provision, there shall be three justices of the
peace, and three constables clected, whose terms
shall be one, two, and three years, respectively.

These officers will be elected on the fourth
Monday in May, and assume their duties on the
1st of July succeeding.

The supervisors of each county shall consti-
tute the Board of Supervisors for that county,
and shall assemble at the court-house thereof,
on the first Monday in December, in each year,
and proceed to audit the aceounts of said coun-
ty, examine the books of the assessors, regulate
and equalize the valuation of property, fix the
county levies for the ensuing year, apportion the
same among the various townships, and perform
such other duties as shall be preseribed by law.

FRANCHISE.

TourspAy, March 12.—It was decided to
take up the franchise question, postponed from
Friday last. Hine moved that the pending mo-
tion to reconsider the vote by which the follow-
ing additional sections were adopted be laid on
the table: g

“Kvery person who has not been a senator or
representative in Congress, or elector of Presi-
dent or Vice-President, or who held any office,
civil or military, under the United States, or
under any State, who, having previously taken
an oath as a member of Congress, or as an of-
ficer of the United States, or as a member of
any State Legislature, or as an executive or ju-
dicial officer of any State, to support the Con-
stitution of the United States, shall have en-
gaged in insurrection or rebellion against the
same, or given aid or comfort to the enemies
thereof. This clause shall inclyde the following
officers: Governor, Lieutenant-Governor, Sec-
retary of State, Auditor of Pablic Accounts,
Second Auditor, Register of the Land Ofiice,
State Treasurer, Attorney-general, Sheriffs, Ser-
geants of g city or town, Commissioner of the
Reveuue, County Surveyors, Constables, Over-
seers of the Poor, Commissioners of the Board
of Public Works, Judges of the Supreme Court,
Judges of the Circuit Courts, Judges of the
Court of Hustings, Justices of the County
Courts; Mayor, Recorder, Aldermen, Town
Councilmen of a city or town, Coroners, Eschea-
tors ; Inspectors of Fobgeeo, Flour, &e. ; Clerks,
of the Supreme, Distriet, Cireuit, and County
Courts, and of the Court of Hustings ; and At-
torneys for the Commonwealth.”

5. Every person who acted as a commis-
sioned oflicer above the rank of first licutenant
in the army, or master in the navy, in any mil-
itary or naval organization, opposed to the Uni-
ted States during the ate rebeliion.”’

The motion to table was lost—ayes, 23; noes,
51.
The question of the reconsideration of the
two clauses was, on motion, divided.

Jpon the wotion to reconsider, some discus-
sion arose, the negroes opposing it.

Kelso made an infamously ‘stupid and bittex
speech against reconsideration,asking if the Con-
vention meant to enfranchise these rebels, whom
Congress had disfranchised. If these carpet-

sack men who came here pretending to be the
friend of the negro were willing to sell them-

selves out and go back on the colored Eeople,
Kelso would not go with them. This talk about
reconsideration, in order to make disfranchise-

ment, was all Bugcombe.

The motion to reconsider the first of the two
clauses was carried—ayes, 42; noes, 34.

Mr. Thomas offered the following proviso to
the fourth section:

¢ Provided, That the Legislature may, by a
vote of three-fifths of both houses, remove the
disabilities incurred by this clause, from any
person included therein, by a separate vote re-
corded in cach case.”

Adopted—ayes, 55 ; noes, 20.

The whole clause as amernded was adopted—
ayes, 53 ; noes, 28.

Fripay, March 13.—The franchise question
was taken up, and the following sections were
adopted :

“Sec. 2. All elections shall be by ballot;
and all persons entitled to vote shall be eligible
to any office within the gift of the people, ex-
cept as restricted in this Constitution.”

“Sec. 3. All persons entitled to vote and
hold office, and none other, shall be eligible to
sit as jurors.”’

“Sec. 4. The General Assembly shall, at
its first session under this Constitution, enact a
general registration law.”’

Mr. Hine offered the following as an addition
to the section:

**And every person offering to register shall
take and subseribe before the officer charged
with making a registration of voters the follow-
ing oath:

5 , do solemnly swear or affirm, that
I am not disqualified {from exercising the right
of suffrage by the Constitution framed by the
Convention which assembled in the city of Rich-
mond, on the 3d day of December, 1867, and
that I will support and defend the same to the
best of my ability.”’

The proposition of Hine was adopted-—ayes,
50; noes, 21.

The original section as amended was then
adopted—ayes, 50; noes, 21.

The fifth section, as follows, was stricken out :

“Sec. 5. No person shall be deprived of
voting at any election, because of non-payment
of any tax that may be imposed by law.”

The sixth section was then adopted, as fol-
lows :

“Sgc. 6.  No voter, during the time of hold-
ing any election at which he 1s entitled to vote,
shall be compelled to perform military service,
except in time of war or public danger, to work
upon the public roads, or to attend any court as
suitor, juror, or witness; and no voter shall be
subject to arrest under any civil process during
his attendance at elections, or in going to or re-
turning from them.”’

The following was adopted as the seveath sec-

tion: :

“The (encral Assembly shali provide by law
for polling and canvassing the votes_of soldiers
and seamen in the military or naval service of
the United States during the time of war who
are citizens of this State, and would be entitled
to vote if at their respective places of voting.”

Staunton.
