Constitution Defeated.
Arkansas and Alabama have defeated the

Constitutions submitted by their Mongrel Con
ventions?the former by voting, and the latter
by abstaining from voting. After Alabamade
feated the Constitution proposed for that State
by not voting, Congress changed the law so as

to prevent any other State from doing so in the
same way?it being palpable that by asbtaining
from voting nearly every State in the South

CONGRESSIONAL.
Senate.?Wednesday, March 25.?A bill

was introduced to provide a provisional govern-
ment for the State of Alabamaon the basis ol
the negro Radical Constitution recently defeat-
ed in that State. It was referred to the Com-
mittee on the Judiciary. The report of the
Committee to revise the rules ofthe Senate was
taken up. The President's Private Secretary
appeared at 1.25 P. M. and announced the veto
of the bill relating to appeals to the Supreme
Court in habeas corpus cases. The discussion
of the report of the Committe upon Rules was
resumed. A motion was made that all re_-olu
tions cahing on the President or any ot the Ex
ecutive Departments for information s h;iil be
referred without debate to the appropriate
standing committee 10 report upon the same.?
A long debate ensued, chiefly in relation to the
conduct of Secretary Stanton, which was bitter
ly denounced by Mr. Davis and defended by
several of the Secretary's friends. The motion
was finally agreed to. The rules were then adopt-
ed, ''he bill relating to appeals to the Supreme
Court was-then taken up, the questionbeing on
the passage ef the bill over the President's veto.
After a loo* the further considera
tion of (he bill was postponed until to morrow

tion, it never, for a moment, attachedsuch cul-
