, The Corn crop of the Valley, in 1860, was 3,-
-138,581 bushels, or 24 bushels to each inhabitant,
while in the N. E. States it was 2.9 bushels, in
the Middle States 9.1, in the Western States
46.8, >in the Southern States 31.4, and the Uni-
ted States 26.7. The Valley crop was l-12th of
the crop of the whole State and l-280th of the
crop of the United States and Territories; it was
more than was produced in either California, Con-
necticut, Florida, Maine, Massachusetts, Minne-
sota, New Hampshire. Oregon, Rhode Island, or
Vermont, or in all the Territories and District of
Columbia. The nearness of the Valley to mar-
ket, makes it pay to send corn there, when that
of the West and South is not worth moving from

? the fields where it gre"Sf, ihe market is so far
away.

The Rye crop of the Valley, (and rye is rarely
used as an article of food, and can hardly be
called one of its staple crops), in 1860,was 241,121
bushels, or about 1.8 to each inhabitant; it was
more thah i of the crop of Virginia, and over
l-90th of the crop of the United States; it was
more than was raised in either of 18 States that
could be named, including Alabama, Arkansas,
California, Delaware, Florida, South Carolina,
Texas or Vermont. The yield in the N. E. States
was .45 bushels to each inhabitant, in the West
.5, in the Middle States 1.48, in the Southern
States 0.26, and in the whole United States .67.?
In the New England, Middle, and Western
States, rye is used as a bread grain and is gener-
erally cultivated.

The Oat crop of the Valley in 1860 was, 683,663
bushels, or about l-15th of the crop of the State,
(which was the 6th in this production), or l-252nd
of the crop of the whole United States. Theaver-
age was s.l7bushel to each inhabitant; the yield of
the N. E. States was 3.43, of the Middle States
8.65, of the Western States 6.51, of the Southern
States 2.18. We may also remark, that oats are '
not the staple grain for horses as in the North '
and West, corn being the favorite grain for feed-
ing, therefore, oats are not cultivated as they oth- j
erwise would be.

There Mere raised 4,088 bushels of Barley,
l-17th of the crop of the State, and more than the :
crop of several large States, but this grain is little Icultivated, yet it does well and the long season '
and climate of the. Valley are very favorable to '

Kentucky, and nearly that of Minnesota. This i
grain is not much cultivated in the Valley, as it '
interferes with other crops, but it produces finely .

bushel to each inhabitant, while in the N. E. j
States it was .35, and in the Pacific States .14. ,

The Valley produced 213,816 bushels of Irish
Potatoes, or 1.6 bushels to each inhabitant, and j
about l-llth"ofthe cro£"of the State, or l-555th of I
the crcp ofthe United States. It was more than
the crop of Texas. The potato yields well here I
and is free from disease, but it is not used to l-3rd
the extent it is in the North and West, and there- [
fore, is not as jnuoh cultivated. Where the quan-
tity of wheat and corn is great, the potato is not ,
as much used as where they are not abundant.? t
The Valley crop of Sweet Potatoes was 13,070 |
bushels, which though more than wero raised in i
either of 11 States thatwe could name, and nearly !
double the crop of New York, is only a small *
crop?the soil ofthe Valley, except along rivers,
is not sandy enough for this potato, though it
does well where the soil suits.

There were made here 1,766,469 tbs. of Butter, ,
or l-260th of the yield ofthe whole United States .
and Territories, and about l-7th'of theproduction j
of Virginia. It was 13.5 lbs. to each person and j
over 66 tbs. to each milch cow. It was l-60th of i
the production of the great dairy State of New 1
York, which made I?4th of the whole amount pro- i
duced in the Union, and which, by improving its
stock for dairy purposes, makes 91 tbs. of butter '
to the cow. The attention ofthe Valley farmers
has been turned more to butter lately, and the (
product of ISG7 was more than double that of j
iB6O, judgingby the amounts sent to market.

The amount of Cheese made was 33,648 tbs. \
about l-Bth ofthe yield of Virginia. There has
not been much attention given to this production, ,
but only skill is wanting to develop the resources !
ofthe Valley in that direction. \

The Valley obtained from 70,009 sheep, 259,-

The
area embracedm farms, (which was by no means
all the section), was 2,849 square miles, or 1,001,-
-961 acres of improved land, and 720,860 acres of
unimproved, or farm woodland. The cash value
of these farms was $45,982,521 : or an average of
$26.69 per acre. The cash value of the farming
implements and machinery in use was $1,211,025.
The live stock embraced 36,656 horses, 627 asses
and mules, 26,726 milch cows, 972 working oxen,
55,800 other cattle, 70,009 sheep, 145,662 swine, or
336,450 head of live stock.

