How the Negroes treat the Whites.

Where the negroes have the political power
they not only deny the whites the privilege of
suffrage, but do not allow them to own land.—
The Dispaich says: ‘‘In Hayti, a negro coun-
try, no white man can own land. Heisa dis-
franchised being—a pariah who is reprobated
and forbidden. In the Government of Libe-
ria, founded by the white people of America,
the laws are not more liberal. There no one is
allowed to vote who is not of African descent,
aud no one but a voter can acquire or possess
real estate in the Republic. Thus no white man
can vote or hold real estate in Liberia, a Re-
public which was, as we say, established by the
white people of this country, and has been the
especial pet of the Awmerican philanthropists.
And moreover, the United States is bound by
treaty to protect this Liberia from the hostile
neighboring African tribes!

Here is something to reflect upon. This ex
clusion of white men from Liberia was beyond
question the suggested policy of the white
founders of that country. It grew out of the
evident incompatibility of the races, and the
white founders desired to protect their infant
colony from the troubles that assuredly would
follow the intrusion of a number of whites
amongst them.

The same idea was instinctively impressed
upon the Haytiens, and they bhave rigidly en-
forced it since they came into possession of the
Government by their'murdering the white peo-
ple to whom the island had belonged !

Yet what do we behold here? A denial by
the United States Government of thisprinciple
of incompatibility of the races in the exercise
of political privileges, and an attempt absolute-
ly to place the negro in control of the white
race! So great an outrage on nature and com-
mon sense has not been known in the history
of government—nor has there been in the his-
tory of this country an act which is so disas-
trous to the national peace and the national
prosperity as this enfranchising the black man
and making him a voter immediately after he
is taken out of a state of slavery !

Peace and Reaction.

In an article upon this subject, the Peters-
burg Index says: “The Republican party has fer
five years endeavored, in its own way, to restore
to the country unity and peace. It has failed.
It is the sword-sustained Southern govern-
ments, the destroyed Southern labor, the hy-
brid Southern administrations, the subordina-
tion of Southern capital to irresponsible vaga«
bonds, the entrustment of political power in
the South to a horde of ignorant brutes—it is
these things which have given rise to all the
late National troubles; for in accomplishment
of these results the Republican party, repre-
sented by Congress, has disregarded the Con-
stitution, depleted the Treasury, muzzled the
Supreme Court, disarmed the Presidency, and
done all those other acts of usurpation which
have made of peace, war, and of hope, despair.
Having brought the country to the verge of
ruin, it asks for an extension of power in which
to complete it—it asks for peace where there is
no peace, and deprecates reaction as danger-
ous—why? Simply because in reaction is the
grave of Radicalism, and the cradle of new-
born freedom. >

The Democracy of the land has entrusted to
it the duty of obtaining Peace. That is the
boon for which it has longed throughout these
weary years, while Radicalism has been ma-
I:ing war upon 2ll that was worth preserving of
our Republican institutions. It is to obtain
Peace that we enter the lists, and nothing but
a return to a Constitutional basis will ever bring
the consummation so devoutly to be wished.

It will not satisfy Democracy to secure con-
trol of the Government merely to leniently ex-
ecute unconstitutionai Radical measures.

It will not satisfy Democracy to come into
possession of and perpetuate a Union pinned
together by Radical bayonets.

It will not satisfy Democracy to administer
Radical theories, to put 2 new Sinbad on the
Southern neck, and to win the privilege of ex-
periencing all the consequences of uncorrected
Radical mistakes.

It will not satisfy Democracy to inherit ne-
gro suffrage from the dead Radicals, and to
control a black man’s vote in that Hall in which
Douglas declared that this was a white man’s
government, formed by white men, for white
men and their children forever.

It will not satisfy Democracy to hold the offi-
ces of the country while the South writhes un-
der the heel of a deposed tyrant, and is ruled
by a radically enthroned negro oligarchy.

No! No! NO. A thousand times NO.
We will gain Peace by Reaction which shall re
move the leprosy from the afflicted South. We
must undo all that has been wrongly done.—
We must go back to the very day and moment
when the Constitution was disrezarded, and be-
gin anew—to build up a Union of law, of love,
of peace, and of permanence, with the great
Charter for its corner stone.

