behind it less to regret. No history 1s purer,
as a whole, than fireside history, and none lives
longer or more lovingly in remembrance. - He
who cannot look forward with yearning desires
to fireside enjoyments,.as the staple enjoy-
ments of his life, is greatly to be blamed; for
the fireside has its daties to be dene; as well as
its pleasures to be realized. They who make
light of its sanctities, or who rise up- in _rebel-
lion against its spirit, or who wantonly distarb
