CONGRESSIONAL.
_SENATE.—Monday, July 6th.—The House
bill prezeribing the oath of office to be taken
by persons from whom  their civil disabilities
have been removed was passed without mate-
rial amendment. The bill prescribing that it
shall require a two-thirds vote of the Territo-
rial Legislature of New Mexico to pass a bill
over the Governor's veto was taken up and
passed. The bill for the relief of the Mount
Vernon Ladies’ Association was taken up and
discussed until the expiyatian of the morning
hour, - [t was then laid aside and the Tax bill
was taken up and a number of amendments
were adopted. The Senate then went into ex-
ecutive session and at its close took a recessun-
til 7.30 P. M.

Flvening Session.—The debate on the Tax
bill was resumed, and several sections passed
without amendment.
House orF REPRESENTATIVES —A number
of bills and resolutions were introduced and re
ferred to various committees. A joint resolu-
tion was adopted directing the Seeyetary of
War to cause to be prepazed ana submitted to
Congress o statement of all facts to show how
the commerce of the Government can be pro-
moted by the continuing of river and harbor
improvements already caommenced, in order
that the Government nioney may be properly
appropriated. A bill was offered taxing United
States securities ten per cent., but the House
refused to receive it. A resolution was passed
providing that all bridges over Western rivers
shall be five hundred fect span. The Speaker
laid before the House a communication from
the Governor of North Carolina announcing
the ratifieation of the i4th article of amend«
ment to the Constitution of the Unijted States.
1t was referred to the Committee on Recon-
struction. Mr. Paine, of Wisconsin, presented
the credentials of five of the representatives
elect from the State of North Carolina. They
were referred to the Committee on Elections.
The bill in relation to the administration of
oaths to persons relieved of political disability
was takeq {iom the Speaker's table, and the
Senate amendment was coneurred in. A num-
ber of private bills were disposed of. Among
thein was one, which was passed, to pay H. B.
St. Marie the sum of $10,000 for services and_
information rendered in the Kingdom of Italy
which led to the arrest of John H. Suratt,
charged with complicity in thg gssgssination of
President Lincoln. A ‘cotamittee of conferenge
was ordered o the Hxecutive, Legislative and
Judicial Appropriation bill. Messrs. :
French, J. T. Devrees and A. H. Jones, Rep-
resentative elect from North Carolina, were
sworn in and took their seats. The Senate bill
in relation to appointments to fill vacancies in
the Departments was amended and passed.—
The H:u:«; soon after adiourped.

National Democratic Convention.

the great nominating Convention of the Na-
tional Demoecratic or Conservative party, and
gave in a telegramn received on Monday night

the morning session of that day. We give be-
low the proceedings of the 2nd day—Monday—
as reported in the despatches of the associated
press :

SECOND DAY—MONDAY.

At half: past ten the delegates generally were
in their seats, and the Convention was called to
order at 11:45.

Prayer was offered by Rev. Wm. Quinn.

The reading of the journal of Saturday was
dispensed with.

The delegation from the Working Mens’
Convention was invited to seats.

The committee on permanent organization
reported the name of Horatio Seymour, of
New York, for president of the Convention,
which was received with great cheering, and
a vice president and secretary from each State.
The committee also recommended the rules of
the Democratic Convention of 1864 for the gov-
ernment of this body. The report was adopted,
and the committee was discharged.

The committee on resolutions asked permis-
sion to sit during the session of the conven-
tion, which was agreed to.

Messrs. Bigler, of Pennsylvania, and Ham-
mond, of South Carolina, were appointed a
cgn!mittee to conduct Mr. Seymour to the
chair.

When Mr. Seymour appeared on the plat-
form he was greeted with loud and long con-
tinued cheering. In a short address, returning
his thanks for the honor, he counselled moder-
ation, toleration and harmony. The most im-
portant questions had been forced upon the
consideration of this convention. Some of
these were forced upon 1t by the resolutions of
the recent Chicago convention. He discussed
briefly the platform of the Republicans, and
accused that party of violating its own declar-
ations against repudiation and unequal taxa-
tion, and then asserted sympathy for soldiers
and soldiers’ widows and orphans. He accused
that party of an extravagant waste of the pub-
lic moneys, with tainting the national credit,
with impeding immigration by overburdening
labor with taxation, and with breaking down
all constitutional guaranties of’ Republican lib-
erty. He denied the assertion made in the
Chicago convention that ‘‘the principles of the
Declaration of Independence are now sacred on
every inch of American soil,”’ for in ten States
{)f‘ the Union military power supplants civil
aw.

A large number of resolutions were offered
and referred without debate.

Resolutions endorsing President Johnson and
applauding the course ot Chief Justice Chase
in the impeachment trial were received with
much applause.

