SENATE.—3aturday, July 11.—The bill to
discontinue the Freedmen's Bureau was taken
up, amended and passed. The Funding bill
was taken up and discussed, but no action was
taken on it. A bill was passed declaratory of
the law in relation to officers cashiered or dis-
missed from the United States army. The
House amendwments to the joint resolution pro-
viding for counting the electoral votes of the
Southern States were concurred in, and resolu-
tion was passed. 1t now goes to the President.
I'he committee of conference on the Legislative,
Executive and Judicial Appropriation bill made
a report, which was concurred in. The Senate
then adjourned.

House or ReEPRESENTATIVES.—A bill was
passed authorizing terms of the United States
District Court to be held in Virginia as follows:
At Richmond, commencing with the second |
Tuesdays of April and Getober, and at Wether-
ville, commencing on the fourth Tuesdays of
April and October ; also a bill to attend the pro-
visions of the act of Jul; 4, 1864, in relation to
the jurisdiction of the Court of Claims to the
State of Alabama. The bill to regulate the
peace establishment of the United States army
was taken up and a number of amendments a-
dopted.  Pending discussion it was laid aside,
and the joint resolution 1n relation to counting
the votes of the Southern States in the Electoral
College as passed by the Senate was taken up.
After a long discussion the previous guestion
was ordered and secondcd on the amendwments
reported by the Committee on- Reconstruction.
After considerable diseussion a vote 'was taken
and the amendments adopted.  The joint reso-
lution was then passed—yeas 112, nays21. The
Tax bill, with the amendments thereto, wasre
forred to a committee of conference. . There-
port of the conference committee on the Legis-
lative, Hixecutive and Judicial Appropriation
bill was agreed to. The House thenadjourned.
SENATE.—Monday, July 13.—After dispos-
ing of some unimportant business the Funding
bill was taken up and ‘a long debateensued,
during which a number of amendments were
proposed and rejected. Pending discussion the
Senate went into executive sesston and  at its
close adjourned. \
Houst oF REPRESENTATIVES — A number
of bills and resolutions were introduced and re
ferred to appropriate committees. A resolution
was passed reciting the terms of the late treaty
for the sale of the Chercokee neutral land, and
resolving that actual settlers upon such lands,
prior to June 10, 1868, shall be permitted tore-
tain such lands upon proof of actual settlement
and the payment of $1.25 per acre. A resolution
roviding for a tax of ten per cent. on United
States securities was introduced and referred to
the Committee of the Whole. A joint resolu-
tion was passed providing that the United States
mint and its branches shall continue to refine
gold and silver bullion, and no eontract shall be
made for the exchange of crude ballion import-
ed until authorized by law, and repealing the
acts of March 3, 1853, and February 20, 1861.
The Senate bill in relation to the Tax Commis-
sioners in Arkansas was taken up and passed.
A supplemental post route bill was passed. A
bill was passed in relation to fees of United
States ‘consular agents in Canada, and also a
bill providing that all copies of papers in the
offices of the consuls and, consalar agents way
be used in evidence in any Awerican courts the
same as the original papers might be used. A
resolution was offered, but was objected to and
went over, declaring that acts of unparalleled
atrocity were still bemng perpetrated upon Union
men in the South, resolving thatit was the duty
of the Government to prutect loyal eitizens, and
authorizing the appointment of a committee of
three. to investigate the alleged outrages. The
Senate bill to diseontinue the Freedmen’s Bu-
reau was passed, with an amendment providing
that the Bureau shail be discontinued ahsolute-
ly on the st of January next in all recunstruct-
ed States—yeas 104, nags 32, Messrs. O, H.
Dockery and Nathanie! Bryden, Representa-
tives elect fromr the Third and Seventcenth
North Carolina distriets, were admitted to seats.
The Tariff bill was taken up by the HHouse in
Cowmmittee of the Whole. Pending discussion
the committee rose and the House, at 4.30 P.
M., took a recess until 7.30 P. M.

The girls returned several times during
the week to the sawme place, in pursuit of ber-
ries, and on every occasion, were attacked in a
similar manner. Their invisible assailant be

came so bold as to follow them with his mis-
siles for some distance, on their return home,
but at no time revealed himself to their curious
and searching scrutiny. The parties thrown at
were same times struck, but, as no serious in-
jury followed, the girls, as they became more
accustomed to the attacks, were rather amused
than alarmed by them. :

On the Sanday following the circumstance
last detailed, Mr. K. went to preaching in the
morning, and on his return home was informed
by his wife and family that they had been visi-
ted by their mysterious and inyisible foe,; du-
ring his absence, and that he had thrown into
the house a number of rocks, sticks, &c. By
some of these, members of the family had been
struck, but none of them hurt. In the yardin
front of the house there was a sink, and anum-
ber of the missiles thrown into the house were
picked wp and thrown into this sink, but.in a’
little while the same were thrown back into the
house.

After dinner Mr. K. took his Bible, and go-
ing into the porch, seated himself there, and
commenced reading. Lying on'the yard in
front of the porch, was a large heavy stick
which had been used for hanging saddles on,
but, having fallen from the ‘place to which it
had been attached, had been thrown into the
yard. While Mr. K. was engaged in reading,

'this stidk was takerf Wp and hutled through the

porch where ‘he 'was sitting, and against the
side of the house; with as much foree asa man
could have thrown it. . :

On the following day, Monday, some one
having surmised that there ‘might' possibly be
some connection between the gun which had
been found on the mountain, and the strange
circumstances above narrated, the gun was ta-
ken from the dwelling house, and placed in the
barn, where it has remained ever since. From
that time to the present Mr. K. and his family
have not been disturbed by their mysterious
and invisible assailant.

As Mr. K. persopally witnessed none of the
above facts, except such as occurred on Sunday
evening after his return from preaching, we in
quired of him, very particularly, as to - the sit-
uation of his house, and as to the possibility of
a wman's concealing himself near enough to the
house to throw these various missiles into it.—
He replied that there was no place nearer than
one hundred and fifty yards where a man could
possibly have been concealed. He pretends not
to explain the facts, but merely details them as
witnessed by himself or members of his fami-
ly.  We are unacquainted with Mr. K.’s fam-
ily, but regard his veracity as unquestionable,
and the facts witnessed by himself as confir-
matory of their statements, if any confirmation
were necessary.— Lewisburg Times.

A Singular Story.

A Little Girl Three Years of Age Carried off
by a Bear— Marvellous Recovery of the Child
after Searching 36 Hours.

We have to record a very singular deliver
ance of a girl about three years old, to her pa-
rents, after being carried off by a black bear,
and a search of 36 hours through the forest by
the excited parents. The facts, as near as we
can eather them, are substantially as follows:

Mr. Henry Flyuon lives 40 miles east of this
place, at or near the logging camps of Mr.
Ludington, and we believe has charge of one
of the camps. He started one morning to take
a horse to pasture, about two miles distant
from the house, and as he was ready to start
his little girl appeared and seemed very anxious
to go with her father, who, in order to please
the child, put her upon the horse’s back and
let her ride a short distance, perhaps 40 rods
from the house, where he put her down and
told her to run home. He noticed that the
child was standing where he left her, and on
looking back after going a little further saw her
playing in the sand. He soon passed out of
sicht, and was gone about an hour, expecting
of course that the child would return to the
house after playing a few moments.

On returning home he made enquiry about
the child of her mother, who said she had not
seen the child, and suppesed he had taken her
along with him. On going to the spot where
he left her, he saw huge bear tracks in the
sand, and at once came to the conclusion that
tho child had been carried off by the bear.
