Eastern Lunatic Asylum.

We are happy to learn that the Eastern Lu-
natic Asylum is again becoming what it was in
the day of the lamented Galt. The manage-
ment 6f this Tnstitution, if we remember right-
ly, caused one or more investigations to be
made by committees of the last Legislature of
Virginia, which terminated in the removal of
the entire Beard of Directors by Gov. Pier-
pont, who requested the military authorities to
take charge of the Institution. s

General Schoficid appointed, last January, 2
mixed Board of military and civil gentlemen;
who appear, since they assumed charge, to
have been actuated only by a desire to do jus:
tice to the State, and not to the unfortunate in-
mates of the Institution, They elected an en-
tire new set of officers, who, we are gratified to
find, are all native Virginians; and weare hap-
py to learn that in these elections, no political
or personal consideration actuated the Board.

The present superintendent, Dr. A. E. Peti-
colas, though personally unknown, save to a
single member of the Board, was unanimously
elected, and the Institution placed under his
management. The result has proven the wis-
dom of the re-clection; for a late visitor states
that the neat and cleanly appearance of the
place reminds him of the days of Galt. The
walks bave been again shelled—the building
painted—the patients neatly dressed, and the
diet improved in quantity and quality. The
Gas house and laundry, solong abandoned, will
goon be in operation ; and a bowling alley and
billiard room wiil be added for the amuscment
of the patients. The drainage, which has been
neglected for many years, will be commenced
as soon as the funds will permit. There has
been no extra appropriation for repairs; the
improvements, being carried on entirely by the
usual annual appropriation for the support of
the Tnstitution. Dr. Peticolas, we learn, has
been ordered by the Board of Directors to visit
Staunton, and consult with Dr. Stribling upon
varicus points of management‘and discipline.

We sincerely hope that no political or parti-
zan spirit, will again be brought to bear against
this useful Institution, to the detriment of the
poor unfortunates to whom the State has ever
acted with proper generosity.

Oar own Institution which has acquired an
enviable reputation under the management of
its present faithful and efficient officers, is a
striking example of the adyantages which re-
sult from looking to capacity and merit apart
from all palitical considerations, in making ap-
pointments to office.