Of Wheat, Rye, Corn and Oats, \t produced
6,323,351 bushels, or more than 48 bushels toeach
inhabitant, constituting 1-197th ofthe entire crop
ofthe whole United States and Territories, of
these four great cereals.

The wheat ercp of this Valley was 2,259,896
bushels, more than l-6th of the crop of Va.,
which was the sth wheat producing State in the
Union, and l-80th ofthe whole crop of the Uni-
ted States and Territories ; it was 1,176,793 bush-
els more than the whole crop of N;ew
Hampshire, Vermont, Massachusetts, Connecti-
cut, £hode Island, Delaware, Kansas, Florida.
Louisi ana and the District of Columbia, and ex-
ceeded the crop of either of 18 States that could
be named. The average ofthe crop of the Val-
ley was 17.3 bushels to each inhabitant, while
that ofthe New England States W;as 11} quarts;
of the Middle States ofthe Western
States 10. bushels; an<l of the wholeUnited States
5i bushels.

There are no statistics at hand to show the av-
erage production per acre, but it is fair to pre-
sume that it bears nearly the same proportion to
other regions that the gross product does. Of
this wheat, too, we may say what can be said of
no other in the United States, that for a series of
years, the flour made from it has commanded, in
the markets of Brazil, $3.60 more a barrel than
that made in any other portion of the Union, not
even excepting Baltimore; this gave Richmond,
before the war, almost a monopoly of the Coffee
trade ofBrazil, which was worth to the United
States in 1856, over sixteen millions of dollars,
and it must againbecome thecentreof that trade
for the great Northwest, when the projected Vir-
ginia railroads are completed, and, for climatic
reasons, which cannot be materially changed,

The number of Swine in the Valley, in 1860,
was 145,6G2 or l-208th of the whole number in the
United States and Territories, almost double the
number in any of the New England States, and
about half as many as in all of them, and more
than in several of the Western States. It was
about l-10th ofthe whole number in Virginia.

There were 291 Churches in the Valley, with
aggregate accommodations for 106,705 people,
(about the entire adult population), and valued
at $545,705. These: Churches were divided among
11 different denominations, viz:

There were Baptist and Methodist Churches in
all the counties, Lutheran in all but Warren,
Presbyterian in all but Page, Episcopal in all but
Rockingham, Shenandoah and Page. The Men-
nonite Churches were in Augusta and Rocking-
ham, the Tunker or German Baptist in Augusta,
Rockingham, Shenandoahand Page, the Christian
in Shenandoah and Page, the Friends in Shenan-
doah and Frederick, the German Reformed in all
but Shenandoah, Warren and Clarke, the Catho-
lic were in Augusta, Frederick, Jefferson and
Berkeley.

The upper and lower portions of tbe Valley
were settled largely by Scotch-Irish and Eng-
lish people, and there are found the Presbyterian
and Episcopal Churches, while the central por-
tion ofthe Valley, settled as it was by Germans,
contains most of the Mennonite, Tunker, and Lu-
theran Churches. The Baptists are most numer-
ous in the lower Valley, the Catholic Churches
are in Harper's Ferry, Martinsburg, Winchester
and Staunton, towns upon Railroads, and the
Methodists areabout equally distributed through-
out the whole Valley.

UNCONSTITUTIONAL CONVENTION.
Saturday, April 11.?The Committee on

Revision submitted a report, which was ordered
to be printed in the Journal.

THE NEW GOVERNOR AND NEGRO SUFFRAGE.
Mr. E. Gibson offered the following;
"Whereas, the Convention was recently in-

formed by the present Governor of Virginia,
General H. H. Wells, that all efforts to prevent
negro suffrage would be found to be fighting
against the obvious consent of American senti-
ment and contending against the will of God;
therefore, be it

"Resolved, That a committeebe appointedto
request his Excellency to explain therecent em-
phatic expression given (by the people ofMichi-
gan (his adopted State) of their views on this
important issue, it being now stated that a ma-
jority of 30,000 votes were cast against negro
suffrage in that State."

This was not received.
BANKS AND INSURANCE COMPANIES.