If such be not the purpose, avowed and res-
olute, with which Democracy shall enter the
field, it ought to and will be beaten, and we
shall have neither Reaction nor Peace.

Peace! Peace!!

Peace is a sweet word, but as Patrick Henry
said on a memorable occasion, some cry ‘‘Peace!
Peace ! ! when there is no peace.”” Asthe En-
quirer truthfully says, it cannot be called peace
when excited and embittered masses of men,
divided on an issue of supremacy, an issue that
admits not of compromise, an issue in which
one must go down—are confronted at close
quarters. The whites are not to blame. - They
have sought to avoid the contest. They take
it only when made up for them, and when
pressed upon them.

There is “‘policy’’ in boldness now. Not
mere vituperation ; not the mere irritation of
stinging words, but the boldness which pro
claims the fixed purpose of the whites, the
reasons which support it, and the necessity that
compels it. The boldness which gives full
warning of the consequences of the present at-
tempt at our destruction, and prepares to make
the warning good. The boldness which does
not come from the gage of battle, but declares
an active and uncompromising resistance to the
attempt upon our liberties and privileges; not
a passive submission, nor a timid, deprecating,
supplicatory opposition, half protest aund half
fight. Let the assailants fully understand that
if they are resolved on war, they shall have it
to the knife. It can dono harm; it may do
good. If their purpose is wavering, it will dis-
pose them to peace ; if it is fixed, we can but
come to the inevitable trial of strength.

Speaking at Louisa C. H.

Oa Monday of last week, Hon. A. H. H.
Stuart and Ex-Gov. Wm. Smith delivered
speeches at Louisa C. H. A correspondent of
the Dispatch says that the negroes were evi-
dently pleased to be specially addressed by Mr.

Under this heading, Jas. Barron Hope of
the Norfolle Virginian, expresses sentiments
which show that his ‘*head is level”” and that
his heart is in the right place and beats as a
true Virginian's should. He says:

‘‘Several very mild and excellent people have
thought some of our utterances harsh. Jus-
tice 1s always stern. We intend to speak out
in no uncertain tone in this canvass. We shall
tell the truth and assail every iniquity which
dares to show its head, without fear, favor or
affection. We intend to be a brass kettle in
the stream among the earthern pots of the
scallawags. When white men turn niggers ot
their own accord for selfish ends the fact should
be made apparent. The people want light
now, and we will give it to them, even though
we should burn our hands in kindling the bea-
con.

The heart of our friend A. A. Little of the
Fredericksburg News beats in unison with that
of Hope's. He says:

‘“When a man understands what this Consti-
tution is and then deliberately says he intends
to vote for a Constitution that gives suffrage to
the negroes, makes them eligible to office, au-
thorizes the General Assembly to establish
mixed schools, and to give negroes equal ad-
mission with whites to hotels, railroad cars,
steamboats, theatres and all places of public
resort and amusement, he votes for negro
equality, and he is the enemy of every white
man, and should be treated as such. Let him
feel that he is abhorred. Suppose there was a
secret band of Incendiaries and no man’s house
was safe from conflagration, would it not be the
duty of every good citizen to hold up their
names to execration—to shun them in all busi-
ness transactions?

Better burn every house in this State than
adopt this Constitution. Incendiaries can be
punished by the Law; Let these moral incen-
diaries be punished by the unmistakable scorn
of every man, woman and child in the commu-
nity—as the common enemy of all.”

We endorse the sentiments of both these
true Virginians. They will receive a response
from the great throbbing heart of our dear old
mother, Virginia. In reference to them we
say: ‘‘Ditto to Mr. Burke.”’

What will the Soldiers Say?