A resolution urging universal amnesty with-
out any exceptions was unanimously adopted.
Adjourned till 4 o’clock.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

The convention re-opened at 4 o’clock.

An address was presented from the Soldiers’
and Sailors’ Convention expressing no prefer-
ence for a candidate, and expressing confidence
in the result,

An etfort to overthrow the two-thirds rule
failed.

The greater portion of the afternoon session
was occupicd with a renewal of the discussion
of the resolution to make the nominations be-
fore adopting a platform. It was finally de-
termined that each State might nominate its
favorite, but the vote should not be taken un-
til the platform of prineiples had been adopted.
The committee on resolutions announced that
they would be ready to report in the morning,
and the Convention then adjourned tili to-mor-
row at 10 o'clock.

THIRD DAY—TUESDAY.

When the Convention assembled this morn-
ing the death of Hon. Peter Cagger was an-
nounced.
Some resolutions from Alexander H. Ste-
phens were read and referred. The nawe of
Stephens was cheered,
#he Platform.

I'he platform was reported and unanimously
adopted amid immense cheering. The follow-
ing are the main points :

Restoration of all States to the Union;
Amnesty for all political offences, including
restoration of suffrage in all the States;
The exclusive control of suffrage within the
States to belong exclusively to the States them-
selves. Congress has usurped it in violation of
the Constitution ;
The reconstructipy, acis are uneonstitutional
and void ; ;
President Johnson receives the thanks of the
Convention,
! All parties are invited to unite on this plat-
orm.

T he Nominations.

The Convention then proceeded with the
nominations.

Connccticut nominated Governor English,
Illinois nominated Richardson, Maine nomina-
ted Hancock and Pendleton, and New Jersey
nominated Governor Parker, Andrew Johnson,
Governor Packer of Pennsylvania, Sanford
Church of New York, and many others, were
nominated.

Chief Justice Chase’s name was not men-
tioned.

Six ballots were cast which resulted as fol-

SoME OF THE BEAUTIES OF ‘‘RECONSTRUC-
TION.’—The so called Legislature of North
Carolina is composed of fifty senators and one
hundred and twenty representatives, Of the
senators, three are negroes, eight carpet-bag-
gers and twenty-seven scallawags, making
thirty-eight Radicals. Of the representatives,
sixteen are negroes, eight carpet-baggers and
fifty-six scallawags, making eighty Radicals, or
onc hundred and sixteen Radicals in both
branches, against fifty-two Conservatiyes—a
majority for the Radicals on joint ballot of
sixty-six. The aggregate taxes paid to the
State by these thirty-eight Radical senators and
eighty Radical representatives would not ex-
ceed $500. The ageregato estimated value of
the real property in the State to be taxed is
$150,000,000.

In the South Carolina bogus Legislature
there are fifty-seven whites and ninety-eight
negroes, one hundred and fifty-five in all. Of
these ninety-one pay absolutely no tax, the re-
maining sixty-four pay $441.80, or an average
of 6.90 each. The real estate of the State, at
the absolute mercy of these paupers, is, by the
latest assessment, worth $70,507,075.

The expenses of the late Black Crook con-
vention of Mississippi, in which, out of one
hundred members, there were only seven Mis-
sissippians, foot up already $210,000, and, says
the State treasurer, ‘‘there are other large al-
lowances yet to bo made for services rendered
under its Jaws.”’

In the meantime, but for the charitable, the
the patients in the State lunatic asylum would
starve, all the public money being necessary for
‘‘reconstruction.”’

As a domestic and social question, the white
people of Virginia should fight the attempt to
impose negro suffrage upon this State as pro-
vided in the proposed ‘‘Constitution.”” When
a man finds his house on fire, he calls all his
domestics to assist in extinguishing the flames,
and if they should refuse to aid him, would he
longer retain them in his employment ?

Quy politieal house is on fire, and we urge our
fellow-citizens to save it by compelling their
domestics and all other employees to put out
the flames. We deny that Congress has the
right to make the negroes voters ; but we had
not the power to prevent Congress passing a
“law’’ to do it. We are denied our ctonstitu-
tional means of testing the validity of this aet
of Congress, but we stiil have a method to make
it comparativaly inoperative. Let us say to the
negroes: We don’t want you to vote for our
measures, because we do not think you are
competent to vote at all. We will not require
you to vote as we direct. But we will compel
you to stay away from the polls, remain at
home, and do the work we employed you to do,
or else you will get no further employment from
us.

This is a simple plan, and will decrease the
‘votes’’ for the ‘‘Constitution’’ to the number
of 40,000 or 50,000 if adopted by the white
men of Virginia. Let us try it.— Richmond
Enquirer.