The following resolution was called up as the
order of the day:

"Resolved, That the committee on taxation
and finance be, and are hereby, instructed to
prepare and report for insertion in the Constitu-
tion an article providing that the rate of interest
in this State shall be eight per centum on all
transactions carrying interest where no special
contract is made, but that all contracts made
between parties for any special rate of interest
shall be legal and binding, whether the same be
more or less than eight per centum."The following report on banking, etc., was
also taken up for consideration:"1. The General Assembly shall not grant a
charter of incorporation to any bank, insurance
company, trust company, or any other banking
institution, with privileges to negotiate loans,
buy and sell stocks, bonds, coin or other securi-
ties, or to do the business of a broker, or to dis
count paper, bills of domestic or foreign ex
change, at a greater rate of interest than that
fixed by law.

"2. No person who is a broker, or who deals
in stocks, coin, bills of foreign or domestic ex-
change, or any other securities, or discounts
paper, or loans money at a greater rate of inte-
rest than that fixed by law, in any manner what-
ever, or who is a State officer, or who receives a
salary from the public treasury, literary, or other
funds of the State of Virginia, shall be allowed
to hold any office, directorship, or clerkship
whatever in any bank, trust and loan company,
insurance com pat,y, or banking institution of
any kind in the State of Virginia."
THE PRINTING IMBROGLIO AND MR. E. GIBSON.

Pending the discussion of this subject, Bayne,
by leave, introduced the following :

"Whereas, Mr. E. Gibson, (delegate of Giles,)
did declare that a fraud had been committedby
the chairman (Mr. Allan, ofPrince Edward,) of
a committeerelative to printing and the money
thereto. Therefore,

"Resolved, That the said E. Gibson be and ,
is hereby ordered to report to this Convention
in writing by one o'clock to day all the evidence .
he has Showing any fraud committed in the
premises.

"Failing to comply with this orderhe be tried
By the Convention and be Expelled or Receive
such Penalty as the Convention may inflict."

Mr. Gibson asked theprivilegeof an explana-
tion. This was refused him.

He said that if the Convention received this
resolution and spread it on the Journal, and re-
fused to allow him to explain, it was composed
of a set of baser scoundrels than he believed the
spac» ofthe hall would contain. It was known
that he was going awayon leave on Monday,
and that he had laid the charges before a com-
mittee (composed lor the greater part of mem-
bers from the Radical side ofthe House) which
had failed to report. .

White offered the following: ,
"Whereas, the gentleman from Giles, Mr. E.

Gibson, has grossly insulted this House by |
using disorderly and improper language which .
were disrespectful to the membersof this House j
?to wit: 'If this House will receive such a
resolution, knowing as it does that I have to
leave here Monday morning, without giving me ,
an opportunity of defending myself, it is com-
posed ofa set ofbaser scoundrels than I sup-
posed could be collected in anybody,' therefore,

"Resolved, That the gentleman from Giles,
Mr. E. Gibson, be and hereby is expelled from ;
this Convention."

A motion to suspend the rules in order to j
consider this was lost, as also a motion to recon- ,
sider this vote. i

It was decided that the consideration of the
subject interrupted by the introduction of j
Bayne's resolution was the only thing in order.

Mr. Gibson repeated it, that he would like to ;
have it understoodthat hehad laid the evidence
in this case before the proper committee, which
has failed to report.

BANKS, ETC.
The consideration of the order of the day was

thenresumed?Mr. Snead on the floor. At the
conclusion of his remarks a motion to adjourn
was made and lost. It was found that there
was no quorum present, and a call ofthe House
was ordered.

Under a resolution requiring the Sergeant-at-
Arms to bring in absentees, that officer pro-
ceeded to do so, and had a quorum by four
o'clock.

Mr. Mayse asked leave of absence for five
minutes.

Some squabbling ensued, and the Convention
adjourned.

Monday, April 13.?Mr. Maddox, from a
special committee, made a report recommending
the printing of 15,000 copiesofthe Constitution
in English and 1,000 in German. Also, that a
special committeebe appointed to examine the
printing of the Constitution, and the printing
and binding of the documents heretofore order-
ed, and audit the accounts of the printer and
stenographer. Also, to forward to each mem
her ofthe Convention 125 copies of the Con
stitution. The report, under a suspension of
the rules, was adopted.

THE USURY QUESTION.
The consideration ofthe limitationofthe rate

of interest was resumed, when the following res
olution was amended by the adoption of Mr.
Marye's proviso, which we append :

Resolved, That the committee on taxation
and finance be, and are hereby instructed to
prepare and report, for insertion in the Consti
tution, an article providing that the rate of in
terest in this State shall be eight per centum on
all transactions carrying interest, where no
special contract is made, but that all contracts
made between parties for any special rate of in
terest, shall be legal and binding, whether the
same be more or less than eight per centum.