The conservatives elected their ticket in the
late municipal election in Washington, but the
Radicals rejected the votes polled by the Fed-
eral soldiers. A Washington correspondent of
the Baltimore Gazette, under date of June
8th, says:

““What will the soldiers throughout the land
say to this? The white man’s ticket was elec-
ted—the Radicals admit this, but they say it
was with the assistance of the soldiers. What
will the Grant clubs, composed of soldiers, say
to this? Negroes were run in from Ma%land
and Virginia and voted for Bowen. Krvery
black man voted without let or hindrance, but
‘‘the Boys in Blue"” were not allowed the same
privilige. Judge Cartter (Radical) said these
soldiers had the legal right to vote, but he
recommended General Grant to issue an order
that no soldier should leave his barracks on
election day. Grant declined, and the soldiers,
about forty, voted the white man’s ticket.—
This has been made the pretext for the dis
graceful proceedings to-day, and by forcing the
locks of the Mayor’s office the negroes are in
possession. Let the ‘‘veterans’’ seriously con-
sider these facts and the Jacobins may find that
a soldier, if he is white, is quite as much a cit-
izen as a strolling vagabond negro, and is quite
as much entitled to the elective franchise. It
is a significant fact that the Radicals of the
city, under the immediate eye and influence of
General Grant, were afraid of the soldiers and
did everything in their power to prevont them
from voting, while on the other hand the Dem-
ocrats labored to secure the soldier the right to
cast his ballot. It will be interesting to ascer-
tain how far the soldiers now in this District
represent the sentiments of the soldiers
throughout the country. The ‘‘boys’’ in Ore-
gon are certainly in accord—acd such would
seem to be the case in Galena (General Grant's
home), where the Democratic ticket has suc-
ceeded by 250 majority.”’

Chief Justice Chase.

The following is the conclusion of a letter of
Chief Justice Chase to a friend, dated May
25th. The sentiment it expresses is not such
as will satisfy the people of the South, and not
such as will be approved by the National Dem-
ocratic party of the North The Democracy
will be apt to let him slide :

“What the developments of the future may
be I know not. I neither expect nor desire to
be a candidate for office again. It would, how-
ever. gratify me exceedingly if the Democratic
party would take ground which would assure
the party against all attempts to subvert the
principle of universal suffrage established in
eight, and to be established in all of the South
ern Constitutions. Then, 1 think, the future
of the great cause—for which I have labored
so long—would be secure, and 1 should not re-
gret my absence from political labors.”’

; CONGRESSIONAL.
SENATE.—Wednesday, June 10.—The Com-
mittec on Post offices reported the bill to amend
the act to provide for the ing of mails be-
tween the ports of the Umsgtates. It re-
scinds the section which imposes the prepay-
ment of letter postage on newspapers sent be-
tween the States and the Territories west of
ansas except on newspapers sent from the

of publication to regular subscribers.—
After considerable discussion the bill was pass-
ed—yeas 36, nays 12. A bill for the reorganiza-
tion, government and paywent of the army was
introduced and referres to the Committee on
Mlhtlr{IAﬂ'airs. The committee of conference
on the Naval Appropriation bill made a report.
The committee recommended that the pro-
vision struck out by the Senate be restored, that
the master mechanies shall be appoiuted trom
civil life and that the civil engineers and naval
storekeepers at the different navy yards shall
be appoinied by the President, subject to con-
firmation by the Senate. The report was con-
curred in, and the bill for the admission of
North Carolina and other States was taken up.
An amendment to the third section was adopted
providing that the State officers shall be install-
ed without delay, and that no one shall be al-
lowed to hold office who is not eligible under
the 14th amendment to the Constitution. A
vote was taken on the amendment including
Alabama in the bill, and it was agreed to. At
8.15 P. M. a motior to adjourn was made and
voted down.  After some further discussion the
bill passed—yeas 31, nays5. The Senate then,
at 10.30 P. M., adjourned.

HousE oF REPRESENTATIVES —The Com-
mittee of Ways and Means reported a bill pre
pared by a sub eommittee of said committee to
increase the revenues from duties on imports
and to equalize exports and imports. It was
ordered to be printed and referred to the Ways'
and Means Committee. The Committee on
Reconstruetion reported a bill to relieve from

olitical disability W. M. Harris and James R.