"Provided, That nothing in such articleshall
be construed to effect the legal rate of interest
now existing under contracts made prior to the
adoption of this Constitution."

Mr. Snead s proposition limiting the rate of
interest to six per cent., and that of Mr. Platte"
making the maximum rate fifteen per cent.,
were both voted down.

Pending the consideration ofthe substituteof
Mr. Thomas for the resolution as amended, the
Convention took a recess.

He proposes to make the maximum rate ten
per cent., and when there is no contract six per
cent.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
The Convention re-assembled at4 P. M., Mr.

Hine in the chair, when the proposition ofMr.
Thomas was voted down?ayes 31, noes 40.

The vote by which it was defeated was, how-
ever, subsequently reconsidered, when he offer-
ed as a substitute that where there is no con-
tract the legal rate of interest shall be six, but
by special contract any rate of interest not ex-
ceeding twelve per cent, shall be legal. This
was adopted?ayes 42, noes 28.

1 CHURCH PROPERTY.
The Convention adoptedthe recommendation

I of the committeeon guarantees, &c, that the
i rights of ecclesiastical bodies in and to church

. property conveyed to them by regular deed of
conveyance shall not be affected by the late civil
war nor by any antecedent or subsequentevent,
nor by any act of the Legislature purporting to

. govern the same, but all such property shall
pass to and be held by the parties set forth in
the original deeds of conveyance, or the legal
assignees of such original parties holding thro'
or by conveyance ; and any act or acts of the
Legislature in opposition thereto are null and
void.

MARRIED WOMEN.
The section of the report of the above committee giving married women the entire control

of their property, was tabled by a decided vote.
CHILDREN OF SLAVE PARENTS.

The following was, after discussion, adopted
?yeas 54, nays 8 :

"The children ofparents, one or both ofwhom
were slaves at and during the period ofcohabi-tation, and who were recognized by the father
as his children, and whe-e mother was recog-
nized by such father as fii ? wife, and was co
habitedwith as such, shall be as capable of in-
heriting any estate whereof such father may
have died seized or possessed, as though they
had been born in lawful wedlock."

THE MILITIA.
The following sections of the report of the

committee on military affairs were adopted,andthe remaining sections defeated :
Sec. 1. The militia of this State shall consist

of all able-bodiedmalepersons between the ages
of eighteen and forty-five years, except such
persons as now are, or hereafter may be, ex-empted by the laws of the United States or ofthis State ; but those who belong to religious
societies, whose tenets forbid them to carry
arms, shall not be compelled to do so, but shall
pay an equivalent for personal service, and the ,militia shall be organized, armed,equipped and ,
trained as the General Assembly may provide '
by law.

Sec. 2. The Legislature shall provide by law
for the encouragement of volunteer corps of the
several arms ot the service, which shall be class-ed as the active militia; and all other militia ,shall be classified as the reserve militia, and
shall not be required to muster in timeofpeace.

Tuesday, April 14.?Messrs. Allan, Mad-dox, Southail, Waddell, and White, were ap- '.
pointed on the committee to examine into the 1
printing and forwarding of documents of theConvention. The Secretary of the Convention :

FUTURE CHANGES IN THE CONSTITUTION.
The majority and minority reports on future j

changes in the Constitution were taken up.
After some discussion, the following wasadopted:
"Any amendment or amendmentsto the Con

stitution may be proposed in the Senate andHouse of Delegates ; aud if the same shall be
agreed to by a majority ofthe members elected i
to each of the two Houses, such proposed
amendment or amendments shall be entered on
their Journals, with the ayes and noes taken
thereon, and referred to the General Assembly j
to be chosen at the next general electionof Sen-
ators and members of the House of Delegates, (
and shall be published for three months pre
vious to the time of making such choice ; and
it in the General Assembly so next chosen as '
aforesaid such proposed amendment or amend- '
ments shall be agreed to by a majority of all
the members elected to each House, then it '
shall be the duty of the General Assembly to *submit such proposed amendment or amend- '
ments to the people, in such manner and at *
such times as the General Assembly shall pre- 1scribe; and if the people shall approve and rat- ]
ify such amendment or amendments by a ma-
jority of the electiors qualified to vote for mem-
pen of tbe General Assembly voting thereon, -
such amendment or amendments shall become '
part of the Cons.itution. '

"At the general election to be held in the !
year ISBB, and in each twentieth year thereaf- !
ter, and also at such time as the General Ac - ]
sembly may by law provide, the question 'Shall (
there be a convention to revise the Constitution J
and amend the same?' shall be decided by the '
electors qualified to vote for members of the (
General Assembly j and in case a majority of '
the electors so qualified voting at such election 'shall decide in favor of a convention for such '
purpose, the General Assembly at its next !
session shall provide by law for the election of
delegates to such convention : Provided, That
no amendment or revision shall be made which 'shall deny or in any way impair the right of
suffrage or any civil or political right as con- ;
ferred by this Constitution, except for causes
which apply equally to all persons and classeswithout distinction."