erry, of Arkansas, the former Justice elect to
the Supreme Court and the latter Auditor elect
of the gtate. After some discussion the bill
was passed by a two-thirds vote. A bill was
passed authorizing the Postmaster General to
contract with the Commecrcial Transportation
Company of the State of New York for the
transportation of mails and emigrants between
New York and Bremen. Mr. Phelps, of Mary-
land, while the bill was under discussion, desired
to offer an amendment to include in its pro-
visions the Bultimore and Havana Steamship
line, but was not allowed to doso. Mr. Butler
desired to make a motion to postpone further
consideration of the Tax bill until December
next. A motion to go into Committee of the
Whole was, however, pending, on which a vote
was taken and it was decided in the affirmative
by yeas 83 to nays 57. This is regarded as an
expression of the desire of the House to con-
tinue the consideration of the bill. The Tax
bill was then taken up and discussed uutil 4.30
P. M. when a recess was taken,

Fvening Session.—The House met at 7.30
P. M. and the discussion of the 7ax bill was
resumed, A number of amendments were a-
dopted, and the House adjourned at 10.10.

gENAm—Thursday, June 11th.—A bill was
passed allowing officers and soldiers discharged
from the United States service to wear the
badge of the corps in which they served during
the war on public occasions. The bill for the
relief of certain naval contractors was taken up
amended, and passed. 'The Committee on Com-
merce reported a bill making Cambridge, Mary-
land, a port of delivery. Mr. Sumner made a
motion to consider the vote by which thhe Om-
nibus Reconstruction bill was passed, and Mr.
Yates delivered a speech in which he claimed
that Congress had perfect control over the ques-
tign of suffrage in all the States, North and
South. After Mr. Yates had concluded his ad-
dress Mr. Sumner’s motion ‘was withdrawn.—
The bill to continue the Freedmen’s Burean for
another year was taken up. After considerable
discussion on this bill, a bill in relation to con-
tested elections in the city of Washington was
introduced and passed. The bill removing the
political disabilities from Roderick R. Butler of
Tennessee was taken up and passed by a vote
ngeas 23 to nays 5. The Senate then adjourn
ed.

House oF REPRESENTATIVES.— A bill was
passed incorporating the National Hotel. Com-
pany of Washington, D. C. A statement of
Mr. R. T. Merrick was rcad eorrecting certain
asscrtions wade in debate by Mr. Butler. A bill
incorporating the National Art Usion of Wash-
ington was taken up, amended and laid on the
table. A resolution was passed directing in-
quiry to be made as to the allezed extension of
the term of imprisonn.ent of Rev. Joha Me-
Mahon by the Canadian authorities. becanse a
newspaper published in the United States had
been found in his possession. Mr. Ashiey, of
Ohio, asked leave to offer a resolution direeting
General R. K. Scott, Governcr elect of South
Carolina, to offer rewards for the apprehension
of the perpetrators of certain murders of loyal
persons alleged to have been committed in that
State. Objection was made and it went over.
The bill for the proteetion of American com-
merce was made the special order for Wednes-
day next. The House, in Committee of the
Whole, resumed the discussion of the Tax bill
and 2 number of sections were disposed of. On
motion of Mr. Batler it was unanimously de-
cided to release Charles W. Woolley from
custody, he having appeared hefore the Inves-
tigation Committee and answered all questions
asked. The bill passed by the Senate for, the
admission of North Carolina and other States
were referred to the Committee on Reconstrae-
tion. The House then adjourned.

SENATE.—Friday, June 12th. —The Commit-
tee on Foreign Relations reported a joint reso-
lution requesting the President to use all good
offices in securing the release of Father Me-
Mahon, imprisoned in Canada for Fenianism.

The consideration of Shermau’s finaneial bill
was resumed. The discussion was quite sharp.
The main topic of discori is the twenty mil-
lions inerease in banking capital for the West
and South. Without taking a vote, the Senate
went into executive session.

Housk oF REPRESENTATIVES.—The bill for
the relief of E. J. Macky, of South Carolina,
was referred to the Reconstruction committee.

The Reconstruction bill, as reported by the
Senate, was reported. A motion to exclude
Florida was defeated by a vote of 99 to 44, and
the bill passed—ayes 111, noes 28.

A large number of private bill: were passed,
when the night session was again colored, and
House adjourned.

A Washington correspon dent of the Balti
more Gazette, under date ot the 9th inst., says:

“The municipal embroglio is rather increas-
ing in interest as matters become complicated.
Both Boards held their meetings to day, and
the Radical Council, following the example set
them yesterday by the Radical Mayor, entered
the Council Chamber by force and then had the
lock taken from the door.