The Convention then took recess.
AFTERNOON SESSION.

Mr. Hawxhurst, from the committee on the
basis of representation and apportionment, in
accordance with a resolution of instruction, sub-
mitted a report upon the re-arranging of the
Congressional districts, recommending the adop-
tion ofan ordinance re districting the State into
eight districts, giving it a Congressman at large.
The report was ofcourse fixed up with a view
to Radical views, so much so thatPorter moved
the members of thatparty toreject it. He said
that the report would only give them one more
Republican Congressman, and they had better
let well enough alone.

EQUAL RIGHTS.
The following was called up:
"Article ?. Section ?. In all charters

granted by the Legislature to any railroad or
other internal improvement there shall be in-
corporated in said charter a provision prohibit
ing any regulation or rule making any distinc
tion on account of color in any of its employees,
or privileges granted to passengers; and all
public institutions now existing of said charac-
ter shall come under the provisions of this sec-
tion."

The following substitute to this was adopted,
ayes 47, noes 10:

"That all citizens ofthe State are hereby de-
clared to possess equal, civil and political rights
and public privileges."

ADJOURNMENT POSTPONED.
A motion to rescind the resolution toadjourn

thi- evening was carried, and the further con
sideration ofthe subject postponed.

The Convention adjourned.

Senate.?Friday, April 10.?Immediately
liter the prayer the Pre-ident pro tern, vacatedthe chair. The Chief Justice then took his

.seat and the proceedings of the impeachmenttrial were resumed Mr Curtis continued hisargument in defence of thePresident and closed
at 2.15 P. M. The examination of witnessesfor the defence was then recommenced by Mr.Stanbery. General Lorenzo Thomas was firstcalled and sworn. The examination of this wit-ness was very long. His testimony was veryinteresting and covered the whole ground ofhisappointment as Secretary of War ad interim,the instructions given him by thePresident, hisinterviews with Secretary Stanton, the inter-view with Karsener, &c, &c. When the wit-ness was asked to relate what took place at aninterview with the President after his demandon Mr. Stanton for the War Office, Mr. Man-
ager Butler objected to his answering any ques-tion as to what took place between the witnessand the President after the issuing ofhis com-mission as Secretary ad interim. After a longdiscussion the question was referred to the Sen-ate and it was decided that the witness should
answer the question, only ten voting in thenegative. At 5.20 P. M. the Court adjourned.The President pro tern, resumed the chair andthe Senate adjourned. *

House of Representatives.?No business
of importance was transacted in the in theHouse. The members in Committee of theWhole attended the impeachment trial. At theconclusion of the proceedings they returned tothe Hall. The committee then rose and theHouse adjourned.

Senate.?Saturday, April 11.?At 12 M. thePresident _oro tern, vacated the chair, and theChief Justice took his seat. The proceedingsof the impeachment trial were resumed. Mr.Manager Bingham, on the part of the managers,
asked for a modification of the twenty-firstrule,
so as to allow such of the managers and thecounsel for the President as so desire, tospeak,
subject to the provision that the final argument
shall be opened and closed on the part of theHouse. The motion was objected to and laid
over. General Thomas was recalled and made
a number of corrections in his testimony as
given on Friday, and also iv the report of histestimony before the Impeachment committee.Lieutenant General Sherman was then swornand examined. General Sherman stated thatwhile in Washington on business during lastDecember he had several interviews with thePresident, two of which were in company withGeneral Grant Mr. Stanbery then asked,
"Did the President ask you it you would take
charge ofthe Department of War, in the eventot the removal of Mr. Stanton?' Mr. Butler
objected to the question. 'Ihe Chief Justicesaid that the evidence was admissible. SenatorConness demanded the yeas and nays. Mr.
stanbery said the evidence of his witness was
of vital importance to the case for the defence.After considerable discussion the Chief Justice
again stated that the evidence was admissible
and gave briefly the grounds for his opinion.?
A vote was taken, the decision of the ChiefJustice was overruled, and the evidence decided
inadmissible?yeas 23, nays 28. A number ofquestions were asked and in reply the witness
stated that he had been offered the appointment
of Secretary of War ad interimby the President
on two occassions, but all questions to elicit any
additional information as to what was said by
the President in the conversations in relation to
his objects in making the offer or the means by
which he intended General Sherman should
obtain pos.>es.sion ofthe War Department were
excluded. The counsel for the President final-
ly stated that in view ot the ruling ot the Senate
they could not say whether they would askGeneral Sherman any other questions, but de-sired permission to recall him. This was allow-
ed by the managers. The Court then adjourn-
ed.

House of Representatives.? A bill to test
the constitutionality of questionable acts of
Congress was introduced and referred to the
Committee on the Judiciary. The House inCommittee of the Whole attendel thj im-peachment trial. At its conclusion the membersreturned to the Hall and the House adjourned.

Senate.?Mouday, April 13.?At 12 M. theChief Justice took his seat and the Court ofImpeachment was opened. A discussion arose
upon the motion offered on Saturday by Sena-
tor Frelinghuysen allowing such of the counseland managers as desire, to take part in the clos-
ing argument. After considerable debate, dur-
ing which a number of amendments were offer-ed, the wholesubject was laid on the tabic by
a vote of 38 to 10. Lieutenant General Sherman
was recalled, and askedby Mr. Stanbery wheth-
er, after the restoration ofMr. Stanton to office,
the good of the service required that another
man than Mr. Stanton should be at the head
ofthe War Office? Mr. Butler objected. A
discussion ensued between the counsel for thePresident and Mr. Butler, after which a vote
was taken, and the Senate refused to admit the
question?yeas 15, nays 35. Senator Johnson
propounded the question, "Didyou at any time,
and when, before the President gave the order
for the removal of Mr. Stanton as Secretary ofWar, advise the President to appoint another
person?" Mr. Butler objected. In reply to
Senator Davis, the Chief Justice said the ob-
jection to a question put by a member of the
Court could only come from the Court itself.?Senator Drake objected to the question, and the
Court refused to allow it?yeas IS, nays 32.?
General Sherman then left the stand, as neitherthe President's counsel nor the managers desir-
ed to ask any additional questions. R. J. Meigs,
Clerk ofthe Supreme Court of the District ofColumbia, was then sworn and examined in re-lation to issuing the warrant for the arrest ofGeneral Thomas. Mr. Butler objected to the
reception of the warrant in evidence. Thecoun-
sel for the President stated that they would
prove that the President, GeneralThomas and
the Attorney General had determined to sue

: out a writ oi'habeascorpus as the most speedy way
ofsettling the question of the constitutionality
of the Tenure oi Office act by the courts, and
that General Thomas was discharged from cus-
tody solely for the purpose of preventing the
testing the validity of the Tenure of Office act
by application for a writ of habeas corpus in the
case. The questionwas then takenon the ad-
mission of the warrant of arrest of General
Thomas, and Stanton's affidavit upon which it
was issued, in evidence, and it was decided in
the affirmative?yeas 34, nays 17. So the doc-
uments were admitted and read by Mr. Evarts.
General Sherman was then recalled, and after a
long discussion was adowed, by a vote of 26 to
25, to answer the following question asked by
Senator Johnson. "When the President tender-
ed you on the two occasions (27th and 31st of
January, 1868 ) the office of Secretary ad in-
terim, will you state what he said his purpose
was ? ' Gen. Sherman stated that when the
President offered him ihe office, he didnot give
liim a definite answer; he however stated atone
interview that although against his wishes, if
Mr. Stanton Would .etire quietly he woul t ac-
cept the appointment, but afterwards gave in
writing an answer declining the appointment.?
ihe President did not intimate at either inter-
view that he would use force to effect the re-
moval of Mr. S'anton, and in reply to a remark
if General Sherman's that Mr Stanton might
nit give up the office, said, "Oh, yes; he will
give up. I know him better than you do; he
is cowardly" General Sherman then left the
stand. The entries made on the docket of the
Supreme Court ofthe District in relation to the
'lischarge ot General Thomas were read. The
Court then adjourned. The President pro tern.
resumed the chair, and the Senate adjourned.

House of Representatr_.?No business
. of importance was transactedduring the niorn-

i ing hour. The House as usual attended the
c impeachment trial. At 4.50 P. M. the members
